training. 

• Fraud investigation policies and internal audit risk assessment processes. 

The audit scope included a review of documents, current policies, and procedures 
related to purchases during Fiscal Year 2023.

International Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing and Generally 
Accepted Government Auditing Standards.
