U. T. Medical Branch - Galveston: Thomas N. James, M.D.,
Appointed President (Chief Administrative Officer) and
Advisory Committee for Selection of a President Discharged.--
Regent Briscoe moved that Thomas N. James, M.D., currently
the Mary Gertrude Waters Professor of Cardiology and a Dis-
tinguished Professor of the University of Alabama School of
Medicine, be elected President of The University of Texas
Medical Branch at Galveston effective at a date and compensa-
tion to be negotiated with Executive Vice Chancellor Mullins
and reported to the Board via the usual budgetary procedures.
Dr. James was one of the candidates recommended to the Board
by the Advisory Committee for the Selection of a President
for that component.

Regent Briscoe further moved that the Board discharge the
Advisory Committee for the Selection of a Chief Administra-
tive Officer for the U. T. Medical Branch - Galveston with
the sincere appreciation of the Board for the diligence and
careful thought it had brought to this search process.

Vice-Chairman Ratliff seconded the motions which prevailed
by unanimous vote.

Chairman Hay stated that the Board was proud and The Univer-
sity of Texas Medical Branch at Galveston honored that

Dr. James had accepted the presidency of that component.

Dr. James has a distinguished reputation as a teacher, clini-
cian, researcher and administrator who has served the national
and international medical community in many important ways.

He will bring to the U. T. Medical Branch - Galveston a new
perspective, an appreciation for quality, an understanding of
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the essential role of basic and clinical research and an
intense motivation to train excellent physicians. Under
Dr. James' leadership, Chairman Hay predicted that the

U. T. Medical Branch - Galveston will have an exciting and

innovative future.
