In keeping with the School's stated philosophy of learning, the 
facuRy recognizes the rnany potential avenues for acquisition of the 
knowledge, attitudes and skills which ate deemed appropriate fora 
baccalaureate nursing practitioner. Furthermore, the faculty believes 
that student experiences in formal educational endeavors should build 
on the student's present level of achievement in ah effort to maximize 
enhancement of the "actualization of individual potential." Therefore, 
the faculty subscribes to the principle of validation of the candidate's 
competencies and the awarding of credit based upon satisfactory 
achievement on exarninations. The candidate is thus allowed to 
matriculate into the curricular pattern at a level appropriate for 
his/her demonstrated level of achievement. 

1. To petition for such an examination, an individual must have met 
all requirements for admission to upper division courses in the 

School of Nursing. 

2. The candidate should consult the Dean on the campus on which

REPORTS OF SELECTION COMMITTEES FOR CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE 
OFFICERS OF U. T. PERMIAN BASIN AND U. T. AUSTIN. - -Before  
calling for the repor ts  of the select ion commit tees  for pres idents  of The 
University of Texas of the Pe rmian  Basin and The Universi ty of Texas at 
Austin, Chairman Shivers outlined the select ion process  which had been 
followed. The commit tees  followed the procedures  d i rected in the 
Regents' Rules and Regulations for the select ion of the Chief Admin is t ra -  
tive Officers of the component institutions. Firs t ,  the Rules state that 
ordinarily the Chancellor will authorize the establ ishment  of a component 
institution advisory commit tee  consist ing of faculty and students.  This 
was done at both institutions. At this point, Chairman Shivers d ig ressed  
to compliment both of these advisory commit tees  stating that each had 
worked diligently and faithfully many hours over severa l  months. 

The next step in the procedure  is for the advisory commit tee  to make its 
recommendation to the select ion commit tee  who in turn, under  the cha i r -  
manship of Chancellor LeMaistre ,  makes its repor t  to the Board of 
Regents. 

The student-faculty advisory comrnittee and the select ion commit tee  func-

The RegenLs' Rules  and Regulat ions ,  Par t  One, Chapter II, 
Section 4 .1  s e t s  forth the procedures  by which the Chief  
Adminis trat ive  Off icers  of the componi~~R inst i tut ions are 
selected. This section details the i n v o l v e m e n t  of the institu-  
tional faculty-student advisory committee,  the Selection 
Committee ,  the Chancel lor ,  and the Board of Regents .  Spe-  
cifically,  the Chancellor is authorized to appoint the Chief 
Administrat ive  Off icer  after  rece iv ing  the a s s i s tance .o f  the 
Selection Comrnittee and the prior approval of the Board of 
Regents. At The University of Texas at Austin and at The 
University of Texas of the Permian Basin,  I aufñorized the 
appointment of a Faculty-Student  Advisory Committee .  
These  advisory c o m m i t t e e s  have worked in complete  harmony
