3. Mrs. Audrey Slate ,  Managing Editor, The Graduate Journal, November 30-Desember 
3: 1966, to Denver, Colorado, t:o participate in a meeting of the Council of Graduate 
Sc?ools and to consult with members in attendance concerning Graduate Journal 
publication material on the graduate student and the modern university, to be 
published in the winter i s sue  of the Journal, expenses in approximate amount. of $185. 00 
to be paid from Excellence account for Publications. 

FKULTY LEGISLATION: The following legislation has  been passed by the ~ e i e r a l  
Faculty and,& Faculty Council. I: recomnend approval. 

1. The Faculty Council a t  i t s  meeting of November 21, 1966, approved proposal of 
tke Departm.ent of Required Health and Physical Education for Women to give advanced 
placemenr exami.nations in that area. (D&P 3787-88 - substitute pages. ) The proposal 
stems from a recommendation of the Committee on Educational Policy after a study of 
the Departments of Required Health and Physical Education for Men and Women which 
s ta tes  in par?:: 

The Commitxee believes that there should be a more systematic 
approach to screening and dire,ztlng students to activit ies that 
c ~ i l l  enhance their physical sk i l l s ,  similar to advanced standing 
examination in academic subjects . . It i s  possible that a 
few students could be excused from the requirement on a basis  
of a demonstrated proficienty in  two or more activit ies with a 
carry-over value. 

Presently students are  required to take four semesters of Physical training, and 
are excused only for reasons of health,  participation in ROTC (men), or exceptional 
hardsk:ip. This legislation would make i t  possible for women students in the department 
to reseive credit for the fourth semester of the requirement through advanced placement 
examinations in which a high proficiency in  the knowledge and ski l ls  of a n  activity 
i s  demonstrated. 

2.  Tte  Faculty Council a t  i t s  meeting on November 21, 1966, approved the Proposed 
Rsvlsion of C las s  Attendance and Absen-es a s  presented on pages 3801-02 of the 
Documents and Proceedings of the Faculty Council except that in paragraph 2 of the 
revision, after the word "instructors," there is to be inserted the words "primarily for 
counseling purposes. " The present rule indicates that regular attendance a t  a l l  
meetings of courses i s  expected, and implementation of this policy i s  the responsibility 
of the instructor, who may, however, have any special  attendance requirements. 
Th.e legislation se t  out i n  paragraph 2 provides that it i s  the duty of the instructor 
to keep a record of the attendance of freshmen and to report to the appropriate dearls 
the names of freshmen who have acquired four absences and to report thereafter when the 
absences continue to be excessive.  This change was  proposed by the Student Academic 
Deans and i?as.the approval of the Deans'  Council. 



2 T>e Faculty Council on December 13 19 6 6 ,  approved by the circularization 
procedure the proposed changes in the College of Arts and Sciences (D&P 3811-13j 
a s  follows: 

(1) Under "Requirements for the Degree of Bachelor of Arts, Plan I , "  under 
"Majors and Minors" the Departments of Botany, Microbiology, and Zoology recommend 
after Biology 607 the following insertion" (or such portion thereof a s  may be required by 
the score on the Biology placement tes t ) .  " The same change i s  to be made under 
Requirements for the Degree of Bachelor of Arts, Plan II under "Order and Choice of 
Work. " Under "Requirements for the Degree of Bachelor of Science in Architectural 
Srudies , " under "Prescribed Work, " after biological sc iences ,  insert "(if Biology 
607 i s  offered, only such portion thereof need be taken a s  may be required by the 
score on the Biology placement test) .  I' Similar changes are to be made under 
Requirements for the Degree of Bachelor of Science in Chemistry, for Bachelor of 
Science in Geology, Bachelor of Science in Medical Technology, and Bachelor of 
Science in Physics. The recommendation i s  made since the Departments now have, 
in addition to the college board placement tes t  i n  biology, locally administered machine-graded 
advanced placement tes t s  for both Biology 607a and Biology 607b. Those who pass  
their t es t s  with scores between 9 0  and 100 are  given college credit with a grade of -, A, 
and those .with scores between 80 and 89, coliege credit ~ ~ i t h  a grade of - B. Those &.o 
make scores between 70 and 79 will be excused from the Biology 6 0 7  requirement but 
without grade or college credit. Students who p a s s  the tes t  only for Biology 607a or 
for 6075 Nil1 5e required to take the other half of the course. 

2 )  The Department of Germanic Languages, under Requirements for the 
Degree of Bachelor of Arts, Plan T, under "Majors and Minors" adds German 373, 
R-ewesentative Writers -. in order to increase diversity and substance in upper 
division offerings. 

(3) The Department of Mathematics, under Requirements for the Degree of 
Bac5elor of Arts* Plan I, under Major requiremen4 recommends that four semester 
hours of Mathematics 608E and s ix  semester hours of Mathematics 808E be counted 
toward the major requirement s ince these hours are spent on calculus ,  whereas 
ike remaining are spent. on analytic geometry. These two courses presently appear 
:n a lisling of mathematics courses that may not be counted on the twenty-four 
semester ~ O L X S  required for the major. 

(4) The Department of Sociology, under Requirements for the Degree of 
Bachelor of Arts, under Major requirement, recommends that Sociology 3 14 
iIntroduction to Social Researchj, or the equivalent, be added a s  a required course 
since undergraduate trainlng in elementary research methods i s  now essent ia l  in 
the preparation of a l l  sociology majors. This does not change the total required 
Wenty-four hours of sociology. -

publications for the Amon Carter Museim of Fort Worth. The Museum usualiy pays al l  
cos t  of producing certain books ,with the University Press handling editorial and 
proxotional details  and ckarging the Amon Carter Museum account for the services.  Sales 
of these books are through the University of Texas Press normal procedures, the net 
receipts from sa les  being divided 75% to Amon Carter Museum and 25% to the Press except 
i n  c a s e s  where the Press a l so  contributes to the cos t  of manufacture. These transactions 
have Seen handled through the Piner Publications fund, but. i t  i s  difficult to separate the b.70 

accounts. I therefore concur in the recommendation of Business Manaaer Colvin that such - 
a n  account be established under agency funds, to be called "Amon .. ~ Carter Museum -
