Application Procedure 

A complete application must include the following: 

1. An application for admission including: 

a. Filing fee - $5.00 
b. A recent photograph 

2. An official transcript of all college work certified by Regis- 
trar of college(s) involved. This must be sent by the Regis- 
trar(~). 

3. Letters of reference from any three of the following: 

a. Undergraduate advisor 
b. Instructor in college major 
c. Employer 
d. Personal friend regarding character 

4. A physician's statement regarding condition of health. This 
may be a statement on the physician's letterhead. The School 
has no particular form that needs to be completed. 



ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS 

Basic Requirements for Admission to Baccalaureate Deqree Programs 

Electives or Special Requirements for each curriculum to total a minimum 
of 60 semester hours except as defined for individual programs. 

Physical education and military science credits will not normally apply 
to these requirements. 

The student may petition the Dean for possible waiver of certain of the 
basic requirements. 

Admission Status 

Students may be accepted to the School of Allied Health Sciences in one 
of the followinq cateqories: 

Reqular Student - the applicant has fully satisfied the requirements for 
admission to a degree proqram. 

Conditionally Accepted Student - the applicant may be accepted without 
havinq fully satisfied the requirements for admission to a degree pro- 
gram. Any student so admitted will, at the time of admission, agree to 
a specific plan for the removal of deficiencies. 

Special (Non-Deqree Seekinq) Student - admission as a Special Student 
for underqraduate study is possible under certain circumstances. Spe- 
cial Students are not permitted to take more than six semester hours 
without approval of the Dean nor are they permitted to register for any 
course without prior approval of the appropriate proqram director and 
the course instructor. Such approval will be based on a number of con- 
siderations includinq space availability and a determination that the 
student possesses the requisite background and experience to benefit 
from takinq the course or courses under consideration. 

Special Proqram Student - the applicant may be admitted to a Special 
(as opposed to a degree) Program by completing the admissions require- 
ments of the particular program to which he/she has applied. These re- 
quirements may differ from those required for admission to a baccalau- 
reate program. A Special Program Student who subsequently desires to 
pursue a deqree program must make a formal application for admission. 

Credit Transfer 

Transferred grades are accepted as they appear on the student's tran- 
script. Grades from other institutions are not averaged with work done 
at this School. Only credit earned in an accredited institution will 
be accepted for transfer. 

An applicant, whether a new student or a former student of the School, 
who has attended another collegiate institution is not at liberty to 
disregard any part of his collegiate record and apply for admission to 
the School of Allied Health Sciences on the basis of a partial record 
of his college work, but is subject without exception to the regulations 
given above. 



Where an official transcript shows a course having been repeated, both 
grades will be used in calculating the grade point average. 

The grade of D in any previous college course will be accepted to ful- 
fill the School of Allied Health Sciences basic and special prerequi- 
sites, but the student must present an over-all grade point average of 
2.00 on a 4-point system for admission to the School of Allied Health 
Sciences. On petition, the Admissions Conunittee may approve a proba- 
tionary admission for an applicant falling below this level. 

College Level Examination Proqram (CLEP) scores may be accepted in lieu 
,of specific courses to fulfill the Basic Requirements for Admission. 
Department chairmen are responsible for determining the minimal accept- 
able scores on CLEP tests. 

Texas Residency 

Rules and regulations for determining residence status are contained in 
Article 2654c, Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes. Where a student has 
doubts concerning his status as a legal resident of the state of Texas, 
he may obtain information concerning these regulations from the Regis- 
trar. 

Registration 

Registration days for each semester are indicated in the Calendar ap- 

day of classes. 

Subject to space availability and with the approval of the instructor 
a student may reqister as a Visitor for a given course. This must be 
accomplished on the designated registration day. No credit will be 
granted. 

Prior approval of the Office of the Dean is required for concurrent en- 
rollment at other colleges. Should such approval not be sought or 
granted, credit so obtained may not be accepted. 



EXPENSES 

All fees  a r e  subject t o  change without pr ior  publication. 

Students are  en t i t l ed  t o  enter c lass  or  laboratory when t h e i r  fees and 
deposits have been paid. Payments may be made by personal check f o r  
the exact amount due. 

A f i l i n g  f ee  of $5.00 is required of each applicant a t  the time of ap- 
plication.  On acceptance by the School an applicant i s  required t o  
send t o  the  Registrar a check o r  money order f o r  $30.00 to  serve as  a 
regis t ra t ion deposit.  When the student matriculates (unless he i s  re- 
gis ter ing i n  absentia),  $20.00 of t h i s  amount i s  applied t o  the Tuition 
Fee and $10.00 is applied t o  the  Property Deposit. 

The deposit of $10.00 covers f ines ,  breakage of equipment, loss  of books, 
and miscellaneous charges. This amount must be replaced upon the re- 
quest of the Director of Accounting. The amount of the  property deposit 
remaining i n  the student 's  account will  be refunded t o  him upon gradua- 
t ion or  withdrawal from school. Request f o r  refund of the Property 
Deposit should be addressed t o  the Director of Accounting, The Universi- 
t y  of Texas Health Science Center a t  Dallas. Property deposits which 
remain unclaimed for  a period of four years a f t e r  the  s tudent ' s  l a s t  
day of attendance shal l  be for fe i ted  and shal l  become operative t o  the  
permanent use and purpose of a scholarship fund f o r  needy and deserving 
students. 

A v i s i t o r ' s  f ee  of $5.00 per course i s  required of persons not regis-  
tered for  c r ed i t  and the v i s i t o r  must pay the laboratory f e e  the same 
as f o r  credi t .  I f  the v i s i t o r  desires  to  use the l ib ra ry ,  a non-student 
l ibrary deposit of $5.00 i s  required. Permission of the  inst ructor  i s  
required f o r  v i s i t o r  reg is t ra t ion .  

A graduation fee  of $25.00, payable a t  reg is t ra t ion  f o r  t he  f inal  semes- 
t e r ,  i s  required of a l l  students who will  receive a degree o r  c e r t i f i -  
c a t e  from the School of Allied Health Sciences. Students who withdraw 
before graduation are  en t i t l ed  to  a refund i n  f u l l  of t h i s  fee .

GRADUATE ADMISSIONS 

The Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences in conjunction with the 
School of Allied Health Sciences offers the Master of Science Tdewee - - 
i f l -Rekabi4i*a$+e~-6etrf lse+i~g~]  degrees in Biomedical Communications and 
Rehabilitation Counseling. 

The basic requirement for admission is a bachelor's degree or its equi- 
valent from an accredited institution in the United States or proof of 
equivalent training at a foreign university. The applicant must have 
maintained satisfactory coll ege grades, especially in appropriate courses, 
in upper division work (junior and senior level), and in any graduate 
work already completed. The applicant must receive a satisfactory score 
on the Graduate Record Examination Aptitude Test. Applications must be 
approved by the Graduate School Office and by the Committee on Graduate 
Studies in the intended major area of study. 

Details concerning graduate admissions are published in the Bulletin of 
the Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences. 



ACADEMIC STANDING 

The standing of a student in  h i s  work is expressed by grades made up 
from the classwork and from examinations. There a re  f i v e  grades: A 
(excel lent) ,  B (above average), C (average), D (pass ) ,  F ( f a i l u r e ) .  To 
pass i n  a course f o r  underqraduate c r e d i t ,  i t  i s  necessary t o  secure a 
grade of a t  l e a s t  D.  Under cer ta in  conditions an ins t ruc tor  may report  
grades under the  pass-fail system. Use of t h i s  system i s  normally re- 
s t r i c t ed  t o  practicum courses or  directed reading offerings.  Grade 
desiqnations under this system a re  H (honors), P (passing), and F ( f a i l -  
ure).  Grades reported i n  t h i s  fashion a re  not used i n  calculating a 
grade point average. The qua l i ty  point average is computed by dividing 
the  number of hours attempted a t  the School of Allied Health Sciences 
in to  the  t o t a l  number of qual i ty  points assigned. Quality points a re  
assigned t o  passing grades earned as follows: 4 qual i ty  points fo r  
each hour's c r ed i t  earned w i t h  a grade of "A", 3 w i t h  a grade of "B", 
2 with a qrade of "C", 1 w i t h  a grade of "DM. No qual i ty  points a re  
assigned f o r  a grade of "F".  

A grade of I (incomplete) must be cleared w i t h i n  s i x  months or  i t  will 
rever t  t o  F. Such incompletes will include courses taken a t  other col- 
leges t o  meet degree requirements of the  School. 

Under ce r ta in  circumstances, ins t ruc tors  may use other symbols in  report-  
ing a s tudent ' s  standing i n  h is  semester's work. The symbol R i s  report-  
ed fo r  a student who has been permitted a re-examination, the  symbol I ,  
f o r  a student,  who, under spec i f ic  circumstances, has incomplete c lass  
or  laboratory work, and WP or  WF as described below. 

Withdrawing from a Course 

To withdraw from a course, the student should confer w i t h  h i d h e r  advi- 
sor  and mus t  complete a drop and add card which may be secured from the 
Registrar. 

W - A student may withdraw from a course a t  any time pr ior  t o  the begin- 
n i n g  of the  n i n t h  week of c lasses  (fourth week fo r  summer session) 
and receive a W indicating withdrawal without penalty. 

Probation 

A student will be placed on probation a t  the end of any semester i n  which 
he has not at tained a 2.00 grade point average. 

If a t  the end of the next semester h i s  cumulative grade point average i s  
2.00 or  be t te r ,  the probation will be removed. 



Graduation Requirements 

The student must present a 2.00 cumulative grade point average a t  the 
School of Allied Health Sciences i n  order t o  qualify for  graduation, and 
must have sa t i s f ac to r i l y  completed a m i n i m u m  of 120 semester hours. 

The student must maintain a grade of C t o  pass i n  c l in ica l  or  laboratory 
work i n  order t o  qualify for  graduation. 

An "F" ( f a i l u re )  i n  any required subject  must be removed by  sa t isfying 
the requirements of the department i n  which the student i s  enrolled.  

A student must complete a minimum of 30 semester hours in residence t o  
meet degree requirements.

FINANCIAL AID 

Financial aid, primarily awarded on the basis of need, is available 
through the Director of Financial Aid in the Student Affairs Office. 
All prospective students are urqed to contact the Director a month prior 
to registration if they require financial assistance. Forms need to be 
completed at that time and they require several weeks for processing. 

Various types of federal assistance may also be available from time to 
time. The Director can provide specific information in this regard. 

The Texas Rehabilitation Commission offers financial assistance for tui- 
tion and required fees to students who have certain physical or emotion- 
al handicaps, provided the vocational objective selected by the handi- 
capped person has been approved by an appropriate representative o f t h e  
Commission. Through this State Agency other rehabilitation services 
are also available to assist handicapped persons to attain full employa- 
h i l i t v .  

Application for this type of assistance should be made to the nearest 
State Rehabilitation Office or inquiry may be directed to: Commissioner, 
Texas Rehabilitation Commission, Medical Park Tower, 1301 West 38th 
Street, Austin, Texas, 78705. 

STUDENT AFFAIRS 

The Student Affairs Committee, composed of both Faculty and Student mem- 
bers, has direct responsibility for the manaqement of student affairs. 
In addition to addressing problems the student may encounter during the 
academic year, it is responsible for scheduling official School functions 
including those utilizing the Skillern Student Center. 

The School of Allied Health Sciences does not furnish living quarters for 
its students. Housing is an individual matter and each student must make 
his own arrangements. The Dallas and surrounding communi ties have many 
apartment and boarding houses, but competition is keen enough to make 
early efforts necessary. Estimated living costs for room range upward 
from approximately $100.00 per month. 

Limited parking facilities are available at the Health Science Center 
[ b u + - ~ e t - e ~ - + h e - y r e ~ ~ d s - e f - W e + k e d i s + - U e s a  and at the School. Any 
student wishing to park on the Health Science Center campus will be re- 
quired to obtain a permit and pay a parking and registration fee. & 
charge is made for parking at the School but students must observe 
School regulations pertaining to parking privileges. Student parking 
must be restricted to areas designated and violations of the parking 
regulations may result in loss of parking privileges on the campus. 

As a future professional person, there are rules of dress to be ob- 
served. It is expected that students enrolled in the professional 
courses will not come to classes, staff conferences, meetings, or any 
other official activity dressed in unconventional attire. 

When there are special clothing or uniform requirements for a specific 
curriculum, the student will be notified upon acceptance into that cur- 
riculum. Some programs require that their students wear name tags as 
well as the sleeve patch of their discipline. 



The Allied Health Sciences curricula require the major portion of a 
student's time and concentration. Some few students find it possible 
to have outside employment and still maintain a high quality of school 
work. School assignments and agency duties cannot be altered to fit 
a work schedule for an individual. 

Each student, by registering, enters the School of Allied Health 
Sciences and is therefore under the jurisdiction of the Dean of the 
School. This involves jurisdiction over the student" program of 
study, degree requirements and conduct. Students taking courses in the 
school are subject to the regulations of the School. 

Any student enrolled may apply for student membership in the associa- 
tion representing the discipline. The purposes of these organizations 
are to promote interest in the profession with specific aims toward 
service and fellowship for the social, intellectual and professional 
benefit of each member. Membership generally entitles the student to 
the journal of the profession and the right to attend its meetings. 
Student memberships are available for the American Physical Therapy 
Association, American Dietetic Association, American Society of Medical 
Technologists, and National Rehabilitation Association, among the major 
organizations. Students are encouraged to join the profession's local, 
state and regional groups as well. Further information can be ob- 
tained from the department faculty and journals. 

In addition, the [Asseeia&ie~-eC-Sekee4s] American Society of Allied 
Health Professions, a new group representing all the allied health 
team, is a highly desirable organization for all students. The office 
of the Dean can provide information about this organization.

ALLIED HEALTH EDUCATION 

A program leading to the degree, Bachelor of Science in Allied Health 
Education, is provided for students desiring to assume an instructional 
role in their chosen allied health profession. The program is avail- 
able to experienced professional s with appropriate 1 icensure, certifi- 
cation, or registration in various allied health specialties who are 
qualified for upper-division college or university training. Particu- 
lar emphases within the program focus on the training of teachers in 
the areas of diagnostic radiologic technology and respiratory therapy. 
The general degree plan is available for other allied health profes- 
sionals (e.g., dental auxiliary personnel, etc.). Graduates of the 
program are qualified to assume positions of educational leadership in 
a variety of instructional situations.

To be considered eligible for admission, applicants must satisfy the 
Basic Requirements for Admission to Baccalaureate Degree Programs (see 
entrance requirements in General Information section of this bulletin).

The Admissions Committee of the Baccalaureate Program in Allied Health 
Education will evaluate each applicant according to the merit of hislher 
academic and professional experiences. 

Special Provisions 

In some instances, students may be admitted to the Program with minor de- 
ficiencies in admission requirements. However, these deficiencies must 
be completed by the student before a degree may be granted. 

Some course prerequisites may be satisfied by correspondence and/or ex- 
tension courses from accredited institutions or by examination (e.g . , 
College Level Examination Program-CLEP). A score at the 50th percentile 
or higher is necessary for core course acceptance via the CLEP examina- 
tion. 

The School of A1 1 ied Health Sciences can accept substantially equivalent 
courses to satisfy a portion of the entrance requirements. In addition, 
some academic credit may be granted for non-academic allied health tech- 
nical training with prior approval by the Office of The Dean. 

Although qualified applicants may be admitted to the Program in either 
the Fall or Spring semester, the optimal sequence of courses and practi- 
cum experiences has been designed such that Fall admission is desirable. 
However, the curriculum is sufficiently flexible to permit practicine 
professionals to enter and complete the program on a part-time basis.

The Department of Health Care Sciences offers a two-year program for 
education of Physician's Assistants leading to the degree of Bachelor 
of Science in Health Care Sciences. The program has been accredited 
by The American Medical Association. 

The Physician's Assistant Program has been established in order to pro- 
vide a broadly trained health professional who can absorb a number of 
duties ordinarily performed by a physician. In such a role, the Physi- 
cian's Assistant can free his supervising physician for more demanding 
and complicated medical procedures. One of the chief goals in the pre- 
paration of such an assistant is to enable the physician to see a great- 
er number of patients as well as allow him to spend more time with 
seriously ill  patients who need his medical expertise. 

The graduate of this program will be capable of approaching the patient, 
collecting historical and physical data, organizing these data, and pre- 
senting it in such a way that the physician can visualize the medical 
problem and determine the next appropriate diagnostic and therapeutic 
steps. He is also capable of assisting the physician by performing diag- 
nostic and therapeutic procedures as well as coordinating the roles of 
more technical assistants. It is emphasized that he functions under the 
general supervision and responsibility of the physician, although he 
might, under specially defined rules and circumstances, operate away 
from the immediate surveillance of the physician. To perform properly 
at this level of responsibility, the Physician's Assistant must be 
trained by and for physicians in order to possess sufficient knowledge 
of medicine to permit a degree of interpretation of findings and a de- 
gree of independent action within these defined rules and circumstances. 

Completion of this program makes the graduate eligible to take The Na- 
tional Certification Examination given by The National Board of Medical 
Examiners. 



Requirements for Admission 

Sixty hours of college Arts and Sciences are required for admission. 
This two year professional course begins in the junior year with con- 
centration in a didactic curriculum of basic medical sciences. Also 
included are a series of courses designed to provide the student with 
basic skills, knowledge, and capabilities of a Type A Physician's 
Assistant as defined by the Board of Medicine of the National Academy 
of Sciences. The senior year is devoted entirely to extensive rota- 
tions through the clinical facilities of affiliated hospitals, as well 
as private and group practices of Family Physicians. 

As a direct result of the combination of the broad basic curriculum 
involved in the junior year and extensive rotation through clinical 
areas in the senior year, this baccalaureate graduate will be highly 
qualified to serve with a primary care physician as a Physician's 
Assistant (Generalist).

The curriculum provides the 
student w i t h  a foundation t o  enter  employment o r  t o  continue w i t h  gradu- 
a t e  study in  the  f i e l d s  of aging, rehabi l i ta t ion counseling, and other 
health care programs. 



Training Facilities 

Many agencies and facilities throuqhout the community provide opportuni- 
ties for supervised clinical experience for the student. Three clini- 
cal practica are required which include varied experience with the aged 
and chronically disabled in a long term care facility, a rehabilitation 
facility, and a community agency serving this population. Participat- 
ing agencies and facilities include: Dallas Rehabilitation Institute; 
Buckner Baptist Benevolences; Dallas Home for Jewish Aged; Presbyterian 
Village, Inc.; Visiting Nurses Association of Dallas; Senior Citizens 
of Greater Dallas and others. 

Requirements for Admission 

Students must meet the qeneral admission requirements of the School of 
Allied Health Sciences which include an acceptable qrade point averaqe 
on all previous college work. The Admissions Committee of the Depart- 
ment of Health Care Sciences shall determine whether the applicant is 
admitted into the program in accordance with the quality of his creden- 
tials. An interview with each applicant, when possible, is desired to 
assist in defining career plans. 

In addition to the general requirements for admission to the School of 
Allied Health Sciences, courses in the following areas are highly re- 
commended for the Health Care Administration Curriculum: Psychology, 
Sociology, Economics, and Business Administration. 

The Curriculum 

Students are admitted to the Health Care Administration Program after 
having completed successfully a minimum of 60 semester hours of college 
work and the admission prerequisites. Students are encouraged to enter 
the program as juniors to qualify for a Bachelor of Science Degree in 
Health Care Administration. Persons already having a degree may receive 
an additional baccalaureate degree upon the completion of a minimum of 
30 semester hours. Students having more than 60 semester hours of 
transferrable college work must complete a minimum of 30 hours with the 
School.

UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAM IN REHABILITATION SERVICES 

The primary objective for the undergraduate program is to provide train- 
ing for individuals who desire to pursue a career in rehabilitation and 
related human service fields. The goal is to meet manpower needs for 
trained personnel to work in rehabilitation settings whose primary focus 
is to increase opportunities for physically and mentally disabled [a~d 
disadua~taged] persons to be independent and productive, consistent with 
their abilities and life goals. 

Specifically, persons are trained for positions in vocations rehabilita- 
tion agencies, rehabilitation centers, she1 tered workshops, residential 
facilities, social welfare agencies, state employment services, evalua- 
tion centers, correctional institutions, health-related associations, 
and other helping-health agencies.

Training Facilities 

Cooperating community agencies and the departments and divisions within 
the Medical School offer a valuable contribution to the student's under- 
standing of the physically disabled (including heart, cancer, and stroke 
patients, amputees, paraplegics, etc.), the mentally retarded, the emo-
