Allocations were made from the Hogg Foundation for Mental Health Trustee Approved
Program Support Account to the following institutions and agencies:

Family Service Center, Houston, Texas - $13,508,00

1.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends funding of this third
year grant to the Family Service Center in the ampunt of %13,508.00 for
the period of July 1, 1931 to June 30, 1982. The Family Service Center
has requested this third and final year of funding to provide two
services, El Centro Familiar and the Parent-Child Development Center
{PCDC) Alummi Association, to the predominately Mexican-American
residents of Northeast Houston.

El Centro Familiar provides much needed counscling services to the
participants and graduates of the PCDC program as well as to other
residents of the commmity. The combination of family counseling pro-
vided by El Centro Familiar and the training and activities of the PCDC
Alumi Association provides an effective commmity support for the low-
income Mexican-American families of the area, Hogg Foundation monies
will be used for: 1) partial support of the salary of the director of
El Centro Familiar, 2) partial support of the salary of the coordinator
of the PCDC Alumni Association; and 3) a small amount for research on
the clients and treatment given at El Centro Familiar.

Mr. Ed Christman will be responsible for the administration of the
project, and will submit both a fiscal accoumnting and narrative evalua-
tion of the project at the end of the grant period. Drs. Wayne H.
Holtzman and Ralph E, Culler will continue to serve as liaison persons
for the Hogg Foundation.

Urban Affairs Corporation, Houston, Texas - $40,000,00

2.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending approval of a
grant to the Urban Affairs Corporation in the amoumt of $40,000.00 for
the period of July 15, 1981 to July 14, 1982.

The Hogg Foundation monies will be used in the support of mental health
services to be provided by a psychologist and social worker within the
newly organized primary health care center. These two full-time
positions will make 1t possible for the center to provide crisis
counseling, diagnostic services, and other related mental health services
for adolescents in need of health care related to high-risk pregnancies
and newborn infants of teenage mothers living in the Fifth Ward neigh-
norhood area served by the center.

Dr. Bobbie A, Henderson, Project Manager, and Ms, Donna Bryant, Executive
Director of the Urban Affairs Corporation, will administer these funds
and will submit a progress report and fiscal accounting of expenditures
along with their request for the second year of funding late in the
spring of 1982, Dr. Wayne H, Holtzman, Dr. Ralph E. Culler and Ms,
Adrian R, Fowler will serve as the liaison persons from the Foundation.

Rio Grande Valley Midway House, Inc. - Harlingen, Texas - $6,635.00

3.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending approval of a
one-time grant in the amount of $6,635.00 to the Rio Grande Valley
Midway House, Inc., for the period of July 15, 1981 to October 15, 198l.
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HOGG FOUNDATION FOR MENTAIL HEALTH (Continued)

The focus of this evaluation research project will be to devise and
conduct a thorough evaluation of the Bilingual/Bicultural Alcoholism
Rehabilitation Program of Midway House, Inc.

The Bilingual/Bicultural Alcoholism Rehabilitation Program has been one
of the most successful programs in the nation in dealing with problems
of Hispanic families who suffer from alcoholism, This residential
facility incorporates counseling, educational activities, information
and referral services, medical services, and follow-up care. The unique
services of Midway House, Inc,, mesd to be examined in order to improve
the intcrvention and treatment modalities and to develop a better
management information system. These fimds will be used to pay the
researcher for six weeks of sumuner support, a research assistant, travel,
and computer tims. Dr. David Martin of The University of Texas Health
Science Center in Houston and Dr. Manuel Ramirez III of The University
of Texas at Austin will provide consultation to the project,

A marrative report and fiscal accounting will be submitted to the Hogg
Foundation by October 15, 1981. Dr. Terrence R, Tutchings and Mr.
Reymundo Rodriguez will serve as Hogg Foundation liaisons to the project.

Child and Family Service, Austin, Texas - $6,260.00

4.

The Hogg Foundation recommends approval of the release of $6,260
previously approved as a contingency grant to the Family Violence
Network project of Child and Family Service. The grant period would
be from September 1, 1981 through August 31, 1982,

The Family Violence Diversion Network will serve as a demonstration
project for delivery of services to wife batterers referred by the
courts. The Diversion Network, involving the court, police officers,
and service agencies throughout the city, will help to stablize the
family while the husband learns ways to manage and control his violent
behavior, The coordination of the many agencies involved with the
various aspects of {amily violence should result in a greater
efficiency overall and in a lessened incidence of this widespread
problem.

Mr. J. B. Brannen, Executive Director of Child and Family Service, will
be responsible for the administration of the project. He will submit
an interim progress report in April, 1982 and a final fiscal accounting
and evaluative summary no later than September 30, 1982. Mrs. Bert
Kruger Smith will serve as Hogg Foundation liaison for this project,

Family Service Association of San Antonio, Inc., San Antenio, Texas - $1,000.00

5.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends for approval a one-
time grant of $1,000 to the Family Service Association of San Antonio,
Inc., a member agency of the Family Service Assoclation of America
{FSAA).

This grant is for support of the travel expenses of Dr. Onalee McGraw

of the Heritage Foundation and Dr, Carol B, Stack of the Institute of

Policy Sciences and Public Affairs at Duke University to the Biennial

Convention of the Family Service Association of America. Drs, McGraw

and Stack will be the speakers for the opening session of the Biennial
gonvention. They will present a discussion of family values in debate
orm.

Mr. Jed Maebius, Jr., the Vice President of the San Antonio Family
Service Association and Chairman of the local steering committee for
the Biennial Convention, will be responsible for the administration of
the grant and will submit a {iscal accounting by October 31, 1981,

Ms. Adrian Rhae Fowler and Dr. Bernice M. Moore will serve as Hogp
Foundation liaison persons for the project,

Texas Research Institute of Mental Services, Houston, Texas - $29,100,00

6. The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends approval of a grant
in the amount of §29,100.00 as the second year of support of a two-
vear committee to the Texas Research Institute of Mental Sciences for
the TRIMS-TWU Child Therapy Training Program. This second-year grant
will cover the period of July 1, 1981 through June 30, 1982Z.

These funds will be used to provide three $9,700.00 stipends for
miniority graduate students who deliver supervised clinical services to
children and their parents in the Early Childhood Clinic at TRIMS.
Delivery of services through the Early Childhood Therapy Clinic is an
integral part of the student's two-year training program. Through
efficient use of the students, the clinic professional staflf is able to
serve 33 percent more clients.

Dr. Mae F. McMillan, Director of the Early Childhood Therapy Clinic, 1§
responsible for the administration of the program. She will submit a
final report by July 1, 1982, accompanied by a fiscal accounting.

Future funding may be considered upon successful completion of this two-
year program. Dr. Wayne H. Holtzman will serve as liaison to the pro-
ject.,

Center for the Development of Non-Formal Education, Austin, Texas - $39,148.00

7. The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending approval of a
third and final grant to the Center for the Development of Non-Formal
Education in the amount of $39,148.00. This grant will aid in
supporfing the bilingual infant development and parent education
program involving low-income Mexican-American families.

This third-year grant has as its central foci the enhancement of
parenting skills, improvement of parent-child relationships, promotion
of physical and mental health, and research and evaluation of various
intervention models and bilingual audiovisual materials in human
development. This third-year grant will cover the period of September 1,
1981 through August 31, 1982,

The Hogg Foundation funds will support part-time administrative, clerical
research and medial development-curriculum staff; equipment and supplies;
data processing service; and postage and commmication expense. The
Office for Children and Youth, Texas Department of Commmity Affairs, is
supporting this program as well. Dr. Emily Vargas Adams is responsible
for the administration and supervision of the project, and will submit
program and annual reports along with a fiscal accounting of the

project at the end of the grant period. Dr. Wayne H. Holtzman and

Mr. Reymundo Rodriguez will serve as liaison representatives for the
Hogg Foundation,

Houston Child Guidance Center, Houston, Texas - $63,340.00

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends fumding of a grant
in the amount of $63,340.00 to the Houston Child Guidance Center for
the period of Jamuary 1, 1982 to December 31, 1682.

The Houston Child CGuidance Center has requested a sixth year of funding
for their progran to provide comprehensive mental health services for
the children of Ilouston and Harris County. The funds will be used to
suppert child psychiatric fellows and secowd-year psychiatric
residents who provide needed therapeutic services to children during
their psychiatric training. These additional years of support for
what was envisioned as a five-year program were necessitated by the
recent reductions in public funding for the training of mental health
professionals.

The Hogg Foundation will consider funding of a seventh-year grant in
amount of $36,023.00 upon successful completion of this six-year

grant. Mr. Michasl H., White will be responsiblie for the administration
of the project, and will submit both a fiscal accounting and a detailed
report of the program at the close of the grant period. Dr. Wayne H.
Holtzman and Dr. Ralph E. Culler will contimue to serve as liaison
persons for the Hogg Foundation,

The Suicide and Crisis Center, Dallas, Texas - $17,723.00

9.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends approval of a grant
in the amount of $14,725.00 for the period of September 1, 1981 through
December 31, 1982 to the Suicide and Crisis Center.

This grant is for support of the Suicide Attempters Program. The program
is aimed at those persons admitted to Parldland Hospital emergency room
for attempting suicide. The objectives of the project are: 1) to teach
gmergency rocm personncl assessment and intervention skills to determine
risk and potential for effective intervention with suicide attempters;
2) to establish policies and procedures for the emergency room personuel
to follow in mobilizing assistance for suicide attempters admitted for
treatment; 3) to train Parkland chaplains and social workers in inter-
vention skills and resources available for suicide attempters; 4) to
expand the Suicide and Crisis Center outreach program to provide the
capability to respond to suicide attempters and their families at the
emergency room; and 5) to form therapy or support groups for suicide
attempters to teach effective coping skills,

Hogg Foundation funds will be used in supporting the salary of a half-
time staff person who will coordinate these efforts. Additionally,
$2,300 will go toward travel, office and commmication expenses;

$1,350 will pay for professional consultation and coordination: and the
remaining §560 will provide clerical support.

Dr. James Hengstenberg of the Suicide and Crisis Center will be
responsible for administration of the poject, and will submit an interim
progress report in May of 1982, A final evaluative repert and fiscal
acounting will be filed by January 31, 1983. Drs. Wayne H. Holtzman
and Terrence R, Tutchings will serve as Hogg Foundation liaisons to

this project.

The Hogg Foundation Fxecutive Committce recommends approval of a grant

staff. The grant period would be from September 1, 1981 through August
31, 1982, _

Ms. Houston, the art therapist, is responsible for providing much-
needed services in four areas: art therapy, commmnity service and work
experience, graduate follow-up treatment, and follow-up evaluation,
for theilr residential treatment program for troubled adolescents. The
program at Houston Achievement Place broadens and strengthens the
growing network of services for children supported by the Hogg
Foundation in Houston.

Mr, Paul Gilford, who is responsible for the administration of the pro-
ject, will submit both a fiscal accounting and a narrative evaluation
of the program at the close of the grant period. Dr. Wayne H. Holtzman
and Dr. Ralph E. Culler will continue to serve as liaison persons for
the Hogg Foundation.

The University of Texas Medical Branch at Galveston, Department of Human

Biological Chemistry amnd Genetics, balveston, 1exas - 3$21,016.00

11.

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends for approval a one-
vear grant in the amount of $21,616.00 to the Department of Human
Biological Chemistry and Genetics of The University of Texas Medical
Branch at Galveston. The period of the grant will extend from
September 1, 1981 through August 31, 1982,

These funds will be used in the support of the salary of the research
associate conducting the biochemical assays of tetrahydroisoquinolines.
The present study is related closely to an earlier Hogg Foundation
grant to the same rcsearchers. Completed in November of 1980, “'The
Role of Monoamine Oxidase in Schizophrenia' established the multi-
disciplinary research team headed by Drs. Creed W. Abell and Robert M.
Rose as one of the outstanding groups in the country. Methodological
innovations perfected by this team of researchers and the nationally
recognized status of the group indicate that this next phase of research
can lead to significant breakthroughs in determining the contribution
of dopamine system malfimction in psychiatric disorders.

The research will be administered by Drs. Creed Abell and Robert Rose,
who will submit an interim report in March, 1982, and final narrative
summary and fiscal evalution in September, 1982. Drs. Wayne H. Holtzman
and Terrence R. Tutchings will serve as Hogg Foundation liaisons to the
project.

March of Dimes Birth Disabilities Center, Houston, Texas - $20,000.00

12,

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends funding of this
grant in the amount of $20,000.00 for the period of September 1, 1981
to August 31, 1982 to the March of Dimes Birth Disabilities Center.

These funds will go to support their muiti-disciplinary program to

serve children with birth disabilities, The innovative program uses

a team gpproach to meet the needs of these children, but also aids the
families in learning to cope with the demands of raising a disabled
child. The grant from the Hogg Foundation will provide part of the
