Foundat ion t o  t h e  f o l l  owing i n s t i t u t i o n s  and agencies: 

1. A l p i n e  Women's Center, Inc. 

Outreach Program f o r  Women's Center - $12,600 

The Ima Hogg Foundation Execut ive  Cornittee i s  recommending f o r  approval a 
t h i r d  and f i n a l  grant f o r  the period September 1 ,  1986 through August 31, 
1987. The Center w i  1 1  continued to provide i n t e r v e n t i o n  and i n d i v i d u a l  and 
group counseling services f o r  families exper ienc ing  sexual abuse, rape,  
neg lect  and v i o l e n c e  i n  domestic s i t u a t i o n s .  R e s i d e n t i a l  services are 
provided on a 24-hour b a s i s  for those families who must be removed from the  
home environment f o r  t h e i r  own safety. The Center will cont inue to seek 
resources t o  expand its outreach services to those  women and children who 
experience physical and psychological trauma and who are i n  need of 
assistance in t h e  most sparsely populated rural areas o f  West Texas. 
Ms. Janice Harvey, Director, i s  responsible f o r  t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  o f  the  
program. 

2. Capital Area Mental Heal th  Center 

Reorganization of C a p i t a l  Area Mental Health Center - $9,735 

The Hogg Foundatfon is recornlending f o r  approval  a one-time-only grant for 
the p e r i o d  September 1, 1986 to August 31, 1987. These funds w i l l  be used t o  
provide emergency support fo r  the  operation o f  t h e  clinic. Since i t s  Hogg 
Foundation-supported beginning i n  1981, t h i s  low-cost mental h e a l t h  cl i n i c  
has provided an urgently needed component i n  the p r o v i s i o n  o f  mental hea l th  
services i n  the A u s t i n  community.

Communities i n  Schools Project - $24,150 
The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends f o r  approval a second- 
year grant for the period August 1, 1986 through July 31, 1987. T h i s  grant 
i s  f o r  continued support of a new program i n  E l  Paso designed t o  coordinate 
social services for students and t h e i r  families and t o  i n i t i a t e  a youth  
employment program.
