The amount of the contract 
is $752,000 (2% of the adjusted total project cost), is for the period 
September 1, 1977 through August 31, 1979, and will be paid from appropria- 
tions made to the Department of Corrections by H.B. 510 for Prison Hospital 
Construct ion. 

2. Interagency Contract No. IAC (78-79)-0453 between The University of Texas 
System Administration (Office of Auditing Oil and Gas Production) and the 

Railroad Conunission of Texas whereby the Texas Railroad Commission data pro- 
cessing center will provide copies of magnetic tapes on blank tapes to be 
furnished by the U. T. System on a monthly basis or as requested on oil and 
gas production in certain state districts, on lease operators, and other 
items as necessary upon request by U. T. System as required to perform the 
auditing function. The amount of the contract is not to exceed $2,000, an

3. Interagency Contract No. IAC (78-79)-0684 between The University of Texa 
System Administration (University Lands - Surface Leasing, Midland, Texa 

and The Texas Agricultural Experiment Station, College Station, Texas whereby 
the Experiment Station through its Range Science Department will conduct re- 
search on the use of "Remote Sensing for the Management of University Lands. 
The contract period is September 1, 1977 through August 31, 1978, and the tota 
amount for 1977-78 is not to exceed $48,645. This is the third year of a long 
range cooperative effort between the Texas Agricultural Experiment Station and 
the University Lands - Surface Leasing Office which will provide techniques 
and information specifically applicable to the management of University Lands 
in West Texas. Project supervisor is Dr. Robert Haas. 

4. Interagency Contract No. IAC (78-79)-0685 between The University of Texas 
System Administration (University Lands - Surface Leasing, Midland, Texas) 

and The Texas Agricultural Experiment Station, College Station, Texas whereby 
the Experiment Station through its Range Science Department will conduct re- 
search on the use of "Remote Sensing in Determining Mesquite Susceptibility 
to 2,4,5,-TI1. The contract period is September 1, 1977 through August 31, 1978, 
and the total amount for 1977-78 is not to exceed $14,973. This is the first 
year for this contract, since previously this project had been a part of

This  s tudy  which i s  concent ra ted  upon both environmental and pe r sona l  
f a c t o r s  a s  they may r e l a t e  t o  psychologica l  adjustment  i n  t r i - e t h n i c  
communities i s  a  most t imely  emphasis t h a t  has d i r e c t  imp l i ca t i ons  f o r  
long-range mental h e a l t h  planning. A g r e a t  d e a l  o f  p re l iminary  work 
has  been done i n  t h e  c i t y  of  Aus t in  by o t h e r  i n v e s t i g a t o r s  thus  making 
Aus t in  an i d e a l  community f o r  t h i s  reason  a s  w e l l  a s  o t h e r s  i n  which t o  
c a r r y  on t h e  developmental-ecological  s tudy  which i s  proposed. The 
processes  of  change i n  t h e  l e v e l s  o f  both psychologica l  adjustment  and
