It is recommended that The University of Texas System contracts with Blue

Where d i d  we come from? 

Back i n  1968 - Time magazine showed a photograph of a  s o l i t a r y  bu i ld ing  and a huge 
7, t e l e v i s i o n  tower r i s i n g  up i n  t h e  middle of a plowed f i e l d  of b lack  farmland. Culti- ,  

va t ing  Ph.D.'s i n  a  Texas Cot tonf ie ld ,"  t h e  headl ine  below t h e  photograph read. 

It t o l d  of t h e  Southwest Center f o r  Advanced Studies  (SCAS), t h e  p r i v a t e  research  
and educat ion i n s t i t u t i o n  t h a t  was t h e  predecessor  t o  The Univers i ty  of Texas a t  
Dallas .  The a r t i c l e  explained how a group of a r e a  businessmen had begun t h e  Center t o  
t r y  t o  stem t h e  migrat ion of t h e  b e s t  p o t e n t i a l  s c i e n t i s t s ,  engineers ,  and technic ians  
from t h e i r  n a t i v e  Texas p l a i n s  t o  "academic pas tu res  ou t s ide  t h e  a rea ,"  and t o l d  of 
t h e i r  concern t o  provide t h e  manpower and womanpower on which t h e  continued indus- 
t r i a l ,  economic and c u l t u r a l  development of t h e  Southwest depends. 

The l is t  of accomplishments of t h e  f a c u l t y  and research  s t a f f  of SCAS during t h e  
decade of t h e  60 's  was impressive,  and continues today i n  t h e  growing, expanding, ex- 
c i t i n g  un ive r s i ty  t h a t  is UT-Dallas. 

Where a r e  we going? 

The Texas Leg i s l a tu re  c rea ted  UT-Dallas i n  1969. They asked us not  only t o  ca r ry  
on t h e  research  and graduate educat ion a c t i v i t i e s  of SCAS, but  a l s o  t o  develop an 
upper-level undzrgraduate ( jun io r  and sen io r  years )  un ive r s i ty .  I f  you v i s i t e d  t h e  
campus now, you would s e e  t h e  same f i e l d  of b lack  farmland, bu t ,  t h i s  time, t h e  lone 
bui ld ing  and t h e  t e l e v i s i o n  tower a r e  surrounded by o t h e r  bui ld ings .  You would a l s o  
sense an a i r  of excitement a t  UT-Dallas a s  p l ans  a r e  brought t o  f r u i t i o n  f o r  t h e  en- 
rollment of our  f i r s t  undergraduates i n  t h e  F a l l  of 1975. These p lans  have included 
t h e  h i r i n g  of f a c u l t y  f o r  undergraduate teaching,  t h e  development of innovat ive under- 
graduate c u r r i c u l a ,  and t h e  order ing  of supp l i e s  and equipment t o  provide support f o r  
t h e  t o t a l  experiences o f fe red  by t h e  Universi ty.  This  f e e l i n g ,  t h i s  a i r  of excitement 
- t h e  sense of important t h ings  happening - may reach you through t h i s  booklet.  

UT-Dallas has c rea t ed  a  u n i v e r s i t y  f o r  people of a l l  ages. It o f f e r s  an in- 
t e l l e c t u a l  community i n  which s tuden t s  of va r ious  ages and backgrounds can l e a r n  from 
one another  a s  wel l  a s  from t h e i r  teachers .  We have b u i l t  and w i l l  continue t o  bu i ld  
a  u n i v e r s i t y  which i n t e g r a t e s  academic theory  wi th  t h e  r e a l  world. 

We have personal ized  t h e  educat ional  process.  We be l i eve  t h a t  educat ion goes 
on i n  p l aces  o the r  than t h e  classroom. It can happen when two s tuden t s  meet over 
cof fee ,  when a f a c u l t y  member t akes  time t o  si t  down and d i scuss  something with a  
s tuden t ,  o r  a t  one of t h e  c u l t u r a l  events  t h e  Univers i ty  b r ings  t o  t h e  campus. 

How a r e  we g e t t i n g  the re?  

Many th ings  make UT-Dallas unique, but  two i n  p a r t i c u l a r  a r e  important:  t h e  
College and t h e  I n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i v i t i e s ,  which include College Seminars, courses,  
and Degree programs. 

When you e n r o l l  a t  t h e  Univers i ty  you w i l l  become a member of a  College. Many of 
t h e  Colleges w i l l  be organized around r e l a t e d  d i s c i p l i n e s ;  o the r s  w i l l  perform s p e c i a l  
s e r v i c e  funct ions ,  such a s  t h e  co l l ege  designed t o  assist t h e  o lde r  s tudent  i n  t h e  
un ive r s i ty .  The College w i l l  be your i n t e l l e c t u a l  and s o c i a l  home on campus. 



Your College w i l l  be s t a f f e d  by a Master and a team of Facul ty  Associates .  They 
w i l l  be concerned wi th  your t o t a l  development, not  j u s t  your academic achievement 
record.  Within your College you w i l l  f i n d  counsel ing,  ca ree r  advisement, intra-mural 
a t h l e t i c  programs and a hos t  of e x t r a c u r r i c u l a r  and s o c i a l  a c t i v i t i e s  t h a t  a r e  p a r t  
of anyone's co l l ege  experience. 

I n  your College you w i l l  a l s o  meet a number of Ex te rna l  Associa tes ,  men an 
women from t h e  Da l l a s  - For t  Worth a rea  who have a s t r o n g  i n t e r e s t  i n  t h e  i n t e r -  
d i s c i p l i n a r y  a spec t  of t h e  co l lege .  There w i l l  be bus iness  men and women, persons 
a c t i v e l y  engaged i n  t h e  a r t s ,  government o f f i c i a l s ,  lawyers - a broad spectrum of t h e  
l o c a l  community. They a r e  t h e  ones who can provide you wi th  t h e  added dimension of 
r e a l i t y  about a p a r t i c u l a r  s p e c i a l i z a t i o n  t h a t  you might not  r ece ive  i n  a classroom 
o r  from a textbook. 

L i f e  i s  not  divided n e a t l y  i n t o  sepa ra t e  compartments; nor should t h e  knowledge 
about l i f e  t h a t  you r ece ive  i n  your co l l ege  c a r e e r  be divided.  I f  you a r e  t o  become 
adept a t  t h ink ing  c r i t i c a l l y  and c r e a t i v e l y  about  t h e  problems and dec is ions  you w i l l  
have t o  make i n  your chosen ca ree r  a s  we l l  as i n  your own personal  l i f e ,  you must be  
a b l e  t o  look a t  t h e  problem from a s  many pe r spec t ives  a s  poss ib le .  

To he lp  you ga in  t h e  necessary  pe r spec t ive  on your own work and t o  a l low you a 
f r e e  and wide interchange of i deas  with i n d i v i d u a l s  i n  o the r  f i e l d s ,  we have planned 
t h e  College I n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  Seminar. The seminars should be one of t h e  most exc i t -  
ing  a spec t s  of your undergraduate s t u d i e s  a t  UT-Dallas. They w i l l  throw you i n t o  
d iscuss ions  wi th  p h y s i c i s t s ,  a r t  s tuden t s ,  an th ropo log i s t s ,  phi losophers  - a wide 
range of t h e  u n i v e r s i t y  community, L i s t en  c a r e f u l l y  t o  t h e i r  views; sha re  your own. 
These people a r e  r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  of t h e  ind iv idua l s  you w i l l  be  dea l ing  wi th  when you 
l eave  UT-Dallas t o  unlock your own doors o r  t o  f i n d  new ones i n  t h e  world of work and 
ideas .

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UXDERGRADUATE ADMISSIONS, POLICIES, AND PROCEDURES 

ADMISSION TO THE UNDERGRADUATE PROGMS 

Admission 

Admission by t r a n s f e r  is t h e  primary means of en te r ing  UT-Dallas as an under- 
graduate.  Any s tuden t  wi th  f i f ty - fou r  (54) semester hours o r  eighty-one (81) q u a r t e r  
hours of lower d i v i s i o n  work may t r a n s f e r  from an i n s t i t u t i o n  which i s  approved by 
t h e  appropr i a t e  a c c r e d i t i n g  agency t o  UT-Dallas beginning i n  1975. Such s tuden t s  
must present  a cumulative, minimum grade po in t  average of 2.0 on a 4.0 system and 
must have s a t i s f i e d  t h e  necessary p r e r e q u i s i t e s .  

Concurrent Admission 

Concurrent Admission i s  a unique approach t o  t h e  needs of c e r t a i n  t r a n s f e r  
s tudents .  It means t h a t  s tuden t s  a r e  s imultaneously being considered f o r  admission 
t o  two schools.  A t  t h e  same t ime t h e  s tuden t  a p p l i e s  t o  e i t h e r  a junior/community 
co l l ege ,  o r  even a four  year  i n s t i t u t i o n ,  t h e  s tuden t  should reques t  our a p p l i c a t i o n  
i n  order  t o  a l e r t  us about t h e i r  i n t e r e s t  i n  a t t end ing  UT-Dallas a s  a j un io r .  This  
w i l l  a s s i s t  t r a n s i t i o n ,  through counsel ing and academic planning, t o  enrollment a t  
t h e  jun io r  l e v e l .  

A. Any s tudent  i n  t h e  top one-half of h i s  high school  graduat ing c l a s s ,  estab- 
l i s h i n g  a sco re  of 800 on t h e  Scho las t i c  Apti tude Test  (SAT), o r  e ighteen  (18) on t h e  
American College Tes t  (ACT), i s  e l i g i b l e  f o r  Concurrent Admission t o  UT-Dallas. 

B. Students  who do not  meet t h e  requirements ou t l ined  above w i l l  be e l i g i b l e  
f o r  Concurrent Admission upon p resen ta t ion  of twenty-seven (27) semester hours o r  
forty-one (41) q u a r t e r  hours  c r e d i t  wi th  a cumulative minimum grade po in t  average of 
2.5 on a 4.0 system. 

C.  Students  holding Concurrent Admission s t a t u s  w i l l  be  permit ted t o  e n r o l l  f o r  
upper-division courses a t  UT-Dallas beginning i n  1975, sub jec t  t o  t h e i r  present ing  
f i f ty - fou r  (54) semester hours or  eighty-one (81) q u a r t e r  hours of lower-division 
work with a cumulative grade poin t  average of 2.0 on a 4.0 system f o r  a l l  lower- 
d i v i s i o n  work and having s a t i s f i e d  t h e  necessary  p r e r e q u i s i t e s .  

National  Merit  Scholar  

National  Merit  f i n a l i s t s  a r e  e l i g i b l e  t o  be considered f o r  admission t o  jun io r  
s tanding  a t  UT-Dallas. Students  who wish t o  be considered under t h i s  program must 
p re sen t  a p o r t f o l i o  of accomplishments which w i l l  inc lude  t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  academic 
record ,  SAT o r  ACT scores ,  record of e x t r a c u r r i c u l a r  i n t e r e s t s  and achievements, 
l e t t e r s  of recommendation, and o t h e r  t e s t  r e s u l t s  as prescr ibed  f o r  t h e  app l i can t .  
Applicants  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h i s  program should contac t  t h e  Di rec to r  of Admissions 
e a r l y  i n  t h e  year  p r i o r  t o  t h e  planned d a t e  of en t ry .  

Admission by Examination 

Any s tuden t  e s t a b l i s h i n g  a sco re  on a l l  s e c t i o n s  of t h e  College Level Examination 
Program (CLEF) genera l  examination i n  t h e  75th p e r c e n t i l e  i s  e l i g i b l e  t o  be considered 
f o r  admission t o  jun io r  s tanding  a t  UT-Dallas. The s tudent  must a l s o  present  a port-  
f o l i o  of accomplishments t o  t h e  Admissions o f f i c e  a s  described f o r  t h e  National  Merit 
Scholar.  



Individual Approval Admission 

The Undergraduate Committee on Admissions may review the educational background 
and experience of older individuals and grant admission to a degree program at UT- 
Dallas beginning in 1975. The student applying for admission under the individual 
approval program must present a portfolio of accomplishments similar to the one 
described above. Students interested in admission under this program are urged to 
consult a counselor in the Admissions Office for advice on the preparation of the 
portfolio at least a full semester prior to the desired date of matriculation. This 
program is designed to assist the older student who wishes to complete a baccalaureate 
degree. 

Special (Non-Degree) Students 

The intent of special student status is to give the qualified adult with an 
equivalent of 54 semester hours or more of college work an opportunity for part-time 
enrollment (usually not to exceed six (6) hours per semester) in courses that can be 
of special benefit to the student. Students who have an interest in this casual en- 
rollment plan, that is, special interest in a course, but with no intent to earn a 
degree at UT-Dallas, may be granted enrollment approval by the Director of Admissions. 
This enrollment plan is also designed to assist college students elsewhere who would 
take courses at UT-Dallas for the purpose of transferring credit to the college where 
the degree will be earned. Students seeking admission for this program must certify 
good standing from that institution. 

Application 

Each applicant must submit an application for admission, transcripts of all 
academic work since high school, and test results on the Scholastic Aptitude Test 
(SAT) or the American College Test (ACT) in those instances where it is required. 
The application for admission may be obtained from the Office of Admissions. It 
must be completed in full, signed, and returned to the Director of Admissions. 
Students are encouraged to submit the application at least 30 days prior to the be- 
ginning of classes. It should arrive prior to the receipt of the other admission 
credentials.

The term "transcript of records" refers to the recorded results of the student's 
academic work. This statement will contain all the important facts pertaining to 
the student's academic level, scholarship and degrees. Official transcripts from 
each college or university attended are required. Unofficial transcripts, grade re- 
ports or copies of transcripts of one university issued by another university will 
not be accepted. Copies of transcripts from other universities will not be issued.

Resu l t s  from t h e  Scho las t i c  Apti tude Tes t  (SAT) o r  American College Tes t  (ACT) 
a r e  requi red  f o r  those  s tuden t s  seeking t o  a f f i l i a t e  w i th  UT-Dallas through t h e  Con- 
cu r ren t  Admissions Program p r i o r  t o  t h e  completion of a  minimum of twenty-seven (27) 
semester hours  o r  through t h e  National  Meri t  Scholars  Program. A s tandardized  
ent rance  examination is not  requi red  f o r  those  ind iv idua l s  e n t e r i n g  UT-Dallas a t  t h e  
jun io r  l e v e l  o r  a f f i l i a t i n g  through t h e  Concurrent Admissions Program wi th  more than  
twenty-seven (27) semester hours.

Transfer  and Evaluat ion of Cred i t s  

P r i o r  t o  admission t o  UT-Dallas, t h e  p r e r e q u i s i t e s  and most genera l  educat ion 
requirements should be  completed. A l l  courses  taken a t  another  acc red i t ed  post- 
secondary i n s t i t u t i o n ,  and f o r  which a  pass ing  grade i s  received w i l l  be evaluated a s  
equiva lent  o r  undisturbed c r e d i t .  The a p p l i c a b i l i t y  of such c r e d i t ,  i n  p a r t  o r  i n  
f u l l ,  t o  f u l f i l l  UTD graduat ion requirements w i l l  be determined by t h e  Of f i ce  of

Admissions. All students, regardless of hours available for transfer, will be re- 
quired to take at least a minimum of 30 semester hours in residence at UTD in the 
degree plan of study. 

Correspondence Courses 

As a general rule, not more than six semester hours of correspondence credit 
may be applied to upper-division requirements. 

Classification of Students 

The student's classification should reflect the progress made toward completing 
the course requirements of the degree plan of study in which the student is enrolled. 
This classification is assigned by the Office of Admissions and Registrar. 

Former Students 

A former student is one who has been enrolled at UT-Dallas at any time other 
than the preceding long semester. 

The application for readmission must be completely filled out, signed, and filed 
with the Director of Admissions. Students who have attended another college or 
university since they were last enrolled at UT-Dallas must submit an official tran- 
script with the application for readmission to the Director of Admissions. 

Enrollment and Registration 

UT-Dallas will open its doors to transfer juniors and seniors for the first time 
in the Fall of 1975. The enrollment program provides the new student with an op- 
portunity to become acquainted with university procedures and regulations, to meet 
with an adviser and discuss proposed educational plans, and to complete registration. 
The Office of Admissions rvill notify new students with specific instructions about 
procedures for enrollment. 

EXPENSES 

Tuition 

As a state-supported institution of higher education, UT-Dallas is required to 
comply with all state laws in the assessment and collection of tuition, fees and 
deposits. The tuition, fees and deposits listed here are subject to change by sub- 
sequent amendments to existing state laws. 

In accordance with state law, students are not entitled to enter class or lab- 
oratory until they have registered and all tuition, fees and deposits have been paid. 
The University cannot accept personal checks for amounts in excess of the total 
registration cost.

Refund of Tuition 

Upon notification of official withdrawal from the Director of Admissions and 
Registrar, the business office shall refund tuition as follows: 

For the Long Session (Fall and Spring Semesters): 

(a) during the first week of class work of a semester, a refund of 70 per cent 
of the applicable portion of the tuition; 

(b) during the second week, 60 per cent; 

(c) during the third week, 40 per cent; 

(d) during the fourth week, 20 per cent; 

(e) during the fifth week and thereafter, nothing. 

For the Summer Session: 

(a) during the first three days of class work of a six-week term, a refund of 
60 per cent of the applicable portion of the tuition; 

(b) during the fourth, fifth and sixth day, 50 per cent; thereafter, nothing. 

A student who registers at the beginning of the Surmner Session for first and 
second-term courses and who withdraws prior to the beginning of the second six weeks 
term, will be refunded all fees applicable to the second term. 

An immediate refund cannot be made to a student who withdraws within fifteen 
days after payment of his fees; but, upon request, a check covering all refunds will 
be mailed to the address left with the Registrar. 

A student who enters the Spring Semester before receiving Fall Semester grades, 
and who is required to withdraw because of failure in the work of the Fall Semester, 
will have all tuition for the Spring Semester refunded. 

No refunds xi11 be granted unless application is made within one year after 
official withdrawal. 

OTHER CHARGES 

Late Registration Charge 

If the student registers late, a fee of $5.00 must be paid for the first day, 
plus $2.50 for each additional late day, with the maximum charge being $15.00 for any 
one semester or term. 

Supplementary Fees for Individual Music Instruction 

If you are registered for a course, or courses in music where individual teach- 
ing or coaching is the usual method of instruction, you will pay a fee in addition to 
the regular tuition. For those courses titled Individual Instruction in Performance, 
the fee is 530.00 oer semester or Der Summer Session (12 weeks). For courses titled - 

Advanced Performance Coaching, the supplementary fee is $15.00 per semester or per 
Summer Session (12 weeks). 

Supplementary Fees for Use of Practice Room 

If you are registered for courses titled Individual Instruction in Performance, 
a supplementary fee of $5.00 per semester or Summer Session (12 weeks) will be 



charged f o r  t h e  use of a p r a c t i c e  room f o r  one hour per  day. The f e e  f o r  use  of t h e  
p r a c t i c e  room two hours  per  day w i l l  be $10.00 per  semester o r  Summer Session (12 
weeks). 

Supplementary Fees f o r  Cer t a in  A r t  Courses 

Supplementary f e e s  w i l l  be charged t o  cover t h e  cos t  of m a t e r i a l s  i n  c e r t a i n  s tu-  
d i o  a r t  courses.  For those  courses l i s t e d  i n  t h e  ca t a log  under t h e  r u b r i c  Studio A r t s ,  
t h e  f e e  i s  $10.00 pe r  semester o r  Summer term (6 weeks). Except f o r  those  courses  
involv ing  photography, a  f e e  of $10.00 per  semester o r  Summer term (6 weeks) i s  a l s o  
charged f o r  courses l i s t e d  under Visual  and Environmental Design. The f e e  i s  $15.00 
per  semester o r  Summer term (6 weeks) f o r  photography courses.

Supplementary Fees f o r  F i e l d  Tr ips  

A s  a  gene ra l  r u l e ,  s tuden t s  a r e  expected t o  f u r n i s h  t h e i r  own t r anspor t a t ion ,  
food, and lodging f o r  requi red  f i e l d  t r i p s .  I n  t h e  event a  Univers i ty  veh ic l e  i s  
used f o r  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n ,  a  supplementary t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  f e e  w i l l  be assessed.  The 
amount of t h e  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  f e e  w i l l  vary depending on t h e  d e s t i n a t i o n  of t h e  f i e l d  
t r i p .  Students  w i l l  be advised of t h e  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  cos t  a s soc ia t ed  wi th  a  pa r t i cu -  
l a r  course a t  t h e  time of r e g i s t r a t i o n  and appropr i a t e  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  f e e s  w i l l  be  
assessed a t  t h a t  time. 

Change of Schedule Fee 

For every change i n  schedule i n i t i a t e d  at  t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  r eques t ,  inc luding  
change of s ec t ion ,  t h e  f e e  w i l l  be $4.00. 

Audit Fee 

Students  a t  UT-Dallas may, wi th  t h e  approval  of t h e  i n s t r u c t o r  and of t h e  
Reg i s t r a r ,  a u d i t  courses.  Auditing g r a n t s  t h e  p r i v i l e g e  of hearing and observing 
only and does not  grant  c r e d i t .  When approval  has  been granted,  t h e  app l i can t  pays 
a  f e e  of $5.00 pe r  course i f  c u r r e n t l y  en ro l l ed  f o r  course work a t  UT-Dallas and 
$25.00 per  course i f  no t  p re sen t ly  en ro l l ed  f o r  course work i n  residence.  A s tuden t  
may withdraw from an a u d i t  course,  bu t  t h e  f e e  w i l l  no t  be  refunded. Persons over 
65 a r e  permit ted t o  a u d i t  without  paying a  f ee .  They must, however, complete t h e  
a u d i t  form and have t h e  consent of t h e  i n s t r u c t o r .  

Graduation Fee 

A f e e  of $5.00 is charged f o r  cap and gown r e n t a l  and each bacca laurea te  degree 
candidate  pays a  $2.50 diploma fee.  A s tuden t  who graduates  i n  absen t i a  pays a  gradu- 
a t i o n  f e e  of $5.00. 

Transcr ip t  Fee 

The f e e  f o r  each o f f i c i a l  t r a n s c r i p t  is $1.00. No p a r t i a l  o r  incomplete t ran-  
s c r i p t  w i l l  be  i s sued ,  nor  w i l l  copies  of documents from o t h e r  u n i v e r s i t i e s .  See 
$1 Transcr ip ts"  e n t r y  under admission f o r  information regard ing  a l t e r a t i o n  of records.  



General Property Deposit 

Every student must make a general property deposit of $10.00, This deposit is 
subject to charges for property loss, damage or breakage, or violation of rules in 
any University library or laboratory; failure to return keys furnished by the Univer- 
sity, or for damage to, or loss of, any other University property. When the student 
no longer has a balance in the property deposit account, the student, upon notice 
from the University, will be required to restore the deposit to the original amount 
by paying such charges immediately. Students having charges in excess of the deposit 
must pay the excess immediately. Pending payment, no credit shall be allowed on the 
work of that semester or term, and the student will not be permitted to register for 
the following semester at LIT-Dallas. 

This deposit, less charges, will be returned to the student upon request at the 
end of the student's career at The University of Texas at Dallas. A general property 
deposit that remains without call for refund for a period of four years from the date 
of last attendance at UT-Dallas shall be forfeited, and the deposit shall become part 
of the Student Property Deposit Scholarship Fund. 

Parking Fees 

Students will register their cars in a single payment for the entire year on the 
balance of the school year in which they register, whichever is applicable (school 
year is September 1 through August 31). The following fees will be charged at the 
initial period of registration: 

Fall Semester $15.00 
Spring Semester 8.00 
First Summer Session 4.00 
Second Summer Session 2.00 

Students have found that carpools are an economical way to travel between home 
and school. However, if the carpool rotates cars, each vehicle must be registered 
with the UT-Dallas Police Department. 

In the event a student wishes to register two vehicles in his own name, he must 
present proof of ownership of both vehicles, plus a receipt from the Bursar's Office 
for the required amount of registration for the first car and a receipt for $1.00 
for the second car. The campus police office (in the Green Center) is open daily 
from S:00 a.m. to 10:OO p.m. 

Students who are graduated at the end of the Fall Semester or who terminate- 
their enrollment for other reasons at the end of the Fall Semester or beginning of 
the Spring Semester may receive a partial refund of the parking fee provided they 
turn in the remnants of their decal at the campus police office by the 12th class 
day of the Spring Semester. 

Bad Checks 

A $2.00 service charge will be levied on all returned checks if the bank is not 
at fault. A student who gives UT-Dallas a bad check is subject to being dropped from 
the University unless he or she makes it good within five days after official notifi- 
cation by the Bursar's Office. 



THE REGISTRATION SYSTEM 

R e g i s t r a t i o n  

R e g i s t r a t i o n  i s  requi red  every semester. Schedules of r e g i s t r a t i o n  may be  ob- 
t a ined  from t h e  R e g i s t r a r ' s  Off ice .  R e g i s t r a t i o n  is  not  complete u n t i l  t h e  proposed 
course of s tudy has  been approved and t h e  s tuden t  has paid a l l  f ees .  

Names a s  they  appear on b i r t h  r eco rds  must be given on a l l  r e g i s t r a t i o n  forms. 
A l l  subsequent changes must be documented. 

I d e n t i f i c a t i o n  Cards 

Each s tudent  must have an i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  card conta in ing  t h e  s tuden t ' s  name, 
photograph and assigned s tuden t  number. Th i s  card i s  requi red  f o r  use of  t h e  Library ,  
Heal th Center ,  and a t tendance  a t  c e r t a i n  ex t r a -  and co-curr icu lar  events .  The iden- 
t i f i c a t i o n  card  w i l l  be i ssued  a t  t h e  time of f i r s t  r e g i s t r a t i o n  and i s  non- 
t r a n s f e r r a b l e .  It i s  t h e  proper ty  of UT-Dallas and s h a l l  no t  be loaned t o  o the r s .  
An ind iv idua l  lending  an i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  card f o r  f raudulent  purposes, o r  us ing  an 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  card which belongs t o  another  person w i l l  be sub jec t  t o  d i s c i p l i n a r y  
ac t ion .  I n  add i t ion ,  t h e  card used f r a u d u l e n t l y  w i l l  be conf isca ted  a t  t h e  t ime of 
use o r  attempted use. I f  a  s tuden t  needs a  replacement,  t h e  card w i l l  be  i ssued  at  
t h e  c o s t  of $5.00. 

Class  Hours 

Classes  a r e  scheduled from 8:00 a.m. t o  10:OO p.m. Ordinar i ly ,  c l a s s e s  meet 
t h r e e  t imes a  week f o r  f i f t y  (50) minutes o r  t h e  equiva lent  of t h i s .  The d i v i s i o n  of 
t ime and number of meetings w i l l  be determined by t h e  n a t u r e  of c l a s s  ( l e c t u r e ,  
l e c t u r e  and d iscuss ion ,  l abora to ry ,  seminar, e t c . ) .  

Summer Session 

The Summer Session may be  taken a s  two terms of s i x  (6) weeks o r  one term of 
twelve (12) weeks. A s tandard  three-semester-hour l e c t u r e  course f o r  s i x  (6) weeks 
is scheduled f o r  one and one-half (1%) hours d a i l y ,  Monday through Friday. A s tan-  
dard three-semester-hour l e c t u r e  i s  scheduled f o r  a  two-hour per iod  twice weekly. 

Student Semester Hour Load 

There i s  no genera l  minimum requirement,  but  i n  order  t o  be  considered f u l l -  
t ime, t h e  undergraduate s tudent  s h a l l  be e n r o l l e d  i n  a t  l e a s t  twelve (12) semester 
hours i n  t h e  Long Session. The average fu l l - t ime course load i s  f i f t e e n  (15) t o  
e ighteen  (18) hours. S tudents  wi th  a  grade p o i n t  r a t i o  of 3.0 o r  above may r e g i s t e r  
f o r  a  maximum of twenty-one (21) c r e d i t  hours. 

The semester load  f o r  a  Summer Session i s  not  more than  e i g h t  (8) semester hours  
f o r  each s i x  weeks se s s ion  o r  fou r t een  (14) semester hours f o r  t h e  twelve weeks ses- 
s ion.  Spec ia l  arrangements may be made f o r  a s tuden t  en ro l l ed  i n  t h e  Summer 12 weeks 
Session, i f  t h e  s tuden t  needs not  more than s i x t e e n  (16) hours  t o  graduate a t  t h e  end 
of t h e  Summer Session. 

Audit ing 

An undergraduate course may be  audi ted  sub jec t  t o  t h e  completion of t h e  a u d i t  
form with t h e  Reg i s t r a r  and t h e  permission of t h e  i n s t r u c t o r  of t h e  course. Permis- 
s ion  t o  a u d i t  w i l l  be granted only during t h e  l a t e  r e g i s t r a t i o n  per iod  of each 
semester o r  sess ion .  Auditing g ran t s  t h e  p r i v i l e g e  of hear ing  and observing only and 
does not  provide f o r  Univers i ty  c r e d i t .  Fees a r e  ou t l ined  under t h e  s e c t i o n  on Audit 
Fees. 



Pass-Fail Program 

Students may take some courses outside of their major area on a pass-fail basis. 
We encourage students to use this opportuniry to take courses which will broaden their 
education with less emphasis on the need to achieve grade points. The student must 
ask the permission of the instructor to take any course on a pass-fail basis and have 
approval at registration. 

Schedule Changes 

Students wishing to drop or add a course should apply to the Registrar. A 
student may drop a course before midsemester with a grade of W after counseling with 
the instructor of the course. After midsemester, a student becomes responsible for 
the course and may drop the course with a grade of W, if passing, or F if failing. 
No student shall receive a grade of W except for resigning or dropping in the pre- 
scribed manner. Students who cease to attend class without officially withdrawing 
through the Registrar's Office will receive a grade of F. These same requirements 
will apply to the Summer Sessions with the deadlines reduced to fit the shorter time 
sequences. The following regulations apply to drops and adds: 

1. The Registrar may require a student to drop a course at any time upon the 
recommendation of the instructor. 

2. A student who desires to drop all courses in a given semester is reminded 
that such action results in withdrawal from the University. Withdrawing 
students should indicate their intention to withdraw and drop all courses 
by filing a properly executed resignation form in the Registrar's Office. 

Withdrawals 

A student who wishes to withdraw (resign) voluntarily from the University must 
execute the proper resignation form in the Registrar's Office. A student who with- 
draws after midsemester will be held responsible for meeting the conditions of satis- 
factory scholastic progress.

In order to receive a grade other than W, 5, or F, a student must take a final 
examination if it is required in that course. Final Gaminations are conducted by 
the faculty at the end of each term. The grade of - X will designate a temporary grade. 

An incomplete course (grade of X) must be completed within 12 months from the 
grade report for a student to receive credit. If the incomplete grade is not removed, 
it will be changed to - F. A student should not re-enroll in a course where a grade of 
X has been given. -

a. An o v e r a l l  GPA of 3.8 with  a  GPA of 3.8 i n  t h e  major f i e l d .  

b. A t  l e a s t  4 A ' s  i n  a reas  of s tudy  o u t s i d e  of t h e  major f i e l d .  I f  t h e  
major f i e l d  of t h e  s tudent  i s  one of t h e  sc i ences ,  t h e  s tuden t  should 
have done outs tanding  work i n  some combination of t h e  s o c i a l  sc iences ,  
t h e  humanities,  and t h e  I n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  Seminar. 

c. The completion of t h e  s e n i o r  honors examination i n  t h e  major f i e l d  
wi th  an eva lua t ion  of m. 

2. Magna cum laude: 

a .  An o v e r a l l  GPA of 3.8 with  a  GPA of 3 - 8  i n  t h e  major f i e l d .  

b. A t  l e a s t  2  A ' s  i n  a r e a s  of s tudy ou t s ide  of t h e  major f i e l d .  



c. The completion of the senior honors examination in the major field 
with an evaluation of magna. 

3. Cum laude: 

a. An overall GPA in all work of 3.0 with a GPA of 3.5 in the major 
field. If the student has a GPA in the major field between 3.0 and 
3.4,  the student may be eligible for cum laude honors if an evaluation 
of at least - cum is received on the appropriate senior honors exam set 
by the degree program. 

b. At least one A in an area of study outside the major field. 

Scholastic Probation Policy 

A student has a grade point deficiency when the total number of grade points 
earned is less than two times the total number of semester hours attempted. Such a 
student is placed on probation. For each semester on probation the student must earn 
a minimum 2.2 GPA to remain in school until the grade point deficiency is removed. 

Grades and grade points earned at another college or university are not used in 
the academic evaluation at UT-Dallas. Any deficiency incurred at UTD must be removed 
through additional course work at UTD. A student who leaves the University on 
scholastic probation will be readmitted on scholastic probation even if the student 
has attended another institution in the interim. 

Terms of Scholastic Probation 

A student who is on scholastic probation may not take more than fourteen (14) 
semester hours. Violation of this regulation will he considered a violation of the 
student's probationary status. 

If a student wi.thdraws (resigns) from the University while on scholastic proba- 
tion, and if this action results in additional grade point deficiency, the student 
has failed to meet the minimum requirements for removal of scholastic probation and 
will be suspended. 

A student who is on scholastic probation and who incurs absences which are un- 
authorized may be suspended from the University. 

If a student shows lack of ability to meet the scholastic standards of the 
University, the student may be suspended. 

A student who is under scholastic suspension may not enroll in, audit, or visit 
a class. 

Students Dropped for Failure to Meet Terms of Probation 

A student who is dropped from the University for the first time will be suspended 
for the succeeding semester or term as follows: 

1. If the student is dropped at the end of the Fall Semester, enrollment is 
permitted in the succeeding Summer Term. 

2. If the student is dropped at the end of the Spring Semester, enrollment is 
permitted in the succeeding Fall Semester. 

3 .  If the student is dropped at the end of the Summer Term, enrollment is per- 
mitted in the succeeding Spring Semester. 



4 .  A student who is dropped more than once will remain suspended for a minimum 
of twelve (12) months and may be re-admitted only by permission from the 
Committee on Undergraduate Admission. 

5. A student who re-enters the University after having been dropped for failure 
to meet terms of probation will re-enter on scholastic probation. 

Students Dropped for Grade Point Deficiency 

At any time a student's grade point deficiency amounts to thirty (30) or more, 
the student will be dropped from the University for an indefinite period of time and 
will be re-admitted only by special permission from the Comittee on Undergraduate 

A student who re-enters the University after having been dropped for grade point 
deficiency will re-enter on scholastic probation. 

DEGREE PLANNING INFORMATION 

General Information 

1. Commencement ceremonies are held at the conclusion of each Spring Semester. 
Students completing their degree requirements in May must notify the Registrar in 
writing by April 1 if they do not plan to participate in the commencement exercises. 
No formal exercises are held at the end of the Fall Semester or the Summer terms. 
Students who graduate during these periods may participate in the following Spring 
exercises by filing a written notice with the Registrar at the time of the completion 
of degreee requirements. 

2. Each candidate for a degree must complete in residence:" 

a. Thirty (30) semester hours of credit 

b. Twelve (12) hours of advanced courses in the major subject 

3. A minimum overall grade-point average of 2.0 (C average) is required. In 
addition, a minimum grade-point average of 2.0 is required in the major area. 

4. All students must have six (6) semester hours of American history or three 
(3) semester hours of American history and three (3) semester hours of Texas history, 
and six (6) semester hours in government including consideration of the United States 
and the Texas Constitutions. 

5. A candidate for a degree must be enrolled at this institution during the 
semester or t e n  in which the Office of the Registrar certifies completion of the 
degree requirements. 

6 .  To qualify for a second bachelor's degree, a student must complete all the 
degree requirements as stated in the Catalog for that degree, and in no instance may 
such students complete fewer than 30 semester hours. The additional hours must be 
taken in residence at UT-Dallas. 

7. A fee for graduation is charged. 

* 
The term "in residence" is defined as in residence at the university which ultimately 
grants the degree. Residence credit does not include courses taken by extension or 
correspondence. 



8. A resident student must apply for the degree by filing the application with 
the Office of the Registrar, preferably prior to registration in the last semester. 
Students who are eligible to graduate at the end of the Fall or Spring Semester must 
make application no later than two months before the end of the semester. Summer 
candidates must make application no later than one month prior to the end of the final 
Summer Semester. 

A student who completes degree requirements at another institution must pay a 
registration-in-absentia fee of $15 and file an application for graduation no later 
than two months prior to the anticipated graduation date. To be certified for gradu- 
ation, an official transcript listing the courses completed must be received by the 
Registrar's Office by a date designated by the office. Failure to comply with these 
conditions may require the student to register in the following semester to be certi- 
Fied for graduation. 

9. Students may obtain a degree according to the requirements of the catalog 
under which they first entered the University provided the courses are still being 
offered; or, they may choose to graduate under any catalog requirements that are in 
effect during any subsequent year in which they are registered. A student register- 
ing for the first time in the Summer Session may obtain a degree according to the 
requirements of the catalog of the previous long session or the catdog requirements 
of the next long session. The above provisions, however, are subject to the restric- 
tion that all requirements for a degree must be completed in ten years from the date 
of the catalog chosen. 

Students may always graduate under the current catalog requirements. 

The Degree Plan 

A student entering UT-Dallas at the junior level will normally complete sixty 
(60) semester hours at the University. A student entering at the senior level will 
normally complete thirty (30) semester hours of individually approved course work at 
UT-Dallas. 

Courses taken in the first two years of college should provide the student with 
a broad and firm foundation for upper level work. 

Lower Division General Education Guidelines 

A. Courses recommended for all students: 

1. A course of instruction in Government or Political Science which in- 
cludes consideration of the Constitution of the United States and the 
constitutions of the states, with special emphasis on that of Texas. 
This course shall have a credit value of not less than six semester 
hours or its equivalent. 

2. Six semester hours or its equivalent in American History. A student 
is entitled to submit as much as three semester hours of credit or its 
equivalent in Texas History in partial satisfaction of this 
requirement. 

3. Six semester hours of English (12 semester hours are necessary for 
Teacher Certification.) 

Six (6) semester hours in Seckion A may be counted towards the 
satisfaction of requirements under Section B. 



B. Breadth Guidelines 

Students should have completed satisfactorily at the lower division level at 
least one course in five of the six areas listed below and should have completed 
satisfactorily at least four courses or their equivalent in each of the three paired 
listings : 

English, Linguistics and Languages 
I:: Fine Arts (Music, Theater, Visual Arts), History and Philosophy 

Economics, Sociology and Political Science [ i :  Anthropology, Psychology, Education and the Communication Arts 

Natural Sciences and Engineering ' 2 :  Mathematics, Computer Sciences, Systems Analysis and Management 
Systems. 

Students planning majors in the science areas may have to complete some of their 
general education requirements at UT-Dallas. These students are urged to see one of 
the Undergraduate Admissions Counselors early in their academic careers. Students 
admitted to the Bachelor of General Studies program will work out most of their gen- 
eral education requirements through that program at UT-Dallas. Where possible, the 
students should try to complete the courses listed above at the lower level, 
especially the courses in American History and American Government. 

Upper Division Degree Requirements (60 semester hours) 

A. Major Requirements (36 semester hours) 

To receive a bachelor's degree from UT-Dallas, a student must complete satis- 
factorily a program of study approved by the University, Such a program will normally 
require thirty-six (36) hours of 'upper-division work, including the major area of 
concentration and related courses. Students should consult the section of the catalog 
in which the requirements for the area of the student's interest are listed. 

B. Interdisciplinary Requirements (12 semester hours) 

A student is required to participate in a series of interdisciplinary courses 
as part of the degree program at UT-Dallas. Students enrolling as juniors will be 
required to complete twelve (12) semester hours from among the College Seminars and 
courses listed in the Interdisciplinary Studies section of the catalog. Students 
enrolling as seniors will be required to complete six (6) semester credit hours from 
these courses. Of these twelve hours, at least six (6) must be taken outside the 
student's area of concentration. For the purposes of this requirement, all majors 
are classified as being in one of four areas: Arts and Humanities, Business and 
Public Administration, Natural Sciences and Mathematics, and Social and Behavioral 
Sciences. 

C. Electives (12 semester hours) 

The choice of electives is free unless the student is not adequately prepared for 
further studies. Students interested in Teacher Certification in addition to their 
degrees may have to use this set of hours to fulfill requirements. 

Degree Plan Procedure 

Each student must prepare and submit a degree plan. Students in the Concurrent 
Admissions Program should work with the appropriate Undergraduate Admissions Counselor 
to design their lower division program as early as possible in their college studies. 



Students  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  admission under t h e  Nat ional  Meri t  F i n a l i s t s  Program, t h e  
Entrance by Examination Program, and t h e  Ind iv idua l  Admission Program need t o  work 
wi th  Counselors and t h e  appropr i a t e  Program Advisers  t o  prepare t h e i r  p o r t f o l i o s .  
This  must begin a t  l e a s t  one f u l l  semester be fo re  ma t r i cu la t ion ,  and p re fe rab ly  a 
f u l l  year  p r i o r  t o  en t rance  t o  UT-Dallas. The Counselors and Facul ty  a d v i s e r s  work 
wi th  t h e  s tuden t s  t o  a s s i s t  them i n  o u t l i n i n g  t h e  course of s tudy o r  i ts  equiva lent  
which w i l l  b r ing  t h e  s tuden t  t o  UT-Dallas wi th  adequate prepara t ion .  A copy of t h e  
lower-division degree p lan  w i l l  be forwarded t o  t h e  appropr i a t e  College Master, 
Undergraduate Program Adviser,  and t h e  Reg i s t r a r .  

Ear ly  i n  t h e  semester p r i o r  t o  t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  enrollment a t  UT-Dallas (Spring 
Semester f o r  Summer o r  F a l l  enrollment; F a l l  Semester f o r  Spring enrol lment)  t h e  
Program Adviser i n  t h e  s tuden t ' s  major a r e a  w i l l  a s s i g n  t h e  s tuden t  a f a c u l t y  adviser .  
This  f a c u l t y  member w i l l  be t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  major adv i se r  during h i s  o r  h e r  per iod  of 
s tudy a t  UT-Dallas. The s tuden t  w i l l  submit t o  t h e  R e g i s t r a r ' s  Of f i ce  a degree p lan  
approved by t h e  adviser .  The degree p lan  w i l l  a l s o  be kept  i n  t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  College 
and i n  t h e  appropr i a t e  program o f f i c e .  Changes i n  t h e  degree p lan  may be  made w i t h  
t h e  concurrence of t h e  program adviser .  The s tuden t  w i l l  consul t  w i th  t h e  adv i se r  
each term f o r  program approval.  

A s tudent  who wishes t o  change t h e  a r e a  of major s tudy must f i l e  an a p p l i c a t i o n  
and a new degree plan.  

Teacher C e r t i f i c a t i o n  

Students  whose majors a r e  i n  t h e  sc i ences  o r  mathematics and who wish t o  ga in  
c e r t i f i c a t i o n  t o  t each  a t  t h e  secondary l e v e l  i n  Texas may do so a t  UT-Dallas. 
Students  must be admitted i n d i v i d u a l l y  t o  t h e  teacher  c e r t i f i c a t i o n  program and should 
consul t  t h e  Teacher Education Committee a s  e a r l y  a s  poss ib l e  i n  t h e i r  r e l a t i o n s h i p  
with t h e  Universi ty.  Students  i n  t h e  Concurrent Admission Program should con tac t  t h e  
Committee a s  e a r l y  a s  poss ib l e  i n  t h e i r  r e l a t i o n s h i p  wi th  t h e  Universi ty.  Students  i n  
t h e  Concurrent Admission Program should con tac t  t h e  Committee a s  soon a s  they have 
been accepted i n t o  Concurrent Admission. 

P ro fes s iona l  s t u d i e s  and s tuden t  teaching  experiences of a t  l e a s t  e ighteen  (18) 
semester hours  a r e  prescr ibed  t o  meet s t a t e  c e r t i f i c a t i o n  r egu la t ions  and t o  develop 
t h e  competencies needed t o  perform e f f e c t i v e l y  i n  t h e  classroom. C e r t i f i c a t i o n  re- 
quirements may inc rease  t h e  number of semester hours requi red  f o r  graduat ion.  Careful  
planning and u t i l i z a t i o n  of e l e c t i v e s  can reduce such an increase .  

Teaching f i e l d s  i n  which secondary c e r t i f i c a t i o n  may be earned include:  
Biology, Chemistry, Computer Information Science, Ea r th  Science, 
Mathematics, Phys ica l  Science, and Physics.  

Addi t ional  a r e a s  may be a v a i l a b l e  beginning i n  1976-1977. 

C e r t i f i c a t i o n  w i l l  a l s o  be a v a i l a b l e  i n  conjunct ion wi th  t h e  Bachelor of Science 
degrees i n  Spec ia l  Education and Speech Pathology and Audiology. 

A l l  s t uden t s  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  teacher  c e r t i f i c a t i o n  should consul t  t h e  s e c t i o n  on 
Education in  t h e  ca t a log ,  a s  we l l  a s  t h e  appropr i a t e  sub jec t  ma t t e r  degree area .  



The Health-Related Professions 

Xedical, dental, and allied health schools admission committees do not state a 
preference about an undergraduate major field, leaving a student free to choose a 
degree program that responds to special abilities and interests. Students interested 
in these fields may choose any major as long as they meet the minimum requirements 
stated by the various professional schools. Students who wish to continue their 
education in one of the health related fields should see a member of the Health Pro- 
fessions Advisory Committee as early as possible. This committee is associated with 
Science College I, Berkner Hall. 

Law 

Law School admission committees, like those in the health professions, do not 
normally sate a preference regarding an undergraduate major field of study. Students 
interested in a career in law should consult the Pre-Law Advisory Committee, associa- 
ted with Social Science College 11, located in Green.

The McDermott Library ,  l oca ted  i n  t h e  southeas t  corner  of t h e  campus, con ta ins  a 
r a p i d l y  expanding c o l l e c t i o n  of m a t e r i a l s  c a r e f u l l y  s e l e c t e d  t o  support t h e  classroom 
and r e sea rch  requirements of t h e  s tuden t s  and f acu l ty .  

Easy access  t o  more than 350,000 items is provided by t h e  microfiche ca t a log  lo-  
ca ted  a t  s t r a t e g i c  p laces  throughout t h e  bui ld ing .  Sea t ing  f o r  more than  600 s tuden t s  
and f a c u l t y  is provided. 

I n  keeping wi th  cu r ren t  l ea rn ing  resource  philosophy, t h e  Library  main ta ins  up- 
to-date media s e r v i c e s  wi th  l i s t e n i n g  and recording rooms, photographic d u p l i c a t i o n  
of both p r i n t e d  and non-printed m a t e r i a l ,  and media p repa ra t ion  rooms a v a i l a b l e  t o  
f a c u l t y  and s tudents .  UT-Dallas is a depos i tory  f o r  U.S. Government and Texas S t a t e  
pub l i ca t ions  and main ta ins  cu r ren t  f i l e s  of United Nations documents a s  w e l l  a s  va r i -  
ous o t h e r  s t a t e  and governmental agency pub l i ca t ions .  

The Library  is connected by computer te rminal  t o  t h e  Ohio College Library  Center 
(OCLC), an on-line b ib l iog raph ic  network, and cooperates  wi th  l o c a l  i n s t i t u t i o n s  t o  
provide access  t o  t h e  outs tanding  l i b r a r y  resources  of t h e  Southwest. 

CAMPUS ACTIVITIES PROGRAMS 

The s tudent  a c t i v i t i e s  committees of t h e  undergraduate Colleges and representa-  
t i v e s  of s tuden t  government through t h e i r  va r ious  subcommittees develop t h e  programs 
of c u l t u r a l ,  s o c i a l ,  and r e c r e a t i o n a l  a c t i v i t i e s  f o r  t h e  campus t h a t  a r e  designed t o  
make f r e e  time a c t i v i t i e s  a v a l i d  p a r t  of t h e  educat ion process.  A l l  s t uden t s  a r e  
i n v i t e d  t o  se rve  on any of t h e  committees and t o  lend t h e i r  energ ies  toward making 
campus l i f e  more meaningful and enjoyable. 

Student Organizat ions 

The Univers i ty  encourages t h e  development and r e g i s t r a t i o n  of organiza t ions  
whose purposes f u r t h e r  co-curr icular  i n t e r e s t s  i n  l i t e r a r y ,  musical,  p ro fes s iona l ,  
s o c i a l ,  and a t h l e t i c  a c t i v i t i e s .  A l l  s t uden t s  a r e  urged t o  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  recognized 
c lubs  or  s o c i e t i e s .  Each s tudent  organiza t ion  is governed by a c o n s t i t u t i o n  and i s  
sub jec t  t o  r u l e s  and r egu la t ions  administered through the  Off ice  of Student Services.

The Reading, Writing, Study Sk i l l s  Program of fe rs  assistance t o  students who 
wish to  improve t h e i r  a b i l i t i e s  i n  these areas. Specific programs a re  avai lable  to  
a id  i n  increasing vocabulary, improving reading, writing, and study techniques i n  
spec i f ic  academic areas. These programs a re  offered i n  the form of instructed short 
courses, guided self-paced programs, and independent work. 

For detai led information students a r e  encouraged to  contact personnel i n  the 
Reading Lab. 

Health Center 

The Student Health Center, located i n  the MdDermott Library, i s  available t o  a l l  
regularly enrolled students. The Center's f a c i l i t i e s ,  which are  for  out-patients 
only, a r e  s taffed by professionally trained medical personnel. 

Services provided w i l l  su f f ice  for  most routine health needs of students. 
Although hospi ta l izat ion,  surgery, intensive care,  and elaborate diagnostic services 
a r e  not avai lable  on campus, the s t a f f  w i l l  a s s i s t  i n  making arrangements with family 
or  other physicians for  the  care of serious i l lnesses .  The Center i s  equipped t o  pro- 
vide routine, minor medical care. Services include counseling on health matters. 

No charge i s  made fo r  the  professional services of the medical personnel. 
Charges a r e  made for  medications and any addi t ional  medical services required fo r  
minor treatment of students. 

An optional student group insurance plan i s  available t o  a l l  students on an 
annual basis. This plan supplements coverage provided by the Student Health Center, 
and covers the e n t i r e  year, even though the student may be off-campus or enrolled for  
only a portion of the year. 

Health Records - Prior t o  reg is t ra t ion ,  each student w i l l  be required t o  submit: 

1. A report  of medical his tory,  recorded on the UT-Dallas health form, 

2. Proof of immunizations required by law, signed by a physician, and 

3. An up-to-date physical examination o r  a signed statement tha t  the  student 
i s  i n  good health. 

The forms a re  mailed t o  each student following formal admission to  the University. 

INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS 

A l l  Foreign Students a r e  requested to  r eg i s t e r  with the Office of Student Ser- 
vices upon the i r  a r r iva l  a t  The University of Texas a t  Dallas. Foreign Students may 
apply through t h i s  o f f ice  to  par t ic ipa te  i n  the  "Host Family Program" i n  which an 
American family i n  the  comunity inv i tes  the foreign student t o  join  i n  family act ivi-  
t i e s ,  par t icular ly  during the t r ad i t i ona l  holiday celebrations. The Office a lso 
sponsors several  in ternat ional  student organizations and a c t i v i t i e s  i n  which students 
may desire  to  par t ic ipate .  

A l l  students whose native language i s  not English are  required t o  attend classes 
i n  English as  a Second Language u n t i l  proficiency i s  cer t i f ied .  The Office of Student 
Services may waive the requirement for  students who possess sat isfactory s k i l l s .  

Students a r e  required t o  present evidence that  the have adequate health insur- 
ance coverage f o r  themselves and the i r  dependents. They may purchase group student 
health insurance on campus or  purchase an individual policy i n  t h e i r  home country 
tha t  would provide coverage while i n  the  United States.  



LIVING ARRANGEMENTS 

UT-Dallas does n o t  own o r  opera te  s tuden t  housing f a c i l i t i e s .  I n  order  t o  a s s i s t  
s tuden t s  i n  f ind ing  s u i t a b l e  l i v i n g  q u a r t e r s  i n  t h e  community, t h e  Of f i ce  of Student 
Serv ices  maintains a l i s t  of off-campus housing. Included i n  t h i s  l ist  a r e  rooms i n  
t h e  homes of l o c a l  f a m i l i e s  and apartment complexes wi th in  reasonable commuting 
d is tance .  

FINANCIAL A I D  AND STUDENT EMPLOYMENT 

The Univers i ty  encourages a l l  academically q u a l i f i e d  s tuden t s  t o  continue t h e i r  
educat ion through t h e  upper-division and graduate  programs. I n  doing so, The Univer- 
s i t y  recognizes t h e  d i f f i c u l t i e s  of meeting t h e  monetary demands of extended educat ion  
and has  developed a comprehensive program i n  s tuden t  f i n a n c i a l  a s s i s t a n c e  t h a t  in-  
cludes loans ,  g r a n t s ,  jobs, and scholarsh ips .  

Students  a r e  encouraged t o  contac t  t h e  Coordinator of F inanc ia l  Aid f o r  a s s i s -  
tance  i n  determining t h e i r  est imated f i n a n c i a l  need and t o  work out  t h e  method of 
meeting t h a t  need through a combination of t ypes  of a i d ,  Appl ica t ions  f o r  a i d  and 
d e t a i l e d  information a r e  a v a i l a b l e  from t h e  Coordinator of F inanc ia l  Aid. 

The o f f i c e  a l s o  coordina tes  both  on and off-campus employment of UT-Dallas 
s tudents .  Any s tuden t  seeking part-time employment should r e g i s t e r  w i t h  t h e  
Coordinator of F inanc ia l  Aid and Placement. The F inanc ia l  Aid Of f i ce  i s  loca ted  i n  
t h e  McDermott Library  i n  t h e  Student Serv ices  area.

A. Scholarships 

1. S t a t e  Scholarships and Tu i t ion  Waiver Programs 

There a r e  a v a r i e t y  of s cho la r sh ip  programs a v a i l a b l e  which a r e  funded 
by t h e  S t a t e  of Texas. It i s  s t rong ly  recommended t h a t  a l l  s tuden t s  
who a r e  r e s i d e n t s  of t h e  S t a t e  contac t  t h e  Coordinator of F inanc ia l  
Aid and Placement f o r  a copy of t h e  pamphlet e n t i t l e d  "Financial  Aid 
f o r  Texas Students." This  pamphlet provides t h e  c r i t e r i a  f o r  s e v e r a l  
S t a t e  funded scholarsh ip  and t u i t i o n  waiver programs. 

2, P r i v a t e  Scholarships 

There a r e  seve ra l  scholarsh ip  programs a v a i l a b l e  t o  undergraduate 
s tuden t s  which a r e  funded from p r i v a t e  sources.

3. I n s t i t u t i o n a l  Scholarship Program 

The Univers i ty  of Texas a t  Da l l a s  has e s t ab l i shed  a  scholarsh ip  program 
f o r  undergraduate s tudents .  To apply a  s tuden t  must submit e i t h e r  a  
Pa ren t s  Conf ident ia l  Statement o r  a  S tudent ' s  F inanc ia l  Statement. 

B. Grants 

1. Basic Educat ional  Opportunity Grant 

This  f e d e r a l l y  funded program i s  designed t o  provide funds f o r  s tuden t s  
who began t h e i r  post-secondary educat ion a f t e r  Apr i l  1, 1973. The 
amount of a  Basic  Grant award an e l i g i b l e  s tuden t  can r ece ive  i s  de ter -  
mined from t h e  d i f f e r e n c e  between t h e  c o s t  of a t t end ing  co l l ege  and t h e  
s t u d e n t ' s  expected family con t r ibu t ion .  To apply, a  s tuden t  must submit 
a  Basic  Educat ional  Opportuni ty Grant a p p l i c a t i o n  form f o r  t h e  1975-76 
academic year.  These forms can be obtained from t h e  Coordinator of 
F inancia l  Aid and Placement a t  UT-Dallas or  t h e  F inanc ia l  Aid o f f i c e  a t  
t h e  I n s t i t u t i o n  you a r e  now a t tending .  

2. Supplementary Educational Opportunity Grant 

This  f e d e r a l l y  funded program provides funds which range up t o  $1,500 
per  academic year  t o  s tuden t s  from f a m i l i e s  of "exceptional  f i n a n c i a l  
need". The Supplementary Educat ional  Opportunity Grant award cannot 
exceed more than one-half of t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  demonstrated f i n a n c i a l  need 
and must be matched wi th  an equal  amount of some o t h e r  type of f inan-  
c i a l  a s s i s t ance .  To apply, a  s tuden t  must submit e i t h e r  a  Pa ren t s  
Conf ident ia l  Statement o r  a  S tudent ' s  F inanc ia l  Statement and be en- 
r o l l e d  i n  e i g h t  o r  more semester hours.  

Long Term Loans 

There a r e  s e v e r a l  low i n t e r e s t  l oan  programs a v a i l a b l e  t o  s tudents .  Repayment 
on these  loan  programs w i l l  begin 9 months a f t e r  t h e  s tudent  graduates  o r  when t h e  
s t u d e n t ' s  enrollment becomes l e s s  than 8 hours f o r  a  semester.  

A. Nat ional  D i rec t  Student Loan Program 

This  program provides a  combination of Federa l  and I n s t i t u t i o n a l  funds t o  be 
loaned t o  e l i g i b l e  s tuden t s  a t  t h r e e  percent  i n t e r e s t .  E l i g i b l e  s tuden t s  may borrow 
up t o  $5,000 f o r  an undergraduate degree o r  up t o  a  t o t a l  of $10,000 f o r  a  graduate 
degree. Repayment begins 9 months a f t e r  t h e  s tuden t  graduates  o r  when t h e  s t u d e n t ' s  
enrollment becomes l e s s  than e i g h t  semester hours .  The minimum r a t e  of repayment i s  
$30 per  month. 

B. Hinson-Hazelwood College Student Loan Program 

To apply f o r  t h i s  loan ,  t h e  ind iv idua l  must be a  l e g a l  r e s i d e n t  of Texas, be 
accepted f o r  enrollment o r  en ro l l ed  f o r  a t  l e a s t  e i g h t  semester hours and be meeting 
t h e  academic requirements of t h e  i n s t i t u t i o n  and demonstrate t h a t  h i s  o r  her  f i n a n c i a l  
resources  a r e  i n s u f f i c i e n t  t o  f inance  one 's  educat ion.  The cu r ren t  i n t e r e s t  r a t e  from 
t h i s  program i s  seven percent  per  annum. Students  may borrow up t o  $1,500 per 9 month 
academic year  and $500 f o r  summer school. The maximum amount which may be borrowed 
under t h i s  program may not  exceed $7,500. Repayment begins 9 months a f t e r  t h e  s tudent  
ceases t o  be en ro l l ed  f o r  a t  l e a s t  one-half a  normal course load.  Minimum repayment 
i s  $30 per  month and repayment may not  exceed 10 years .  Appl ica t ion  forms a r e  ava i l -  
ab le  from t h e  Coordinator of F inanc ia l  Aid and Placement. 



D. Other Loan Programs 

The F inanc ia l  Aid Of f i ce  maintains a  l i s t i n g  of l oan  funds t h a t  a r e  a v a i l a b l e  
from o t h e r  sources such a s  p r i v a t e  foundations. Students  a r e  encouraged t o  v i s i t  t h e  
F inancia l  Aid Off ice  t o  review t h e  information regarding these  loan  programs. 

Short Term Emergency Loan Funds 

This  program makes a v a i l a b l e  funds t o  s tuden t s  on a  short-term b a s i s  t o  cover 
emergency expenses. The loans  made from t h i s  program a r e  t o  be repa id  wi th in  t h e  
semester they a r e  borrowed. Cont r ibut ions  t o  these  funds have been made by Mrs. 
Lloyd V. Berkner, Kiwanis Club of Richardson, and Richardson Savings and Loan 
Association. 

Employment Oppor tuni t ies  

The Univers i ty  w i l l  provide a  v a r i e t y  of part-time employment oppor tun i t i e s  
f o r  undergraduate s tuden t s  inc luding  College Work Study and I n s t i t u t i o n a l  employment. 
Students  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h e  College Work Study program must submit e i t h e r  a  Pa ren t s  
Conf ident ia l  Statement o r  a  Student 's  F inanc ia l  Statement t o  determine t h e i r  e l i g i -  
b i l i t y  f o r  t h i s  program. Information regard ing  part- t ime I n s t i t u t i o n a l  and o f f -  
campus employment is a v a i l a b l e  through t h e  Financia l  Aid Office.

Int ramura l  Sports  

The program i n  in t ramura l  a c t i v i t i e s  w i l l  inc lude  numerous s p o r t s  and recrea-  
t i o n a l  a c t i v i t i e s  under t h e  d i r e c t i o n  of t h e  A t h l e t i c  Program Adviser. A l l  organiza- 
t i o n s  o r  i nd iv idua l s  d e s i r i n g  information regard ing  p a r t i c i p a t i o n  should con tac t  t h e  
adv i se r  i n  t h e  Recreat ion Building. The formation of teams f o r  p a r t i c i p a t i o n  w i l l  be 
scheduled e a r l y  i n  each semester t o  i n s u r e  t h a t  a l l  i n t e r e s t e d  s tuden t s  may 
p a r t i c i p a t e ,  

Student Government 

The o f f i c i a l l y  recognized s tuden t  government o rgan iza t ions  a r e  t h e  o f f i c i a l  means 
whereby s tuden t s  can express  themselves t o  t h e  s tudent  body, t h e  f a c u l t y ,  and t o  t h e  
adminis t ra t ion .  These organiza t ions  a r e  composed of e l e c t e d  members who work wi th  
var ious  s tuden t  p r o j e c t s  on t h e  campus. For a d d i t i o n a l  information contac t  t h e  Of f i ce  
of Student Serv ices .  

Co-Curricular A c t i v i t i e s  

The Unive r s i ty  of Texas a t  Da l l a s  recognizes t h a t  a  balanced program of a c t i v i -  
t i e s  which provides an oppor tuni ty  f o r  t h e  express ion  and development of s tudent  in-  
t e r e s t s  w i l l  s t imu la t e  t h e  s tudent  t o  do we l l  academically and a i d  i n  t h e  t o t a l  
development of t h e  indiv idual .  

The v a r i e d  a c t i v i t i e s  of s tuden t  o rgan iza t ions ,  t h e  all-campus programs, and t h e  
a c t i v i t i e s  centered wi th in  t h e  undergraduate c o l l e g e s  provide t h e  major means through 
which s tuden t s  may g ive  express ion  t o  t h e i r  t a l e n t s ,  and develop worthwhile s k i l l s .  
On t h e  UT-Dallas campus t h e r e  a r e  a c t i v i t i e s  t o  meet n e a r l y  every s t u d e n t ' s  need. 
Students  a r e  encouraged t o  e n t e r  a c t i v i t i e s  in  t h e  organized s tuden t  l i f e  bo th  f o r  
t h e i r  personal  va lue  and f o r  t h e  unique con t r ibu t ion  each s tudent  can make t o  t h e  
campus community. 

A c t i v i t i e s  program adv i se r s  w i l l  work w i t h  t h e  undergraduate co l l eges ,  s tudent  
organiza t ions ,  and t h e  all-campus program t o  a s s i s t  s tuden t s  i n  f ind ing  t h e  s p e c i f i c  
a c t i v i t y  f o r  t h e i r  p a r t i c i p a t i o n ,  a s  we l l  a s  a s s i s t i n g  i n  t h e  development of new 
s tudent  organiza t ions  and programs. 

CAREER PLANNING AND PLACEMENT 

The Career Planning and Placement Serv ice  i s  loca ted  i n  t h e  McDermott Library.  
Students  a r e  encouraged t o  contac t  t h i s  o f f i c e  e a r l y  i n  t h e i r  academic c a r e e r s  i n  
order  t o  u t i l i z e  t h e  s e r v i c e  f u l l y  i n  t h e  development of t h e i r  long range planning. 

The s e r v i c e  maintains a  l i b r a r y  on a  wide v a r i e t y  of ca ree r  opt ions  open t o  
today ' s  graduate.  The c o l l e c t i o n  of m a t e r i a l  i nc ludes  books and pamphlets on a  
v a r i e t y  of c a r e e r s ,  brochures desc r ib ing  a r e a s  of pub l i c  se rv ice ,  ca t a logs  of major 
graduate and p ro fes s iona l  schools ,  and t h e  l i t e r a t u r e  of companies and agencies.  In- 
formation is a l s o  a v a i l a b l e  on numerous Summer t r a i n i n g  programs, teaching,  i n t e r n s h i p  
and t r a v e l  programs, and o t h e r  educat ional  o p p o r t u n i t i e s  o f f e red  during t h e  Summer o r  
vaca t ion  periods.  

An extens ive  program of v i s i t s  by r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  of government, educat ional ,  
and s o c i a l  agencies  and bus iness  f i rms  i s  a v a i l a b l e  t o  a s s i s t  s tuden t s  i n  f ind ing  
fu l l - t ime ca ree r  employment. In terv iew schedules  a r e  arranged through t h e  s e r v i c e  
f o r  a l l  r e g i s t e r e d  s tuden t s  and alumni who have a c t i v e  c r e d e n t i a l  f i l e s  maintained by 
t h e  o f f i c e .  



THE UNIVERSITY SCHOLARS PROGRAM 

The Univers i ty  Scholars  Program o f f e r s  t h e  oppor tuni ty  f o r  t h e  s tudent  wi th  out- 
s tanding  i n t e l l e c t u a l  a b i l i t y  t o  e n t e r  t h e  Un ive r s i ty  a t  t h e  j u n i o r  l e v e l  and t o  con- 
t r a c t  wi th  t h e  appropr i a t e  f a c u l t y  committee f o r  a degree program which w i l l  a l low 
graduat ion wi th  a B.A. o r  B.S. degree i n  two f u l l  yea r s  of study, o r  i n  t h r e e  f u l l  
yea r s  with a masters  degree. A small  number of s tuden t s  who e n t e r  through t h e  
National  Merit  F i n a l i s t s  Program, t h e  Entrance by Examination Program, o r  t h e  Individ-  
u a l  Admission Program w i l l  be designated Univers i ty  Scholars.  Scholars  must maintain 
a 3.8 grade po in t  r a t i o .  

This  program w i l l  be a v a i l a b l e  t o  s tuden t s  w i th  i n t e r e s t  i n  any of t h e  a r e a s  
o f f e red  a t  t h e  Universi ty.  However, we b e l i e v e  t h a t  t h e  program i s  p a r t i c u l a r l y  
appropr i a t e  f o r  s tuden t s  wi th  s t rong  i n t e r e s t s  and competencies i n  t h e  sciences.  

High school  s tuden t s  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h e  Un ive r s i ty  Scholars  Program should con- 
t a c t  t h e  Di rec to r  of Admissions e a r l y  i n  t h e  jun io r  year  of high school ,  and no l a t e r  
than t h e  f i r s t  semester of t h e  s e n i o r  year.  Students  applying t o  t h e  Scholars  Pro- 
gram w i l l  p r e sen t  a p o r t f o l i o  of accomplishments which w i l l  inc lude  a t r a n s c r i p t  of 
high school courses.  l e t t e r s  of recommendation, SAT sco res ,  a d d i t i o n a l  prescr ibed  
t e s t s ,  a resume of ou t s ide  i n t e r e s t s  and accomplishments, and o t h e r  p e r t i n e n t  mater- 
i a l .  A l l  Un ive r s i ty  Scholars  w i l l  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  a Summer o r i e n t a t i o n  program p r i o r  
t o  ma t r i cu la t ion  a t  UT-Dallas. I n t e r e s t e d  s t u d e n t s  a r e  a l s o  encouraged t o  apply t o  
t h e  Clark Foundation Program, a s p e c i a l  Summer program f o r  h igh  school  s tuden t s  
o f f e red  f o r  t h e  l a s t  s e v e r a l  yea r s  a t  UT-Dallas. 

CLARK FOUNDATION SUMMER PROGRAM 

This  program o f f e r s  p o s i t i o n s  t o  s e l e c t e d  s tuden t s  a s  Research P a r t i c i p a n t s  i n  
on-going r e sea rch  programs a t  UT-Dallas. The chief  o b j e c t i v e s  a r e  t o  g ive  each  par- 
t i c i p a n t  a r e a l i s t i c  view of r e sea rch  and t h e  oppor tuni ty  t o  appra i se  h i s  o r  her  
i n t e r e s t  i n  t h e  f i e l d  of s cho la r ly  endeavor.

CONTINUING EDUCATION 

The Univers i ty ,  through i ts  Continuing and Community Education Programs, o f f e r s  
courses designed p r imar i ly  f o r  a d u l t s  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  continuing t h e i r  educat ion but  
who do not  d e s i r e  t o  e n r o l l  i n  formal degree programs. These programs a r e  non-credit  
and a r e  o f f e red  under a v a r i e t y  of formats such a s  one- o r  two-day seminars, one- t o  
three-week concentrated s h o r t  courses,  and t h e  more usua l  evening courses scheduled 
once a week f o r  8 - 15 weeks. They a r e  p r imar i ly  profess ional ly-or ien ted  programs 
designed t o  o f f e r  a d u l t s  an oppor tuni ty  t o  update and t o  broaden t h e i r  educat ional  
experiences. R e g i s t r a t i o n  f e e s  f o r  a l l  p a r t i c i p a n t s  a r e  determined by t h e  c o s t  of 
t h e  programs. I n  c e r t a i n  approved courses,  Continuing Education Uni ts  (CEU1s) a r e  
awarded.

ANTHROPOLOGY 

OFFICE 

Anthropology d e a l s  wi th  t h e  o r ig in ,  development, and n a t u r e  of man and h i s  
cu l ture .  It d i f f e r s  from o the r  s o c i a l  s c i ences  i n  i t s  comparative approach, study- 
ing  man today a s  w e l l  a s  i n  t h e  p a s t ;  i n  Western and non-Western c i v i l i z a t i o n s ;  i n  
remote t r i b e s  and in soph i s t i ca t ed  urban s e t t i n g s .  A s  t h e  an thropologis t  c u t s  a c r o s s  
c u l t u r a l  l i n e s  and de lves  i n t o  man's pas t  and present ,  h i s  wide pe r spec t ive  promises 
t o  provide i n s i g h t s  and some poss ib l e  s o l u t i o n s  t o  many of t h e  problems of our  
century. I n  essence,  t h e  modem anthropologis t  holds  up a g i a n t  mir ror  t o  mankind, 
and al lows us  t o  look a t  ourse lves  in our i n f i n i t e  va r i e ty .

THE OPTIONS 

The s tudent  majoring in Anthropology may choose t o  s p e c i a l i z e  i n  one of s eve ra l  
opt ions.  Spec ia l i za t ion  i n  an opt ion  r e q u i r e s  24 hours of advanced courses i n  
Anthropology and r e l a t e d  s t u d i e s  beyond t h e  co re  requirements.  

1. Anthropology: The s tudy of anthropology from a d i s c i p l i n a r y  perspect ive.  

2. Urban Studies:  The a n a l y s i s  of urban processes,  p o l i c i e s  and problems 
(with o the r  s p e c i a l  s c i ences  and inc luding  f i e l d  work experience) .  

3. Criminal J u s t i c e :  The s o c i a l ,  behaviora l  and p o l i t i c a l  a spec t s  of law 
enforcement and t h e  j u d i c i a l  process (with p o l i t i c a l  sc ience ,  psychology 
and sociology).

OFFICE: Berkner Ha l l  

Chemistry d e a l s  w i t h  t h e  m a t e r i a l s  of t h e  world. Chemists q u i t e  l i t e r a l l y  " take 
t h e  world apar t"  and examine it i n  terms of i ts  atoms and molecules.  Together wi th  
t h e  excitement of unravel ing of t h e  myster ies  of na ture ,  chemistry a t tempts  t o  con- 
t r o l  and change t h e  world according t o  man's needs. Witness t h e  "wonder drugs,"  
modern f e r t i l i z e r s  and p e s t i c i d e s ,  syn the t i c  rubber and f i b e r s ,  new energy sources,  
environmental monitoring and con t ro l ,  chemically doped s o l i d  s t a t e  e l e c t r o n i c  de- 
v i c e s  - t h e  l is t  is nea r ly  endless .  The success of Chemistry i n  i ts  p a s t  a t tempts  
i n d i c a t e s  g r e a t  promise f o r  i t s  use i n  t h e  s o l u t i o n  of both present  problems and ones 
a s  y e t  unrea l ized .  

LOWER DIVISION PREREQUISITES 

One year  each of genera l  chemistry wi th  l abora to ry ,  gene ra l  physics  wi th  lab- 
ora tory ,  and ca l cu lus .  A l e c t u r e  course i n  organic  chemistry is s t rong ly  recom- 
mended. Q u a n t i t a t i v e  a n a l y s i s  and d i f f e r e n t i a l  equat ions a r e  d e s i r a b l e  i f  t h e  s tu-  
d e n t ' s  schedule permits .

The Chemistry major may choose a program leading  e i t h e r  t o  a B.A. degree o r  a 
B.S. degree. I n  e i t h e r  case,  he o r  she must t ake  26 hours of a d d i t i o n a l  work beyond 
t h e  core. This work inc ludes ,  f o r  t h e  B.A., a minimum of s i x  hours of chemistry, 
chosen from spec i f i ed  opt ions;  t h e  twenty unspeci f ied  hours may, and i s  expected t o ,  
inc lude  coursework ou t s ide  of chemistry which t h e  s tudent  and h i s  Chemistry Faculty 
Adviser ag ree  i s  va luab le  f o r  h i s  personal  ca ree r  ob jec t ives .  For t h e  B.S., a r e l a -  
t i v e l y  s p e c i f i c  f i f t e e n  hour sequence i n  chemistry must be followed; t h e  eleven un- 
spec i f i ed  hours may be used f l e x i b l y ,  a s  f o r  t h e  B.A. 

1. The B.A. program provides t h e  minimum fundamental knowledge requi red  f o r  
adequate p ro fes s iona l  funct ion  i n  a career  i n  Chemistry. The s tudent  
choosing t h i s  opt ion  may, through s u i t a b l e  use  of h i s  unspeci f ied  hours, 
prepare f o r  c a r e e r s  so va r i ed  as :  chemical business ,  marketing, or  s a l e s ;  
medicine, secondary teaching;  employment i n  a chemistry-related a rea ;  em- 
ployment i n  government; or  even law or  p o l i t i c s .  

2. The B.S. program provides more i n t e n s i v e  t r a i n i n g  i n  Chemistry f o r  t h e  
s tuden t  who in tends  e i t h e r  t o  pursue graduate  s tudy or  t o  obta in  employment 
a t  t h e  B.S. l e v e l  i n  t h e  chemical indus t ry .

The Greeks and t h e  Romans have endowed t h e  whole of Western c i v i l i z a t i o n  wi th  
a  set of models y e t  t o  b e  surpassed. A s  we look back i n  time, seeking t o  g rasp  i n  
d e t a i l  t h e  p a r t i c u l a r s  of a  former world, w e  a r e  a l s o  po in t ing  forward, r e a l i z i n g ,  
perhaps f o r  t h e  f i r s t  time, t h e  importance and t imelessness  of our inhe r i t ance .  
Today's t r aged ies ,  e p i c s  and comedies a r e  uncannily s i m i l a r  t o  t h e i r  prototypes;  
our  government, laws and s o c i a l  order  r e f l e c t  t h e  o r i g i n a l ;  our a r t  and a r c h i t e c t u r e  
s t i l l  bear  t h e  touchmarks of t h e  anc ients .  W h i l e  t h e  Greeks were p r imar i ly  concerned 
with b a s i c  human p o s i t i o n s  on f a t e  and t h e  gods, t h e  Romans were a c t i v e l y  recording 
t h e  rub of d a i l y  l i v i n g .  One i s  perhaps r a t i o n a l ;  t h e  o t h e r  more e x p e r i e n t i a l .  Both 
is s t i l l  the core  of human exis tence .

There is no degree i n  comparative l i t e r a t u r e ,  but  i t  is an opt ion  i n  any of t h e  
f i e l d s  of l i t e r a t u r e  i n  which degrees a r e  o f f e red .  Most l i t e r a t u r e  courses a t  UT- 
Dal las  a r e  taught  from a comparative perspec t ive .  

L i t e r a t u r e  d e a l s  wi th  l i f e  i n  a l l  of i t s  manifes ta t ions .  Comparative l i t e r a t u r e  
i s  a  window t o  look i n t o  another  time o r  place;  a  way of becoming f a m i l i a r  wi th  t h e  
unfami l ia r .  I n  comparative l i t e r a t u r e  courses  you may study t h e  development of a  
s i n g l e  genre, such a s  drama, o r  pursue a  theme, perhaps t h a t  of Utopia and t h e  man's 
dream of t h e  pas t .  You may focus on a  p a r t i c u l a r  period,  s tudying t h e  Renaissance i n  
s e v e r a l  European coun t r i e s ,  o r  in t roduce  yourself  t o  a  completely new a rea ,  such a s  
Asian l i t e r a t u r e .  Whatever you choose, it should help t o  deepen your understanding 
not  j u s t  of t h e  l i t e r a t u r e  involved but  a l s o  of t h e  people and c u l t u r e  which gave i t  
b i r t h .

ECONOMICS 

OFFICE: Green 

One charac te r i s t ic  of human beings is the  des i re  t o  consume goods and services 
in  quant i t ies  which great ly  exceed our capacity t o  produce them. Economics begins 
with t h i s  f a c t  of l i f e  and explores i t s  implications for  the  world we l i v e  in. 
Given the basic f a c t  of scarci ty ,  economics attempts t o  gain an understanding of 
how combinations of technology, cap i ta l ,  labor ,  and land a r e  u t i l i zed .  Economics 
also looks a t  capitalism, socialism, and other economic arrangements f o r  producing 
and d is t r ibu t ing  goods and services,  and evaluates them i n  terms of efficiency, 
freedom, equality, and impact upon the  r a t e  of growth and technological change, etc.  
An important par t  of modern economic analysis  i s  the  economics of government. What 
pr inciples  should guide governmental policy in areas such a s  taxing, spending, en- 
couraging competition, etc.? Another c ruc ia l  area i s  the  performance of t he  e n t i r e  
economy. What causes in f la t ion  and unemployment? What factors  influence the r a t e  
of economic growth? Economics is continually evolving a s  new problems ar ise .  New 
areas of economic inquiry a r e  the economics of the environment, of t he  c i t y ,  and of 
depletable resources.

French has  t r a d i t i o n a l l y  been t h e  language of c u l t u r e ,  of i n t e r n a t i o n a l  diplo-  
macy and of love.  Like t h e  Engl i sh  and t h e  Spanish, t h e  French have been world 
co lonizers ,  leaving  the  unmistakable marks of t h e i r  c u l t u r e  a s  wel l  as of t h e i r  
language wherever t h e  t r i c o l o r  has flown. A s  a n  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  tongue, French has be- 
come a  passpor t  i n t o  a  wide v a r i e t y  of occupations; it is spoken a s  f l u e n t l y  i n  t h e  
world of f a sh ion  a s  i n  t h e  world of f inance.  Your knowledge of French w i l l  inc lude  
much more than t h e  command of un ive r sa l ly  understood phrases; r a t h e r  i t  w i l l  encompass 
t h e  l i t e r a t u r e  of many French-speaking coun t r i e s .  You may choose t o  s tudy a  c e r t a i n  
period of h i s t o r y ,  a  p a r t i c u l a r  genre ( the b a l l a d ,  poem o r  essay,  f o r  example), o r  
you may enjoy reading thoroughly t h e  works of one French l i t e r a r y  genius. No mat te r  
what pa th  you explore,  you w i l l  f i n d  t h a t  i n  reading i t  i n  French, you have tapped 
meanings and s u b t l e t i e s  t h a t  w i l l  en r i ch  your own thoughts  and ideas .

The General S tudies  program w i l l  emphasize a broad l e a r n i n g  experience o f f e r i n g  
educat ion i n  t h e  major a s p e c t s  of world c u l t u r e  and thought; w i t h  a chance t o  r ece ive  
a wider pe r spec t ive  than t h e  s i n g l e  d i s c i p l i n e  o r  the ind iv idua l  e l e c t i v e s  provide. 
There is an  oppor tuni ty  t o  l e a r n  o u t s i d e  f a m i l i a r  pa ths ,  t o  absorb new p o i n t s  of 
v i e w  and t o  approach major problems w i t h  t h e  i d e a  of absorbing and analyzing d a t a ,  
w i th  a chance t o  expand competence, t o  think about  broad a r e a s  and t o  understand new 
s i t u a t i o n s .  A s  an i n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  non-specialized program, it i s  designed f o r  t h e  
s tudent  who has  a l r eady  gained experience i n  l i f e  and working s i t u a t i o n s .  It is 
s u i t e d  f o r  s tuden t s  wi th  a vocat ional - technica l  background, a s  w e l l  a s  t hose  wi th  a 
l i b e r a l  a r t s  background. The General S tudies  program w i l l ,  i n  e f f e c t ,  be  p l ac ing  
breadth  of s tudy a f t e r  depth.

OFFICE: Green 

Geography d e a l s  w i t h  the v a s t  system of t h e  e a r t h ' s  s u r f a c e  comprising m a n  and 
t h e  n a t u r a l  environment. The ques t ions  i t  a t t empt s  t o  answer a r e :  "Where a r e  t h i n g s  
and people loca ted?  Why a r e  they loca ted  where they  are?"  and, "Where should they be  
loca ted?"  Modern geography analyzes environmental p a t t e r n s  according t o  t h e  dimen- 
s ions  of l o c a t i o n ,  ex ten t ,  and dens i ty .  A f o u r t h  dimension i s  succession,  o r  t i m e .  
Phys ica l  geographers s tudy such p a t t e r n s  a s  c l imate ,  vegeta t ion ,  s o i l s ,  and land  
topics .  Economic, s o c i a l ,  and p o l i t i c a l  geographers i n v e s t i g a t e  such problems a s  
land use, settlement p a t t e r n s ,  boundary. d i spu te s ,  t h e  t r a d e  areas of c i t i e s ,  c u l t u r a l  
d i f fus ion ,  po l lu t ion ,  and man's percept ion  of h i s  environment. Geography, a r a p i d l y  
changing d i s c i p l i n e ,  is no longer  occupied merely wi th  cartography.

OFFICE 

Geology and geophysics a r e  t h e  e a r t h  sciences--the s tudy of our p l a n e t ' s  rocks,  
minera ls ,  records  of anc ient  l i f e ,  and of t h e  phys ica l ,  chemical, and b i o l o g i c a l  
processes,  pas t  and present .  They probe deep i n t o  t h e  e a r t h ' s  core,  examine i t s  
c r u s t ,  and r e a c h  f a r  out i n t o  t h e  e a r t h ' s  atmospheric envelope. A primary func t ion  of 
t h e  sc ience  i s  t h e  search,  discovery and u t i l i z a t i o n  of our n a t u r a l  resources.  The 
methods of geoscience a r e  app l i cab le  t o  s t u d i e s  of t h e  moon and o ther  p l a n e t s  a s  well .  
Geosc ien t i s t s  have evolved a wide v a r i e t y  of s p e c i a l i t i e s  which have one c e n t r a l  goal:  
t o  b e t t e r  understand our e a r t h  and thereby o b t a i n  so lu t ions  t o  many of t h e  press ing  
r e source  and environmental problems confront ing  mankind.

Christmas t r e e s  and k indergar tens  a r e  but  two of t h e  G e r m a n  t r a d i t i o n s  and 
customs t h a t  have become so intermingled wi th in  our  own t h a t  t h e i r  o r i g i n s  have 
become obscured. To exp lo re  t h e  r i chness  of our  German h e r i t a g e  r e q u i r e s  t h e  
most b a s i c  of t o o l s  -- t h e  language. It i s  only wi th  a  thorough knowledge of 
German that t h e  v a r i e t y  and profusion of t h e  count ry ' s  thought and c u l t u r e  may 
be experienced. There a r e  many a reas  of Germanic endeavor t o  explore  -- music, 
a r t ,  philosophy -- but i t  is through l i t e r a t u r e  t h a t  we  comprehend t h e  concepts  
and images t h a t  a r e  unique t o  t h e  German people. In t imate  con tac t  w i th  t h e  
o r i g i n a l s  of German masters can t a k e  many forms. We may explore  a  f a v o r i t e  
au thor ' s  works, a  p a r t i c u l a r l y  i n t r i g u i n g  per iod  of t ime,  o r  a s i n g l e  genre. 
In comparing these  works wi th  our own, we add pe r spec t ive  t o  l i f e ,  and i n s i g h t  
i n t o  t h e  f u l l n e s s  of human experience.

The modern h is tor ian  i s  an inquis i t ive  investigator.  In his search t o  unravel 
the past ,  he seeks t o  place the present i n  perspective and t o  an t ic ipa te  the  events 
of the future. A t  UT-Dallas, the  emphasis i s  l e s s  on b a t t l e s  and kings and more on 
the developmental study of ideas and movements tha t  have influenced the course of 
mankind. This approach encompasses several  concerns: man in society,  change 
through time, and the par t icular  and the  unique. A s  such, the e f f o r t s  of t he  histor-  
ian serve as  an invaluable tool f o r  understanding the va r i e t i e s  of human experience. 
It might be said tha t  his tory i s  a s  necessary t o  man and society as  memories a r e  to  
the individual.

This i s  i n  p a r t  due t o  the  i n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  cha rac te r  of t h e  u n i v e r s i t y  
and t h e  q u a n t i t a t i v e  n a t u r e  of many of i ts  programs. I n  t h i s  environment, a  s tuden t  
i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h e  a p p l i c a t i o n  of mathematics can t h r i v e .  You can choose t o  s tudy i n  
mathematics, appl ied  mathematics, computer s c i ence  andlor  s t a t i s t i c s .  Study i n  these  
t o p i c s  provides t h e  key t o  understanding t h e  major s c i e n t i f i c  and technologica l  
achievements of our time. Even more important,  a  knowledge i n  these  a r e a s  g ives  
you a  kind of uncompromising and c lear -s ighted  thinking t h a t  he lps  cu t  through t h e  
complications of many o the r  i n t e l l e c t u a l  d i s c i p l i n e s .

William James once defined philosophy as "an unusual ly stubborn a t tempt  t o  
th ink  c l ea r ly . "  This,  of course,  is not  on ly  t h e  corners tone  of good philosophy 
but  of good educat ion a s  well .  In  a t tempt ing  t o  provide  a u n i f i e d ,  coherent view 
of t h e  universe,  philosophy i s  an invaluable  t o o l  i n  he lp ing  us  t o  understand our- 
s e l v e s  and our  ind iv idua l  ways of looking a t  l i f e .  By studying t h e  va r ious  modes 
of thought t h a t  phi losophers  have presented t o  u s  s i n c e  a n t i q u i t y ,  we can explore  
the  concepts  of reason and time, p r i n c i p l e s  and idea l s .  The list,  l i k e  t h e  imag- 
ina t ion ,  i s  endless .  Philosophy i s  a broad f i e l d  indeed; it has  l i nked  i t s e l f  q u i t e  
comfortably wi th  almost every o ther  a r e a  of knowledge. But it can a l s o  be  molded 
i n t o  a very  personal  subjec t  a s  we a s k  t h e  u l t i m a t e  phi losophica l  quest ion,  "Who 
am I?" Most courses i n  philosophy a r e  open t o  a l l  s tuden t s  in t h e  Univers i ty .

A genera l  course present ing  t h e  problems of philosophy, e s p e c i a l l y  i n  
t h e  a reas  of metaphysics, epistemology, e t h i c s ,  and s o c i a l  and p o l i t i c a l  
philosophy. Problems in o t h e r  a r e a s  may a l s o  be discussed. Texts w i l l  
inc lude  works of s e l e c t e d  phi losophers  of  va r ious  h i s t o r i c a l  per iods  
from a n t i q u i t y  t o  t h e  present .  Required of a l l  majors and open t o  
non-majors. 

PHIL 3302 History of Philosophy (3 semester hours) 
In t ens ive  s tudy of a s e l e c t i o n  of important works i n  philosophy from 
anc ien t  time t o  t h e  present ,  such a s  those  of P l a t o ,  A r i s t o t l e ,  
Le ibni tz ,  Hume, U n t ,  and Sar t re .  



PHIL 3330 Aes the t i c s  (3 semester hours) 
An examination of s e v e r a l  l ead ing  t h e o r i e s  of a r t ,  beauty and aesthe-  
t i c  judgment and a review of r e c u r r i n g  problems such a s  t h e  form of 
a  work of a r t ,  communication i n  a r t ,  and meaning i n  a e s t h e t i c  judge- 
ment. Topics w i l l  a l s o  cover a e s t h e t i c  experience,  o b j e c t i v i t y  and 
non- re l a t iv i ty  i n  c r i t i c i s m ,  t h e  p o s s i b i l i t y  of s tandards  of t a s t e  o r  
of eva lua t ion .  

PHIL 3335 Logic ( 3  semester hours) 
Deductive and induc t ive  argument, w i th  emphasis on v a l i d i t y ,  f a l l a c i e s ,  
and s c i e n t i f i c  reasoning. 

PHIL 3340 E th ic s  (3 semester hours) 
In t roduct ion  t o  e t h i c a l  theory  and types  of e t h i c a l  thought through 
reading and d iscuss ion  of s e l e c t e d  c l a s s i c a l  and contemporary t e x t s .  

PHIL 3345 Metaphysics (3 semester hours) 
An a n a l y t i c a l  i n v e s t i g a t i o n  of c e r t a i n  problems i n  t h e  a r e a  of meta- 
physics.  Reference w i l l  be made t o  t r a d i t i o n a l  a s  we l l  a s  contempo- 
r a r y  phi losophers .  

PHIL 3350 Epistemology (3 semester hours) 
A survey of t h e  c l a s s i c a l  problems i n  t h e  theory  of knowledge ranging 
from t h e  problem of induct ion  t o  t h e  n a t u r e  of sense da ta .  Readings 
w i l l  be from contemporary sources  and leading  phi losophers  of t h e  pas t .

s t r u c t i o n ;  explanat ion  and p r e d i c t i o n ;  t h e  n a t u r e  of s o c i a l  laws.

In t ens ive  in t roduc t ion  t o  t r a d i t i o n a l  and contemporary phi losophical  
formulat ion and c r i t i q u e  of c e n t r a l  concepts  and precepts  of educa- 
t i o n a l  theory and p rac t i ce .  Condit ions f o r  l ea rn ing ;  teaching,  
learn ing ,  motivat ion;  reason and emotion; s k i l l s ,  h a b i t s ,  and know- 
ledge;  t h e  school  and t h e  soc ie ty .

The p h y s i c i s t  i s  t r a i n e d  t o  exp lo re  t h e  
phys ica l  universe  in which man l i v e s  and seeks  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s  of  t h e  n a t u r a l  phe- 
nomena found there.  While much i s  a l r eady  known about t h e  phys ica l  universe ,  many 
phenomena s t i l l  remain t o  be  inves t iga t ed ,  understood and hopeful ly  explo i ted  t o  t h e  
u l t ima te  b e n e f i t  of mankind, This  i s  t h e  cha l lenge  t h a t  a modem p h y s i c i s t  faces ,

PHYS 4428 Optics  and Microwaves (4 semester  hours)  
Lecture  and l abora to ry  course  in which some important a p p l i c a t i o n s  of 
Maxwell's equat ions  w i l l  be  considered. Topics covered w i l l  inc lude  
electromagnetic  waves and r a d i a t i o n ,  c a v i t i e s  and guides,  i n t e r f e r -  
ence, d i f f r a c t i o n ,  Bragg r e f l e c t i o n ,  wave l e n g t h  and frequency measure- 
ments; t h e  p a r a l l e l  n a t u r e  of microwaves and v i s i b l e  l i g h t  and co- 
herent  o p t i c s ,  

PHYS 4352 Atomic and Molecular Physics  I1 (3 semester hours) 
Topics considered Li t h i s  advanced cont inuat ion  of Phys ics  w i l l  in- 
c lude  t h e  a p p l i c a t i o n  of quantum mechanics t o  atomic and molecular 
problems; nuclear  s t r u c t u r e ,  models and f o r c e s  and in t roductory  d i s -  
cuss ion  of subnuclear p a r t i c l e s ,  t h e i r  p r o p e r t i e s  and i n t e r a c t i o n s .  

PHYS 4371 Sol id  S t a t e  Devices (1 Lec tu re  - 2 Laboratory hours) 
Emphasis w i l l  b e  placed on t h e  a p p l i c a t i o n  of s o l i d  s t a t e  physics  t o  
modern day devices.  Experiments w i l l  be  performed t o  i n v e s t i g a t e  t h e  
i n t e r a c t i o n  of l i g h t ,  e l e c t r i c i t y  and magnetism w i t h  c r y s t a l s  and 
cu r ren t  d i agnos t i c  devices  u t i l i z i n g  t h e s e  i n t e r a c t i o n s  w i l l  be ex- 
amined. Typical  experiments w i l l  inc lude  photoconductivi ty,  Hal l  
e f f e c t ,  magnetism of t h i n  f i lms ,  p i e z o e l e c t r i c i t y ,  c r y s t a l  prepara- 
t i o n  and luminescence. 

PHYS 4372 Sol id  S t a t e  Physics (3 semester hours) 
The course covers t o p i c s  i n  t h e  theory of  pe r fec t  c r y s t a l s  inc luding  
crys ta l lography,  l a t t i c e  energy of  i o n i c  c r y s t a l s ,  e l a s t i c i t y ,  l a t t i c e  
v i b r a t i o n s ,  e l e c t r i c  and magnetic p r o p e r t i e s  and t h e  bank theory  of

The comparative a n a l y s i s  of t h e o r i e s  about revolu t ionary  change and 
t h e  n a t u r e  of revolu t ionary  movements, both be fo re  and a f t e r  tak ing  
power. Topics include:  t h e  r o l e  of ideology, t h e  r o l e  of v io lence ,  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  context ,  t h e  impact of pre-take over s t r a t e g y  on t h e  
n a t u r e  of t h e  post-take over p o l i t i c s ,  mobi l iza t ion  of va r ious  s o c i a l  
groups (with p a r t i c u l a r  a t t e n t i o n  t o  peasants ) ,  l eade r sh ip  and i n t r a -  
e l i t e  c o n f l i c t .

The evalua t ion  of pub l i c  p o l i c i e s  in s e l e c t e d  a reas ,  inc luding  c o n t r o l  
of indus t ry ,  c i v i l  r i g h t s ,  s o c i a l  wel fare ,  poverty, fo re ign  po l i cy ,  
t h e  environment, and defense  pol icy ;  t h e  policy-making process,  and 
t h e  in f luence  of economic, c u l t u r a l  and p o l i t i c a l  f a c t o r s  on policy- 
making w i l l  be s tudied.

How publ ic  bodies  do and should make dec i s ions  about t h e  a l l o c a t i o n  
and d i s t r i b u t i o n  of publ ic  resources  ( a t  t h e  f ede ra l ,  s t a t e ,  and l o c a l  
l e v e l s ) .  C o l l e c t i v e  choice  t h e o r i e s  w i l l  be  appl ied  t o  and evaluated 
by r e fe rence  t o  s p e c i f i c  pub l i c  pol icy  i s s u e s  such a s  t axa t ion ,  income 
r e d i s t r i b u t i o n ,  we l fa re  and defense  spending, and environmental cont ro l .  
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P o l i t i c a l  P a r t i e s  (3 semester hours) 
The comparative a n a l y s i s  of p a r t y  systems and organiza t ion .  Inc ludes  
pa r ty  development and change (system change and c r i t i c a l  e l e c t i o n s ) ,  
and ind iv idua l  vot ing  behavior ,  

L e g i s l a t i v e  Behavior (3 semester hours)  
The a n a l y s i s  of t h e  major approaches t o  t h e  s tudy of r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  
i n s t i t u t i o n s .  Includes e l e c t i o n s ,  p a r t y  systems, c o n s t i t u e n t  r e l a t i o n s ,  
policy-making and leadersh ip ,  t h e  r e l a t i o n s  between t h e  l e g i s l a t u r e  and 
admin i s t r a t ive  and execut ive  agencies ,  l e g i s l a t i v e  s e n i o r i t y  and proce- 
dure. Although t h e  focus w i l l  be  on t h e  United S t a t e s  Congress, t h e  
context  w i l l  be comparative, wi th  r e fe rences  t o  t h e  l e g i s l a t i v e  i n s t i -  
t u t i o n s  of o t h e r  coun t r i e s  and of s t a t e  and l o c a l  governments. 

Urban P o l i c i e s  (3 semester hours)

urban area.  I s sues  include:  p o l i c e  performance and accoun tab i l i t y ;  
environmental con t ro l ;  redevelopment p o l i c i e s  (housing, zoning, urban 
renewal); educat ion and w e l f a r e  p o l i c i e s ;  and neighborhood con t ro l  of 
decision-making. 

Urban Systems: Da l l a s  (3 semester hours)  
The s tudy of t h e  l o c a l  urban s e t t i n g  a s  a p o l i t i c a l  arena.  Students  
w i l l  analyze p a r t i c u l a r  i s s u e s  a s  case  s t u d i e s  of urban processes and 
pol icy  outcomes. 

P o l i t i c s  of t h e  J u d i c i a l  Process (3 semester hours) 
The s tudy of j u d i c i a l  decision-making, t h e  p o l i t i c a l  impact of c o u r t  
dec is ions ,  and t h e  r o l e  of  lawyers and judges a t  t h e  l o c a l ,  r eg iona l ,  
and n a t i o n a l  l e v e l s ;  t h e  p o l i c e  a s  p o l i t i c a l  beings,  e s p e c i a l l y  i n  
t h e  urban context ;  police-community r e l a t i o n s ;  t h e  i n t e r n a l  workings 
of the  p o l i c e  fo rce ;  law and order  a s  a p o l i t i c a l  i ssue .  

I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Rela t ions  (3 semester hours)  
General problems of theory-building i n  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  r e l a t i o n s .  Vari- 
ous t h e o r e t i c a l  o r i e n t a t i o n s  t o  t h e  s tudy of i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p o l i t i c s ,  
inc luding  t h e  psychological,  decision-making, d ip lomat ic  h i s t o r y ,  
q u a n t i t a t i v e ,  systems, economic, bu reauc ra t i c ,  and s t r a t e g i c  approaches. 
Theore t i ca l  propos i t ions  w i l l  be examined in terms of s p e c i f i c  h i s t o r i -  
c a l  events  such a s  t h e  causes of t h e  F i r s t  and Second World Wars, peace 
se t t lements ,  a l l i a n c e  formation, and r e l a t i o n s  between powerful and weak 
s t a t e s .

Psychology d e a l s  w i t h  how people perce ive ,  l e a r n ,  f e e l  and th ink;  how indiv id-  
u a l s  d i f f e r  from one another; how t h e  p e r s o n a l i t y  develops from b i r t h  t o  matur i ty ;  
and how i n t e r p e r s o n a l  f a c t o r s  a f f e c t  human r e l a t i o n s  i n  t h e  home, on t h e  job, and 
in  t h e  community. Psychology approaches these mat t e r s  from both  a s c i e n t i f i c  and a 
humanistic perspec t ive ;  t hus  i ts  study u s e s  methods based both  i n  ph i losoph ica l  
specu la t ion  and i n  q u a n t i t a t i v e  inves t iga t ion .  Many s tuden t s  come t o  psychology with 
ques t ions  about t h e i r  own s o c i a l i z a t i o n :  "How did  I come t o  be  t h e  person I am? 
What do I value?  What is t h e  l i ke l ihood  I w i l l  change?" Many o t h e r  of  t h e  s o c i a l  
s c i ences  d e a l  w i th  t h e s e  ques t ions  a s  w e l l ,  and t h e i r  a s soc ia t ed  s tudy is appro- 
p r i a t e .  The success fu l  psychology s tuden t  may o r  may n o t  f i n d  t h e  answers t o  these 
quest ions,  but  w i l l  be  one who learned t o  observe  c a r e f u l l y ,  t o  a s k  ques t ions  appro- 
p r i a t e l y ,  and t o  eva lua te  evidence tak ing  f u l l  account of  h i s  i n t e r d i s c i p l i n a r y  
experience.

Development of Affective Processes (3 semester hours) 
A study of the prevailing theories  of emotional development from b i r t h  
through adulthood, and the empirical bases of each.

A developmental approach to  t h e  maturation, s t ruc ture  and function of 
the nervous, muscular and sensory systems. Both comparative and human 
systems w i l l  be  analyzed. 

Early Childhood Development (3 semester hours) 
A study of child behavior and psychological development from b i r t h  
through the preschool years. Consideration is given both to  research 
s tudies  and t o  t he i r  application t o  r ea l  l i f e  s i tuat ions .  Students 
should have avai lable  a t  l e a s t  one morning or  one afternoon a week 
for  observation and interact ion with children. 

Later Childhood and Adolescent Development (3 semester hours) 
Physical, social ,  cognitive and emotional development during l a t e r  
childhood and adolescence, with implications for  family, school and 
community. Observation and f i e l d  study of pre-teens w i l l  be required. 

The Exceptional Child (3 semester hours) 
Biological and environmental conditions which contribute t o  normal 
and dis tor ted development; a study of g i f ted  and physically and/or 
mentally handicapped children with emphasis on the i r  physical, 
psychological and soc ia l  needs. 

Childhood in  Contemporary Cultures (3 semester hours) 
A consideration of problems which d i f fe ren t  cul tures  and subcultures 
create  for children. Emphasis w i l l  be placed on means of increasing 
opportunities for  the  chi ld 's  development. Observation/participation 
in various types of schools and in s t i t u t i ons ,  or  tutoring a disad- 
vantaged child may be part  of the course. 

Advanced Topics i n  Developmental Psychology (3 semester hours) 
Topics vary. A l ist  of topics f o r  1975-1976 may be obtained from 
the Program Office, 

Advanced Social Psychology (3 semester hours) 
Theory and research on topics  a t  the  intersect ion of sociology and 
psychology; social  perception, socialization,  face-to-face interaction,  
a t t i t ude  change and social  influence, interpersonal a t t rac t ion ,  devi- 
ance and control ,  a l ienat ion and commitment. 

Psychology of Personality (3  semester hours) 
A comparative survey and analysis of various leading theories  of per- 
sonali ty;  s t resses  the importance of a continual interact ion between 
theoret ical  speculation and empirical research i n  an attempt to under- 
stand the issues involved in the organization of t h e  normal person- 
a l i t y ,  i t s  development, social izat ion,  assessment and maturity.

The application of behavioral science knowledge to  indus t r ia l  
problems. Includes t he  study of personnel selection,  performance 
evaluation, organizational and managerial development. 

Human Factors (3 semester hours) 
The application of human performance theory and research t o  t he  de- 
sign of the  work environment. Topics include the d i s t r ibu t ion  of 
manual s k i l l s  in the general population, methods of evaluating human 
capabi l i t i es  and a t t i tudes ,  and man-machine systems. 

Advanced Topics i n  Human Factors (3 semester hours) 
An examination of selected topics  about human performance i n  the  
work environment. 

Experimental Psychology (3 semester hours) 
Introduction t o  problems and methods in experimental and biological  
aspects of psychology. A var ie ty  of individual and group experiments 
w i l l  be used to  explore the  areas of learning, neuropsychology, 
psychophysics, perception, sensation, cognition, and motivation.

Philosophical and experimental foundations of behavior modification. 

Behavior Modification with Children (3 semester hours) 
Consideration of current theory, research, and pract ice  of behavior 
modification with children. Opportunities f o r  f i e l d  work and pract ice  
t o  be arranged. 

Behavioral Genetics (3 semester hours) 
Intensive survey of t he  evidence regarding the  inheritance of be- 
havioral character is t ics  i n  animals and man, with emphasis on animal 
research, implication of behavioral genetics f o r  psychological theory 
and research design. 

Advanced Studies i n  Behavior Analysis (3 semester hours) 
The analysis of behavior and i ts  applications in education, therapy 
and self-control. Seminars and paper presentations allow the analysis  
and evaluation of current basic research and application.

A s  a sc ience ,  so- 
ciology seeks t o  exp la in  how man organizes and d i f f e r e n t i a t e s  human a c t i v i t i e s  t o  
achieve des i r ed  ends, how s o c i e t i e s  seek t o  maintain o rde r ly  r e l a t i o n s ,  and how so- 
c i e t i e s  change. I n  a d d i t i o n  t o  t h e  examination of man i n  s o c i e t y ,  t h e  s tudy of so- 
ciology inc ludes  a t tempts  t o  understand s o c i e t y  i n  man. Th i s  emphasis inc ludes  
i d e n t i f y i n g  t h e  mechanism by which man develops and maintains h i s  motives, h i s  needs, 
h i s  ideologies ,  h i s  very  i d e n t i t y .  During t h e s e  a t tempts  t o  understand soc ie ty  i n  
a d i s c i p l i n e d  way, s o c i o l o g i s t s  s t r i v e  t o  main ta in  a pos ture  which i s  ob jec t ive  and 
value-free.

Spanish is one of t h e  t h r e e  Romance languages which c o n s t i t u t e ,  wi th  English, 
t h e  only o f f i c i a l  languages of t h e  e n t i r e  Western Hemisphere (excepting an i s l and  
or  two): Spanish, French, and Portuguese. There a r e  s e v e r a l  m i l l i o n  Spanish- 
speaking people i n  t h e  United S t a t e s ,  with dense concent ra t ions  throughout t h e  
s t a t e  of Texas and o ther  populat ion c e n t e r s  from Massachusetts t o  F lo r ida ,  and t h e  
e n t i r e  American Southwest. Spanish (with o t h e r  Romance languages),  i n t e r spe r sed  
w i t h  Engl i sh  has c rea ted  a l abora to ry  of languages, a s  we l l  a s  i n t e n s e  s o c i a l  
problems, that makes i t  one of t h e  l i v e l i e s t  and richest f i e l d s  of study. It is 
c e r t a i n l y  one of the  most p r a c t i c a l  f o r  any s tuden t  wanting t o  equip himself f o r  
s e r v i c e  t o  soc ie ty  (be it indus t ry ,  educat ion,  or  s o c i a l  work) a s  we l l  a s  one way 
t o  enhance and broaden h i s  o r  her pe r spec t ive  of t h e  world.

DIRECTOR OF UNDERGRADUATE STUDIES 

The profession of Speech Pathology and Audiology is concerned with problems 
and disorders of human communication as manifested in the process of speech and 
hearing. It is devoted to providing clinical services to children and adults. 
The curriculum presented here provides the student with the components necessary 
to understand both communication and communications disorders.

For Shakespeare, one of the  noblest properties of drama was i ts  a b i l i t y  to 
convey the t ruths  of the human existence t o  its audience. .." t o  show v i r t u e  her own 
feature,  scorn her own image, and the very age and body of t he  time i t s  form and 
pressure," From Stratford-on-Avon t o  Off Broadway, from ancient Greece to  China, 
theater  has become a universal a r t  form uniquely ref lect ing each society 's  l eve l  of 
development as  well as  the  t ea r s  and laughter tha t  comprise the  commonality of human 
experience. In our e f fo r t s  t o  explain ourselves, we have used the v e r s a t i l i t y  of 
theater t o  r e f l e c t  the drama of actual  l i f e  i n  a myriad of guises - opera, ba l l e t ,  
mime, vaudeville, television.  But for  the  s t a t e  to  come a l ive ,  t o  capture its 
audience with make-believe, the actor  must be thoroughly familiar with his c ra f t .

THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS AT DALLAS 

The Univers i ty  of Texas a t  Da l l a s  was c rea t ed  i n  September, 1969, by an a c t  of 
t h e  61s t  Texas Leg i s l a tu re .  This enactment enabled t h e  t r a n s f e r  of t h e  Southwest 
Center f o r  Advanced Studies  t o  t h e  S t a t e  of Texas. P r i o r  t o  becoming UT-Dallas, 
SCAS had operated f o r  e i g h t  yea r s  a s  a p r i v a t e l y  supported r e sea rch  and teaching 
i n s t i t u t i o n .  

The government of UT-Dallas i s  vested i n  t h e  nine-member Board of Regents of 
The Univers i ty  of Texas System. The r egen t s ,  chosen from d i f f e r e n t  p a r t s  of t h e  
s t a t e ,  a r e  nominated by t h e  Governor, and appointed with t h e  advise  and consent of 
t h e  Senate. The Chancellor i s  t h e  chief  admin i s t r a t ive  o f f i c e r  of t h e  u n i v e r s i t y  
system. The chief  admin i s t r a t ive  o f f i c d r  f o r  UT-Dallas is t h e  P res iden t ,  who i s  
r e spons ib le  t o  t h e  Chancellor of The Univers i ty  of Texas System.

Educational, vocational, and personal counseling and guidance for  
students and prospective students a r e  provided through The University 
Counseling Center. The Center i s  s taffed by a d i rec tor ,  counselors 
and tes t ing  personnel, who a s s i s t  students i n  the  exploration and 
assessment of problems, apti tudes,  and confl ic ts .  All counseling i s  
confidential and on a voluntary basis. 

Career counseling i s  available through the Counseling Center t o  provide 
students w i t h  career guidance and t o  aid students i n  examining career  
options. The s t a f f  members a s s i s t  students in  establishing and pursuing -. 
career objectives. The Center o f fe rs  assistance i n  t he  choice of a 
major f i e l d  of study, occupational, and educational information, and 
vocational counseling and guidance. Psychological t es t ing  is available 
t o  students who seek a bet ter  understanding of t h e i r  capabi l i t i es  and 
in te res t s .

IV. ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Admission 

Admission requirements for graduate study at UT San Antonio are designed 
so that students admitted will have a high probability of success in 
graduate level academic work. The criteria for the various classifications 
of admission to The University of Texas at San Antonio are set forth in 
the following paragraphs. 

Admission as a Graduate Degree student1 

An applicant desirinq to work toward a qraduate deqree in an area in which 
his or her underqraduate preparation is insufficient to permit unconditional 
admission mav be admitted conditionallv to the qraduate deqree proqram with 
the stipulation that course work or other studv as determined bv the Graduate 
Advisor and Dean will be undertaken to remove deficiencies and that such 
make-up work will be in addition to the reaular degree requirements. Anv 
special conditions placed on the student's admission will be stated in the 
admission notice. 

1A graduate degree student is one admitted to a graduate degree program. 
Some graduate degree programs specify additional admission requirements. The 
applicantould - refer to the specific degree descriptions for any admission 
requiremk<iFi-alkfTion to the university-wide requirements listed here. - 

2 ~ n  individual review of the a ~ o l  icant's backaround is made bv the 
Division Graduate Advisor for the proqram to which admission is beinq souqht. 
No student is admitted in the absence of a favorable recommendation bv the 
Graduate Advisor and Division Director in the proqram area and the Dean of the

c i t i z en ,  or have evidence of havinq made application fo r  c i t izenship;  and 
( 4 )  hold a valid teacher ' s  c e r t i f i c a t e  i n  Texas. 

5~ ce r t i f i c a t i on  student i s  one admitted t o  a graduate-level teacher 
ce r t i f i c a t i on  program. A student admitted t o  a graduate teacher ce r t i f i c a t i on  
proqram according to  these provisions and simultaneously t o  a graduate degree 
program i s  considered, f o r  c lass i f ica t ion  purposes, t o  be a graduate degree 
student.

Admission a s  a Special student6 

A student who does not e l ec t  t o  enter e i t he r  a graduate-level degree or 
ce r t i f i ca t ion  program may seek permission t o  reg is te r  as  a special student 
i n  one or  more of the Colleges. To be e l i g i b l e  f o r  admission a s  a special 
student, an applicant must: (1) meet a l l  the  requirements for  graduate 
degree student admission; and ( 2 )  have the approval of the Dean(s) of the 
Colleqe(s) in which the applicant an t ic ipa tes  taking courses. Special 
students a r e  e l i g ib l e  to  take any graduate or undergraduate courses for  
which they have the necessary prerequisites,  provided space i s  ava i lame 
and they have the approval of the course ins t ruc tor (s ) ,  a s  well as  tha t  of 
the Dean of the College(s).  

To continue in  The University as  a special student i n  a subsequent term, 
the student must meet the GPA standards required to  remain i n  The University 
a s  indicated i n  the section on Academic Dismissal. 

Admission a s  a Transient Student a t  the Graduate Level 

A student who intends t o  reg is te r  for  courses i n  the summer session only 
or d u r i n g  one semester only and who does not intend to  work toward a d e g r e e  
or a graduate-level teaCRT's c e r t i f i c a t e  a t  The University of Texas a t  
San Antonio may be admitted as  a transient student. In order t o  qualify 
as  a t ransient  student a t  the qraduate leve l ,  the applicant must hold a t  
l e a s t  a baccalaureate degree from an accredited college o r  university and 
be in good standing a t  the l a s t  i n s t i t u t i on  attended. 

Admission of International Students 

The following admission requirements pertain to  a l l  applicants for  admission 
who are  not c i t i zens  of the United States  and are ,  or will be, i n  the 
United States  on a student visa or  visa other than one en t i t l i ng  them to  
immiqrant s ta tus .  All applicants f o r  admission a s  international students 
must: 



1. Meet the graduate admission requirements f o r  degree students. 

3 .  Submit a l e t t e r  quaranteeing the s tudent ' s  a b i l i t y  t o  pay a l l  
expenses while a student a t  The University. The l e t t e r  may be 
sent  from a parent or  guardian, a bank or  other r e l i ab l e  i n s t i -  
tu t ion,  or  a United States  c i t i zen  who will accept responsibil i ty 
for  the  student 's  f inancial  needs. 

4. Submit proof of adequate hospitalization insurance pr ior  to  
regis t ra t ion.  

The above admission c r i t e r i a  serve as guidelines for  admission for  inter-  
national students. All applicants will have the i r  credentials examined on 
an individual basis by the Graduate Advisor for  t he i r  deqree programs with 
admission being granted only t o  those who show promise of success in 
university study i n  the United States  and par t icular ly  a t  The University 
of Texas a t  San Antonio.

Re-admission Policies and Procedures 

Students, other than t rans ien t  students, who previously have been admitted 
and registered a t  The University of Texas a t  San Antonio a s  resident students 
and who were enrolled w i t h i n  12 months pr io r  t o  the  beginning of any semester 
or summer session and who a r e  scholas t ical ly  e l i g i b l e  t o  return may re-enroll 
without applying fo r  re-admission. Former students who have not been enrolled 
w i t h i n  12 months pr ior  t o  the  anticipated date  of return m u s t  s u b m i t  an 
application f o r  re-admission and f i l e  a residence questionnaire. The appl i -  
cation form and a residence questionnaire a re  avai lable  i n  the Admissions 
Office. All former students returning t o  UT San Antonio who have attended 



other institutions of higher education since they were last enrolled must 
submit an official transcript from each such institution. Eligibility for 
re-admission for any former student will depend on the academic status at 
the conclusion of the student's last UT San Antonio enrollment and any sub- 
sequent college or university work attempted. 



V. GENERAL ACADEMIC REGULATIONS

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VI. MASTER'S DEGREE REGULATIONS 

1. Change the title of the section University-Wide Requirements to 
University-Wide Master's Degree Requirements and make the following 
changes (p. 56): 

Every Master's degree program is based on the assumption that the 
students participating in it already possess a general college 
education to the baccalaureate degree level. Accordingly, entering 
students, as described under "Admission Requirements," are required 
to hold a baccalaureate degree from an accredited college or univer- 
sity in the United States or have proof of equivalent training at 
a foreign institution. Entering students are required to have a 
minimum of 18 semester hours in the area in which the graduate degree 
is sought, at least 12 of these hours are to be of upper-division 
level, to be accepted by the college offering the degree program, 
and to submit results from certain standardized examinations. In 
addition, the grade-point requirements specified as admission require- 
ments to graduate programs must be met. Students without adequate 
preparation may be admitted on a conditional basis with the under- 
standing that they must undertake course work and other study in 
order to demonstrate their abilities to do [pe~Ce~m-at-%be] 
graduate-level work, and that such work may be in addition to the 
regular degree requirements.1 - 

2. Amend the section Entering Examinations as follows (p. 56): 

The Dean of the College in which student's major areas fall may appoint 
a committee to examine students on their undergraduate preparation 
before applications to enter the program are approved. Admission to 
some areas of graduate study requires a student to pass an examination 
in English and/or a foreign language.

The examination i s  desiqned to  t e s t  the s tudent ' s  
qeneral knowledqe of the major f iqures ,  forms, and t rad i t ions  of English 
and American l i t e r a t u r e  as  well a s  t o  evaluate his  c r i t i c a l  a b i l i t i e s .

THE MASTER OF ARTS DEGREE IN HISTORY - -- - 

Objectives. The Master of Arts program i n  History is  founded on two objecti 
m s  to build an awareness of history as an intellectual enterprise 
and an identification with the scholars who carry i t  forward. While i t  i s  
necessary to be acquainted with the findings of historians, i t  i s  also 
essential to appreciate the discipline as a scholarly venture and t o  
participate actively in that  venture. 

Competence in a foreign language will be required where warranted, given 
the student's curricular emphasis and thesis research. The language 
requirement i s  determined during the student's f i r s t  semester in the 
program and must be ful f i l led  before beginning work on the thesis. 

The sequence of courses selected by the Master's student must build to a 
coherent and definable area of emphasis. Possible areas of emphasis are:

The purpose of graduate work i n  chemistry i s  to  provide a sound preparation i n  
the fundamentals of the several areas of chemistry, an introduction t o  recent 
advances i n  theory and methods, and research experience. Students who receive 
an advanced degree i n  t h i s  area a r e  prepared f o r  responsible positions i n  aca- 
demic in s t i t u t i ons ,  industry o r  government. 

Graduate study i n  chemistry is offered i n  the areas of analyt ical ,  organic, 
inorganic, and physical chemistry and i n  bio-organic chemistry. A marine 
chemistry concentration is avai lable  i n  cooperation w i t h  the Marine Science 
Ins t i t u t e  a t  Port Aransas. 

Special Admission Requirements. In addition to  sat isfying the university-wide 
admission requirements, a canaidate f o r  the Master of Science degree w i t h  a 
major i n  Chemistry must a lso have completed a minimum of twenty-four under- 
graduate semester hours in chemistry, of which twelve o r  more must be upper- 
division courses.

12 months' residence, however, can be shown not to  have been f o r  the 
purpose of establishing legal residence i n  the s t a t e  b u t  t o  have been 
for  some other purpose, the individual i s  not en t i t l ed  to be c l a s s i -  
f ied a s  a resident.  Any student regis ter ing i n  an educational i n s t i -  
tu t ion pr ior  t o  having resided i n  the s t a t e  for  12 months immediately 
preceding reg is t ra t ion  shall  be c lass i f ied  a s  a nonresident for  t u i t i on  
purposes. 

A person c lass i f ied  as  a nonresident student upon his f i r s t  enrollment 
i n  an ins t i tu t ion  of higher education i s  presumed to  be a nonresident 
for  the period during which he continues a s  a student.
