Social Role of the Personal Computer - $5,500

The Center for Social Policy at the University of Houston has requested
a one-time grant of $5.500 for an investigation of the social role of the
personal computer. This study will attempt to delineate the social
changes in individuals and families which result from the introduction
of the microcomputer into the home environment. The results of the pro­
posed research will document the positive effects that computers can have
on mental health and may provide indications for methods to ameliorate any
possible negative influences.

The Executive Committee of the Hogg Foundation recommends the funding of
this project as requested in the amount of $5,500 for the period November
l~ 1982 to October 31, 1983. Dr. David Gottlieb will be responsible for
the administration of the project.

2. Texas Department of Mental Health and Mental Retardation

Research Advisory Council - $7,210

The Hogg Foundation recofllmellds a one~time grant of $7,210 to the Texas
Department of Mental Health and Mental Retardation for support of their
newly organiz~d Research Advisory Council during the coming year. This
Council consists of outstanding research scientists and clinicians from
outside of Texas as well as within the state; the new Council can be of
great assistance to Commissioner Mil1er and the Board in evaluating
current and proposed research activities. as well as in helping to
establish policies dnd program planning for mental health research
activities in the future.

This grant will be used for travel and per diem, as well as consultation
fees~ for the 13 members of the Council. making it possible for them to
have their first three-day meeting in May 1983. Commissioner Miller will
be going to the Legislature for support of this important component of the
system administration beyond this initial year.

3. The University of lexas at Austin - Department of Educational Psychology

Computer~Assisted Instruction in Self-Control - $4,967

Preventive Intervention for Children - $20,100

The Ima Hogg Foundation reconunends approval of a one-time grant of $20,100
to the Texas Research Institute of Mental Sciences for the period January
1. 1983. to December 31, 1983. Grant monies will provide partial salary
support for Dr. Pamela Yu, a co-director of the program, and the costs of
having 960 service sessions for the children targeted by the program.

Thts innovative project represents one of the few programs around the nation
which provides preventive mental health services to children. The young­
sters benefiting from the program are all children of schizophrenic parents
and are proven to be at-risk for mental health-related problems of their
own. Through intervention early in their development with a program based
on the Michigan curriculum developed specifically for services of this
type, these children will develop the social and emotional strengths
necessary to avoid serious problems later.

TRIMS provides an excellent setting for this type of project, having the
necessary cl inical and research resources both to supply qual ity treatment
and to document the effectiveness of the effort. This documentation would
be the first step in replicating this service around the state of Texas.
Subs tanti ali n-k i nd support from TR I~lS evidences the i r committment to the
program. Dr. Jack Franklin and Dr. Pamela Yu are responsible for the
administration of the project.

Director fo r  F i n a n c e  a n d  Administration, and Mr. C l a u d e  E. 
Hempel, Systcrn P e r s o n n e l  Director, concur  in these 
recommendations which arc to be ref lected in the System-wide 
1983-84 Personne l  Pay  P l a n  e f fec t ive  September  1, 1 9 8 3 .  The 
1983-24 System-wide P e r s o n n e l  Pay P l a n  is submitted f o r  
approval a t  th i s  t i m e  so it may be used f o r  1983-84 budget 
p r e p a r a t i o n .  

The P e r s o n n e l  Pay Plan is supported by extensive s t u d i e s  
which have b e e n  conducted  by the respective institutional 
personnel of f i ce s .  In a r r i v i n g  at the sa lary  ranges, we 
have taken into account t h e  State Classification Plan and 
t h e  State S a l a r y  Schedule for  September 1, 1983, which the 
Legislative Budget Board has recornended be adjusted by a 
general rate increase of 6.0%. Also considered w e r e  
numerous s a l a ry  s u r v e y s  which w e  have conducted  or in which 
we have p a r t i c i p a t e d ,  pay schedu le s  f o r  o t h e r  i n s t i t u t i o n s ,  
a n d  prevailing rates in the applicable areas of competition. 

Adjustments g e n e r a l l y  provide fo r  an inc rease  of 6 .0% w i t h  
exceptions of limited classifications. However, The 
University of Texas at Arlington adjusted s a l a r y  ranges  
approximately 2 . 6 %  with limited except ions. T h e i r  
recommendation is l a r g e l y  influenced by funding 
res t - ra in t s  . The University of Texas System Canccr Ccntcr 
a d j u s t e d  s a l a r y  range minima 6.0% w i t h  limited exceptions. 
Salary range  maxima were adjusted by 19 .G% to establish 
wider s a l a r y  ranges in order to appropriately compensate 
l o n g - t e r m  employees. 

It is felt that t h e  recommended changes reflected in t h e  
P e r s o n n e l  Pay P l a n  a r e  necessary for The University to 
maintain a competitive position, to f a i r l y  compensate o u r  
employees providing equality w i t h  State pay ra tes ,  and to 
a t t r a c t  q u a l i f i e d  applicants in t h e  c u r r e n t  market. Each 
classification has been considered on its own merits and 
recommendations fo r  adjustments have been made according to 
the individual requirements of each classification a s  
appropriate.

This document describes proposed changes that would bring the 
undergraduate architecture degree programs i n t o  accordance w i t h  the 

recommendations made in December 1980 by the Universfty Council 
C o m m i t t e e  on Basic Education Reyuiremants, and ta incorporate the 

revised E n g l i s h  sequence i n t o  the architecture degree programs. These 
represent changes that would be mde to the catalogue copy submitted 
to the Associate R e g i s t r a r  by the School of Architecture in May 1982. 
Note that a l t h o u g h  certain ex i s t ing  courses appear in this catalogue 
copy in a d i f f e r e n t  semester from the  semeuter in which they appeared 
i n  the 1981 -83 catalogue, no courses had k e n  added or d e l e t e d ,  and 
the hours per semester--as w e l l  as the t o t a l  semester hours--had 
remained i d e n t i c a l .  

In the  five-year program, &q:ish 306 remains: a g l i s h  308 (or 
307 1, 31 4K, and 31 4L are replaced with English 31 6K, an E n g l i s h  elec- 
tive w i t h  a substantial  w r i t i n g  component, E n g l i s h  J46K,  and a 
r e q u i r e m e n t  to i n c lude ,  w i t h i n  other degree requirements, th ree  upper- 
d i v i s i o n  h o u r s  in courses cer t i f ied  ag having a s u b s t a n t i a l  w r i t i n g  
component. A l s o ,  three of the t w e l v e  hours of approved electives 
become designated as elect ives  i n  social  science and three become 
des ignated as electives in n a t u r a l  science. 

I n  t h e  dual degree program, English 306 r e m a i n s ;  Ehglish 307 (or 
308) is replaced with Engl i sh  31 6K; Riglish 31 4K is replaced Yith an 
approved e lec t ive  in social  acience; mglish 31 7 is replaced ~ 5 t h  
E n g l i s h  346K; and students w i l l  be required to include, in their 
required or elective course work,  s i x  hours ( i n c l u d i n g  three upper- 
d i v i s i o n  hours) in courses certiffed as having a substantial w r i t i n g  
cnmponent. 

In  the four-year Bachelor of Science i n  Architectural Studies  
degree program, English 306 remains, and E n g l i s h  307 or 308 p lus  s i x  
unspecified hours of English are replaced w i t h  English 31 6K and 346K 
plus  an addi t ional  s i x  hours--either in required courses ar elect ive  
courses but including three k~pper-division hours--cert i f ied as having 
a s u b s t a n t i a l  w r i t i n g  component. A l s o ,  three hours of n a t u r a l  science 
must be h k e n  as a W r t  of degree requirements 10, 1 1, or 12, which 
enconlpass 1 5  semester hours of which natural science is an option.
