San Ant;onio Health Science Center - 

The Univerairy of Texas Health Science Center at San Antonio 
originated as a Medical School uh*ch vss authorized by t h e  56th Texss 
Legislature in 1959 .  Its construction w a  started in 1966, and cumplrtcd 
in July 1968. 

Faculty recruitment for the Medical School began in 1965. Enrollment 

began in 1966, but students  attended claasss  at The Uiriversity of 
Texas Medical Schools in Dallas and Galveston mti l  the San Antonio f a e i l t t p  
could b e  completed. In 1969 the first f u l l  class of 104 e tudent~  matriculated 
in the new fac i l i ty ,  end the first gradusti% class of 33 etudente received 
Doctor of Hedfcine degreae in 1970. 

The inltlaL Medical School bulldlng contained 432,816 nquare feet on 
four lwelo and included claasroama, m l t i d i s c i p l i n a r y  teaching laboratorfes, 
a 634-meat auditorium, a library, faculty offices and research laboretorica, 
and administrativ~ offices us well as areas necessary to  gemice the building. 

In 1969 the 6 1 a t  Texaa Legielature autharimd the beginning af Thm 
Wiveratty of Texae Dental Sfhaol at San Antonio, By using temporary 
fact l i t tea  In t h e  Medical School, the Dental. School opened in S e p t d e r  of 
1970 vith 16 first-year dental students, and graduated i ts  first elamm in 
June of 1974. 

Construction of a aeparate building for the Dental School on the 
same 100 acres was begun early in 1973 and was completed in 1 9 7 5 ,  Thi0 
bui ld ing  is also a four-level structure of 453,769 square feet and l a  
compatible in erchitecture with buildings of the EdcdicaL School. The 
W schools are connected a t  each level to permit maxfun&m sharing of 
teach5ng and research f a c i l i t i c u .  The completed dental facility provides 
xccomtodatione t o  admit 132 dental atudents each year into the four-year 
hctor of Dental Surgery program. 48 demtal hygiene ~tudents t o  enter the 
=-year dental hygiene program, 48 d e n t a l  aasicrtant students ta enter the 
me-year dental asmiscant program, and 24 dental Labaratarp technicians to 
inter the --year dental laboratmrg technicfan program. It is planned that 
:raduate pragrma in m s t  dental specisltles w i l l  be offered. &phasis w i l l  
Iso be placed an rarearch in appropriate training areas aa well as in 
ragrams of ewrt&nuing dental educat30n. 

During the  early year8 of t h e  Medical School, the basic science faculty 
lso initiated the development of graduate program leading to the #aster 
f Arts and t h e  Doctor of Philosophy degreea. In 1970, graduate program 
or these degrees vere approved by the Caordfhating bard, Texas College 
nd Untvatafty Syetem, for anatow, biachcmfstry , bfophysi ca , micr~biology 
nd pharraacofogy. Enrollment began that year with 15 student.  f n  1972, 
he University of Texae Gxadrrnte School of Biomedical Sciences a t  
an Ant onlo was establiahsd and asstnned responmib ili t y  for the adminiattation 
f theae programs. In October, 1974, the Master of Arts  and Wctor 
I Philosophy degreea in physiology were approved for implementation 
Y the Coordinating Board, Teaae College and University System. I n  June 1976, 
he graduate program in biophy~ lc s  waa redesignat& a8 the graduate program 
n bioengineering. The total n h m r  of grduatc ~ t u d e n t s  in the above programn 
nereaaed to 92 in the fa l l  of 1976. 

A combined program can be indfviduallp arran~ed wi th  the Medical and 
ental Schools whfch may allow 8 medical or dental student ta obtain  an 
.A. or a P h . D ,  degree in addition to an H . D .  or a D.D.S.  degree concurrently. 



San Antonio Health Science Center -- 

The Unfversity of Texas Board of Regents in 1972 recognized the potential  
for conjoint development of these health professions in t h i s  geographical 
s e t t i n g ,  and to better coordinate those biomedical units for efficiency and 
effectiveness i n  academic programs, as w e l l  aer management and f i s c a l  operation, 
authorized the establishment of The University of Texas Health Science Center 
a t  San Antonio, to be composed of the Dental School, the Graduate School of 
Biomedical Sciences, the Medical School, and a School of Allied Health Sciences. 

In April ,  1975,  the Coordinating Board, Texas Colle~e and University 
System, approved three programs in the School of Allied Health Sciences -- 
Dental Hygiene, Dental Assisting, and Dental Laboratory Technology. 
Fornal admlsaion t o  the Dental Assisting Program occurred in May, 
1976; formal admissfon t o  the Dental Hygiene and Dental hboratory 
Technology Programs occurred in August, 1976. 

In October of 1973, the Coordinating Board, Texas College and University 
System, approved a program for a Doctor of Pharmacy Program (Pharm.D.) t o  be 
administered jointly by The University of Texas Health Science Center a t  
San Antonio and the College of Phannacy at The University of Texas at Ausrfn. 
The Health Science Center also serves as a c l in i ca l  resource fox eeveral af 
the etudents in the baccalaureate program of the College of Pharmacy in Austin. 

In 1969, the Texas Lsgielature authorized the implementation of The 
University of Texas System School of Nursing at  San Antonio. It began 
offering a Baccalaureate degree in Nursing fn 1970 and a Maaters degree in 
Nursing waa begun in 1972. On March 26, 1976, the Board of Regents 
reorganized the System School of  Nursing, The San Antonio School of Nursing 
was placed admlniatratively wfthin the Health Science Center, effective 
September 1, 2976. 

Construction of a separate building for the School of Nutsing was 
begun near the new Dental School early in 1973, It was completed and 
occupied in 1974,  The building coaeists of 78,756 square fee t  on mu 
levels and w i l l  accommodate 400 undergraduate and 75 graduate nursing students. 

One of the purposes for the reorganfzation af the institution aa a 
Health Science Center vaa t o  provide an educational envlronment in which 
students of the various health professions could pursue their formal course 
work in close professional association. Aa future Physicians. Denttsts, 
Nurses, Phamaeists, Research Scientists, and various Allied Health Personnel 
pursue their studiea in th is  setting, it i s  expected that they will develop 
from t h e  beginning a mutual respect for the fwictfonal relationship of each 
other In their common objective--health maintenance. 

Accreditation 

The University of Taxaa Health ScLence Center at San Antonio has been 
awarded f u l l  regional accreditation through the Southern Association of 
hl l egea  and  school^. 

The dental education program has received f u l l  eccreditation by the 
Zouncil on Dental Education of the American Dental Association and 
the Comission on Accreditation of Dental and Dental Auxiliary Education 
Programs. 

The medical education program has received full accreditation by the 
Liaison Committee on Medical Educerion of the Association of American 
Medical Colleges and the herican Medical Aesochtion. 



San Autonlo Health Science Center - 
In December 1975, the Dental Assisting and Dental Laboratory Technology 

Training Programs were approved for preliminary provisional accredftatfon 
by the Commission on Accreditatian of the American Dental Aesociatfon; the 
k n t a l  Hygiene Education Program was granted accreditatton e l i g i b l e  statua. 
Students enrolling in and completing these programs w i l l  be considered 
graduates af accredited progrluns. 

The nursing education program has received f u l l  accreditation by the 
National League for Nursing and the State  Board of Nurse Emminers . 

Policy 

NO pereon shall,  on the b a s i s  of race, color, national o r f ~ i n ,  religion 
or sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the  benefits of, or be 
subj ecr to discrimination under, any program or act iv i ty  sponsored or con- 
ducted by The University of Texaa System or any of its component lnatitutians. 

Release of Transcripts and Academic Records 

Transcripts and other information from a student 's  academf c records 
will be released by the Registrar only upon written request from the 
student, or other person authorized by law, and when payment of the 
appropriate fee is made. An exception may be made in responee t o  
a subpoena or a court order. 

Transportation 

Students must provide their own transportation t o  the various agencies 
for  c l in i ca l  experience. A small fee i s  charged for parking in Health Science 
Center lots. Other parking fees aasociatad with c l in i ca l  practice are the 
responsibility of the srudent. 

Graduation Under Particular Catalogue 

Students may obta in  a degree from the School of Nursing accord in^ t o  
the requirements in the catalogue under which they enter the School, or the 
zatalogue governing any subsequent year in which they are registered in the 
school, provided that they complete the work for the degree with in  six years 
>f the d a t e  of the catalogue they have choeen. In the case of courses whlch are 
lo longer offered, the faculty will preecribe sub~titutfons.

STUDENT ANTI FACULTY SUPPORT ACTIVITIES 

The , O f f  ice of 5 tudent Services 

The Director of Student Services is generally charged with reprerenting 
students' needs and ptaviding support s e d c e  for atudent dwelopment. 
This off ice encompasaes the Registrar and Admisslone, Caardfnator of 
Curriculum end Academic hagrams, Student Ffnancial Aid. the Student 
Health Center, and Counasling Servlcea, Srudenta are encouraged t o  seek 
abeistance from the Director and his staff in  mattere dealing with curricular 
and extracurricular concern. 

The Regierrar, in addition t o  being custodian of a l l  student academic records 
and responsible for the registration m d  enrollment of studenta in the 
various academic courses, is also the adminietrator for all student admissions, 
withdrawals and graduation. Actions of the various admissions cmmirtees 
as w e l l  as those of the student promtione d t t s e s  are implemented through 
this off ice fn consonance with pol ic ies  and directives af The Unfversity of 
Texas System and those of the Health Science Center and its Schools. 

The Coordinator of Curriculum and Academic Programs Integrates the academic 
courses of the Health Scieuce Center Schools to insure availability of faculty, 
time sequencing, classroom and laboratory facilities. Coordination i s  effected 
between the variourr curriculum committees and individual school administrators 
In  accordance with their approved pollclea.  School catalogues, achool calendars 
and academic schedulee are prepared and published by th i s  office a8 w e l l  as 
the nchaduled use of all classroms, 

Financial aasiotance ie offered t o  q u a l i f i e d  atudents through ~cholarehipe 
end loans avaflable for the individunl schools. These are supervised by the 
Scholarship and Loan C d t t e e  and provided through the Financial Md 
Admiaistrator. Asai~tance IB made only on the baais of demnstrated need, 
While financial help cannot be guaranteed, every effort dl1 be made t o  
prwide  the maximum assfetaace possible to meet demonstrated financial 
requirmcnta. At the time accepted atudents indicate they will matriculate, 
they may request an application for financial aid. All applications should 
be sent t o  t h e  Office of Financial Aid.  Scholarships, loans and other types 
of available financial asrslstance ere listed in the financial information 
sect ion. 

Student Health Services are available at the Student Health Center located 
fn t h e  Bexar County Bospltal, and are provided by feculty wmbers of the 
Department of Family Practice. Theae services are supportad by the student 
Services Fee, 

A l l  student8 are t o  have a complete phya5cal examinatton and laboratory 
t e a t s  by e personal physician prior to entry. Students m y  use the Health 
Center for acute Illnesses or injuries a8 well as periodic examinations, 
family planing information and auppliau, problem counseling, follow-up advice 
on chronic diseases, and the umual care offered in the offices of family 
 physician^ . A l l  naeeeaary laboratory, X-ray and sf mllar t e s t s  are provided 
without charge for studenta. The student activity fee does not cover health 
servfcea for student dependents. 

The Counseling Senrice offers indiv idual  and group psychological couueel5ng 
regarding problems of academics, career choice, and persons1 adjustmnt. 
The Service fa etaffed by a psychologist wlth psychiatrtc fonsultation 
available aa required. 



San Antonio Health Science Center - 
The Office of Educational Resourcee 

The Director of educationel Resource8 coordinates and implements the 
various services vhich aupport the educational functions of the Health Science 
Center and extends these services t o  include the support of research 
activities, administrative requirements and public information. 

The Library sems not only as the primary resource and repository 
of information for the learning, reaearch and health care functions of the 
Center, but also as a laboratory where atudents acquire skills of information 
processing. An active orientation program is an w o r t a n t  function of the 
library staff. The Library collection covers the broad range of all health 
related eciences -- dentistry, aredicine , nursing, basic srciences , emironmental 
health, behavioral sciences, end veterinary aciences in over 81,000 volumes 
as well as subscriptions to  over 2,000 periodicals, It serves ae one of the 
eleven reeource libraries In the five states of the South Central Regional 
Medical Library, and hae access through a teletypewriter and computer terminaLs 
t o  data bases and literature reaoutces nation wide, 3ncluding direct access t o  
the National Library of Medicine. 

The ~ibrarp's Learning Reeourcea Center provides  Sndividual and 8-11 
group atudy carrels for non-book media and study facil lt iee for student use. 
Some of these are equipped with television mnitors and program are available 
from the Health Science Center D-nd Access Television Systemc 

The Division of Educational C m n f c a t i o n a  provides production support 
services, including A r t ,  Photography, Printing, Telwialan and Film for the 
instructional research, and public relations programs of the Eealth Science 
Center. This  includes the design and production of teaching materials, 
prepration of materials for publicatfon, and documentation of research 
results or clinical methode. 

Technical services provide plore than 90 hours per week of demand-access 
programs requested by ~tudents or faculty wmbers and are avaslable in any of 
nearly 600 individual  orations. The video library contains wer 500 separate 
fnatructional program on video tapes. 

Audiavisual equipment and technical assistance are provided by Classroom 
Service8 , 

The Division of Instructional Development (ID) provides aasiotance t o  
individual faculty and t o  department8 In designing, developing, implementing 
and evaluating inetructional programs. The ID staff coneults with faculty 
in identifying instructional needs and problems, and aids in the specification 
of goals and objectives, The ID staff also praviden suppart resources in 
developing pilot instructional programs and materials, developing instructional 
programs and materiala; developing instructional procedures, evaluation 
mechanisms, and instruction meterlals. 

Faci l i t ies  and aetvlces far a l l  typea of laboratory instruction 
required by various dieciplines of the health aciences are p r w i d e d  by the 
HedicaL and Dental Multidiscipline taboratorfes and The Nursing Simulated 
Learning Laboratory. The 3ful t id iac ip l lne  Laboratories vary in rfze and 
provide space far 16 t o  32 ntudents and are designed and equipped t o  provide 
office and mrk space for students, for stimulating independent investigation, 
for promoting correlation between diaciplineo,  far promoting closer interaction 
between faculty nnd students, and for saving apace aad equipment through 
more eff icient  use. The Nursing Simulated Learning hboratory cmraiw 
twenty-five carrels vith individual televisian monitors and direct vidaotape 
access. This laboratory pravides an excelleat area for the denmetration 
and pmctice of nursing s k i l l s .  
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The Office of Continuing Education Services .- 

The learning process of a professional cannot end with the attainment 
of a professional degree, but must be extended continuously t o  keep abreast 
of new developments in special  areas of interest. Such learning is d i f f i c u l t  
for t h e  unassisted individual because of the enormous body of scientific 
infomation.  It is the  function of the Director of Continuing Education 
Services t o  coordinate and support programs designed by the faculty of the 
Health Science Center t o  further end faci l i tate post-~raduate professional 
learning. 

1. The program of Continuing Medical Education includes a biweekly 
series of Therapeutic Seminars presented a t  the Health Science Center for 
physicians in the loca l i ty  and are aet up aa teleconferences t o  allow direct 
participation over a five-state area. Nursing teleconferences will begin 
in 1977 u t i l i z i n g  this same network. 

a. Approximately 35 poat-graduate courses are offered far  
phyeicians, peychologlsts and others each year. These vary i n  
length from one weekend t o  afternoon claeaee extending as long 
as  10 weeks so that the professional harr opportunity for formal 
trainlng cormnensurate with Individual time avai lable ,  fnterests 
and requirements. 

b. Preceptorships are also provided. These programs permit 
a physician ox psychologist t o  parricfpate in the development and 
evaluation of an educational experience designed for  an individual. 

2. An extensive program in Continuing Dental Education has been 
established whereby dentists and auxiliaries may obtain knowledge 
relevant to their professions. 

a. Dental courses are scheduled on the basis of maximum 
interest and priority, and moat w i l l  be open t o  all auxilfarfes. 
In addition, special courses for dental assistants, hygienists 
and laboratory technicians will be offered. 

b. Other educational activit ies  include preceptorships, study 
clubs,  participation studies  for the doctor/patient or doctorlassis- 
tant, closed-circuit talevision courses, laboratory coursas, and 
seminars . 
3. Nurelng continuing education programs are offered t o  nurses in a 

wide geographical area. Approximately tan program8 a month are sponsored by 
t he  School of Nursing. Over 5,000 participants attend these program yearly.

The University of Texas at  San  Antonfo, a major university having both 
undergraduate and graduate programs, i a  located on a 600 acre campu5 5 miles 
north-of the ~ e a l  t h  Science center , Cooperative teaching and research 
between the two inst i tut ions  U developing, 

C L I N I C A L  AGENCIES 

In addit ion t o  the f a c i l i t i e s  mentioned below, the Nursing School u t i l i z e s  
many other agencies for limited or short-term clinical experience, These 
include nursing homes, clinlc~,  school^, adult health centers, other community 
hospitals and physicians' of f ices .  

The Bexar County Hoapital, operated by the Bexar County Hospital District ,  
adjoins the Health Scfence Center and is connected at several l eve l s .  The 
12-story, 429-bed fac i l i ty  is a major teaching hospita l  for professional schools 
of the Health Science Center and provides a l l  general hosp i ta l  servicea as 
w e l l  as advanced emergency and critical care treatment. 

The Robert B. Green Memorial Hospital is also operated by the Eexar Corrnty 
Hospital District. I t  is Located in urban San Antonio and houses the 
arnbhlatory care clinics, a family care cl in ic ,  57 obstetrical beds and 90 
netrborn bassinets, Its  outpatient department includes 5 5  different clinics 
which treat more than 129,000 patients each year. 

Ground was broken in the South Texas Medical Center on Nwember 20, 1970, 
for the new Audie L, Murphy Memorial Vererans Hospital. It was completed and 
opened in October 1973, with a planned bed capacity of 760 for m%df cal, surgical 
and psychiatric patients. It serves 40 counties of  Southwest Texae. The 
faci l i ty  provide8 40,000 square feet of space for rerearch. 

Southwest Texas Methodist Hospital, a 487-bed aon-profit fac i l i ty ,  was 
the pioneer institution in the South Texas Medical Center. It offers the 
only obstetrical service in the medical center, se well as specialized rreat- 
ment In its Neuroscience Pavilion, gastrointestinal diagnostic service, coronary 
care unit  and cardlac catheterization lab. 

San Antonio State  Hospital, e s tab l i shed  in 1892, 1s a facility of the 
Texaa Department of Mental Health and Mental Retardation. It serves 33 
counties in South Texas with in-patient treatment of persons with mental 
disorders and/or alcoholism and drug abtrse. 
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The San Antonio Metropolitan Health District is the deaignte of the 
Texas Department of Health Reeources for prodision of public health services 
in Bexar County. It provideo a comprehensive range of service$ including 
iwunicat ions,  adult health c l in i c s ,  ~ n l l  child conferences, maternity and 
family planning eervicea and cormarascable discaae control in a netmrk of 
over 50 neighborhood clinics . 

Brooke General Hospital is a major component of Brooke Army Medical 
center. It ham a bed capacity of 800 m d  affera d e f i n i t i v e  medical and 
outpatient care. Internship and residency training progrms are available, 
The United S t a t e s  Army Institute of Surgical Research has gafned international 
rewm far i t a  outeranding research and excellence I n  the treatment of serious 
bum cases. 

Wilford Hall USAF Medical Center io a component of the Aerospace Medical - 
Division of the Air Force SyeEemu Comaand, It operates a 1000-bed general 
haspital that admits approx-htcly 25,000 patient8 annually and it8 clinlce 
see nearly 750,000 outpatients each pear. 

The Santa Rosa Medical Center has a total of 1,050 beds i n  f ive units: 
the Gen era1 Hoepltal, children *a Hospital, Otto  Koehler Radiation Therapy 
and Reeearch Unit and the Outpatient Clinic are in downtown San Antonto; 
the Vi l la  b a a  Puychiatry and Rehabilitation Center 1s in the South Texas 
Medlcal Center. me Sants Rasa Spatem IB developing specialized petient 
care, I n  pediatrics, orthopedics, nuclear mdicine, neurosurgery and thoracic 
surgery. 

The . -+ United States Air Force School of Aerospace Medicine i s  located a t  
Brooks Air Farce Base, Texas. It was originally argantted in 1917 and has 
been concinllcruslp active since that time ia rascarch and development in medical 
aspects of aerospace f l i gh t ,  in clinfcal practices of special Interest to  
aerospace, and I n  pos t-graduate ducat ion  in aerospace medicine and allied 
subjectr . 

The Baptist: Memorial Haepital System operatee three hoarpitala which offer 
general hospital.  service with s t o t a l  capacity of 1,068 beds. Trainlng in 
orthopedics and ophthalmology is available as a cooperative part of Bexar 
County Hoapital UnAveraIEy Residmcp Program. 

The University of Texas Health Science Cater ie alao af f l l l a t e d  wlth 
the San Antonio State Cheet Hospital. Thie is a 406-bed hoepital with primary 
responsibil- for the treatment of tuberculosis, emphysema and other lung 
dleease cases. 

The Cancer Therapy and Research Conter I s  located in the South Texas Medical - 
Center. It provides servicee far  the care of cancer potienta including Linear 
Accelerators and Electrm Beam Therapy as well aa tha standard Cobalt Therapy. 
The Center is dweloping programs for training radiation therapy residents 
with the Univernity.

An agreement between the Health Science Center and the South~rest Research 
Inst i tute  allows cooperatton in research. The Southweat Research Institute; 
a nonprofit applied research organization, has its headquarters in San 
and alao haa laboratories in Houfiton and Corpua Christi and an office in 
Washington, D.C . The staff conducts research and development proj ects f i l c h  
include a broad spectrum of the biological and phyeical sciences, I t s  annual 
research budge c is over $25,000,000. 

The Ecrrmenfcal Center for Reli~ion and Health located at the South Texas 
Medical Center hclpa phys ic ima ,  mlnisrers and related professional8 work to- 
gether to meet human neede. Activities of the Center are tmder the directian 
of a Board of Trusteca representing the major religions of the c m i t y ,  
Training courses and wrkshope for ptofesaionals ate held in r roan  of persons1 
problem aalvfug and counseling. 



PROGRAMS OF THE NURSING SCHOOL 

The School of Nursing offers three programs of inetructfon: a 
Baccalaureate Program, a Master's Program and a Continuing Education 
Program in Nursing. The Baccalaureate Program includes planned learning 
opportunit ies  designed to meet the needs of beginning and Registered Nurse 
students. The Master'a Program ts designed to  provide advanced cl inical  study 
and preparation for teaching, administration and c l in i ca l  specialtzation. The 
Continuing Education Program provides learning opportunities for the continuing 
education needs of Registered Nursee in South Texas. 
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THE BACCAUUREATE PROGRAM IN NURSING 

PHILOSOPHY 

The faculty of The University of Texas School of Yursing has a commitmnt 
t o  excellence in nursing to meet the needs of the publ ic  in South Texas. It 
values human life and rscognizea individuality and dignity in human 
endeavor. Individuality is based on one's a b i l i t y  t o  interact wfth one's 
environment physically, emotionally, and socially, 

The faculty believes that health care is the rfght of each person and is 
provf ded through cooperative efforts of a wide range of profeast onals using 
a vartety of disciplines. Nursing is a helping profession committed t o  the  
prevention of illness, promotion of health and care of the sick. 

Professional nursing is a deliberative process of interacting wlth 
fndivfduals, groups or families for the purpose of ident i fy ing health related 
needs and assisting the individual, families or groups to meet these needs, 

Undergraduate education in nursing, which provides a foundation for 
continutng personal, professional and educational development, includes 
study of the arts. sciences and hlfnanlties.

A l l  e l i g i b l e  applicantst credentials will be reviewed and a f ina l  decisfon 
about admission made by the Admissfon, Promotion and Graduation Committee 
of the School of Nursing. 

Pre-Admission Test - The etudent must submit a report of  scores for the 
SAT or ACT tests .  

Pre-Admfssion Interview - A pre-admission interview with The Admission, Pro- 
motion and Graduation committee may be requested. 

ADMISSION PROCEDURES 

A student seeking admission t o  the School of Nursing must present: 
1) an application for admission t o  upper-division nursing courses: 2) two 
official c o p i e s  of transcripts from each institution attended, at  least 
one of which must include high school units and a report of scores on the 
admiasion tests; and 3) a health history and physical examination completed 
within three months prior t o  enrollment and reported on a farm provided 
through the Admissions Office; 4 )  a report of acores on the SAT or ACT tests .

The standing of students in the i r  work is expressed by grades made 
up from claeswork and examinations. There are five grades: A 
(excellent), B (above average), C (average), D (pass], F (failure). Stu- 

denrs may also registex. in certain courses on a pass-fail basfe, in which 
caee the grade is recorded ae either Credit (CR) or Fail and no letter 
grade is assigned. 

After being reported t o  the Registrar, a grade may not be changed unless 
an error has been mads by the instructor. 

Although a grade of D givea credlt in a non-clinical nursing course, 
a minimum semester hour grade average of C ia necessary for progress to- 
ward a degree, In computing t h i s  average, the following points are used:

F - 0 points 

Incomplete - Class or Laboratory - Work 

With the permission of the course instructor a grade of Incomplete 
(I) may be recorded if a student haa not completed all class or laboratory 
assignments. 

Incomplete work must be made up within four months after the symbol 
I is recorded, provided the student does not wish t o  progreas immediately 
to the next course. If a student wiahes t o  enroll in the next required 
course, the Incomplete must be removed by the 12th class day of the follow- 
ing semester.

A student must earn a minimum grade of C in each c l in i ca l  nursing 
course. A grade of F fn either laboratory or theory in a c l f n i c a l  nurs- 
ing  course results in a grade of F in that course. If a student earns a 
grade of lesa than C In a c l in ica l  nursing courae and is in good 
standing in the School of Nursing, the course may be repeated - one t i m e .  
A etudent may nor repeat more than two clinical nursing courses, excluding 
electives , whf ch have been faf led ox wfthdrawn falling. 

Repetitfon of a F a i l e d  Course 

A student m y  request ra repeat P EOUTB. in t'he School of Nursing 
which was fa i l ed .  This request will be referred to the Admfssion, 
Promotion and Graduation Committee for consideration. Students newly 
admftted and enrolled students have priority considerarton for admission 
over repeating students. If the course is prerequisite t o  the next 
c l fn ica l  course, the course muet be repeated with at least a g before 
proceeding t o  the  next couree . 

If a student is allowed to repeat a course which was failed 
in the School of Nurstng, the o f f i c i a l  grade is the l a s t  one made. 
The o f f i c i a l  grade w511 be the one used in computing a student's grade 
point average, and although the  failing grade will be on the permanent record, 
it wfll  not be included in cornputstion. A student may not repeat a course 
for credit in which the final grade was a - C or better. 

Adding Courses 

After registration, during the firat four class days of any semester 
or the first two class days of any summer session, a student may add a 
course w i t h  the approval of the inatructox, and the Dean. 

Dtapping Coursea 

Dropping refers t o  the procedure by which students remove themselves 
from one or more of the courses in which they are enrolled, - whi f e cont i n u i n ~  
in the rernalnder of their  cauxses. 

A student  may drop a course mder the following provisions: 

1. Students may, with the approval of thelr faculty coordinators and 
the Wan, drop a course at any time during the first four weeks of 
classwork of any semester, or during the f irst tw weeks of class- 
work of any summer session, without having a grade recorded in the 
course.

Students may be employed an nursing aides, performing functions for 
which they have been trained by the  institution and far  which the instltu- 
tion hae a c lear ly  discernible pol icy  either in wri t ing  or by precedent 
defintng the scope of these functions. Any individual not licensed in the 
Stato of Texas to practice professional nursing, and who engages i n  such 
practice, fs doing so i l l e g a l l y  and may be prosecuted accordin~ly.  Supew- 
v i s i o n  by a professionaf,  l icensed nurse doea not provide protection t o  the 
s tuderit or make the student's actions l e g a l .
