The 
symposi urn w i  1 l involve a two day conference on product? v i  t y  concepts and a p p l  i - 
ca t ions  for  approx imate ly  80 execut ive  o f f i c e r s  from pub1 i c higher education 
i n s t i t u t i o n s  i n  Texas conducted by the  Institute o f  Higher Educa t ion  Management.

Law Enforcement Informa t i cn  is a cornmi ty- based organization with a 
board compscd of representatives of the Austin Police kpartment, the 
Police Association, other  public safety agencies i n  Austin and the 
sr~rrounding area, and s o m u ~ i i t y  nnernhers. The goals of the organization 
are t o  provide a vehicle f o r  fostcring ~de r s t and ing  between thc 
c o m i t y  and various law cnforcenlent agencies; to contr ibute  t o  the 
continuirlg education process of law enforcement personnel ; and t o  
illcrease commmication among part ics  involved i n  the law enforcement 
process. The new aspect of the publication is to prcscnt mental health 
related infomation to its readers. Content t o  be included deals with 
stress on the  par t  of police officers; special considerations of 
e~~iot ional l  y disturbed persons ; accompanying emotional problems o f  
alcoholism; and family violence. By presenting these issues in a neutral 
Form, the law enforcemeilt feature p i~b l i ca t i un  fulfills an important 
role i n  r e  info rc ing police training and i n  encouraging s trcs r; - reducirlg 
behaviors. The IIogg Foundation grant will bc cmbined w i t h  $2,100 
raised in local  c o m i t i e s .  The ma j ority of Hogg Foundation hinds will 
be used t o  pay printing and mailing costs;  the remaining anlount will go 
toward rel a ted expenses . 
Mr. Howard Bruwon, Chairman of Taw Enfo~~cement Information, Inc., is  
responsible f o r  admnistration of the project  ailit w i l l  submit: an interim 
progress report  in June, 1981,  and f inal  fiscal and evaluative reports 
i n  December, 1981.
