3. Approval of Change Order to Contract foc Classroom Furnfturc for

At the time the specifications were prepared fue Lhe Classroom Furnfture
for the Addition to the Law School Butlding, 1t was contemplated that souwe
furnicyre would be removed from a room in the presenc bullding and ve-installed
in coe of the rooms f{o the new addition. Afrer further inveatigation, however,
this proved oot Lo be feasible becausc of the manner Ln which the furniture was
inscalled in the present building and also because the old furniture was pmot in
very good conditlon and would detract greatiy from the appesrance of the new
addition., Also, it was found becauae of the size of the classes, Lt was

850, E. L. HAWKINS, FECOS COUNTY - AMENDMENT
TO 1EASE.--This grazing lease %o E. L. Hawkins covers, smong other lands,
Sections 4 and §, Block 28, Pecos County with rental of 30 cents per acre
per year. The lessee has requested permission to pump water and farm about
100 to 200 ecres.

3, W. M. CLAYTION, CRANE COUNTY - ASSIGNMENT OF
LEASE TO B, H. MANSELL AND AMENDMENT TO LEASE.--This brine production lease
covering 3 acres out of the NW/L of the NE/4 of Section 43, Block 30, Uni-
versity Lands, Crane County, was approved by the Board of Regents at its
meeting of September 30, 1961, and remains in full force and effect so long
88 brine is produced and the guaranteed minimum royalty of at least $100
per month is pald. The royalty recelved by the University is a minimum of
two cents per barrel of brine produced and sold, or 12% per cent of the
sale price at the loading dock, whichever is greater. The monthly amcunts
received have varied from the minimum of $100 to over $500 with a monthly
average of $L86 for the first year and $3u8 for the second year of the lease.

Applicatlon has been made for the agsignment of this lease,
effective November 1, 1963, to B. H. Mansell, who also holds =& brine pro-
duction lease in Rlock 31, Crane Counbty. The assignment fee to the Uni-
versity of $25 has been rcceived.

It is recommended that the assigmment of the lease be approved
and that the lease be amended, effective January 1, 196L, to include the
privilege of drilling a water supply well for which Mr. Mansell will pay
a royalty of 10 cents per 1,000 gallons of water used in his brine pro-
duction. There is a similar provision in Mr. Mansell's other brine lease.
He proposes to obtain his water supply ai a depth of about LOC feet, at
which depth the water is breckish and not considered potable water. It is
further recommended that the Chairman of the Board of Regents be authorized
to execute the assignment and the amendment when approved as to form by the
University Attorney and as to content by the Endowment 0fficer.

WATER CONTRACT NO. 98, PAN AMERICAN PETRCLEUM CORPORATION, ANDREWS
COUNTY - AMENDMENT OF TERMS OF CONTRACT.--At the October, 1962, meeting of
the Beoard of Regents, approval was given for this water contract, located in
Block 5, Andrews County, without cash consideration, for so long a period
at needed for McFarland, East (Queen) Field Waterflood Unitization Project
to be recommended to the Board for Lease of University lands. Plans for the
