team to elderly persons in need of services. The Hogg Foundation monies
will be utilized, along with those of the Department of Human Resources
and the Mental Health/Mental Retardation Authority to serve a large popu-
lation of older persons.

Bert Kruger Smith will serve as liaison person for the Foundation.

Texas Society for Autistic Citizens, Austin, Texas -~ $9,450.00

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee approved a two-year grant (1977-79)
in the amount of $9,450.00 each year to the Texas Society for Autistic
Citizens, These funds will be used to implement a Case Management/Advocacy
Pilot Project on behalf of both autistic and autistic~like children and
their families, a group for which a somewhat hopeful prognosis has been
developed. The Texas Society for Autistic Citizens Board of Delegates

will pick up the program when the pilot plan ends in two years.

The pilot project is a unique effort to fill a critical gap in the service
delivery system. Because of its relatively low incidence (4.5 in 10,000)
autism is not recognized as a separate and unique handicapping condition
by most service providers. However, after a child is diagnosed as
autistic or autistic-like, parents must be led immediately to appropriate
resources for individualized treatment programs, counseling, education,
and for training in behavior management skills.

Bert Kruger Smith will serve as liaison person for the Foundation.

Team Regources for Youth, Ine., Amarillo, Texas - $12,280.00

Team Resources for Youth, Inc. has a total budget for 1977-78 of
$219,000.00, most of which is from the Texas Department of Human
Resources and the Criminal Justice Division. An additiomal $12,280.00
from December 1977 to March 1978 was needed in order to meet their local
match for the Department of Human Resources funds.

Team Resources for Youth is a new centralized independent agency in
Amarillo specializing in the problems of local adolescents and their
families, They provide a twenty-four hour intake counseling and refer-
ral service and are seeking to coordinate existing resources offering
services to the ten - seventeen year olds. They have more or less
formal relationships with twenty-two other Panhandle agencies and have
accompiished a great deal in their six months of existence.

Telephone calls to key contacts in Amarillo resulted in rave reviews of
this new organization's goals and their work to date.

Dr. Charles M. Bonjean will serve as liaison person for the Foundation.

Family Counseling Service, Corpus Christi, Texas - $4,300.00

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee approved a ome-year grant in

the amount of $4,300.00 for the period January 1 - December 31, 1978.

This grant will provide the matching support for cooperative funding

from the Criminal Justice Division and various community resources in -
order to imstitute this new program of treatment for youth defined as

status offenders. Emphasis placed on family counseling, parent educa-~

tion, and youth therapy through group counseling promises to offer an
additional model to be drawn upon by the Texas Youth Council. This

new approach may provide a pattern of family therapy which would be

useful to many cities.

Dr. Bernice Moore will serve as liaison person for the Foundation.
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HOGG FQUNDATION FOR MENTAL HEALTH (Continued)

5. The University of Houston at Clear Lake City, Texas - $7,493.00

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee approved a two-year grant in
the amount of $14,645.00 for the period January 1, 1978 to December 31,
1979. A total of $7,493.00 was approved for 1978. Contingent upon
satisfactory progress during 1978, $7,152.00 may be recommended for
1979. The 1978 funds will be used to study the relationship between
family system dynamics and parenting behavior, particularly child abuse,
and to develop educational and therapeutic techniques aimed at the pri-
mary and secondary prevention of such abuse. Between forty and fifty
abusing couples will be interviewed and tested and will be compared
with a control group of the same number of matched "unlabeled" families.

Intervention techniques will be developed from the research findings
and will be disseminated through training and workshops and through
publications read by educators and health service practitioners.

Dr. Charles M. Bonjean will serve as liaison person for the Foundation.

6. A Step Forward, Inc. dba Bryant House, Austin, Texas - $12,000,00

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee approved a one-year grant in
the amount of $12,000.00 for the period December 1, 1977 through
November 30, 1978. These funds represent a challenge grant previously
approved by System Administration and were to be made available to
Bryant House upon notification of their raising at least $6,000.00 in.
local funds., The challenge grant was instrumental in Bryant House ob-
taining a $9,000.00 grant from the Lola Wright Foundation.

Bryant House is a transitional living facility for juvenile offenders.
It provides therapeutic group living, training and community alterna-
tives designed to produce changes in residents' social behavior and
their ability to function independently within the community.

Mr, 0. S. Brown and Dr. Charles M. Bonjean will serve as liaison per-
sons for the Foundation.

7. Texas Tech University ~ Department of Psychology, Dr. Robert P. Anderson -
Lubbock, Texas ~ $1,095.00

The Hogg Foundation has made several previous grants to support Dr.
Anderson's research on hyperactive behavior patterns among elementary
school children and the means for its modification. Funds were alloca-
ted for research at two sites in different parts of the state. It was
anticipated that about ten percent of the children at each school would
be identified as hyperkinetic and funds were approved for research at
that level. However, fifty-one percent of the children at one site were
identified as hyperactive and additional funds were needed for further
screening. The $1,095,00 approved was a modest amount for the work
anticipated and the findings will be quite valuable in developing
practical solutions to this problem.

Dr. Anderson will submit a final report of this study along with a fis-
cal accounting of these funds to the Hogg Foundation at the end of the
1977-78 fiscal vyear.

Dr. Charles M. Bonjean and Dr. Wayne H. Holtzman are liaison persons
for the Foundation.

Subject: Football Contract with Nebraska (Home and Home) in 1991 and 1992

Reference: Athletics Council Meeting, October 1, 1977

Mr. Royal advised the Council that Nebraska had proposed that we agree to
a football series in 1991 and 1992. Nebraska proposed a $100,000
guarantee and each school would take its home gate. Mr. Royal indicated
he had contacted other schools that had played Nebraska. Nebraska has had
sellout crowds for approximately the past 90 games. The last time
Oklahoma University played Nebraska, the gate was $165,000 which was

split 50-50, as most of our contracts specify. Mr. Roval checked with Mr.
Lundstedt and found that last year, we paid the Univercity of Houston
$199,000. Therefore, it is better playing for $100,000 guaranteed for
one year and taking the home gate the next year. Mr. Royal said the at-
tendance at a Nebraska game was approximately 76,000 which is comparable
to our attendance. He recommended that we enter into a contract with
Nebraska. Mr. Royal pointed out that Coach Akers concurred in this recom-
mendation.

Mr. Madden stated that in making football contracts that far in advance,
there was a possibility that a $100,000 guarantee would only be worth
$60,000 at that time.
