SECTION 1 

QUl CK REFERENCE TO PARKING 
AND TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 

1 .  PERMITS REQUIRED FOR ACCESS 8 P A R K I N G :  Only vehicles conspicuously 
d i s p l a y i n g  proper U n i v e r s i t y  permits  (as specified i n  Section V, i n f r a )  
may enter o r  park on the main campus (as shown by the boundaries on the 
map accompaning the regula t ions)  Monday throwgh Fr iday  from 7:30 a.m. 
t o  5:00 p.m. Motorcycles, mopeds (motor-assisted b icyc les )  and motor 
scooters may d r i v e  through t h e  main campus o n l y  a f t c r  these hours, but 
must park only i n  areas designated f o r  such vehicles.  Additionally, 
mopeds may park e i t h e r  i n  motorcycle areas or in  b i c y c l e  racks/concrete 
parking blocks as spec i f ied  i n  Sect ion I V ,  i n f r a .  

2. PARKING PERMITS: Parking permi ts  must be p r o p e r l y  a f f ixed  t o  the vehic le (s )  
a s  described i n  Sect ion V I  i n f r a .  Annual permits  which are  taped or  
affixed by unauthorized materials o r  displayed on a vehicle other  than 
the veh ic le  to  which i s sued  w i l l  subject the holder to a Univers i ty  
c i t a t i o n .  Additionally, the permit w i l l  be conf iscated and the holder 
w i l l  lase a l l  parking p l - i u i l e g e s  (Section V I I I ,  i n f r a ) .  

3.  CLASS "A" PERMITS: Holders of Class "A" permits  may park i n  any Class 
"A" park1 ng area except car  pool areas  on Mor~day through F r i  day from 
7:30 a.m. t o  5:00 p.m. and i n  C l a s s  "C" park ing  areas a f t e r  2:00 p.m. 
Holders may park i n  other park ing  areas a t  other times except when 
prohib i ted  by posted signs or  markings.  

NOTE: Certain spaces have been reserved Monday through Fr iday 
from 5:00 p.m. t o  9 : O O  p.m. f o r  vehicles bear ing a current 
Class A perrni t. These spaces are located as fol lows: 

a .  Lot 14 - all spaces except for those designated 
a5 "F-14 permi ts  a t  a l l  t i m e s "  

b .  Lot  15 - cer ta in  spaces north of Gearing H a l l  
except f o r  those designated as 'IF-15 permi ts  
a t  a l l  t i m e s "  

4 .  CLASS "C" PERMITS: Holders o f  Class "C" park ing  permi ts  shal l park only 
i n  Class "C" park ing  a r e a s .  They may pass through ~ o n t r o l  s t a t i o n s  a f ter  
5:00 p.m. weekdays and may park on the main campus after that time i n  
any a rea  n o t  s p e c i f i c a l l y  reserved for other classes of permits  o r  when 
not i n  v i o l a t i o n  o f  posted signs of painted curbs and pavements. [see 
numbers 3 and 6 ) .  
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5. CLASS "D" PERMITS: Holders o f  Class " D l 1  permi ts  shal l  park only in  Class 
"0" spaces Monday through F r i d a y  from 7:30 a . m .  t o  5:00 p.m.  Holders 
may park i n  other spacesjareas a t  other times except when prohib i ted  by 
posted s igns  or markings. When no spaces are  available a temporary permit 
may be issued by t r a f f i c  control  station personel which w i l l  authorize 
parking i n  ~ t h e r  designated areas f o r  limited periods o f  t i m e .  (Sect ion 
V I ,  i n f r a ) .  

6.  CLASS 'IF" PERMITS: Holders of  Class "F" permits shall park only I n  
areas designated on t h e i r  p e r m i t s  f r o m  7:30 a.m. t o  5:00 p.m., Honday 
through Fr i day .  Holders may park i n  other parking areas at other times 
except when prohibited by posted s i g n s  or markings.  When no spaces a re  
avai  l ab le  or  there i s an urgent  need, a temporary "F" permi t may be i ssued 
by the U n i v e r s i t y  Pol ice  or  the  Uniform Officers i n  control s t a t l o n s .  

NOTE: C e r t a i n  spaces have been reserved Monday through F r i d a y  from 
5:00 p.m. to g:00 p.m. f o r  vehicles bearing any current  Class 
F p a r m i t .  These spaces a r e  Iocatcd a n d  marked as follows: 

a.  Lot 14 - a l l  spaces except for those designated a s  
"F-14 p e r m i t s  a t  a l l  times" 

b. Lot 1 5  - c e r t a i n  spaces north of Gearing H a l l  except 
fo r  those designated as "F-15 permits  a t  a11 times" 

c. Lot 16 - certain spaces located i n  t h e  lot  west o f  
W. R .  Woolrich Laboratories. 

7 .  CLASS "MI' PERMITS:  Holders o f  C lass  "M" p e r m i t s  shal l  park only i n  C l a s s  
"M" areas a t  a1 l t i me5, except t h a t  mopedslmotor-assi sted b l  cycles may 
alsv park In bicycle rackdconcrete  park ing  blocks as specified i n  
Section I V ,  i n f r a .  Motorcycles, mator scooters or mopeds may not be 
driven inside the t r a f f i c  cont ro l  stations Monday through Friday from 
7:30  a.m. to  5:00 p.m. 

8. LOADING ZONE PERMITS & WHERE TO OBTAIN: A Loading Zone Permit i s  
required t o  use these spaceslareas Monday through F r i d a y  from 7:30 a.m. 
to 5:00 p.m. unless otherwise posted. Permits (normally valid for  20 
minutes )  may be obtained from the guards a t  the control s t a t l o n s .  When 
the contro l  s t a t i o n s  are  closed ,  call  471-4441 for assistance (Sect ion V I ,  
i n f r a ) .  

9. B I C Y C L E  REGISTRATION: Bicycles opera ted  or parked on the main campus 
s h a l l  be registered w i t h  the University Police department. Contact UTPD 
a t  BELLMONT HALL (471-4441 1 on Tuesdays or Fridays between 9:00 a , m .  and 
12:M) noon for free r e g i s t r a t i o n  (Section 1 V ,  i n f r a ) .  
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J 0 .  BICYCLES, MOPEDS (MOTOR-ASSISTED BYCYCLES) AND SKATES: Bicycles, Mopeds 
must be operated i n  accordance w i  t h ,  and s k a t e r s  must conform to the 
ordinances of  t h e  C i t y  o t  A u s t i n  and t h e  s p e c i f i c  p rov i s ions  o f  these 
r e g u l a t i o n s  as  shown i n  Sect ion I V .  

1 1 .  PARKING LOTS: O n  occasion during t h e  year, c e r t a i n  parking lots may be 
closed upon recommendation by the  Parking and T r a f f i c  Pol ic ies  Committee 
and approval by t h e  President of t h e  U n i v e r s i t y .  

12. SPEED LIMIT: The speed l i m i t  un a l l  p a r t s  of  the  main campus, whether on 
s t ree ts  or i n  park ing  areas,  i s  15 mph unless otherwise posted.  

13.  POSTED SIGNS: Posted signs take precedence over p a i n t e d  curbs and 
pavement markings. 

14. PARKING IMPROPERLY: A vehicle may not b e  parked on a s t r e e t  where a n g l e  
park ing  i s  requ i red  w i t h  the back of the vehicle toward the curb. P a r k i n g  
wholly w i t h i n  the marked boundaries o f  the  p a r k i n g  space i s  required a t  
a1 l t i m e s .  Vchicles s h a l l  not  park s o  a s  t o  o b s t r u c t  walkways or  to 
inflict damage t o  s h r u b b e r y ,  trees, grass ,  e t c .  A d d i t i o n a l l y ,  no veh ic le  
may park on any unmarked and lo r  unimproved ground area which has not been 
designated for  parking. 

NOTE: Cer ta in  L o t s  may have spaces or rows marked "Small  C a r  Parking 
O N L Y " .  These spaces will - NOT accommodate f u l l  s i r e  cars w i t h i n  
the lines. S m a l l  car spaces usually will be 73 f e e t  w i d e  and 
15 fee t  long. 

15. REGISTRATION O F  TWO VEHICLES :  An a l t e r n a t e  veh ic le  may be r e g i s t e r e d  by 
faculty a n d  s t a f f  a t  no e x t r a  cost .  Students may r e g i s t e r  one addi t ional  
vehicle upon s e p a r a t e  application and by paying the requ i red  a d d i t i o n a l  
fee. (Sect ion V I ,  i n f r a )  

N O T E :  I f  an a l t e r n a t e  veh ic le  i s  registered, both  vehicles shall not 
be parked on campus a t  the same time unless one i s  parked i n  a 
~ r ~ e t e r e d  space.  I f  both  vehicles a r e  Found to be parked otherw ise ,  
then t h e  permits s h a l l  be revoked f o r  t he  remainder of the p e r m i t  
year.  

16. ENFORCEMEflT AND IMPOUNDMENTS: F a i  1 ure to abide by these regulations may 
be t h e  b a s i s  f o r  d i s c i p l i n a r y  action against s t u d e n t s  and employees 
(sect ion  V, In f ra ) .  Additionally v i o l a t o r s  may subject.  thei-r vehicles 
t o  impoundment and i n  the case of s t u d e n t s ,  they may a l s o  be barred 
(section V I I 1 , i n f ra)  pending payment o f  overdue charges .  Vehi cl es may 
also be impounded for s p e c i f i c  v i o l a t i o n s  (Section V J I ,  i n f r a ) .  
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17. APPEAL TO CITAT10H: University park ing  and t r a f f i c  c i t a t i o n s  may be 
appealed u i t h i n  twelve (12) calendar  days from date of  c i t a t i o n  by filing 
a written statement w i t h  the Parking and Traffic Offtce, Service Building 
Room One on East 24 th  5 t r e e t .  (See Sect i o n  Y l  l l  f o r  detaf  led procedures). 

18.  V I S I T O R S :  A l  l v i s i t o r s  heed permits  t o  park  on campus UNLESS parked a t  
a parking meter or  a t  the U n i v e r s i t y  Visitor Center (east  of  the LBJ 
Library) .  OFFICIAL VlSlTORS are  those who conduct important buslness 
with or who render an impor tan t  serv i  ce t o  the Universi t y  - and who are 
not otherwise el i g i b l e  for  annual parking permi ts .  O f f l c i a l  V i s i t o r s  
may obtain temporary park ing  permi t s  from the  guards a t  the t r a f f i c  
control stations. These permits e n t i t l e  the holder to park only i n  a 
space designated " O f f  i c i a 1  Visitor". P e r m i t s  must  be displayed 
conspicuously on the d r i v e r ' s  s i d e  o f  the vehicle. (Section V I ,  i n f r a )  

19. PEDESTRIANS - R I G H T S  AND DUTIES: Pedest r ians  a r e  sub jec t  to a l l  
official t r a f f i c  control devices. They have the right-of-way a t  marked 
crosswalks, In intersections and on sidewalks extending across a service 
d r i v e ,  bui  l d i n g s  entrance, driveway or s t r e e t s .  P e d e s t r i a n s  crossing 
a street  a t  any po in t  other  than w i t h i n  a marked crosswalk or within 
an unmarked corsswalk at an intersection shal l  y i e l d  the right-of-way 
to all vehicles an s a i d  s t ree t .  Pedest r ians  shall not leave curb or 
o t h e r  place of safe ty  and walk or  run i n t o  the pa th  o f  a vehicle which 
i s  so close t h a t  i t  i s  impossible for  t he  d r i v e r  t o  y i e l d .  They may 
cross an i n t e r s e c t  i on di agonal 1 y on1 y where permi t t ed  by special 
pavement marking. 

20. DISABLED VEHICLES: tf a v e h i c l e  becomes disabled, a telephone c a l l  
shal l  be placed t o  the U n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  Department who w i l l  either render 
ass i 5 tance or  authori ze temporary parking.  Such temporary parking shal l 
n o t  exceed 24 hours provided t h a t  such parking does not create an obstruc- 
tion o r  hazard. 

SECT \ OM I I 

GENERAL PROV1SIONS 

Pursuant to t h e  authori ty granted  by Chapter  51 ,  Sect ion 51,201 et seq o f  
T i t l e  3 of t h e  Texas Educational Code, rhe Board o f  Regents of the U n i v e r s i t y  
of Texas System has promulgated Parking and T r a f f i c  Regulations ta regulate 
and control park ing  and t r a f f i c  and the use of parking facilities, provided 
f o r  t h e  issuance o f  v e h i c l e  i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  i n s i g n i a  (parking p e r m i t ) ,  and 
provide f o r  j u r i s d i c t i o n  over offenses. Th is  booklet contains those regulations 
and procedures applicable t o  any who would walk or  dr ive  and park a motor veh ic l e  
or bicycle on the  m a i n  campus o f  The University of Texas a t  Austin.  These 
rules and r e g u l a t i o n s  a re  supplementary t o  the ordinances o f  the C i ty  o f  Austin 
and the s t a t u t e s  of t h e  S t a t e  of Texas which govern pedestrians and rhe use 
of motor vehic les  and b i c y c l e s .  
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The operat ion o f  a nwtur vehicle or b i c y c l e  on the U n i v e r s i t y  o f  Texas 
a t  Austin campus i s  a PRIVILEGE granted  by the University and i s  not an 
inherent r ight  of any faculty/staff member or  student. A l l  faculty, s t a f f  
and students  who have motor vehicles i n  their possession or con t ro l  f o r  use, 
operat ion or park ing  on the U n i v e r s i t y  campus must register  sa id  vehicles 
w i t h  t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  Of f ice .  R e g i s t r a t i o n  o f  a motor vehicle does 
not guarantee a parking place on campus. However, owners of registered 
vehicles may receive a reduced penalty for violat ions of certain U n i v e r s i t y  
park ing  r e g u l a t i o n s  ( s e e  Sect ion V I I ) .  

The U n i v c r s i  t y  i s  not responsible for f i re,  t h e f t ,  damage to, o r  loss 
o f  such vehicles parked o r  operated on t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  campus. No bailment 
i s  created by granring o f  any parking or opera t ing  p r i v i  legcs regarding a 
vehicle on any property owned, leased o r  otherwise controlled by t h e  
U n i v e r s i t y .  

The or ig in ,  administration and enforcement o f  the regulat ions contained 
i n  t h i s  booklet are as follows: 

PARK! NG AMD TRAFFIC POL1 C l E S  COMMITTEE : Th i s commi t t e e  i s composed of  
faculty, s t a f f  and students and i s  responsible for formulating r e g u l a t i o n s  
fo r  the control o f  parking and t r a f f i c  upon t h e  campus i n  the f o rm  of 
recommendations t o  the  President  of the U n i v e r s i t y .  W i th in  the l i m i t a t i o n s  
imposed by restricted facilities and s t a f f ,  i t  at tempts to provide reasonable 
regulations fo r  the c o n t r o l  of t h e  w r y  h i g h  density o f  vehicular and 
pedestrial t r a f f i c  on t h e  campus of  the  U n i v e r s i t y ,  toward the goal o f  optimum 
convenience and s a f e t y  for a l l  concerned. Suggestions f o r  changes i n  these 
regrr lat  i o n s ,  requests for individual consideration or any communicatfons 
concerning these regulations should be d i r e c t e d  to t h i s  Committee. 

PARKING AND TRAFFIC APPEALS PANEL: This panel is composed af f a c u l t y ,  
s t a f f  and students  and ru les  on appeals from c i t a t i o n s  issued by University 
po l i ce  f o r  violation of parking and traffic regulations. This panel also 
conducts hearings concerning impoundment or barring o f  readmission,  withholding 
of grades and t r a n s c r i p t s  based on overdue charges. (See sect ion V I  I I ) .  

PARKING AND TRAFFIC ADMINISTRATION: T h i s  o f f i c e  i s  responsible fo r  all 
administrative funct ions relating t o  the issuance of p a r k l n g  p e r m i t s ,  t h e  
collcc~ion o f  charges f o r  parking and t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n s ,  the acceptance of 
appeals from such violatians and the issuance of  refunds upon withdrawal f r o m  
t h e  University. Questions relating t o  these  f u n c t i o n s  should be directed to  
Parking and T r a f f i c  Admin is t ra t ion ,  Service B u i l d i n g ,  Room One. 
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UNlVERSITY P O L I C E :  The U n i v e r s i t y  Police has the r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  and 
t h e  legal a u t h o r i t y  for the enforcement nf t h e  parking and t r a f f i c  regulations 
l i s t e d  in t h i s  booklet. U n i v e r s i t y  pol ice o f f i c e r s  may i ssue  TRAFFIC CITATIONS 
ENFORCEABLE I N  COURT i n  t h e  same way a s  those issued by t h e  Texas Highway 
Patrol (see Section V I  I ! ) .  On spec ia l  occasions and i n  emergencies, such 
parking l i m i t a t i o n s  may be imposed by the Chief of the  U n i v e r s i t y  Police as 
a r e  requ i red  by the condit ions w h i c h  prevail. When conditions warrant such 
action, he may a l s o  waive parking l i m i t a t i o n s  which a r e  o r d i n a r i l y  imposed. 

The University reserved the r ight  t o  e n f o r c e  parking and t r a f f i c  
regulations: 

1. through the issuance of c i t a t i o n s  and the c o l l e c t i o n  o f  charges 
f o r  of fenses,  

2.  through the impoundment o f  v e h i c l e s  i n t e r f e r i n g  w i t h  the movement 
o f  v e h i c u l a r  or  p e d e s t r i a n  t r a f f i c  o r  invo lved  i n  s p e c i f i e d  
parking uf fenses ,  

3 .  by t h e  suspension or revocation of permits f o r  repeated offenses,  

4. by requiring e i  ther the veh ic l e  owner or the person who has signed 
a financial responsibility agreement f o r  park ing  violations t o  
appear i n  court  or a t  a Universi ty Hearing f o r  nnn-payment o f  charges. 

5. by b a r r i n g  readmission of a n y  student far non-payment o f  outstanding 
charges, 

6. by wi thho ld ing  a s t u d e n t ' s  grades or  o f f i c i a l  t r a n s c r i p t ,  

7 -  by denying parking permi ts  t o  those w i t h  overdue charges, and 

8. by such other methods as are commonly employed by City or  S t a t e  
police i n  contra1 o f  t r a f f i c .  

Proof of t he  f a c t  tha t  any p a r k i n g  or t r a f f i c  control  devise, sign,  
parking meter ,  s i g n a l  or  marking was actually i n  place a t  any location on 
campus o f  The U n i v e r s i t y  of Texas a t  A u s t i n ,  Aust in ,  Texas shall const i tu te  
prima fac ie  evidence that  the same i s  o f f i c i a l  and was i n s t a l l e d  under the 
a u t h o r i t y  of the law. 

When any person i s  charged w i t h  hav ing  stopped, parked and l e f t  s tanding 
a motor vehicle on the campus of the University o f  Texas a t  A u s t l n ,  A u s t i n ,  
Texas i n  violation OF any provisf~ns of  the Park ing  and T r a f f i c  Regulations 
of the U n i v e r s i t y  o f  Texas a t  A u s t i n ,  proof t h a t  s a i d  vehicle was, a t  the 
d a t e  of t h e  offense, bear ing  a v a l i d  University of  Texas a t  Aust in,  parking 
p e r m i t  shall cans~itute pr ima f a c i e  ev idence that  s a i d  vehlcle was then and 
there stopped, parked and  l e f t  standlng by s a i d  holder o f  the parking perrnlt. 
However, i f  such vehicle does not bear a valid U n i v e r s i t y  o f  Texas a t  Austin 
parking p e r m i t ,  proof that  s a i d  v e h i c l e  a t  the dare of the offense alleged, 
was owned by the person tha t  s a i d  veh ic le  was then there stopped, parked and 
l e f t  standing by s a i d  owner. 
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The U n i v e r s i t y  assumes nu responsibility f o r  t he  care and/or protection 
of any vehicle or i t s  contents a t  anytime i t  i s  operated or  parked on the 
campus. 

Any m t o r  vehicle or  hicycle parked on the  U n i v e r s i t y  campus for  a 
period o f  time i n  excess o f  48 hours t he  U n i v e r s i t y  may deem, a s  authorized 
by law, the same to be abandoned and dispose of such vehic le  as  provided 
i n  Section 10.4  and 10.6 of Chapter V I I ,  Par t  Two of the Regents' Rules 
and Regulations.

O f f i c i a l  Visitor: Individuals not normally eligible For U n i v e r s i t y  parking 
pefmi t s  who come to the main campus to conduct important 
business w i t h  the University or who render an important 
s e r v i  re. 

Parking Area: Any area on t h e  main campus which has been designated and 
marked fo r  parking whether on s t r e e t s  or  in lots. 

No Parking Zone: In  addition to zones marked by posted signs any yell~w- 
pa in ted  curbs or  pavements denote r ~ o  parking at any t ;me. 
(Sect ion V ,  i n f r a ) ,  

Tow Away Zone:  An area designated by an official posted sign which con- 
stitutes public notice t h a t  a vehicle parked i n  violation 
may be removed. 

Load i ng Zone : In addition to zones marked by posted signs, orange 
painted curbs or pavements denote spaces/areas reserved 
f o r  loading o r  unloading only (Section V and V I ,  i n f r a ) .  
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SECTION I V  

GENERAL TRAFF I C REGULAT (ONS 

Only vehicles conspicuously displaying proper Univers i ty  p e r m i t s  may 
enter  or park on t h c  campus Monday chrough FrIday  from 7130 a.m. t o  
5:00 p.n., except that  motorcycles, a n d  motor scooters may only d r i v e  through 
the main  campus a f te r  these hours, and must park o n l y  i n  areas designated for 
such vehicles, Permits are not requ i red  a f t e r  these hours,  nor on o f f i c i a l  
University holidays. There regula~ions apply to motor propelled vehicles 
and t o  bicycles. A l l  must  honor the  regulations listed i n  this booklet at 
a1 1 times. Bicycles and mopeds (motor-ass i sted bicyc les )  shal l also be 
operated i n  conformity w i t h  t h e  applicable ordinances of  the C i t y  d f . A u s t i n  
and the following: 

a .  Bicyc les  operated o r  parked on the main campus shall be reg is tered  
with the  U n i v e r s i t y  Pol ice Department. Contact UTPD a t  BELLMONT 
HALL (471-4441) on Tuesdays or Fr idays  between 9:00 a.m. and 
12:00 noon fo r  f r e e  registration. 

b. Bicycles s h a l l  be parked ONLY i n  bicycle racks/concrete parking 
blocks provided f o r  t h i s  purpose .  

c .  Bicycles o r  Mopeds shall NOT be r idden on pedest r ian  walkways 
o r  sidewalks. 

d. Bicycles or Mopeds parked or  otherwise secured i n  unauthorized 
p laces ,  e - g . ,  posts ,  r a i l i n g s ,  trees, e t c . ,  are  s u b j e c t  to 
impoundment. 

e .  On University s t r e e t s  ope ra to r s  o f  b i c y c l e s  or mopeds s h a l l  
comply w i t h  a l l  srvp s i g n s ,  y i e l d  s igns  and other o f f i c i a l  
t r a f f i c  control devices except t h a t  only b i c y c l e s  may proceed 
i n  e i t h e r  d i r e c t i o n  on Inner  Campus Dr i ve .  

f .  Mopeds bearing a current Class M permit, may park Monday through 
Friday 7:30  a.m. to 5:00 p.m. i n  e i t h e r  designated motorcycle 
( c l a s s  H) a reas or i n  those bicycle racks/concrete parking blocks 
located outside t h e  control s t a t i o n s .  After these hours they may 
park in Class M areas o r  i n  any bicycle rack/concrete parking block. 

THE SPEED L I M I T  ON ALL PARTS OF THE M A I N  CAMPUS I S  15 MILES PER HOUR AT ALL 
TlHES UNLESS OTHERWISE POSTED. PEDESTRIANS ALWAYS HAVE THE RIGHT-OF-WAY AT CROSS- 
WALKS AND I N  INTERSECTIONS. ALL V E I I I C L E S  ARE R E Q U I R E D  ro STOP COMPLETELY AT STOP 
SIGNS AND TO PROCEED WITH CAUTION. A flashing yellow light requires slowing the 
vehicle and proceeding w i t h  caution. A f l a s h i n g  red light requires stopping the 
vehlcle completely and proceeding wlth caution. 

W i t h  the except ion o f  wheelchairs, no personally owned wheeled vehicle such 
as passenger automobile, truck, t r a i l e r ,  motorcycle, motor-ass is ted bicycle, moped 
or bicycle shall be placed, used, parked or otherwise l e f t  w i t h i n  any U n i v e r s i t y  
b u i l d i n g  a t  any t ime.  
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NOTE: During per iod  o f  no c lasses  and on U n i v e r s i t y  ho l idays ,  
dormi to ry  residents may temporar i l y  store  one persona 1 l y  
owned bicycle i n  t h c i r  assigned room w I t h  the advanced 
approval of the  Director o f  Housing and Food. Under no 
circumstances are  bicycles to be stored i n  a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  
or academic arcas,  e . g . ,  o f f i c e s ,  laborator ies ,  classrooms, 
atc.  

Persons upon ro\ lcrskates and s i m i l a r  devices w i l l  conform to:  

a. The C i t y  o f  Austin ordinance p r o h i b i t i n g  the 
operat  ion o f  skates, coasters and s i m i  l a r  
devi ces on any roadway except wh i l e cross i ng 
a street in a crosswalk and 

b. these Regulations prohibiting t h e  use o f  
skates, skateboards and similar devices on 
pedestrian walkways and sidewalks. 

SECT1 ON V 

PARKING REGULATIONS 

The various classes of parking permits and t h e i r  eligibility requirements, 
privileges and limitations are  described i n  detail i n  the following section. 
Parking meters a re  i n  use from 8:00 a.m. t o  5:00 p,m. Monday through Fr iday 
except on Univers i ty  Rol idays. 

Parking i s  PROHIBITED AT ALL T I M E S  where ind ica ted  by signs, yellow- 
p a l  nted curbs  or ye l low-pai nted pavement markings. P a r k i n g  adjacent t o  
orange-painted curbs i s  restricted to AUTHORIZED VEHICLES ONLY from 7:30 a.m. 
to 5:00 p.m. weekdays. Parking a t  unpainted curbs i s  controlled by area 
parking s i g n s .  Posted parking signs must be honored a t  a l l  t i m e s  and t a k e  
precedence over the curb markings. 

P r i v a t e l y  owned motor homes, or  t r a i  ler5 and other over- r lze  vehic les 
w h o s e  individual or combined l ength  i s  i n  excess of twenty feet shall not  
normally be operated or parked on t h e  main campus. 

Other r e s t r i c t i o n s  concerning park ing  and d r i v i n g  on the Main Campus are  
shown i n Sec t  l on V I I DR I V I NG AND PARK1 NG OFFENSES.

The absence of s u f f i c i e n t  au thor ized  p a r k i n g  space on t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  
campus dur ing a p a r t i c u l a r  p e r i o d  o f  t ime w i l l  not be considered by the  
U n i v e r s i t y  as a v a l i d  j u s t i f i c a t i a n  f o r  v i o l a t i o n  o f  park ing  and t r a f F i c  
regulations. The mere f a c t  t h a t  c i t a t i o n s  a r e  not issued for any offense 
does n o t  i n d i c a t e  that  these  r e g u l a t i o n s  have been modified t o  exclude t h a t  
o f fense .  

On U n i v e r s i t y  h o l i d a y s ,  on ly  those p a r k i n g  restrictions which regula te  
parking a t  a l l  t i m e s  shall remain i n  e f f e c t .  

Failure to a b i d e  by park ing  and t r a f f i c  regu la t ions  may be the b a s i s  f o r  
d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n  a g a i n s t  s t u d e n t s  and employees. Students may be subjected 
to penalties ranging from d i s c i p l i n a r y  probat ion  to expu ls ion  from the 
I n s t i t u t i o n  a s  outliied i n  Sec t ion  3.13 of the Rutes and Regulations of t h e  
Board o f  Regents' of  t h e  University o f  Texas System, Chapter V I ,  P a r t  One. 
tmployees may be subjected to d i s c i p l i n a r y  penalties i n c l u d i n g  termination of 
employment. When an employee has accumulated three  o r  more unpaid parking or 
t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n s  and/or charges o f  $25.00 o r  more ,  the  employee's Dean, 
Di rec to r  or Administrative Official s h a l l  be n o t i f i e d  by the Manager o f  t h e  
Park ing  and T r a f f i c  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n .  When a s tudent  i s  placed on the bar  list 
for unpaid  p a r k i n g  or t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n s ,  the Dean o f  Students shall be n o r l f i e d  
by the  Manager o f  the Parking and T r a f f i c  Admin is t ra t ion .  

PARK1 NG PERM ITS 

A. FACULTY AND STAFF: A parking p e r m i t  will be issued upon application 
to the Parking and T r a f f i c  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,  { ~ o c a t e d  i n  the Service 
Bui lding, Room one) by those faculty or s t a f f  members who are employed 
on the  main campus. P e r m i t s  w i l l  be issued to the vehicle for which  
the faculty or  s t a f f  member, spouse or  parent  Is the registered owner. 
I f the registered owner i s  o t h e r  t h a n  above t h e n  ( I )  t h e  .owner must 
b e  e i  t h c r  related tu or domici led w i t h  the appl  l cant  , and (2)  t h e  owner 
must not be o the rw i se  e.ligible For a U n i v e r s i t y  P a r k i n g  Permit .  

An a l t e r n a t e  v e h i c l e  may be r e g i s t e r e d  a t  no additional cost provided that  
both v e h i c l e s  are owned by t h e  a p p l i c a n t  or another person as spec i f ied  above 
with t he  understanding t h a t  both v e h i c l e s  shall not be parked on campus a t  
t h e  same t i m e  u n l c s s  one i s  parked a t  a meter, A citation w i l l  be issued by 
the University Police Department and i n  a d d i t i o n ,  the p e r m i t  w i l l  be conf isca ted  
and the permi t  hojder may lose parking privileges (Section V I i 1 ,  t n f r a ) .  
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8. STUDENTS: A parking p e r m i t  w i l l  be i s s u e d  f o r  a vehicle owned 
by the s t u d e n t ,  his/her spouse, parents, o r  guardians o r  fo r  which 
the student has assumed f i n a n c i a l  responsibility f o r  any parking 
v i o l a t  ions.  S tuden ts  may r e g i s t e r  ONE, additional motor vehicle,  
motorcycle, motor-assisted bicycle, o r  motor scooter upon separate 
application and payment o f  t h e  requi red fee t o  the Parking and 
Traf f ic  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  O f f i c e ,  located i n  the Service Building, 
ROM One. In  addition students m u s t  present  a p a i d  fee receipt  
for t h e  semester involved. I

Payment of the fee must be made before 
the permit  w i l l  be issued.  

F .  REPLACEMENT CHARGES: Any time replacement p e r m i t s  a re  issued there w i l l  
be a two dollar charge made .  Remnants o f  o l d  p e r m i t s  a r e  to be re turned  
a t  t h a t  time. For each card key replacement there w i l l  also be a two 
do1 l a r  charge made. 

G. REFUNDS: A request for refund w i l l  not be honored unless i t  Is filed wi th  
the Parking and T r a f f i c  Office dur ing  the U n i v e r s i t y ' s  f i sca l  year i n  w h i c h  
payment o f  t h e  permi t  was made. A request fo r  refund must be accompanied 
by the re~nnants of the appropr i a t e  permi t . Refunds w i  l 1 be made to members 
of the faculty and s t a f f  upon reques t  and only i n  the event t h e i r  service 
i s  te rminated  by a resignat ion o r  leave of absence without pay. The refund 
w i  I I be based on t h e  number o f  f u l l ,  months remaining i n  the Universi t y 4 s  
academic year.  No refunds w i l \  be made a f t e r  the end of the s p r i n g  semester .  
Refunds w i l l  be made upon request to  students who withdraw from the U n i v e r s i t y  
a t  t h e  end of  t h e  f a l l  semester,  but refunds w i l l  n u t  be made t o  students  
who withdraw a t  t h e  end of the  spring semester. A request for a re fund will 
not be honored when a person's privilege to  park and d r i v e  on campus h a s  
been suspended, nor  i f  outstanding charges or o ther  d e b t s  remain unpaid. 
Requests for refunds of the entire amount pa id  will be subject  to a $ 2  
a d r n i n l s t r a t  i ve  and hand1 i ng  charge. 

H.  CLASS 0 P E R M I T S :  Class 0 parking permits  w i l t  be Issued only to  those 
officials designated by the  President. 

I .  CLASS D PERMITS:  Class D (disabled) park ing  permits  shall  be issued to 
those members of the  faculty, staff or student body who have l o s t ,  or l o s t  
the use of ,  both legs or  who a r e  so severely disabled as t o  be unable t o  
ambulate without t h e  a i d  of a wheelchair or other mechanical devices. I f  
the  applicant i s  confined t o  a wheelchair the permit w i l l  be so marked. 
Other members of the faculty, s t a f f  o r  student body whose physical infirmities

A l l  a p p l i c a t i o n s  for a disabled park ing  p r i o r i t y  w i l l  r e q u i r e  c e r t i f i c a t i o n  
by the Director of the  Student Health Center. Appl icants  w i t h  a permanent 
disability cerrification approved or concurred i n  by t h e  Oirecotr  of the 
Student Hea l th  Center and on f i l e  with the  Parking and T r a f f i c  Office, 
need no1 o b t a i n  an annual renewal. A l l  other appl'cants w i l l  require 
c e r t i f i c a t i o n  by the D i r e c t o r  o f  the Student Heal th  Center. 

Automobiles bear ing  a current Class D parking permit normal ly  s h a l l  
park only i n  spaces specifically reserved for  Class D perml ts .  I f  no 
spaces are available or if there i s  an urgent need, holders o f  C lass  D 
permits  s h a l l  ob ta ln  a temporary permit  from t r a f f i c  control  s t a t  ion 
personnel which w i l l  authorize parking i n  other designated areas for a 
l i m i t e d  per iod o f  t ime. 

J. CLASS F PERMITS: Members of the facu l ty  h o l d i n g  the rank o f  I n s t r u c t o r  or 
above, and s t a f f  members who m e e t  t h c  s a l a r y  c r i t e r i a  a s  specified on the 
application, are eligible to app ly  for Class F permi ts ,  Honthly salary 
shall be the amount as r e f l e c t e d  on the current appointment form ( P O - 1 )  
p lus  any longevi ty  pay to which  t h e  crnployee i s  entitled. Other compensation 
e . g . ,  Social Securi ty  o f f s e t ,  premium sharing, consu l t ing  fees, e t c . ,  may not 
be used t o  compute monthly s a l a r y .  Lot assignments w i  11 t h e n  be drawn i n  a 
computer based l o t t e r y  s y s t e m  according to faculty t i t l e  o r  salary. Class F 
parking areas will b e  restricted t o  vehicles bear ing  permits for each spec i f i c  
area ,  Monday through Friday  from 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. I f  no spaces a r e  
ava i lab le  i n  the designated lot or i f  t h e r e  i s  urgent n e e d ,  special permits 
w i l l  be provided a t  t r a f f i c  control  s t a t i o n s  for F permit holders to  park 
on p a r t i c u l a r  occasions for  a limited per iod  o f  t i m e  i n  other r e s t r i c t e d  
areas .  

K. CLASS A P E R M I T S :  Class A park ing  permits may be issued t o a n y  of t h e  
f o l  lowing:

who are employed for at Icast t w e n t y  hours per week, by t h e  University 
and are appointed e i t h e r  as Teaching Ass i stan ts/Graduate Research 
A s s i s t a n t s  or to other p o s i t i o n s  which a re  p a i d  a t  the f u l l - t i m e  rate 
specif ied i n  the inqtructions. (VeriTied by a signed copy of the 
appointment formCs), 

4. Students upon certification by the Director o f  the S t u d e n t  Health Center. 
5. Teaching a s s i s t a n t s  w i t h  Icss than a h a l f - t i m e  appointment whose jobs 

involve superv isory  roles i n  t h e  pub1 i c  schools (verified by letter 
from department) . 
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6. Pre-doctoral fellowship r e c i p i e n t s  whose r m n t h l y . s t i p e n d  meets the 
full-time rate spec i f ied  i n  t h e  i n s t r u c t i o n s  (fellowship s t a t u s  and 
s t ipend  t o  be v e r i f i e d  by a copy o f  t he  signed fellowship appointment 
form). 

7.  Pre-doctora l  f e l l o w s h i p  recipients or V i s i t i n g  Scholars  ( v e r i f i e d  by 
a copy of the signed appointment form) .  

C l a s s  A permit  holders may park i n  any C l a s s  A p a r k i n g  a r e a  except 
carpool areas on Monday through F r i d a y  from 7:jO a.m. t o  5:00 p.m. and 
i n  Class  C lots o n l y  a f t e r  2 : 0 0  p.m. Holders may park i n  other parking 
areas a t  other times except when p r o h i b i t e d  by posted signs or markings. 

NOTE: Inner  Campus Drive parking spaces a r e  reserved f o r  Class 0, A ,  
F and D permi r s on 1 y on Mondays through Thursdays from 5 :00 p.m. 
t o  7:30 p.m.  

L .  CLASS C PERMITS:  Class C permit ho lders  may park i n  any C park ing  area 
except car  pool areas on Mondays through F r i d a y s  from 7:30 a.m. to 
5:00 p . m .  They a r e  not  p e r m i t t e d  to park i n  other  areas or to pass 
through t r a f f i c  control s t a t i o n s  between 7:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on 
weekdays. A t  a l l  other times they may park on campus i n  any areas not  
speci f ical ly reserved f o r  other c lasses o f  permi t s .  

M. CLASS M PERMITS:  C l a s s  M parking p e r m i t s  may be issued to faculty, s t a f f  
and students for motorcycles, mopeds (motor-ass i s t e d  bicyc les )  and motor 
scooters. Motorcycles and motor scooters shall park ONLY in parking areas 
set as ide  for these vehicles, regardless o f  the  time o f  t he  day or the day 
of the week. For moped park ing  see Sect ion 1V. 

N. CLASS H PERMITS: Class H permits  w i  1 l be issued wi thout  fee by the 
director of the  Speech and Hear ing Clinic t o  parents who must br ing  and 
stay with t h e i r  c h i l d r e n  w h i l e  they are  being t r e a t e d  in the clinic. 
L i m i t e d  s p a c e  adjacent  to the clinic i s  reserved for  these permits, which 
a r e  invalid elsewhere. 

0 .  CLASS T PERMITS:  Class T parking permits w i l l  be issued w i t h o u t  fee by 
the Manager o f  Student Pub1 i cat ions to r e p o r t e r s ,  photographers and 
a d v e r t i s i n g  salesman who, f o r  a limited period of t i m e ,  m u s t  come to The 
D a i l y  Texan to  complete t h e i r  work, or f i l e  a r e p o r t ,  and leave on other  
ass i gnrnen t s .  Space adjacent  t o  the Cornmun i cat  i on Center i s  reserved for 
these  p e r m i t s ,  which are  invalid elsewhere. 
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P .  CLASS K P E R M I T S :  Class K p e r m i t s  will be issued  wi thou t  fee by the  D i r e c t o r  
of News and Public A f f a i r s ,  Communication Center, to the news broadcast 
s t a f f  who f o r  a limited time must come to the s t u d i o  to complete t h e i r  
work and leave on other  assignments. Permits are Invalid elsewhere. 

Q. CAR POOL PERMITS: A l l  members of the  car  pool must be employed or 
registered on the main campus. Each member of  the car  pool must complete 
his/her portion of  the a p p l i c a t i o n .  Car pool members s h a l l  be INELIGIBLE 
TO OBTAIN ADDITIONAL PERMITS OF ANY TYPE.  

For car  p o o l s  w i t h  two members, each must have a d i f f e r e n t  domicile. Car 
pools w i t h  three or more members, a t  l east  two must have d i f f e r e n t  domici les. 
Faculty and S t a f f  members w i t h  the same domici le  s h a l l  not normally be 
a i l w e d  to become members o f  d i f f e r e n t  car pools. 

Car pool p e r m i t s  will be issued to park i n  selected Class F,  A or C parking 
Tots from 7:30 a.m. t o  5:00 p.m. Monday through F r i d a y .  The car  pool 
leader must  qualify for the  t y p e  p e r m i t  f o r  which he/she applied in accor- 
dance w i t h  current  regulations. A portable car  poo l  card and permits  for 
each v e h i c l e  w i l l  be issued to t he  car pool i n d i c a t i n g  t he  lot where the 
vehicle wi I 1  park.

b.  Each Class F car  pool w i l l  compete i n  the random selection process 
i n  accordance w i t h  the following p r i o r i t i e s :

2 .  three member car pools receive a rank 3 
3 .  four member c a r  pools r ece i ve  a rank 2 
4. f i v e  o r  more member car pools receive a rank 1 

c. Applications w i l l  be received on a f i r s t  come f i r s t  served b a s i s .  
Assignments w i l l  not  exceed t e n  percent  of the s p e c i f i c  lot's capacity .  

CLASS A CAR POOLS

Vehicles w i t h  car  pool p e r m i t s  for Class F or Class A parking lots, but not 
d i s p l a y i n g  the por tab le  car pool card ,  w i l l  be al lowed drive-through 
privileges any t i m e  and parking privileges a f t e r  5 : 0 0  p.m. for t h a t  
p o r t i o n  of  the main  campus wi th in  the c o n t r o l  s ta t ions ,  unless otherwise 
posted. 

Vehicles bear ing  Class C car  pool p e r m i t s  w i l l  not  be permit ted t o  pass 
through the t r a f f i c  control  s t a t i o n s  between 7:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  
Monday through F r i d a y .  

R .  CLASS R PERMITS: Facu l ty  and s t a f f  members r e t i  red (under the teacher 
r e t i r e m e n t  system) cont inue to be el igible for the class o f  permi t  for  
which they were e l i g i b l e  a t  the t i m e  o f  retirement. Upon request,  r e t i r e d  
f a c u l t y  and s t a f f  members w i  I 1  be issued a compl imentary Reti red S t a f f  
permit with dr ive- th rough p r i v i l e g e s  a t  any time and C l a s s  A parking 
p r i v i l e g e s  a f t e r  3:00 p.m. 

S .  TEHPDRARY PERMITS: A temporary permi t  t o  park on campus w i l l  be honored 
only  i f  i t  i s  d i s p l a y e d  conspicuously on the d r i v e r ' s  side of the vehic le  
so t h a t  i t  may be readily seen from the outside. Temporary permi ts  are  
valid only for  the d a t e  and time issued and must contain the s ignature  
of the o f f i c i a l  a u t h o r i z e d  to issue  the permit .  

1 .  LOADING ZONE PERMITS:  Persons d e s i r i n g  to 'use the LOADING ZONE AREAS 
Monday through F r i d a y  7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. shall'obtain a loading 
zone permit and may be parked there  only long enough to  conduct the 
actual loading or  unloading operat ion ,  whether on U n i v e r s i t y  business 
o r  otherwise. Loading zone p e r m i t s  are v a l i d  o n l y  fo r  date and time 
issued and m u s t  r e f l e c t  an expirat ion time (normally 20 minutes) .  The 
loading zone permits may be obtained from the cont ro l  s ta t ion  officers 
o r  from the U n i v e r s i t y  Police Department. When the control  stat ions 
are  closed c a l l  the U n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  (471-4441 or PAX 1031) for 
assistance. Commercial vehicles may be ~ a r k c d  i n  loadina zones and - 
s e r v i c e  d r i v e s  o n l y  for whatever length bf time actual loading and 
unloading operations are  i n  progress.  
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2 .  OFFIC IAL VISITOR P E R M I T S :  Arrangements for  t h e  indtvidual use o f  
official visitor spaces are t o  be made a t  the gate of en t ry *  Where 
groups are involved,  advanced arrangements must be made by the 
appropr ia te  Chairperson, Dean, Di rector ,  o r  equiva lent  a d m i n i s t r a t o r  
w i th  the Chie f ,  U n i v e r s i t y  Pol ice  Department, who w i l l  issue 
temporary permi ts .  

3 .  COMMERCIAL VISITOR PERMITS: Advanced arrangements fo r  park ing  for 
other persons corning t o  the U n i v e r s i t y  campus on business matters 
may be made w i t h  the  o f f i c e  o f  the C h i e f ,  U n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  
Department by i d e n t i f y i n g  the person, the f i r m  being represented and 
the d a t e ( s )  needed. A temporary p a r k i n g  permi r may be issued to such 
a v i s i t o r .

SECTION V l l l  

ENFORCEMENT 

A.  PARKING AND TRAFFIC CITATIONS: U n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  are  authorized to issue 
t w o  types o f  citations f o r  violation o f  campus park ing  and traffic 
regulations: 

( I )  UNIVERSITY CITATIONS - Those handled by the  University o f  Texas 
Parking and T r a f f i c  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,  subject t o  University 
charges and a r i g h t  to appeal t o  the Parking and T r a f f i c  Appeals 
Panel. 

( 2 )  COURT APPEARANCE (LA) CITATIONS - Those issued by t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  
Pol ice  but c o n s t i t u t i n g  a summons t o  appear in ei ther  municipal 
court or a j u s t i c e  court.  C r i m i n a l  penalties, as provided by law, 
may be imposed by e i t h e r  the  rnuniclpal court  or a j u s t i c e  court 
f o r  violations of  University parking and t r a f f i c  regulat ions.  

0. POLICY WITH RESPECT TO COURT APPEARANCE ( C A )  CITATIONS: The 
University reserves t he  r i g h t  to issue a CA c i t a t i o n  f o r  any v i o l a t i o n .  
I t  i s  the general policy o f  the Unive rs i t y ,  however, t o  issue CA 
c i t a t i o n s  as f o l l o w s :  

(-1) For moving violations 

C2) For any violation when the Individual's d r i v i n g  or parking 
p r i v i  lege has been suspended (see paragraph E' below) 

(3) When an i n d i v i d u a l  receives a U n i v e r s i t y  ci,tation and a l l  
reasonable a t tempts  at c o l l e c t i ~ n  have f a i l e d ;  provided 
f u r t h e r  t h a t  the  registered owner or operator o f  the vehicle 
has no a f f i l i a t i o n  with the  U n i v e r s i t y ,  e . g . ,  employee or 
student. 
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C *  POLlCY WITH RESPECT TO U N t V E R S l T Y  CITATIONS: U n i v e r s i t y  citations are 
issued f o r  o f fenses  descr ibed i n  Section V I  I .  The administrative charges 
are as shown. I f  n o t  paid w i t h i n  twelve calendar days a f t e r  issuance of  
the citation, a $2 l a t e  charge w i l l  be assessed. 

Every person rece iv ing a U n i v e r s i t y  c i t a t i o n  s h a l l  remit the amount of 
the charge to t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e ,  Service Bui l d i n g ,  Room One, 
w i t h i n  twelve calendar days a f t e r  issuance o f  the citation, to avoid a 
late charge. 

I f  a person d e s i r e s  t o  appea l ,  he/she s h a l l  comply w i t h  Paragraph D below 
w i t h i n  twelve calendar days a f t e r  issuance o f  the c i t a t i o n .  

Requests for exceptions to  the above re fe renced  twelve days, w l l l  be 
considered on an individual basis i f  m i t i g a t i n g  or  unusual circumstances 
e x i s t .  Such requests s h a l l  be submi t ted  i n  writing to the Parking and 
T r a f f i c  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  and s h a l l  d e t a i l  the reason(s) such a request is 
being made. Requests based solely on alleged non-receipt o f  a copy o f  
the  c i t a t i o n  w i l l  no t  be honored. 

Unpaid charges for park ing  o f fenses  are recorded e i t h e r  in the name of the 
person whose name the veh ic le  Is registered w i t h  some o f f i c i a l  s t a t e  motor 
vehicle registration department or agency or i n  t h e  name o f  the person who 
had reg is tered  the vehicle w i t h  t h e  P a r k i n g  and T r a f f i c  Off ice .  

NOTE: I f  a s t u d e n t  has the same family name a n d / o r  home address as the 
registered owner, then the unpaid charges w i l l  also be recorded 
i n  the  s t u d e n t ' s  name. Unpaid charges for other offenses ( e . g . ,  
moving violations) are  recorded i n  the name o f  t h e  person d r i v i n g  
s a i d  v e h i c l e  and I n  the  name of  the person who has registered it w i t h  
the U n i v e r s i t y  Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f l c e  and/or the registered 
owner . 

When unpaid  charges a r e  recorded, the Parking and T r a f f i c  Administration 
Office shall send a letter t o  the  l a s t  known address of the person i n  whose 
name the charges are  recorded. 

Such le t ter  s h a l l  s t a t e  t h a t  unless ( 1 )  payment o f  a l l  accumulated charges 
i s  made w i t h i n  twejve calendar days a f t e r  the  date of such letter or (2) 
a w r i t t e n  request is made within twe lve  calendar days to appear before a 
U n i v e r s i t y  hear ing concerning impoundment o f  the v e h i c l e  i n  care of  faculty, 
s t a f f ,  student or v i s i t o r ,  or fo r  b a r r i n g  of readmission and/or w i thho ld ing  
of grades and transcripts i n  case o f  students I n  accordance w l t h  the 
Regent's Rules and Regulations, Part  One, Chapter V I ,  Section 9, the 
a p p r o p r i a t e  enforcement a c t i o n  w i l l  take place without fur ther  no t i ce .  
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A t  such hear ing,  w h i c h  w i  1 1  be he ld  a f t e r  a reasonable perIod of t i m e ,  
the person request ing the hearing will assume the burden of showlng why 
t h e  appropriate enrorcement act ion shauld not take place. 

1f timely payment i s  n o t  received and e i t h e r  the registered owner o r  the 
person who has registered the vehicle w i t h  the University-has Failed t o  
appear a t  the Univer is ty  impoundment hearing, the vehicle may be impounded 
pending payment of a l l  outstanding charges, without further notice. 

I f  timely payment i s  not received from a s t u d e n t  and the s t u d e n t  has f a i l e d  
t o  appear a t  a hear ing,  the s t u d e n t  may be barred from readmission and h i s /  
her transcripts may be withheld, without f u r t h e r  notice.  Addit.lonalbjy, the 
s t u d e n t ' s  vehic le  may be sub jec t  t o  impoundment. 

When Couct Appearance citations are issued, the University c i t a t i o n s  w i l l  
be cancelled. F a i l u r e  t o  discharge CA citations may r e s u l t  i n  the 
issuance o f  a warrant f o r  the arrest of such p e r s o n .  

Persons with u n p a i d  charges.recorded i n  t h e i r  names shall be ineligible t o  
receive a park ing  permit w h i l e  such charges remain unpaid. To obtain a 
permi l ,  a person shall e i t h e r  pay these charges or request a Univer isty 
Hearing. 

D.  APPEALS FROM UN I VERS I TY C (TAT I ON(S)  : Any person who has recei ved a 
University c i t a t i o n  may f i l e  a request to have the  c i t a t i o n  reviewed by 
the  Universi t y  Parking and T r a f f i c  Appeals panel .  Such request must be 
submitted i n  w r i t i n g  to t h e  Park i ng  and Traffic O f f i c e  ~ i t h i n  twelve 
calendar days from the  d a t e  of  the c i t a t i o n s .  

The w r i t t e n  request must set f o r t h  the grounds on which the person believes 
the citation was i m p r o p e r - o r  inequitable. Such written statement shall be 
submitted i n  an original p l u s  five,copies and include t he  fallowing: 

( 1 )  c i t a t i o n  number(s), 
( 2 )  1 icense number of vehicle (5) , 
(,3) local address and telephone number, 
(4) date of appea 1 , 
(5) signature,  and 
16) p r i n t e d  name of person appealing. 

Each appeal w i l l  be considered by an appeals panel consisting o f  faculty, 
staff and student members. 

The filing of an appeal cons t i t u tes  certification by the i n d i v i d u a l  who 
signs the same t h a t  t h e  facts s t a t e d  there in  are t r u e  to the best of his/  
her b e l i e f .  A person nay f i l e  such support ing statements o r  m a t e r i a l s  as 
he/she deems appropr i a te .  
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I f  the person f i l i n g  an appeal desires to appear in person before o 
p a n e l  he/she sha l l  request such personal appearance i n  the writ ten 
statement. F a i l u r e  t o  request a personal appearance w i l l  r e s u l t  i n  the 
Parking and T r a f f i c  Appeals Panel determining the appeal on the 
basis of  t h e  written statement of the person,  t h e  support ing mater ia l  
submitted by the person and informat ion s u p p l i e d  by the t r a f f i c  of f icer  
issu ing  t h e  c i t a t i o n .  I f  a personal appearance i s  requested, the person 
appeal ing shall be p e r m i t t e d  to participate i n  the hearing and present  
such testimony and informat i o n  a< he/she deems appropr ia te .  Such person 
s h a l l  a l s o  have the  r i g h t  t o  exanine witnesses. 

The panel may order the payment of  the  charge  i n  whole or in p a r t ,  or  
the cancellation of  t h e  citation(s), as deemed appropriate .  A person 
f i l i n g  an appeal  w i l l  he n o t i f i e d  i n  w r i t i n g  of  the dec is ion  of the panel. 
The decision o f  the Appeals Panel shall be f i n a l .  I f  an appeal i s  
denied and the  person f a i l s  to pay the  charges w i th in  t ~ l v e  calendar days 
a f t e r  date of  notification, a $2.00 l a t e  charge w i l l  be assessed. 

SUSPENSION OF PRlVILEGE TO DRIVE AND PARK ON CAMPUS: The loss of the 
privilege of d r i v i n g  o r  parking a motor veh ic le  on campus s h a l l  commence 
twelve days a f t e r  t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  m a i l s  a letter to the  
person, a t  the address of such person as shown in the records of t h a t  
of f i ce ,  s t a t i n g  t h a t  such person's  p r i v i  lege o f  d r i v i n g  ar  parking a motor 
vehicle on campus has been suspended. Such l e t t e r  s h a l l  s t a t e  t h e  date on 
which t h e  suspension commences and the date on which the suspension ends 
and wi\l g i v e  notification of possible impoundment for  park ing  offenses 
committed dur ing  the per iod  of suspension and additionally, shall state 
t h e  reason for such suspension. 

Any person who (a) forges or  a l t e r s  a permit; (b) uses a forged o r  a1 tered 
permit; (c )  t r a n s f e r s  a p e r m i t ,  affixes a perm i t  t o  a v e h i c l e  o ther  then 
t h a t  for which i t  was issued, o r  f a i l s  to destroy a permlt  when requ i red  
to  do so by these regulations w i t h  the intentinn of providing any person 
w i t h  park ing  p r iv i l eges  he/she i s  not  e n t i t l e d  t o  under these regu la t ions;  
or (d) provides fa lse  informat ion to obtaln a parking p e r m i t  with knowledge 
thereof; or ( e )  parks or  d r i v e s  a vehicle t o  which there has been a f f ixed  
a p e r m i t  which t h e  r e g i s t e r e d  owner, or regular  d r i v e r ,  d i d  not purchase; or 
( f ]  parks t w o  vehicles on campus a t  the same time under the Al ternate  Permit  
Po l icy  (Sect ion V I ) ,  s h a l l  lose  the privilege of d r i v i n g  or  parking on the 
U n i v e r s i t y  campus fo r  s i x  months. While a person's privilege of d r i v i n g  
or parking a vehicle on campus i s  suspended, it i s  unlawful ( 1 )  fo r  that 
person t o  d r i v e  or park  any motor vehicle on the campus and ( 2 )  fo r  any 
perSon to d r i ve  o r  park a vehicle reg is tered  i n  the name o f  such person on 
t h e  campus. 
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I f  a person whose p r i v i l e g e s  o f  d r i v i n g  or  p a r k i n g  on the campus has been 
suspended receives a U n i v e r s i t y  c i t a t i o n  by reason of  having a vehicle on 
the  campus d u r i n g  the period of h i s / h e r  swpens ion ,  the  per iod  o f  suspension 
shall be extended so t h a t  i t  e x p i r e s  twelve months from the date  the person 
receives such a d d i t i o n a l  c i t a t i o n .  I n  a d d i t i o n ,  the v i o l a t i o n  of the 
suspension s h a l l  be repor ted  t o  the Dean o f  Students i f  the person i s  
a student. or to the a p p r o p r i a t e  Dean, D i rector  o r  A d m i n i s t r a t i v e  O f f i c i a l  
for poss ib le  disciplinary a c t i o n  i f  the person i s  a f a c u l t y ' o r  s t a f f  m e m b e r .  

A person receiving notice that  h i s  p r i v i l e g e  o f  dr iv ing or  parking a v e h i c l e  
on campus has been suspended may appeal the suspension w i th in  twelve calendar 
days on the grounds that  the impos i t ion  o f  such suspen5ion 1 s  Improper or 
w i l l  create  serious and s u b s t a n t i a l  hardship. Such appeal s h a l l  be goverened 
by the prov is ion  of Part D above. No appeal s h a l l  be considered i f  there 
are  any unpaid citations outstanding a t  the t i m e  such appeal  i s  f i l e d ,  
unless s p e c i a l  arrangements are  made w i t h  the Parking and T r a f f i c  Office. 

F. DESTRUCTION OF PERMIT WHEN SUSPENDED: Every person r e c e i v i n g  not ice  t h a t  
h i s h e r  p r i v i l e g e  o f  dr iv ing or  p a r k i n g  on the campus has been suspended 
shall remove the parking per rn i t (s )  from every veh ic le  r e g i s t e r e d  i n  h i s h e r  
name and return remnants thereof to  the  Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  w i t h i n  
twelve days a f t e r  date o f  such notice. Failure to do  so may be reported to 
the Dean o f  Students i f  the person i s  a s t u d e n t ,  or t o  the a p p r o p r i a t e  Dean, 
Director or A d m i n i s t r a t i v e  O f f i c i a l ,  i f  the person i s  a f acu l ty  or  s t a f f  
member . 

G.  E L I G I B I L I T Y  TO OBTAIN NEW P E R M I T  DURING PERIOD QF SUSPENSION: A person 
whose p r i v i l e g e  o f  d r i v i n g  and parking on the campus i s  suspended and not 
r e i n s t a t e d  s h a l l  be i n e l i g i b l e  to r ece i ve  a parking p e r m i t  o f  any type 
dur ing the period o f  suspension. 

H. IMPOUNDMENT: The term "impoundment" i n c l u d e s  removal o r  imrnobil izatlon 
of the vehicle i n  question. 

In addition to any charge t h a t  may be \ e v i e d  by the U n i v e r s i t y  f o r  an 
offense, the owner of an impounded vehicle must also pay a c o m r c i a l  
wrecker s e r v i c e  fee and s torage  charges a f te r  the f i r s t  24 hours .  When an 
impounding v i o l a t i o n  occurs and t h e  owner or  d r l v e r  of the vehicle appears 
on the scene before the a r r i v a l  o f  the wrecker,  the vehicle w i l l  not be 
impounded. I f  the owner or  d r i v e r  appears on the  scene a f t e r  the a r r i v a l  
of the wrecker and the wrecker d r i v e r  has made a hook-up, the following 
w i l l  a p p l y :  

(a)  The vehicle w i l l  no t  be impounded; 
(b) and t h e  owner or d r i v e r  w i l l  be expected 

t o  pay t h e  wrecker a fee,  i n  l i e u  o f  towing. 

I f  t h e  v e h i c l e  i s  impounded t h e  reg is tered  owner/permit  holder w i l l  be so 
n o t i f i e d  a t  h i d h e r  address.
