Class, Ethnicity, Psychological Distress and Readiness for Self-Referral

Personal Competency Intervention Project - $19,493

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends for approval a one-time
grant for the period June 1, 1985 to October 1, 1986. This grant will be
used to address the problem of depression among college students by
developing, implementing and evaluating a Personal Competency Intervention
Service.

Texas Wesleyan College will require all incoming freshmen to participate
in a one-hour credit course that will meet twice weekly during the Fall
semester. Approximately half of the students will receive skill building
in self control, affect management, social skills, and problem solving.
This course is based on previous work done at the University of Utah
which involved the study of correlates of depression among college
students and their implications for the reduction of depression among
members of the same population. Most of the remaining students will
receive academic skills training (including listening skills, time
management, study reading, test preparation, and dealing with text
anxiety) and will serve as a control group in the evaluatiDn design.
Students in both groups will be tested before they participate in the
program and at various phases throughout the project. Dr. James Cannici,
Director of Counseling and Testing, will serve as the project director.

Follow-up Study of Children with Varying Quality Day Care Experiences ­
$7.834

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends a one-time grant for
the period March I, 1985 through February 28, 1986. These funds will be
used for a follow-up study of children with variable quality day care
experience. The purpose of the study is to determine the long term
effects of attending day schools of variable quality Dn children1s
social, emotional, and intellectual functioning. Data gathering tech­
niques to be employed in the present study include direct observation of
the children in creative, cooperative. competitive and conflictive
situations, parental information on child care arrangements since birth
as well as evaluations of their child1s social, emotional, intellectual
and physical functioning, and teacher ratings of child performance.

When the control stations are closed,  
ca l l  471-4441 f o r  assistance (Sect ion VI, i n f r a ) .  

1 2 .  BICYCLE REGISTRATTOfi: B i c y c l e s  operated o r  parked or1 the main 
campus shall be registered with the University Police Department. 
Contact UTPD in front  o f  Gregory Gymrlasiun! on Wednesdays from 
9:QO a.m. to 4:00  p.m. f o r  free r e g i s t r a t i o n  (Section IV, i n f r a ) .  

13. BICYCLES, MOPEDS (MOTOR-ASSISTED BICYCLES) AND SKATES: Bicycles 
and mopeds must be operated I n  accordance wi th  t h e  ordinances of  
the City of Austin, t h e  s p e c i f i c  appl icable  provis ions  of these 
regulations,  a l l  provisions of these r e g u l a t i o n s  concerning 
parking restrictions and traff ic  and appl icable  state laws. 
Rollerskating (including skate boards) is not permitted an any 
part o f  the campus. (Sect ion IV, infra.) 

1 4 .  CLOSURE OF PARKING LOTS: On occasion during t h e  ycar, certain 
parking l o t s  may be c losed  upon recornendation by the Parking 
and T r a f f i c  P o l i c i e s  Committee, and approval by the President of 
t h e  University. 

15. SPEED LIMLT: The speed limit 011 all parts o f  the main campus, 
whether on streets o r  in parking areas, is 15 mph unless otherwise 
posted.  (Sect ion IV, i n f r a ) .  

16 .  POSTED SIGNS: Posted signs, whether permanent or temporary, 
must be obeyed at all times and take precedence over painted  
curbs, pavement markings and designations shown on any University 
map,  

PARKING IMPROPERLY; A vehicle shall no t  park on a street where 
ang l e  parking Fs required, with rhe back of the  vehicle toward 
the  curb, nor shall a vehicle be parked o p p o s i t e  t h e  flow o f  
traffic in the traffic lane where paral lel  parking is required. 
Parking wholly within the marked boundaries of the parking space 
is required at all times. Other improperly parked vehicles do 
not constitute an excuse for improper parking. Vehicles shall 
n o t  park so as to o b s t r u c t  walkways, r amps ,  load ing  docks, 
marked crosswalks or inflict damage to shrubbery ,  trees, grass ,  
grounds or structures.  (Sect ion VII, i n f r a ) .  

NOTE : Certain areas or lots may have spaces or  rows marked 
"Small Car Parking ONLY". These spaces will NOT 
accommodate full size cars  w i t h i n  the l i n e s .  S m a l l  
car spaces usual ly  w i l l  be 7 1 / 2  feet wide and 15 feet  
long. 

18. NO PARKING ZONES: Xn addition to zones marked b y  posted s i g n s ,  
ALL yellow-painted curbs o r  pavements denate NO PARKING AT ANY - 
TIME. 

19. REGISTRATION OF TWO VEHICLES; Holders of C l a s s  D ,  F or 0 permits 
may register an alternate vehicle at no exrra cost .  Holders of 
Class A, C or G p e r m i t s  may register one additional motorcycle 
or motorscooter or moped. ( ~ e c t i o 1 1  VI, infra.) 
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Revisions to t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  Regula t ions  ( c o n t ' d ) :  

MOTE : I f  an alternate vehicle is registered, both vel~ ic les  
s h a l l  n o t  be parked on campus at the same time 
unless one is parked i n  a metered space.  If buth  
vehicles are  found to b e  parked otherwise, then the 
permlt  may be revoked f o r  the remainder of the 
p e r m i t  year. (Section VIII, i n f r a . )  

2 0 .  ENFORCEMENT AND IMPOUNDMENTS: Fai lure  t o  abide by these regulations 
may be t h e  b a s i s  for disciplinary action against students, and 
faculty/staff (Section V, infra). Upon notice, v i o l a t o r s  may 
sub jec t  t he i r  vehicle(s) t o  impoundment pending payment of overdue 
charges  (Section VIII, i n f r a ) .  Students may also be barred from 
readmission and have grades, degree, refunds or official transcripts 
withheld pending payment of  overdue charges (Sect ion V I L I ,  lnfra). 
Vehicles may also be impounded f o r  specific v i o l a t i o n s  (Section 
VII, inf ra) . 

21. APPEAL OF CITATION: University parking and t r a f f i c  citations may 
be appealed, w i t h i n  f i v e L ( 5 )  working days from date of c i t a t i o n ,  by 
completing and filing a C i t a t i o n  Appeal Form w i t h  the Parking and 
T r a f f i c  Off ice .  (See Section V I I I  f o r  detailed procedures), Court 
Appearance <:itations arc handled by the appropriate s t a t e  or municipal 
court , 

22. VISITORS : A l l  v i s i t o r s  need permits to park on campus UNLESS 
parked a t  a p a l d  parking meter o r  at the University Vis i tor  Center. 
OFFICIAL VISITORS are those who conduct important business with ar 
who render a n  impor t a t i t  service to the University and who are not  
o therwise  e l i g i b l e  f o r  annual parking permits. Official V i s i t o r s  
may obtain temporary parking permits from the  guards a t  the t r a f f i c  
control stations. These permits entitle the holder to park onPg in 
a space designated "Of£icial Vis i t o r " .  Permits must be clearly 
v i s i b l e  and hanging f rom t h e  rear view m i r r o r  support. (Sect ion VI, 
i n f  ra)  . 

23 .  PEDESTRIUS-RIGHTS ANU DUTIES; Pedestrians are s u b j e c t  t o  all 
o f f i c i a l  traffic c o n t r o l  devices. They have the right-of-way at 
marked crosswalks, in intersections and on sidewalks extending 
across a ~ e r v i c e  drive,  bui ld ing  entrance o r  driveway. Pedestrians 
crossing a street a t  any po in t  o t h e r  than within a marked crostzwalk 
o r  within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection shall y i e l d  the 
right-of-way t o  a l l  vehicles on said street. P e d e s t r i a n s  s h a l l  not 
Leave curb or o t h e r  place of safety and walk o r  run into the path 
of a vehic le  which is so close that it is impossible for the 
d r i v e r  to y i e l d .  They may cross an  in te r sec t ion  d iagonal ly  n n l y  
where permitted by s p e c i a l  pavement marking. 

24. INOPERABLE VEHICLES: If a vehicle becomes inoperable, a telephone 
c a l l  s h a l l  be placed t o  the  Univers i ty  Police Department (471- 
4 4 4 1 ) .  The police will e i the r  render assistance or authorize 
rmpora ry  parking.  Temporary parking sha l l  not exceed 2 4  hours  and 
must not create  an obstruction o r  hazard. Vehicles shall not be 
left without wrltten permission from UTPD. Hand written notes are 
n o t  acceptable. 

SECTION II 
GENERAL PROV IS IONS 

Pursuant to the a u t h o r i t y  granted by S e c t i o n  51.201  et seq, 5 4 . 0 0 5 ,  
54.503, 65.31 and 67.21 of T i t l e  3 of the Texas Educat ion Code, the 
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Revisions LO the Parking and Traffic  Regulations (cont'd): -- 

Board of Regents of the University of Texas System has promulgated 
Parking and T r a f f i c  Regulations to regulate and control parking and 
traf f ic  and t h e  use cf parking faci l i t ies ,  to provide f o r  the issuance 
of vehicle identificatioa i n s i g n i a  (parking permit), and to provide 
f o r  jurisdiction over offenses. This booklet contains those regulations 
and procedures appl icable  t o  any who would walk or dr ive  and park a 
m o t o r  vehicle or b i c y c l e  on the campus of The University of Texas at 
Austin. These rules and r e g u l a t i o n s  are supplementary to t h e  ordinances 
of the City  of Austin and the statutes of the State of Texas which 
govern pedestrians and the use of motor vehicles and bicycles.  

The operation of a motor vej~icle  o r  b i c y c l e  on The U n i v e r s i t y  
of Texas at Austin campus I s  a PRIVILEGE granted by the  University 
and is not an inherent right of any faculty/etaff member o r  student, 
All faculty, staff  and students who have a motor vehicle in their 
possession o r  contrnl f o r  use, operation or parking on the University 
campus must register s a i d  vehicle with the Parking and Traffic Office. 
Registration of  a motor vehicle does no t  guarantee a parking place  on 
campus. 

The Un ive r s i t y  is not responsible f a r  fire, theft, damage 
t o ,  or loss of vehicle parked o r  operated on the University campus. -- 
No ba i lment  is created by granting of any parking o r  opera t ing  pr iv i leges  
regarding a vehicle u11 any property owned, leased o r  o therwise  controlled 
by the University. 

'I'he administration and enforcement of the r e g u l a t  j.clns contained 
i n  this booklet are as follows: 

PARKING ANO TRAFFIC POLICIES COMMITTEES: The s t a n d i n g  cormnitree 
i s  composed of f o u r  faculty, two staff, and two student members, 
Additionally there is a Balcones Research Center (BRc) Committee 
appointed by the President which consists of representarivea from 
organizations located a t  BRC. The function of these cornittees is t o  
advise the President i n  matters regard ing  parking and t r a f f i c  regulations 
and to review annually the system of priorities f o r  permits issued 
f o r  parking in restricted areas.  These committees are concerned with 
meeting the parking and traffic safety needs of faculty, s t a f f ,  
students and v i s i t o r s .  Suggestions f o r  changes to the parking and 
traffic regulations; requests f o r  ind iv idual  consideration; o r  any 
other communication concerning these regulations should be d i r e c t e d  
to t h e  appropriate comi t ree .  

PARKING AND TMFFIC APPEALS PANEL: T h i s  panel i s  composed of 
f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f  and ~tudents and rules on review requests (Sect ion 
V I I I ,  paragraph F, i n f r a ) ;  and conducts hearings concerning impoundment 
or b a r r i n g  from rcadmission, t h e  withholding of grades, degree, 
re funds  or official transcripts based on overdue charges (Sect ion 
VIII, paraaraph D, infra). T h i s  panel also rules on appeals from 
proposed fiuspcnsians of campus driving and parking prlvileges (Sec t ion  
VLLI, paragraph G ,  Infra), 

P m I N G  AND TRAFFIC ADMINISTRATION: This office i s  responsible 
f o r  a l l  administrative functions r e l a t i ng  to the issuance of parking 
permits, thc collection of administrative enforcement charges for 
parking and t r a f f i c  violat ions ,  t h e  acceptance of appeals from such 
violations and the processing of refund requests upon withdrawal from 
the University, Questtons relating t o  these functions should be 
directed to Parking and Traf f i c  Administration, Service Building, 
Room One, 
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UNIVERSITY POLICE: The University Po l i ce  have the r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  
and the l e g a l  authority f o r  the enforcement of thc Parking and Traffic 
Regulations listed i n  this booklet .  University police officers may 
issue CITATIONS ENFORCWLE IN COURT (see Section VIII). On speci.al  
occasions and emergencies, such parking limitations may be imposed by 
t he  Chief of t h e  University P o l i c e  as are required by the conditions 
which p r e v a i l .  When conditions warrant such action,  the chicf may 
also waive park ing  l i m i t a t i o n s  which are ordinarily imposed. 

The U n i v e r s i t y  reserves the right t o  enforce Parking and Traffic 
Regulations : 

1. rhrough the  issuance of University citations and the c o l l e c t i o n  
of administrative enforcemenr charges f o r  offenses; 

2 .  through the impoundment of vehicles Interfering with t h e  
movement of vehicular  o r  p e d e s t r i a n  t r a f f i c  o r  blocking a 
sidewalk, ramp, load ing  dock, cross-walk, entrance, exit, 
f i re  lane  or aisle and through t h e  impoundment of vehicles 
f o r  unpa id  charges after proper no t i ce  as provided by these 
regulations; 

3 .  by the suspension or revocation of permits; 

4 ,  by  r e q u i r i n g  e i ther  the  v e h i c l e  owner o r  t h e  person who has 
registered the vehic le  with the University Parking and 
T r a F f i c  Office, t o  appear a t  a Unive r s i t y  hearing f o r  non- 
payment of  outstanding charges; 

5 .  by b a r r i n g  the readmission and withholding of grades, 
degrees, r e f u n d s  and o f f i c i a l  transcripts of any student 
f a r  non-payment of outstanding charges; 

6 .  by d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n  against empluyees o r  students who 
fail t o  abide by these regulations; 

7 .  by denying parking permits to those w i t h  overdue charges; 

8 .  by the issuance of Court Appearance Citations requiring an 
appearance i n  the appropriate state o r  municipal court; and 

9 .  by such other methods as are communly employed by c i t y  
governments o r  Sta te  agencies i n  con t ro l  of traffic regulation 
enforcement. 

Proof of the fact that any parking or traffic con t ro l  device, 
s ign ,  parking meter, s i g n a l  o r  marking was ac tua l l y  in place at any 
loca t ion  on campus of The University of Texas a t  Austin, Austin, 
Texas shall c o n s t i t u t e  prima facie evidence that the same is official 
and was Installed under the authority of a p p l i c a b l e  l a w  and these 
regulations. 

When any person is charged with having stopped, parked and leIt 
standing a motor vehiclc on t he  campus of The l ln ivers i ty  of Texas a t  
Austin, in v i o l a t i r ~ n  of any provis ions  of t h e  Parking and Traffic 
Regulations of The University of Texas a t  A u s t i n ,  proof t h a t  said 
vehicle was, at the date of t h e  offense, bear ing  a v a l i d  University 
of T e x a s  a t  Austin parking permit shall constitute prima facie evidence 
that said vehicle was then and there stopped, parked and le-fc  standing 
by the  holder of t h e  parking permit.  Howe-ver, if the vehicle does 
not bear a valid University of Texas at Austin parking pcrmit, proof 
that: said vehicle.  a t  the  date of the  offense alleged, was owned by an 
indiv idual  is prima f a c i e  prooE t h a t  said vehic le  was then and there 
stopped, parked and left standing by said owner. 
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Revisions to ~ h c  Parking and Traffic -, Regula t ions  (cont'd): 

The University assumes no responsibility f o r  any vehicle or  any dury 
t o  protect any vehic le  o r  its contents anytime the vehicle is operated 
o r  parked on the campus.

The University may deem a motor vehicle including a motorcycle,  
moped o r  b i c y c l e  parked on The University campus for more than 48 hours 
to b e  abandoned and may d i s p o s e  of  such vehicle a3 provided in Section 
10 of Chapter VII, Part Two of the Regent's Rules and Regulations. 

SECTION 111 
DEFINITIONS 

University Campus: A l l  University of Texas a t  Austin owned or 
-- 

controlled property whether or not within the confines of the traffic 
contra1 stations. 

Main Campus: All University owned o r  con t ro l l ed  p r o p e r t y  w i t h i n  
the boundaries shown on the map accompanying these regulations. For the 
purpose o f  these r e g u l a t i o n s ,  Balcones Research Center  is considered 
part of the main campus. 

O f f i c i a l  V iu  i t o r :  Indivfduais  not normally e l i g i b l e  f o r  University 
parking permits who c&e to t he  main campus t o  conduct important  business 
with t h e  University o r  who render an impor tan t  service. 

Parking Area: An:, area on t h e  University campus which has been 
designated and marked f a r  parking whether on streets or  i n  lots. 

No Parking Zone: Ln addi t ion  to zones marked by posted signs, ALL 
yelloi-painted curbs o r  pavements denote nu w k i n g  .d any ;time,   xio on 
V, i n f r a ) .  

Fire Zone: An area designated by a posted sign and yellaw-painted 
c u r b s  o r  pavements which denotes no ) 3 i l & k ~ g  at any $ha. 

Tow Away Zone: An area des ignated  by a p o s t e d  s i g n  which constitutes 
p u b l i c i o t i c e  that a vehicle parked in v i o l a t i o n  may be removed. 

Loading Zone: An area, dock  or zone marked by posted signs which 
are reserved f o r  loading or  unloading only. (Sec t ion  V and VI, infra). 

Xopcd (Motor-Assisted Bicycle); A rnutur -dr iven  cyc l e  w i t h  an 
engin; piston displacement of less than 50cc (or motor which produces 
NOT MORE t h a n  two brake horsepower) and which does not require the - 
operator t o  s h i f t  gears. 

SECTION IV 
GENERAL TRAFFIC REGULATION 

U n l e s s  specifically a u t h u r i z e d ,  no vehicle may enter or park upon the 
main campus without displaying a current pertuir Monday through F r i d a y  
from 7 : 3 0  a.m. ro 5 : 0 0  p .m.  Permits are not required at uther times nor 
on designated University hol idays .  All must abide by the Parking and 
Traffic Regulations listed in this booklet which are supplementary to 
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Revisions to t h e  Parking and Traff ic  Regulations (cont 'd)  : 

the ordinances of the  C i t y  of Austin and the statutes 01 the State  of 
Texas which govern pedestrians and t h e  use of motor propelled vehicles 
and bicycles. 

The following special rules apply to bicycles and mopeds: 

1. Bicycles operated o r  parked on the main campus s h a l l  he registered 
with the University P o l i c e  Department. Contact UTPD in front 
of Gregory Gymnasium on Wednesdays from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00  p.m. 
or during other s p e c i a l l y  publ ic ized  periods f o r  information 
on free registration. 

2. Bicycles shall be parked ONLY in bicyc l e  rackslconcrete parking 
blocks  provided f o r  this purpose, 

3. Bicycles o r  Mopeds shall NOT b e  r i d d e n  on pedestrian walkways 
o r  sidewalks. 

4 .  Bicycles o r  Mopeds parked o r  otherwise secured in unauthorized 
places, e.g., p o s t s ,  rai l ings,  trees, e t c . ,  are subject to 
imp0 undmen t . 

5, On University streets, operators of bl.cycles o r  mopeds s h a l l  
comply with all stop s i g n s ,  yield s i g n s ,  and other official 
traffic c o n t r o l  devices except that o d y  bicyc led  may proceed 
in either direction on Inner Campus Drive. 

6 .  Mopeds bearing a c u r r e n t  Class M permit, may park Monday 
through Fr iday  from 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. in either designated 
motorcycle (Class M) areas or in those b icycle  rackslconcrete 
parking blocks located outside the control s t a t i ons .  After 
these hours they may park in motorcycle areas or  in any bicycle 
rackjconcrete parking block provided f o r  t h i s  purpose. 

THE SPEED LIMIT ON ALL PARTS OF THE MAIN CAMPUS IS 15 MILES PER 
HOUR AT ALL TIMES UNLESS OTHERWISE POSTED. PEDESTRIANS ALWAYS HAVE THE 
RIGHT-OF-WAY AT CROSSWALKS AND IN INTERSECTTONS. ALL VEHICLE ARE REQUIRED 
TO STOP COMPLETELY AT STOP SIGNS AND TO PROCEED WITH CAUTION. A flashing 
yellow-light requires slowing the  vehicle and proceeding with caut ion .  
A flashing red l i g h t  requires s topping  the vehicle completely and proceeding 
with caution. 

With the exception of wheelchairs, nu personally owned wheeled 
vehicle such as a passenger automobile, truck, trailer, motorcycle, 
moped o r  b i c y c l e  s h a l l  be  p l a c e d ,  used, parked o r  otherwise left within 
any University building at any time. 

NOTE : During per iods  of no classes and on University holidays, 
dormitory residents may temporarily s tore  one b i cyc l e  in 
t h e i r  assigned room with t h e  advanced approval of the 
Director of Housing and Food. Under no circumstances are 
bicycles to be stored in administrative or academic 
areas, e . g . ,  offices, laboratories, classrooms, e c c .  

Rollerskating (including skate boards) is nof puunitted on any 
part of the  campus. 
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Revisions t o  th- and Traffic Regulations (cont'd): 

SECTION V 
PARKING REGULATIONS 

The various classes of parking p e r m i t s  and t he i r  e l i g i b i l i t y  
requirements, privileges ar~d limitations are described in d e t a i l  in 
Section VI. Parking meters are in use from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday except on designated University holidays. Parking 
Fa PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES where indicated by s igns ,  yellow-painted 
curbs o r  yellow-painted pavement markings. Parking adjacent  to orange- 
painted curbs is restricted to AUlYORIZED VEHICLES ONLY as shown on 
posted s igns .  Parking at unpainted curbs is controlled by area parking 
s igns .  Posted signs must be honored at a l l  times and take precedence 
over p a i n t e d  curbs, pavement markings and designations shown on the  
encloeed map. 

Privately owned motor homes, t rai lers and other over-size vehicles 
whose individual or combined length is in excess of twenty feet shall 
no t  be operated or parked on the campus without specific authnrization. 

Class A, C and G a p p l i c a n t s  will be issued one hanging or transferrable 
parking permit i n  lieu of an adhesive window deca l .  The applicant my 
transfer this hanging pe rmi t  to any v e h i c l e  he/she wishes, however, t h e  
applicant will be responsible far parking violations by any vehicle 
bearing his/her permit.  THE PENALTY FOR ILLEGAL POSSESSION OR USE OF A 
LOST, STOLEN OR FORGED PERMIT SHALL BE an amount equal to  the o r i g i n a l  
value of the permit p l u s  any c i t a t i o n s  issued; - and revocation of parking 
privileges for a period of one year. Other rescricrions concerning 
parking and d r i v i n g  on the Main Campus are  shown in Sect ion  VII DRIVING 
AND PARKING OFFENSES. 

The absence of s u f f i c i e n t  au thor ized  parking space on the University 
campus during a particular period of time w i l l  no t  be considered as 
v a l i d  j u s t i f i c a t i o n  f o r  v i o l a t i o n  of parking and traffic regulations. 
The mere fac t  that citations are not issued f o r  any o f f e n s e  does not 
indicate that these regulations have been modified t o  exclude the offenae. 

All posted restrictions apply whether or not  classes are in session. 
On designated University holidays, only those parking restrictions which 
regulate parking at & &eb shall remain in effect. 

F a i l u r e  to ab ide  by parking and traffic regulations may be the 
basis f o r  disciplinary action against students and employees. Students 
may be subjected t o  penalties ranging from disciplinary proba t ion  to 
expulsion from the I n s t i t u t i o n  as outlined in Section 3 of the 
Rules and Regulations of the Board of Regents of the University of Texas 
System, Chapter VI, Part One. Employees may be subjected t o  disciplfnary 
penalties including termination of employment as  outlined i n  Section 
9 , 4 8 ( a )  of the  HANDBOOK OF OPERATING PROCEDURES. 

SECTION V1 
PARKING PERMITS 

A. FACULTY AND STAFF: Upvn application to the Parking and Traffic 
Off ice  (located in the Service Building, Room One), the appropriate 
parking permit will be issued to those faculty a r  staff members who 
are employed on the main campus. Class D, F or 0 decals will b e  
issued to the v e h i c l e ( s )  fo r  which the  faculty or staff member, 
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apouse o r  parent(s) is the registered owner. If the registered 
owner is other than above then (1) the owner o r  person in custody 
of the vehicle must b e  domici led w i t h  the applicant, and ( 2 )  the 
owner o r  person in custody of the vehicle must not b e  otherwise 
e l i g i b l e  f o r  a University Parking Permit. 

Holders of Class U ,  F or O permits may register a n  alternate 
vehicle a t  no a d d i t i o n a l  cost provided that both vehicles are owned 
by the applicant or another person as s p e c i f i e d  above, with the 
understanding that both vehicles s h a l l  not be parked on campus a t  
the aame time unless one is parked at a meter. A citation w i l l  be  
issued by the  University Police Department and in addition, the  
p e r m i t  may be revoked and the permit holder may lose parking 
privileges (Section VIXI, infra). 

NOTE : Class A o r  G applicants w i l l  be issued one hanging p e r m i t .  
T h i s  hanging permit is transferrable t o  any passenger 
vehicle being operated by or f o r  the permi t  holder. 

B. STUDENTS: Upon application t o  the Parking and Traffic Office 
(located in t h e  Service Bui ld ing ,  Room One), one hanging permi t  
w i l l  be issued t o  those studenrs who are registered f o r  classes. 
This hanging permit is transferrable to any passenger vehicle being 
opera ted  by or f o r  t h e  p e r m i t  holder. S t u d e n t s  may register ONE, 
a d d i t i o n a l  motorscoute r ,  motorcycle o r  moped upon separate application 
and payment of the required fee t o  the Parking and T r a f f i c  Administration 
Office. In addition students must present a paid fee receipt for 
the  semester involved. 

C. DISPLAY OF PERMITS: A decal(s) must be d i s p l a y e d  on the vehicle to 
which it w a s  issued. P e r m i t s  (Decals) shall be properly af f ixed on 
the  v e h i c l e  according to the  instructions furnished with the permit 
(decal) or other special instructions provided at the t i m e  of 
issuance. Taping or otherwise affixing the  decal  w i l l  result in 
citations being issued, Hanging permite must be clearly v i s i b l e  
and hanging from the rear view mirror of the  vehicle. Hanging 
permits or dec-als must not be defaced or altered in any manner. 

I), REMOVAL OF PERMITS: Permi t s  s h a l l  be removed: 

1. whenever there is a change of vehicle ownership (Decals only); 
o r ,  

2. when association w i t h  the University is terminated; o r ,  

3.  when a replacement permit has been issued to take t h e  place of 
a prev ious ly  i s sued  permi t ;  or, 

4 .  upon expiration o r  revocation of t h e  p e r m i t .  

E .  PERMIT OWNEl<SHIP: A parking permit signifies that an individual 
has been granted Lhe privilege of parking on University property. 
Ownership of the parking permit remains with The University. Individuals 
are  not allawed t o  transfer ownership of the permit. A l l  permi t s  
repor ted  lost o r  stolen shall be returned to the Parking and Traffic 
Office irmnediately upon recovery. Possession or use of a lost/stolen 
permit o r  a forged permit shall result in an administrative charge 
(Section VII, infra.) and loss of parking privileges. (Section 
VIII, infra.). 

The o r i g i n a l  registrant may be held respons ib le  fur  any citation(6) 
issued to a vehicle d i sp l ay ing  decals that  have not been removed.

Remnants of old  d e c a l l s )  are to 
be returned a t  that time. If remnants are n o t  returned, replacement 
decalls) will be at t h e  REGULAR RATE. 2 .  The theft or loss of a 
hangi% permit s h a l l  be reported imnedfately to the Parking and 
Traf f ic  Of f i ce .

K. CLASS D PERMITS: Class D parking permits shall be issued t o  those 
members of the  f a c u l t y ,  staff or student body who have lost, o r  
lost t h e  use o f ,  bo th  legs or  who are so severely disabled as t o  be 
unable t o  ambulate without t h e  a i d  of a wheelcliair or other mechanical 
devices.

A l l  applications 
f o r  Class U permits o r  a parking priority f o r  reasons of health 
w i l l  require cerrification by t h e  Director of the Student Heal th  
Center.

SECTION VIII 
ENFORCEMENT 

A. PARKING AND T W F I C  CITATIONS: University Pol ice  are authorized t o  
issue t w o  types of citations f o r  violations u f  the University parking 
and t r a f f i c  regulations: 

1. UNIVERSITY CITATIONS - Those handled by The University 
subject  to University administrative enforcement charges and 
a right to appeal within The University (paragraph E below). 

2 .  COURT A P P W C E  (CAI CITATIONS - Those Issued by The University 
Police but conetituting a sumona t o  appear in either municipal 
court or a justice court. Failure t o  discharge CA c i ta t ions  
may result in the  iseuance of a w a r r a n t  for the arrest of 
such person. 

B. POLICY WITH RESPECT TO COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS : The 
University reserves the  right t o  issue a CA c i t a t i o n  for any 
v i o l a t i o n .  It is the general pol icy  of The University, however, 
to issue CA c i t a t i ons  a t  the University's option as follows: 

1. for moving violations; or, 

2 .  f o r  any v i o l a t i o n  when the individual's driving o r  parking 
p r i v i l e ~ e s  has been suspended ( see  paragraph E below) . 

c . PROCEDURE FOR UNIVERSITY CITATIONS : University citations are 
issued f o r  offenses described in Section VII. The administrative 
enforcement charges are as shown. If payment f o r  the charge is 
not received w i t h i n  twelve calendar days after issuance of the 
c i t a t i o n ,  a $2  late  charge will be aseeesed. 

Every per803 receiving a University citation eha l l  remit the 
amunt of the  charge to the Perking and Traffic Office. Payment 
mui be aeceived within twelve calendar days after issuance of the 
c i t a t i o n ,  LO avoid a late charge. 

If a person desires to appeal a Universi ty c i t a t i o n ,  he/she 
s h a l l  comply with Paragraph E below within five working days after 
issuance of the  c i t a t i on .  

Requests for cxceptions to the above referenced f i v e  working 
days, w i l l  be considered on an i ~ i d i v i d u a l  b a s i s  if mitigating or 
unusual circumstances exist. Such requests s h a l l  be submitted in 
writing t o  the Parking and Traffic o f f i c e  and shall detail the 
reason(s) such a request is being made. Requests based solely on 
alleged non-receipt of a copy of the c i t a t i o n  will not be  honored 

Unpaid charges f o r  parking offenses are recorded e i ther  in 
the name of the  person in whose name the vehic le  is registered 
with some o f f i c i a l  s t a t e  motor vehicle registration department or 
agency, or in the name of the person who has registered the  vehicle 
with t h e  Parking and Traffic Office. 

NOTE : If a student has t h e  same family name andlor home 
address as the registered owner, then the unpaid charges 
will also be recorded in the student's name. Unpaid 
charges for other offenses (e.g. moving violations)  are 
recorded in the name of t h e  person dr iv ing  said vehicle 
and in the name of the  person who has registered it with 
The U n i v e r s i t y  Parking and Traffic Ofiice and/or the 
r eg i s t e red  owner. 
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Persons w i t h  unpaid charges recorded In the i r  names shall be 
i n e l i g i b l e  to receive a parking permit while such charges remain unpaid. 
To obtain a permit ,  a person shall efther pay these charges or request a 
University Hearing. 

D. APPEALS PROM UNIVERSI'TY CITATIONIS): Any person who has received a 
University citation may f i l e  a request: t o  have the c i t a t i o n  reviewed. 
This appeal  must be f t l e d  w i t h  t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  Office no 
later  than five working days after the  citation was issued. If an 
a p p e a l  is n o t  filed within t h i s  t i m e  the c f t a t i on  is deemed final. 

Appeals shall be prepared in writing on the "Citation Appeal" form 
provided by the Parking and Traffic Office. Appeals may be baaed 
solely on t h e  written statement or the appeali.ng party may also  
request a peraanal appearance. Failure t o  request a personal appearance 
or failure t o  appear at the hearing (as requested) will result in 
the decision being rendered on the basis  of the written statement 
( i n c l u d i n g  any supporting material submitted) and t h e  information as 
shown on the citation(s). 

Each " C i t a t i o n  Appeal" form w i l l  be reviewed by the Manager of  the 
Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  for a decis ion  and the appealing p a r t y  
w i l l  be notified, in writing, of  t h e  decision. The Manager may 
order  payment 01 the administrative enforcement charge(s) in whole 
or in p a r t ,  or t h e  cancellation of such chrge(s) .  I f  the  appeal is 
denied and t h e  appealing party f a i l s  to pay the charge(s) or to 
request a review of the appeal (see paragraph F below) w i t h i n  twelve 
calendar days from the date of decision, a $2 late charge will be 
assessed on the citation(s). 

E. REVIEW OF APPEAL FROM UNIVERSITY CITATION(S): Any person who has 
appealed a University citatfon(s) and who is not  satisfied with the 
decision by the Manager of rhe Parking and T r a f f i c  Office, may file 
a written request to have the decision reviewed by The University  
Parking and T r a f f i c  Appeals Panel. Such request shall be submitted 
in writing to the Parking and Traf f ic  Office within twelve calendar 
days from t h e  date of t h e  o r i g i n a l  decis ion .  

This written request shall set f o r t h  the  grounds on which the appealing 
party believes the decision was improper o r  inequitable .  Such 
written request s h a l l  be submitted in an original plus six legible 
copies (reproduced copies are acceptable) and include the following: 

1. citation numberis); 
2. l icense  number of vehicle(s) ; 
3. date of original decision; 
4.  date review requested; and 
5 .  printed or typed name, address and signature 

of person requesting the review. 

When a review requesr is filed, the appealing party will be required 
to post a bond with the  Parking and Traffic Office in the amount of 
the charge(s) in dispute. 

Each review will be considered by a University Appeals Panel consisting 
of faculty, staff and student members. The Panel may uphold the 
Manager's decfsion,  o r  they may reverse the decision in whole or in 
part, as deemed appropriate. 
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When the Parking and Traffic Office is advised, in writing, of the 
decis ion  rendered by The University Appeals Panel, the  bond will be 
released and t h e  proceeds will then either be refunded to  the appealing 
party o r  used to pay the charge(s) then due. 

The d e c i s i o n  of The University Appeals Panel shall  be final. 

F. IMPOUNDMENT OF VEHICLES, IJAJMING OF READMTSSION ANI) WITHHOLDING OF 
GRADES, DEGREES, OFFICIAL TRANSCKIPTS AND REFUNDS: When unpaid 
charges are recorded,  the Parking and Traffic Administration Office 
s h a l l  send a letter t o  t h e  last known address of the person i n  whose 
name the charges are recorded. 

Such letter s h a l l  s ta te  t h a t  unless (1) payment of all accumulated 
charges is received wi th in  twelve calendar days after the date of 
such l e t ter;  or, (2) a written request I s  received within twe lve  
calendar days to appear before a University hearing concerning 
impoundment of the vehicle in case of faculty, staff, student or 
v i s i t o r ,  o r  f o r  barring of readmission and/or withholding of grades, 
degree, o f f i c i a l  transcripts and refunds in case of students as 
authorized i n  the  regent'^ Rules and Regulatiana, P a r t  One, Chapter 
VI, Section 9 ,  and stare law, t h e  appropriate enforcement action 
will take place without  further notice. 

Such a hearing is not an appeal of Parking and Traffic c i t a t i ons  
but i s  a limited hearing . t o  allow the individual an opportunity t o  
show that  the vehicle in question was not owned, registered or used 
by the individual or to show that the indiv idual  receiving notice of 
impending sanctions does not have unpaid Parking and Traffic charges. 

A t  such hear ing ,  which will b e  held after a reasonable period 
of time, the person requesting the hearing w i l l  assume the burden of 
showing why the  appropriate enforcement actton should not take 
place. 

If t i m e l y  payment is not received and either t h e  registered 
owner o r  the person who has registered the vehicle with The University 
has f a i l e d  t o  appear at  the requested University impoundment hearing, 
or has appeared and failed to meet h f s  or her burden of proof, the 
vehicle may be impounded pending payment of all outstanding charges, 
including towing and storage charges, without fu r the r  notice. 

If t i m e l y  payment is not received from a student and the  student 
has failed tn appear at the requested hearing o r  has appeared and 
failed to meet h i s  or her burden of proof,  the s t u d e n t  may b e  
barred from readmission and grades, degree, official transcripts and 
refunds may b e  withheld, without further notice.  Additionally, the 
vehicle registered to the student may be subject  t o  impoundment. 

G. SUSPENSION OF PRIVILEGE TO DRIVE AND PARK ON CAMFUS: The loss of 
the privilege of driving or parking a motor vehFcle on campus 
shall comence twelve days after the  Parking and Traffic Office 
mails a l e t t e r  t o  t he  person, at the address of such person as 
shown in the  records of that  office, s t a t i n g  that such persons' 
privilege of driv ing  or parking a motor vehlcle on campus has been 
suspended. Such l e t t e r  shall s t a t e  the date on which the suspension 
commences and the date on which t h e  suspension ends and will give 
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notification of possible impoundment f o r  parking offenses committed 
during the  period of suupension and additiunally, shall state the 
reason for such suspension. 

Any person who (a) forges o r  a l t e r s  a p e r m i t ;  (b) uses a 

forged o r  altered permit;  ( c )  transfers a permit,  affixes a 
permit  t o  a vehicle other than f u r  which it was issued, o r  
f a i l s  t o  destroy a permit when required t o  du so by these 
regulations with the  i n t e n t i o n  of providing any person with 
parking priv i leges  he/she is n o t  entitled to under these 
r egu la t ions ;  or Id )  provides false information to obtain a 
parking permit with knowledge thereof;  ( e )  parks o r  drives a 
vehicle t o  which there has been affixed a permit which the  
registered owner, or regular driver, d i d  not  purchaee, shall 
lose t h e  privilege of driving or parking on The University 
campus f o r  six months. 

NOTE : Possession or use of a lost/stolen OR forged parking 
permit e h a l l  result in the loss of parking pr iv i l eges  
f o r  twelve months. 

While a person's privilege of dr iv ing  o r  parking a vehicle on 
campus is suspended, it is unlawful (1) f o r  that person to dr ive  
or park any motor vehicle on the  campus and ( 2 )  f o r  any person to 
drive or park a vehicle registered in the  name of such person on 
the campus. 

If a person whose p r i v i l e g e  of dr iv ing o r  parking on campus 
has been suspended receives a U n i v e r s i t y  citation by reason of 
having a vchicle on campus dur ing  the  per iod  of hislher suspension, 
the pe r iod  of suspension shall be extended so that it expires 
twelve months from the date the person received such addi t ional  
citation(s). In addition, the v i o l a t i o n  of the suspension shall 
be reported t o  t h e  Dean of Students if t h e  person is a student, or 
to the appropriate Dean, Director o r  Administrative Official for 
p o s s i b l e  disciplinary action if the person is a faculty or s t a f f  
member. 

A person receiving notice that his/her privilege of driving 
o r  parking a vehicle on campus has been suspended may appeal the 
suspension wi th in  twelve calendar days on t h e  grounds that the 
imposition of such suspension is improper o r  w i l l  create serious 
and substantial hardship. Such appeal shall be governed by the 
provisions of  Paragraph D above. No appeal sha l l  be considered if 
there are any unpaid citations outstanding at the time such appeal 
i s  filed, unlcss special arrangements are made with the Parking 
and Tra f f i c  O f f i c e .  

H. REMOVAL OF PERMIT WHEN SUSPENDED: Every person rece iv ing  n o t i c e  
t h a t  hislher p r i v i l e g e  of d r i v i n g  o r  parking on the campus has 
been suspended s h a l l  remove t h e  parking permit(s) from every 
vehicle registered in hislher name and return t h e  remnants thereof 
to the Parking and Traffic Office within twelve days after date of 
such notice. Failure to do so s h a l l  b e  reported t o  the Dean of 
Students if the person is a s tudent ,  or t o  t h e  appropriate Dean, 
Director o r  Administrative Official, if the person i e  a faculty or 
staff member. 

I. E L I G I B I L I R  TO OBTAIN NEW PERMIT DURING PERIOD OF SUSPENSION: A 
person whose p r i v i l e g e  of d r i v i n g  and'parking on the campus is 
suspended and not reinatated, s h a l l  be i n e l i g i b l e  to receive a 
parking permit of any type during the period of suspension, 
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J. TWO VEHICLES ON CAMPUS: When an applicant who has registered two 
vehicles is found to have both vehicles parked on campus a t  the 
same t h e  in v i o l a t i o n  W E  the Alternate Vehicle Policy (Section 
VI, infra), the  following shall apply: 

1. First offense - The Parking and Traffic Office shall n o t i f y  
the  p e r m i t  holder t h a t  they have v io lated these r e g u l a t i o n s  
and t h a t  any f u r t h e r  violat ion will result i n  the l o s s  of t h e  
p e r m i t  f o r  the alternate vehicle. Additionally any citation(a1 
which may have been issued are due and payable. 

2 .  Second offense - The Parking and T r a f f i c  Office shall notify 
t h e  permit holder that helshe has again v io la t ed  these regulations. 
Such written notice will inform the p e r m i t  holder that helshe 
must surrender the permit from the alternate vehicle in 
addition to making payment f o r  any cfeation(s) which may have 
been issued for t h i s  of fense .  Additionally the pennir holder 
shall no t  be able to register an alternate vehicle f o r  the 
remainder of the current permit year. Failure to abide by 
t h i s  second no t i ce  will subject the permit holder t o  all 
enforcement sanctions including those described in Section V, 

K. IMPOUNDMENT : The term "impoundment" i nc ludes  removal or irmnob ilization 
of the vehicle in question. 

I n  a d d i t i o n  to any charge that may be levied by The University 
for an offense resulting in removal o r -  immobilizati-on, the owner 
of an impounded vehicle must also pay a commercial wrecker service 
fee and s t o r a g e  charges after  the f i rs t  24 hours. When an IMPOUND VIOLATION 
occurs and the  owner or driver of t h e  vehicle appears  on the scene 
before the arr iva l  of the wrecker. the  vehicle w i l l  n o t  be impounded. 
Xf the  owner or driver appears on-the scene after the arrival- of 
the wrecker and the wrecker driver has made a hook-up, the following 
w i l l  a p p l y :  

1. the vehicle will not be impounded; and, 
2 .  rhe owner or driver will be expected t o  pay t h e  wrecker 

driver a fee, in l i eu  of towing. 

If the vehicle is impounded the registered owner o r  permit 
holder will be sent a notice at the address on f i l e .
