In addition, the f acu l ty  
and Dean fee l  that  the i r  students should be pro tec t ed  by such 
insurance.

21. DISABLED OR INOPERABLE VEHICLES: I f  a vehicle becomes disabled 
or inoperable, a t e lephone  call s h a l l  be placed t o  the Un ive r s i t y  
Pol ice  Department ( 4 7 1 - 4 4 4 1 )  who w i l l  *ither render assistance 
or authorize temporary parking. Such remporary parking shall 
not exceed 24 hours provided thar such parking does no t  
create an obstruction or hazard.

Pu r suan t  to the a u r h o r i t y  g r a n t e d  by S e c t i o n  5i,201 et seq, 
54 .005 ,  54.503 and 67 .21  of Title 3 of the Texas Education Code, 
the Board of RegenEs o f  the University of Texas System has promulgated 
P a r k i n g  and T r a f f i c  R e g u l a t i o n s  to r e g u l a t e  and c o n t r o l  parking 
and traffic and the  use of  parking f a c i l i t i e s ,  to provide f o r  t h e  
issuance of vehicle identif l c a t i o n  i n s i g n i a  (parking permit), and 
t o  provide f o r  j u r i s d i c t i o n  over of fenses .  T h i s  booklet contains 
those  regula t ions  and procedures  a p p l i c a b l e  to any who would walk 
or drive and park a motor vehicle  o r  b i c y c l e  on t h e  main campus of 
The University of  Texas at Austin, These rules and regulations 
are supplementary to.the ordinances  of the C i r y  of  Austin snd the  
statures of t h e  S t a t e  of Texas which govern p e d e s t r i a n s  and the 
use of motor vehicLes and b icgc les .  

The ope ra t ion  of a m o t o r  v e h i c l e  or b i ~ y c l e  on t he  University 
o f  Texas at Austin campus is a PRIVILEGE granreJ by t h e  l i J n i v e r s i t y  
and is not  an inherent r i g h t  of  any faculty/staff member u r  student. 
A 1 1  f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f  and studencs whn have a motor vehicle in their 
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posse s s ion  or control f o r  use,  operation o r  p a r k i n g  on the  University 
campus must r eg i s t e r  said vehicle with the Parking and Traffic 
Office .  Registration of a motor vehicle does n o t  guarantee a 
parking place  on campus. However, owners of regis tered vehicles 
may receive a reduced penalty f o r  violations u f  ce r ta in  Universi ty 
parking regulations (see Section VII). 

The University is not respons ib le  f o r  fire, theft, damage to ,  
or loss of such vehicle  paaked or operated on the University 
campus. No b a i l m e n t  is created by g r a n t i n g  of any parking o r  
operating privi leges  r ega rd ing  a vehic le  on any p r o p e r t y  owned, 
leased or otherwise c o n t r o l l e d  by the University. 

The o r i g i n ,  administration and enforcement of t h e  regulations 
contained in t h i s  booklet are as follows: 

PARKING RND TRAFFIC POLICIES COMMITTEE: This committee is 
composed of faculty, staff and students and is responsible f o r  
formulating regulat ions  for t h e  c o n t r o l  of parking and t r a f f i c  
upon the campus in the form of recommendations to the  Pres iden t  of 
t h e  University. With in  t h e  limitations imposed by restricted 
f a c i l i t i e s  and staff, i t  attempts t o  provide reasonable r e g u l a t i o n s  
for  t h e  c o n t r o l  of the  very h i g h  densiry of vehicular and pedes tr ian  
t r a f f i c  on t he  campus of the University, toward t h e  goal of optimum 
convenience and safety of a l l  concerned. Suggestions f o r  changes 
in these regulations, requests f o r  individual cons ide ra t ion  o r  any 
communicationg concerning these regulations should b e  d i r e c t e d  t o  
this  committee. 

PARKING AND TRAFFIC A P P W S  PANEL: ThLs panel is composed of 
facu l ty ,  s t a f f  and students and rules on appeals ,  from citations 
issued by University police f o r  violation of parking and traffic 
regulations, Thi s  panel also conducts hearings concerning impoundment 
or barring of readmission, withholding of grades and transcripts 
based on overdue charges.  (See section VLII). 

PARKING AND TRAFFIC ADMINISTRATION: Thi s  o f f i c e  is responsible 
f o r  a l l  administrative functions r e l a t i n g  t o  t h e  issuanc- of 
parking p e r m i t s ,  the c o l l e c r i o n  of charges f o r  parking and t r a f f i t -  
violations, the acceptance of appeals from such violation? and the 
issuance of r e funds  upon withdrawal from t h e  U n i ~ e r ~ i t y .  Questions 
relating to these f u n c t i o n s  should be direc ted  t o  Parking and 
Traf f ic  Administration, Service Bui ld ing ,  Room One. 

UNIVERSITY POLICE: The University Police has t h e  responsibility 
and the legal  authority f o r  the enforcement of  the parking and 
traffic regulations l i s t e d  in t h i s  b o o k l e t .  University police 
o f f i c e r s  may i s s u e  TRAFFIC CITATIONS ENFORCEABLE IN COURT i n  the 
same way as those issued by t h e  Texas Highway P a t r o l  ( s ee  S e c t i o n  
VIII), On special  occasions and emergencies, such parking limitations 
may be imposed by t h e  Chief of  the University P o l i c e  as are required 
by the conditions which prevai l .  When conditions wsrrant such 
action, he may also waive parking l i m i t a t i o n s  which are ordinarily 
imposed. 

The University reserves t h e  r i g h t  t o  enforce parking and 
Traffic regulations: 

I .  through the-issuance of citations and t h e  c o l l e c t i o n  of 
charges fo r  offenses,  
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2. through t h e  impoundment of vehicles i n t e r f e r i n g  with the  
movement o f  vehicular or pedestrian t r a f i i c  or involved 
in s p e c i f i e d  parking offenses, 

3 .  by t h e  suspension o r  revocation o f  p e r m i t s  f o r  repeated 
o f fenses ,  

4 .  by r e q u i r i n g  e i t h e r  the vehic le  owner o r  the  person who 
has registered the vehicle w i t h  the University Park ing  
and Tra f f i c  Office, t o  appear  in c o u r t  o r  at a University 
hear ing  f o r  non-payment of outstanding charges. 

5. by b a r r i n g  the  readmission and/or withholding of grades, 
d i p l o m a s ,  refunds and t r an sc r i p t s  of any s t u d e n t ,  f o r  
non-payment of outstanding charges, 

6 .  by requesting d i s c i p l i n a r y  ac t ion  be taken against 
employees or s tuden t s  who f a i l  to a b i d e  b y  these regulsrions, 

7 .  by denying parking permits t o  t hose  w i t h  overdue charges, 
and 

8.  by such other  methods as  are commonly employed by Ci:y 
or S t a t e  police in c o n t r o l  of t r a f f i c .  

Proof of the f ac t  t h a t  any parking o r  t r a f f i c  control device,  
s i g n ,  parking meter, s i g n a l  o r  marking was acrually i n  place at 
any location on campus of The U n i v e r s i t y  oE Texas at Austin, 
Austin, Texas shall c o n s t i t u t e  p r h a  facie  evidence that t h e  s a m e  
is o f f i c i a l  and was i n s t a l l e d  under the aurhority of the  law. 

When any person is charged w i t h  having s t opped ,  parked and 
left s t a n d i n g  a motor v e h i c l e  on the campus of the  U n i v e r s i t y  of 
Texas s t  Austin, Austin, Texas in v i o l a t i o n  of any provisions of 
t h e  Parking and Tra f f i c  Regularions of  the University of Texas at 
Austin, proof  t h a t  s a i d  veh ic le  was, at the date of t h e  offense, 
bearing a v a l i d  University of Texas at Auscin p a r k i n g  permit s h a l l  
c o n s t i t u t e  p r ima  facie evidence tha t  said vehicle was t h e n  and 
there stopped parked and left standing by said h o l d e r  of  the 
parking permit. However, if the vehicle  does n o t  bear a l 7 2 l i d  
University of Texas at A u s t i n  park ing  p e r m i t ,  proof t h a t  said 
vehicle a t  the date of  the o f f e n s e  alleged, was owned by the 
person tha t  said vehicle was t h en  rhere s topped ,  parked and left 
s t a n d i n g  by said owner. 

The Univers i ty  assumes no r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  f o r  t h e  car and/or 
protection of any vehic le  or its con ten t s  a t  anytime it is operated 
or parked on t h e  campus. 

Any motor vehicle  o r  b i c y c l e  parked on t h e  University campus 
f o r  a period of time i n  excess of 48 h o u r s  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  may 
deem, a s  a u t h o r i z e d  bp law, the  same t o  be  a b a n d o n e ~  and d i s p o s e  
of such vehicle as  provided in Section 10.4 dad 10.6  of Chapter 
V I I ,  Part Two of t h e  Regents '  R u l e s  and Regulations. 
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SECTION 111 
DEFINITIONS 

Universiry Campus: A l l  Un ive r s i t y  of Texas owned or controlled 
property whether or not within the conf ines  o f  the t r a f f i c  control 
stations of the  main campus. 

Main Campus: All U a i v e r s i t y  owned o r  controlled property 
within the boundaries shown on t h e  map accompanying these r e g u l a t i o n s ,  

Official V i s i t o r :  I n d i v i d u a l s  n o t  normally eligible f o r  
University parking permits who come to the main campus ro  conduct 
important bus ines s  w i r h   he University or who render an important 
service. 

Parking Area: Any area on the  main campus which has been 
designated and marked far p a r k h g  whether on streets or in lots. 

No Parking Zone: I n  a d d i t i o n  to zones marked by p o s t e d  
s i g n s ,  - ALL yellow-painted curbs o r  pavements denote no parking at 
any time. ( S e c t i o n  V ,  i n f  ra) . 

Fire Zone: An area designated by an  afficial posted sign and 
yellow-painted curbs or pavements which denotes nb parking at any 
time. 

Tow Away Zone: An area designated by an o f f i c i a l  posted 
s i g n  which constitutes p u b l i c  n o t i c e  t h a t  a vehicle parked in 
vio la t ion  may be removed. 

Loading Zone: In a d d i t i o n  to zones marked by posted s i g n s ,  
orange painted curbs o r  pavements denote  spaceslareas reserved f o r  
loading or unloading only (Sec t ion  V and VI, i n f r a ) ,  

SECTION I V  
GENERAL TRAFFIC REGULATION 

Only vehicles conspicuously d i s p l a y i n g  p r o p e r  University 
permits may enter or   ark on the campus Monday through F r i d a y  from 
7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.,  except t h a t  motorcycles and m o t o r  scooters 
may only drive through the main campus after these hours, and must 
park only in areas designated f o r  such vehicles. Permits are not  
required after these hours, n o r  on official University h o l i d a y s .  
These regulations apply to motor p r o p e l l e d  v e h i c l e s  and bicycles. 
All must honor the  regulations l i s t e d  in t h i s  booklet  at a l l  
times. Bicycles  and mopeds (motor-assisted b i c y c l e s )  shall also 
be operated i n  conformity with t h e  a p p l i c a b l e  ordinances of the 
C i t y  of Austin and the  following: 

I. Bicycles operated or parked on t h e  ma in  campus &hall be 
registered with the University P o l i c e  Department. 
Contact  UTW at BELLMONT HALL (471-4441) on Wednesdays 
between 1:00 p.m. and 3:00 p.m. o r  d u r i n g  o t h e r  spec ia l ly  
p u b l i c i z e d  pe r iods  f o r  information on free registration. 

2 .  B i c y c l e s  s h a l l  b e  parked ONLY in bicycle rackslconcrete 
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parking b l o c k s  provided f o r  this purpose .  

3.  Bicycles or Mopeds shall NOT be r i d d e n  on pedestrian 
walkways or sidewalks. 

4 .  Bicyc l e s  or Mopeds parked o r  o t h e w i s e  secured i n  unaurhorized 
places, e . g . ,  posts, r a i l i n g s ,  trees, e t c . ,  arc subject  
to impoundment . 

5 .  On University streets, operators of bicycles o r  mopeds 
shall comply w i t h  a l l  s t o p  s i g n s ,  y i e l d  s i g n s ,  and other 
o f f i c i a l  traffic c o n t r o l  devices except t h a t  only b i c y c l e s  
may proceed in either d i r e c t i o n  on Inner Campus Drive. 

6. Mopeds bearing a current Class H permit, may park Monday 
through Friday from 7:30 a . m .  to 5:00 p.m. in either 
designated motorcycle (Class M) areas o r  in those b i c y c l e  
rackslconcrete parking blocks located outs ide  the control 
stations.  After these hours they may park in Class M 
areas or in any bicycle rack/concrete parking blocks  
provided f o r  t h i s  purpose. 

THE SPEED LIMIT ON ALL PARTS OF THE MAIN CAMPUS IS 15 MILES 
PER HOUR AT ALL TIMES UNLESS OTHERWISE POSTED, PEDESTRLWS ALWAYS 
HAVE THE RIGHT-OF-WAY AT CROSSWALKS AND IN INTERSECTIONS. ALL 
VEHICLE ARE REQUIRED TO STOP COMPLETELY AT STOP SIGNS AND TO 
PROCEED W I T H  CAUTION. A f l a s h i n g  yellvw-light requires slowing 
the vehicle and proceedfng with caution, A f l a s h i n g  red l i g h t  
requires s topp ing  the v e h i c l e  completely and proceeding wi th  
caution. 

Wirh the except ion  of wheelchairs, no personally owned whcclcd 
vehicle such a s  a passenger automubile, truck, t r a i l e r ,  motorcycle, 
motor-assisted b i c y c l e ,  moped or b i c y c l e  shall be placed,  used, 
parked o r  otherwise left within any University b u i l d i n g  at any 
time. 

NOTE : During p e r i o d  of ao classes and on University 
ho l idays ,  dormitory residents may temporarily $ t o y s  
lsne p e r s o n a l l y  owncd b i c y c l e  in t h e i r  ass ig~ked room 
w i t h  the  advanced approval of the Direc to r  of  
Housing and Food. Under no circumstances are 
bicycles to b e  s tored  i n  administrative or academic 
areas, e . g . ,  o f f i c e s ,  laboratories, classrooms, 
ere. 

Persons upon rollerskates and similar devices w i l l  conform 
to; 

a .  The C i t y  o f  Austin ordinance prohibiting the o p e r a t i o n  
of skates, coasters and s imilar  devices  on any roadway 
except while crossing a s t ree t  in a crosswalk 3ad 

b . these ~ e ~ - u l a t i o n s  p r o h i b i t i n g  the use of skates, skateboards 
and s i m i l a r  devices on p e d e s t r i a n  walkways and sidewalks. 
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SECTION V 
PARKING REGULATIONS 

The var ious  classes of  p a r k i n g  permits and t h e i r  e l i g i b i l i t y  
requirements, privileges and limitations are described i n  detail 
in Section VI. P a r k i n g  meters are i n  use  from 8:00 a.m. to 5:DO 
p,m. Monday through Friday except on official University ho l idays .  
Parking is PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES where indicated by s i g n s ,  
yellow-painted c u r b s  or yellow-painted pavement markings. Parking 
adjacent to orange-painted c u r b s  is restricted tu AUTHORIZED 
VEHICLES ONLY from 7:30 a . m .  to 5:00 p.m. weekdays. Parking a t  
unpainted curbs is c o n t r o l l e d  by area park lng  signs. P o s t e d  
parking s igns  musr be honored ar  a l l  times and  take precedence 
over painted c u r b s ,  pavement markings and designations shown on 
the enclosed map,. 

Privately owned motor homes, o r  trailers and other over-size 
vehicles whose i nd iv idua l  o r  combined length is in excess of 
twenty feet s h a l l  not  normal ly  b e  ope ra t ed  o r  parked on t h e  main 
campus, 

Other restrictions concerning parking and dr iv ing on the Hain 
Campus are shown in Sec t ion  VII D R I V I N G  AND PARKING OFFENSES. 

The absence of sufficient a u t h o r i z e d  park ing  space on the 
University campus during a p a r t i c u l a r  period of  time w i l l  no t  be  
considered b y  the University as a v a l i d  j u s t i f i c a r i o n  f o r  v i o l a t i o n  
of parking and traffic regulations. The mere f ac t  that c i t a t i o n s  
are not i ssued for any offense does n o t  i n d i c a t e  t h a t  these regulations 
have been modi f i ed  to exclude the  o f f e n s e .  

On University hulidays, o n l y  those  parking restrictions which 
regulate parking at a l l  times shall remain i n  e f f ec t .  

Failure to abide  by p a r k i n g  and traffic r e g u l a r i o n s  may be 
the b a s i s  for  disciplinary a c r i o n  against students and employees. 
Students  may be subjecred t o  penalties ranging  from disciplinary 
p r o b a t i o n  to expulsion from the  I n s t i ~ u t i o n  as outlined in Sectim 
3.13 of the  Rules and Regulations of the B o a r d  of Regents ~f t h e  
University of Texas System, Chapter VI, Part One. nmployees may 
be subjected to d i s c i p l i n a r y  penalties including termination af 
employment as  o u t l i n e d  in Sec t ion  9.48 of the HANDBOOK OF OPERATING 
PROCEDURES. When an employee has accumulated three or m o r e  unpaid 
parking or traffic v i o l a t i o n s  a n d / o r  cha rges  of  $25.00 o r  more, 
the employee's Dean, Director or Administrative Official s h a l l  be 
notified by the  Manager of the  Parking and Traffic Administration. 
When a s t u d e n t  is placed on rhe bar  list f o r  unpaid parking or 
t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n s ,  t h e  Dean of Students s h a l l  be n o t i f i e d  by the  
Manager of rhe Parking and Traffic Administration, 

SECTION VI 
PARKING PERMITS 

A. FACULTY AND STAFF: A p a r k i n g  p e n n i t  w i l l  be issued upon 
application t o  t h e  Parking and  T r a f f i c  Administration (Locared 
in the Service B u i l d i n g ,  Room One) ,  by those f a c u l t y  o r  s ta f f  
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members who a re  employed on the main campus. Permits will b e  
i s sued  t o  the vehicle  f o r  which the faculty o r  s t a f f  member. 
spouse or parenr  is the regis tered owner. If the  registered 
owner is other  than above then (1) the owner or person i n  
custody of the vehic le  must be ei ther  related t o  o r  domiciled 
w i t h  the applicant, and ( 2 )  the owner or p e r s o n  in c u s ~ o d y  of 
the vehicle must not be otherwise eLig ib l e  f o r  a University 
Parking Permit. 

Holders of Class A ,  D, F o r  0 permits may register an 
alternate vehicle a t  no additional cost  provided rhar both 
vehicles are owned b y  the appl icant  or another person as 
s p e c i f i e d  above, with t h e  u n d e r s t a n d i n g  t h a t  borh  vehicles 
shall not be parked on campus at t h e  same t i m e  unless one is 
parked a t  a meter. A c i t a t i o n  w i l l  be issued by rhe University 
Police Department and in addition, t he  permit may b e  confiscated 
and the permit holder may lose parking privileges (Section 
VIII, inf ra) . 

B. STUDENTS: A parking p e r m i t  w i l l  be issued f o r  a vehicle 
owned by the student, h i s j h e r  spouse, parents,  o r  gua rd i ans .  
If t h e  registered owner is other than above then (1) the 
owner or person in custody of  t h e  vchicle  must be e i ther  
related to or dmic i3ed  with t h e  applicant, and (2) the  owner 
or person in custody of the  veh ic le  must not be otherwise 
e l i g i b l e  fo r  a University Parking P e r m i t .  Students may 
register ONE, additional motor vehicle, rnotnrcycle,  motor- 
ass i s ted  b i c y c l e ,  or motor scoo te r  upon separate a p p l i c a t i o n  
and payment of the required fee to the Parking and Traffic 
Adminis t ra r ion  Office. In addition s t u d e n t s  must present a 
paid  fee receipt f o r  the semester involved.  

C .  DISPLAY OF PERMITS: Permit(s) m u s t  be d i s p l a y e d  on the 
vehicle to which i t  was issued. Permits (Decals) s h a l l  b e  
aff ixed on the  vehicle  according t o  the lnsrrucrions furnished 
on t h e  decal. Taping o r  otherwise a f f i x i n g  t h e  decal will 
result in citations being issued,  

D. REMOVAL OF PERMITS: P e r m i t s  (Decals) s h a l l  be removed: 
1. whenever there  is a change of vehic le  ownership; ar, 
2 .  when a s s o c i a r i o n  w i t h  the  University is ~ ~ ~ m i n a r e d ;  or, 
3 .  when a replacement permit (decal) has been issued to 

take the  place  of a p r e v i o u s l y  issued p e r m i t  ( d e c a l ) ;  o r  
4 .  upon e x p i r a t i o n  or revocation. 

The o r i g i n a l  registrant may be held responsible f o r  any 
citation(s) issued t o  a vehicle d i s p l a y i n g  deca l s  t h a t  have 
n o t  been removed. S t o l e n  or lost permits (decals)  s h o u l d  be 
reported immediately to the Parking and  Traffic Office ( 4 7 1 -  
4761) . 

E. CLASSES OF PERMITS AND ANNUAL FEES: Unless  otherwise  no ted ,  
a l l  permits (decals) expire  on August 31 each year .

Class A p e r m i t s  shall be $ 2  p e r  month if obtained a f t e r  
October 31 or on a part-year b a s i s .  Student Class "DM and 
Class "A" (health) p e r m i t s  shall be  one dollar a month ii 
obtained f o r  less than a semester. 

All d i s a b l e d  veterans whose vehicles d i s p l a y  the s p e c i a l l y  
des igned  l i cense  p l a t e s  issued by the  State Department of 
Highways and Public Transportation with the  words "DISABLED 
VET" p r i n t e d  thereon in accordance w i t h  the provis ions  of 
V.C.S. h675a-5e and a l l  permanently d i s a b l e d  persons whose 
vehicles d i s p l a y  the  s p e c i a l l y  des igned  symbols, tabs or 
other devices (to include a vehicle  in which a temporarily 
d i s a b l e d  person identification card is placed in the lower 
l e f t - h a n d  side of the front windshie ld)  issued by the State 
Department of Highways and P u b l i c  Transporration w i t h  t h e  
word "DISABLED" p r i n t e d  thereon  in accordance with the  p rov i s ions  
of V.C.S. 66753-5e.l are exempt frum parking permit fees and 
from parking metcr fees and time limits. These exemptions do 
noc permit parking vehicle at a p lace  where parking is prohibited 

F .  PAYMENT OF FEES: When an a p p l i c a t i o n  is made f o r  a pcrmit, 
the  fee charged w i l l  be f o r  a complete year o r  f o r  the entire 
unexpired p o r r i o n  of the University's permit year.  Payment 
of t h e  fee must b e  made b e f o r e  the permit w i l l  be issued. 

G .  REPLACEMENT CHARGES; Any t ime replacement permits are issued 
there will be a two d o l l a r  charge made. Remnants of o l d  
permits  a re  to be re turned at tha t  rime. If remnants arc n o t  
returned, replacement permit(s) w i l l  be a t  the REGULAR RATE. 
Defective ca rd  keys w i l l  b e  replaced w i t h o u t  charge if the 
card is returned within five working days from date  of i s sue ,  
Replacement cards f o r  any o r h e r  reason w i l l  require  t h e  
payment of a $2.00 charge. 

H. REFUNDS: A request for r e f u n d  will noL be honored unless it 
is filed w i t h  the Parking and Traffic O f f i c e  d u r i n g  the 
University's fiscal year in which payment  of t h e  p e r m i t  was 
made. A request f o r  r e f u n d  must be accomparlied by t h e  remnants 
of the appropriate p e r m i t .  Refunds w i l l  be made ts m e m b e r s  
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of  t h e  f a c u l t y  and s t a f f  upon request and only in the event 
t h e i r  service is terminated b y  a r e s i g n a t i o n  o r  leave of 
absence without p a y .  The refund w i l l  b e  based on the number 
of f u l l  months remaining in the  University's permit year. No 

refunds w i l l  be made a f t e r  the end of t h e  s p r i n g  semester. 
Refunds will be made. up011 request ,  t o  s tudents  who withdraw 
from rhe U n i v e r s i t y  at the end o f  t h e  f a l l  semester,  b u t  
refunds will not he made to students  who withdraw from the 
University at the end of  t h e  s p r i n g  semester. A request f o r  
a refund w i l l  n o t  b e  honored when a person's p r i v i l e g e  t o  
park and drive on campus h a s  been suspended, no r  if outstanding 
charges or other  d e b t s  remain unpa id .  Requests f o r  refunds 
of the entire amount p a i d  will b e  sub jec t  to a $2  administrative 
and handling charge. 

I. CLASS 0 PERMITS: Class O p a r k i n g  permits will be i s sued  only 
to those o f f i c i a l s  des ignated  by thc Pres ident .  

J. CLASS D PERMITS: Class D parking permits shall be issued to 
those members of the  faculty, s t a f f  or student body who have 
l o s t ,  or lost the use of b o t h  legs or who are so severely 
d i s a b l e d  as to be u n a b l e  to ambulate wi thou t  the a i d  of a 
wheelchair or other  mechanical dev ices .  L E  the  a p p l i c a n t  is 
confined to a wheelchair the p e r m i t  w i l l  be  so marked. Other 
members of the faculty, sraff or student body whose physical 
in f i rmir ies  d ic ta re  a need to park near t he i r  work or classroom 
may be issued a s p e c i f i c  Class  F parking lot a s s i g n m e n t  or a 
Class D permit. Normally Class D p e r m i t s  will be issued only 
where a specific lot assignment is not available or its 
l o c a t i o n  w i l l  not meet the walking distance criteria, All' 
applications f o r  Class D permits or a parking p r i o r i t y  f o r  
reasons of h e a l t h  w i l l  require certification by the D i r e c t o r  
of the Studenr  Health Center.  Applicants w i ~ h  a permanent 
c e r t i f i c a t i o n  approved or concurred in by t h e  Director of t h e  
Student Health Center and un file w i t h  t h e  Parkfng and 
Traffic Office ,  need no t  o b t a i n  an annual renewal. All other 
a p p l i c a n t s  will require certification by t h e  D i r e c t o r  of t h e  
Student Health Center. 

Aurornobiles bear ing  a current Class D parking permit  
normally shall park only in spaces specificall;- reserved f o r  
Class D p e r m i t s .  If no spaces are available or if there is 
an urgent need, ho lde r s  of Class D permits s h a l l  o b t a i n  a 
temporary permit from ~ r a f f i c  control  station personnel which 
w i l l  a u t h o r i z e  parking in o t h e r  des igna ted  areas fur a 
limfred period of time. 

K. C U S S  F PERMITS: Members of the  f a c u l t y  holding t h e  rank of 
instructor o r  above, Lecturers and non-faculty members ( i n c l u d i n g  
Classif ied S t a f f )  who meet t h e  salary c r i t e r i a  as s p e c i f i e d  
on t h e  a p p l i c a t i o n ,  are e l i g i b l e  to a p p l y  f o r  Class F permits. 
Monthly salary s h a l l  be the amount as r e f l e c t ed  d n  the current 
appointment or re-appointment form p l u s  any longevity pay t o  
which the employee is entitled. Other  compensation e.g.  
Soc ia l  Security o f f s e t ,  premium shar ing ,  consulting fees, 
e t c . ,  may not be used C Q  compute monthly salary. Lot ass ignments  
w i l l  then be drawn in a computer based  l o t t e r y  s y s t e m  according 
LO f a c u l t y  title or s a l a r y ,  Class F park ing  areas w i l l  be 
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r e s t r i c t e d  to veh ic l e s  b e a r i n g  p e r m i t s  f o r  tha t  s p e c i f i c  
area, Monday through Friday from 7 : 3 0  a.m., t o  5:00 p.m. If 
no spaces  are ava i lab le  in the designated area  o r  if there  i s  
urgent need, special permits will b e  provided at traffic 
control stations fo r  F permit holders to park on par t i cu la r  
occasions f o r  a l i m i t e d  peroid of time in o t h e r  res t r ic ted  
areas. 

L. CLASS A PERMITS: Class A parking pemics  may be i s sued  t o  
any of the following: 

Any full-time employee of the University of Texas at  
Aus tin. 
Any p a r t - t i m e  employee who is not  regis tered as a student 
in the University f o r  more than three hours per  semester. 
Students registered a t  the University f o r  courses of 
instruction who are employed fo r  a t  least twenty  hours 
per w e e k ,  by the U n i v e r s i t y  are appoin ted  as an 
Assistant Instructor, Teaching Assistant or Graduate 
Research Assistant. (Verified by a signed copy of the 
appointment or re-appoin tnen t f o m )  . 
Students upon certification by t h e  Di rec to r  of the 
Student H e a l t h  Center .  
Teaching assistants with less t h a n  a half-time appointment 
whose jobs  involve supe rv i so ry  r o l e s  in the p u b l i c  
schools  (ver i f i ed  by letter from depar tment ) .  
Pre-doctoral (graduate student seeking Ph.D) fellowship 
recipients  whose monthly s t i p e n d  meets t h e  full-time 
ra te  s p e c i f i e d  in t h e  i n s t r u c t i o n s  (fellowship s t a t u s  
and Y tipend to be vexif i e d  by a copy of  t h e  s i g n e d  
f e l l o w s h i p  appointment form), 
Pos t -doc to ra l  fellowship recipients, V i s i t i n g  Scholars 
and Consultants ( v e r i f i e d  b y  letter from department) .  

Class A permit h o l d e r s  may park in any Class A p a r k i n g  
area, except carpool  areas, on Monday through F r i d a y  
from 7 : 3 0  a.m. to 5:00 p . m . ,  and i n  Class C l o t s  only 
after 2:00 p.m. Holders may park in o t h e r  park ing  areas 
a t  other  times except when prohibited by posted  s i g n s  nT 
markings. 

NOTE : I n n e r  Campus Drive p a r k i n g  spaces are reserved f o r  Class 
0 ,  A ,  F and D p e r m i t s  o n l y  on Mondays thrvugh Thursdays  
from 5 : 0 0  p.m. to 7:30 p . m .  unless otherwise posted, 

M. CLASS C PERMITS:  Class C permir ho lde r s  may park i n  any C 
parking area, e x c e p t  carpool areas, on Monday through Friday 
from 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p . m .  They arc not  permitted to park 
in other areas or t o  pass through traffic c o n t r o l  stations 
between 7:30 a . m .  and 5:00 p.m. on weekdays. A t  a l l  o the r  
times they may park on campus in any areas not  s p e c i f i c a l l y  
reserved f o r  o the r  classes of permits. 

N. CLASS M PEXYITS: Class M parking permits may be i s sued  t o  
faculty, staff  and s t u d e n t s  f o r  motorcycles, mopeds (motor- 
a s s i s t e d  b i c y c l e s )  and motor scooters. Motorcycles and motor 
scooters  shall park ONLY i n  park ing  areas set  aside f o r  these  
vehic les ,  regardless of  the  time o f  the day or  he day of the  
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week. For  moped park ing  see Section IV. 

0. CLASS H PERMITS: Class H p e r m i t s  w i l l  be issued w i t h o u t  fee 
by the Director of the Speech and Hearing C l i n i c  to c l i z n t s  
while they are  being treated i n  t h e  c l i n i c .  L i m i t e d  space 
adjacent to t h e  clinic is reserved f o r  these permits, which 
are i n v a l i d  elsewhere. 

P. CLASS T PERMITS: Class T parking permits will b e  i s sued  
without fee by the Manager of Studenr P u b l i c a t i o n s  to reporters, 
photographers and advertising salesmen who, f o r  a l i m i t e d  
period of time, must come r o  the D a i l y  Texaa to csrnplste 
t h e i r  work or file s report, and leave on other assignments. 
Spaces adjacent  to the Communications Bui ld ing  are  reserved 
f o r  these  p e r m i t s ,  which  are invalid elsewhere. 

Q. CLASS K PERMITS: Class K permits w i l l  be i s sued withour f2e 
by the D i r e c t o r ,  Center  f o r  Telecommunication Services. S i x  
Class K permits are allocated to rhe Center :  rhree are 
issued t o  the Southwest Texas P u b l i c  Broadcasting Council 
(KLRU-TV) f o r  its needs; and three a re  issued to the broadcast  
p roduc t i on  s ta f f  of the  Center. I f  the p e r m i t  is displayed 
on a vehicle belonging t o  an employee of either organization, 
then a current Universi ty parking permit s h a l l  also be d i s p l a y e d  
along with t h e  Class K permit. Spaces near t h e  Communications 
Bui ld ing  are reserved for these "K" p e r m i t s ,  which are invalid 
elsewhere. 

CAR POOL PERMITS: All members of the carpool must b e  employed 
or r e g i s t e r e d  on the main campus. Each member of the  carpool 
must complete hislher portion of  the  application. Carpool 
members shall be INELIGIBLE TO OBTAIN ADDITIONAL PERMITS OF 
ANY TYPE. Motorcycles, motor scoo te r s  and mopeds are excluded 
from car pool  permits. 

For c a r p o o l s  with two members, each must have a separate 
motox vehicle(s) and a d i f f e r e n t  domicile. Carpools w i t h  
three or more members, at least two must have s e p a r ~ t e  motor 
vehicles and different domiciles. Faculty and S t a f f  members 
w i t h  the  same domic i l e  shall not  normally be allowed LO 

become members  of d i f f e r e n t  carpools. 

Carpool p e r m i t s  will b e  i s s u e d  to park in selected Class 
F, A or C parking l o t s  from 7:30 a.m. t o  5:00 p.m. ,  Monday 
through Friday. The ca rpoo l  leader must qualify f o r  t h e  t y p e  
permit f o r  which helshe a p p l i e d  in accordance with these 
regulations. Permits f o r  each veh ic l e  and a portable c a r p o o l  
card will be issued to the carpool indicating the lot where 
the v e h i c l e  s h a l l  park.  The fee charged f o r  a carpool perni i t  
will be the  same a s  t h a t  charged for a similar regular type 
permit. 

CLASS F CARPOOLS 

1. A l l  Class F ca rpoo l s  w i l l  b e  assigned t o  a specific lot. 
No s p e c i f l c  spaces w i l l  bc s e t  a s i d e  f u r  Class F ca rpoo l s .

V e h i c l e s  w i t h  carpool  permits f u r  Class F or Class A 
parking l o t s ,  b u t  n o t  d i s p l a y i n g  the  parrable  carpool card, 
will b e  allowed dr ive- th rough  privi leges  at any time and 
park ing  p r iv i l eges  a f t e r  5:00 p.m. f o r  that portion of t h e  
main campus w i t h i n  t h e  c o n t r o l  stations, unless o the rwi se  
posted. 

V e h i c l e s  bear ing  Class C ca rpoo l  p e r m i t s  w i l l  nut b e  
permitted to pass through the t r a f f i c  c o n t r o l  s t a t i o n s  between 
7:30 a.m. and 5:00 p . m . ,  Monday th rough  Friday. 

S. RETIRED FACULTY/STAFF PERMITS: Faculty and s t a f f  members 
ret ired under the reacher retirement system continue to be 
eligible for  t h e  c l a s s  o f  p e r m i t  f o r  which t h e y  were eligible 
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at the  time of retirement. Upon request, r e t i r e d  f a c u l t y  and 
s taf f  members w i l l  be i s s u e d  a complimentary R e t i r e d  S t a f f  
p e r m i t  w i t h  d r i v e - t h r o u g h  privileges at any time and Class A 
parking privi leges  a f t e r  3:00 p.m. weekdays. 

T. TPIPORARY PERMITS: A temporary permit to park a n  campus w i l l  
be honored only if it is consp icuous ly  d i s p l a y e d  on t h e  
driver's side of  the vehicle so that  it may be readily seen 
f r o m  t h e  o u t s i d e .  Temporary p e r m i t s  are v a l i d  only for t h e  
date and time issued and must con ta in  the s i g n a t u r e  of the 
o f f i c i a l  au tho r i zed  t o  issue the permir ,  

1. LOADING ZONE PERMIT: Persons d e s i r i n g  t o  use the T,OAI3ING 
ZONE: AREAS Monday through F r i d a y  7:30 a.m. to 5 :OO p.m.,  
shall o b t a i n  a l o a d i n g  zone permir and may be parked 
there only long enough to conduct che a c t u a l  loading or 
unloading o p e r a t i o n ,  whether on U n i v e r s i t y  b u s i n e s s  or 
otherwise. Loading zone permits are v a l i d  only f o r  date 
and time issued and must ref lec t  an expiration time 
( n o r m a l l y  20 m i n u t e s ) ,  Loading zone p e r m i t s  may b e  
abtafned from t h e  t r a f f i c  control  s t a t i o n  personnel o r  
from the University P o l i c e  Department .

2 ,  OFFICIAL VISITOR PERMITS: Arrangements €or  the i n d i v i d u a l  
use of official visitor spaces  are to be made a t  the  
gate of e n t r y .  Where groups are involved, advanced 
arrangements must b e  made by t h e  appropriate Chairperson, 
Dean, Director or equiva lent  administrator with t h e  
C h i e f ,  University Police Department, who w i l l  issue 
temporary p e r m i t s .  

3 .  COMMERCIAL V I S I T O R  PERMITS: Advanced arrangements f o r  
parking b y  other p e r s o n s  coming to the  Universiiy campus 
on bus iness  matters may b e  made w i t h  the office of t h e  
Chief, University P o l i c e  Department by i d e n t i f y L g  t he  
person, t h e  f i r m  be ing  represented and the d a t e ( s )  
needed.

SECTION VIIf 
ENFORCEMENT 

A .  PARKING AND TRAFFIC CITATIONS: University Police are authorized 
to issue two types  of c i t a t i o n s  fcr violation of University 
parking and traffic regulations: 

I. UNIVERSITY CITATIONS - Thosc handled by the Universi ty 
of  Texas Parking and T r a f f i c  X d r n i n i s t r a t i u n ,  s u b j e c t  t o  
Universi ty charges and a r i g h t  t o  appeal  to the U n i v e r s i t y  
(paragraph  E below). 

2 .  COURT APPEARAYCE (CA) CITilTIONS - Those issued by the 
University Police bur c o r i v t i t u t i n g  a summons t o  a p p e a r  
in either municipal  court or a j u s t i c e  c o u r t .  

B. POLICY W I T H  RESPECT TO COURT APPUIWNCE (CA) CITATIONS: The 
University reserves the r i g h t  to issue 3 CA c i t a t i o n  f o r  any 
v i o l a t i o n .  It is the  general p o l i c y  of t h e  U n i v e r s i t y ,  
hawever, to issue CA c i t a t i o n s  as follows: 

1. f o r  moving v i o l a t i o n s  

2 .  f o r  any v i o l a t i o n  when the individual's d r i v i n g  o r  
park ing  privileges has been suspended ( see  paragraph E 
below) . 

3 .  When an individual receives a University c i t a t i o n  and 
all reasonable attempts a t  c o l l e c t i o n  have f a i l e d ;  
prov ided  f u r t h e r  t h a t  the registered owner o r  ope ra to r  
of t h e  v e h i c l e  has  no affiliation with the University, 
e.g., employee or s t u d e n t .  

C. POLICY W I T H  RESPECT TO U N I V E R S I T Y  CITATIONS: U n i v e r s i t y  
c i t a t i o n s  are issued f o r  offenses described in Section V I I .  
The a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  charges are  as shown. If n o t  p a i d  w i t h i n  
twelve calendar days after issuance of the  citation, a $ 2  
late charge w i l l  be assessed. 
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Every person r e c e i v i n g  3 Unive r s i fy  citation shall remit 
t h e  amount of the charge to the P a r k i n g  and T r a f f i c  Off ice ,  
Payment must be recieved w i t h i n  twelve calendar days af ter  
issuance of t h e  c i t a t i o n ,  to avoid a late charge. 

If a person desires t o  sppcal a Universi ty citation, 
he/she s h a l l  comply w i t h  Paragraph D below within f i v e  working 
days after issuance of the  ciracion. 

Requests for exceptions to the  above rererenced five 
working days, w i l l  be considered on an i n d i v i d u a l  basis if 
m i r i g a t i n g  or unusual circumstances exis t ,  Such requests 
shall be submitted i n  writing to the Parking and Traffic 
Administration and s h a l l  d e t a i l  the  rcason(s) such a request 
is being made. Requests based s o l e y  on alleged non-receipt of 
a copy of t h e  c i t a t i o n  w i l l  not  be honored. 

Unpaid charges f o r  parking offenses are recorded e i t h e r  
in the name of the person in whose name the  vehic le  is registered 
with some o f f i c i a l  state motor vehic le  registration deparcmenr 
or agency, or in the name o f  t h e  person who has registered 
the vehic le  w i t h  the  Parking and Traf f ic  Office. 

MOTE : I f  a student has the same family name and/or home 
address as the registered owner, then the unpaid 
charges w i l l  also be recorded i n  rhe student's 
name. Unpaid charges  f o r  o t h e r  o f f enses  (e. .g,  
moving v io la t ions )  are recorded in the name o f  t h e  
person d r i v i n g  said v e h i c l e  and in the name of t h e  
person who has registered it with the University 
Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  a n d / o r  t he  regis tered 
owner. 

When C o u r ~  Appearance (CA) c i t a r i o a s  are issued, the 
University citations will b e  cancelled. Fai lure  to discharge 
CA citations may r e su l t  i n  t h e  issuance of a warrant f o r  the 
ar res t  of such person. 

Persons w i t h  unpaid charges recorded i n  t h e i r  names 
s h a l l  b e  i n e l i g i b l e  to receive a parking p e r m i t  w h t l e  such 
charges remain  unpaid. To o b t a i n  a permit, 3 person shall 
either pay these charges or  request a U n i v e r s i t y  Hear ing .  

D, IMPOUNDNENT OF VEHICLES, BARRING OF READMXSSIONANB WITHHOLDING 
OF GRADES, DIPLOMAS, TRANSCRIPTS AND REFUNDS: When u n p a i d  
charges are recorded, t h e  Parking and Traf f ic  Administration 
Office shall send a letter to rhe  last known address of the 
person in whose name the cha rges  are recorded. 

Such l e t te r  shall state  t h a t  unless (1) payment of a l l  
accumulated charges is made within twelve ca1end.r days after 
the  date of such letter o r  ( 2 )  a written request is niade 
within twelve calendar days t o  appear before a University 
hea r ing  concerning impoundment of the vehic le  in case of 
faculty ,  s t a f f ,  s t u d e n t  or v i s i t o r ,  o r  f o r  b a r r i n g  of readmission 
and lo r  w i t h h o l d i n g  of grades, diplomas, transcripts and 
refunds in case of students i n  accordance with t h e  Regent's 
R u l e s  and Regulations, Part One, Chapter VI, Section 9, t h e  
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appropriate enforcement a c t i o n  w i l l  take place w i t h o u t  
further notice. 

T h i s  hearing is no t  an a p p e a l  of Parking and T r a f f i c  
c i t a t i o n s  but is a l i m i t e d  hearing t o  al low the i n d i v i d u a l  an 
opportunity to show t h a t  t he  v e h i c l e  in q u e s t i o n  was nsc 
owned, registered or used by the individual o r  to show thar 
t h e  ind iv idua l  receiving n o t i c e  uf impending s a n c t i o n s  does 
not have unpaid Park ing  and T r a f f i c  charges .  . 

A t  such hearing,  which will b e  h e l d  after a reasonable 
p e r i o d  of t ime,  t h e  pe rson  requesring t h e  hearing will assume 
the  burden of showing why t h e  appropriate enforcement a c t i o n  
should no t  take place. 

If timely payment i s  n o t  received and e i t h e r  t h e  registered 
owner or the  person who has r eg i s re red  t h e  vehicle witn the 
Universiry has  failed to appear at the requested University 
impoundment hearing, the  veh ic le  may be impounded pending 
payment of all outstanding charges, including towing and 
s to rage  charges, without f u r t h e r  notice. 

If t i m e l y  payment is not  r e c e i v e d  from a student and the  
student  has failed to appear at the requested hear ing ,  the  
student may be  barred from readmission and hislher grades, 
diploma, t r a n s c r i p t s  and refunds may be withheld, w i t h o u t  
f u r t h e r  notice. Additionally, t h e  student's vehicle may be 
sub j ec t to impoundment. 

E. APPEALS FROM UNIVERSITY CITATLON(S): Any person  who has 
received a Univers i ty  citation may file a request to have the 
c i t a t i o n  reviewed. This  appeal must be filed with t h e  
Parking and Traffic Office no l a t e r  than f i v e  working days 
af tex  the c i t a t i o n  w a s  i s s u e d .  I f  an appeal is not  f i l e d  
w i t h i n  this time t h e  citation is deemed v a l i d .  

Appeals s h a l l  be prepared in writing on the "Ci ta t ion  
A p p e a l "  form provided by the  Parking and Traf f ic  OfL'ice. 
Appeals may be based solely on the  written statement o r  the 
appea l i ng  p a r t y  may also request a personal appearance. 
Failure to request a personal appearance o r  £ a l l u r e  t o  appear 
at the  hear ing  (as requested) w i l l  result in the d e c i s i o n  
be ing  rendered on t h e  basis  of t h e  written statement (including 
any s u p p o r t i n g  material submitted) and the information as 
shown on the citation(s). 

Each " C i t a t i o n  A p p e a l "  £ o m  w i l l  be reviewed by t h e  
Parking and T r a f f i c  Administrator f o r  a d e c i s i o n  and the  
a p p e a l i n g  party w i l l  be n u t i f i e d ,  in writing, of t h e  dec is ion .  
The Administrator may urder the payment of the charge(s1 in 
whole or i n  p a r t ,  or the cancellation of the charge(s). If 
the  appeal is denied and the appealing p a r t y  f a i l s  tz pay the 
chargc(s) o r  t o  request  a review of the appeal (see  paragraph 
F below) w i t h i n  twelve calendar days aCter date  of notification, 
a $ 2  late charge will b e  assessed on t h e  ciration(s). 

F. REVIEW OF APPEAL FROM UNIVERSITY CITATION(S): Any person who 
has appealed a University citation(s) and who is no t  s a t i s f i e d  
w i t h  the d e c i s i v t i  by t h e  P a r k i n g  and Traf f ic  A d m i n i s t r a t o r ,

requesr shall be submitted in w r i t i ~ l g  to t h e  Parki:ig and 
Traffic O f f i c e  w i t h i n  twelve calendar days from t h e  d a t e  of 
the o r i g i n a l  d e c i s i o n ,  

This written r eques t  s h a l l  s e t  f o r t h  rhe grounds on  
which the appealing party believes the d e c i s i o n  was improper 
or inequitable. Such written request shall b e  submitted in 
an o rLg lna l  plus s i x  l e g i b l e  c o p i e s  ( reproduced  c o p i e s  are 
acceptable) and inc lude  the following: 

1. citation number(s1 
2. License number of vehicle(s) 
3 .  date of notification of o r i g i n a l  decision 
4 .  date review requested 
5. signature,  and 
6.  printed o r  t yped  name and a d d r e s s  of  p e r s u n  

requesting the review. 

When a review request is fiied, the appeai ing p a r t y  w i l l  
be required LO post a bond with t h e  Parking and Traffic 
Office in t h e  amount of the original charge(s) i n  dispute, 

Each review will be considered by a University A p p e a l s  
Panel consisting of faculcy, s t a f f  and s tudent  members. The 
Panel may uphold the dec i s ion  of the P a r k i n g  and Traf Eic 
A d m i n i s t r a t o r ,  or they may reverse t h e  d e c i s i o n  in whole o r  
in part ,  as deemed appropriate .  

&en t h e  Parking and Traffic Office is advised, in 
writing, of t h e  d e c i s i o n  rendered by t h e  Un ive r s i t y  A p p e a l s  
Panel, t h e  bond will b e  released and t h e  proceeds will then 
either be refunded ro the appea l ing  party or used to pay t h e  
charge(s) then due.  

The d e c i s i o n  of the University Appeals Pane l  shall be 
final . 

G. SUSPENSION OF PRIVILEGE TO D R I V E  AND PARK ON CAMPUS: The 
loss of the privilege of d r i v i n g  or parking a ,do tor  v e h i c l e  
on campus shall commence twe lve  d a y s  afrer  the  Parking and 
Traffic O f f i c e  m a i l s  a le t ter  to the person ,  a t  the address 
of such person a s  shown in the  records  of that: office, stating 
that such pe r sons '  p r i v i l e g e  of d r i v i n g  o r  park ing  a motor 
vehicle on campus has been suspended. Such l e r t e r  shall 
state the dare on which t h e  suspension commences and the d a t e  
an which the suspension ends and will g i v e  n o t i f i c a t i o n  of 
p o s s i b l e  impoundment f o r  parking offenses committed during 
the period of suspension and additionally, shall stare the 
reason f o r  such suspension. 

Any person who ( a )  forges or alters a permit; (b) uses a 
f o r g e d  or altered permit; ( c )  t r a n s f e r s  a permit, af f ixes  a 
p e n t i t  to a vehicle other than f o r  which i t  was issued,  or 
f a i l s  to d e s t r o y  a p e r m i t  when required t o  do so by these 
regulations with t h e  i n t e n t i o n  of providing any person  w i t h  
parking pr iv i l eges  he/she  is not  enticled to under these 
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r e g u l a t i o n s ;  or ( d )  provides false i n fo rma t ion  t o  o b t a i n  a 
pakine permit w i t h  knowledge thereof; ( e )  parks or drives a 
vehicle to which there has been a f f i x e d  a p e r m i t  which t h e  
r eg i s t e red  owner, or regular driver,  d i d  n o t  pu t chase ,  shall 
lose t h e  p r i v i l e g e  of driving o r  parking on the University 
campus f o r  s i x  months. While a person's privilege of d r i v i n g  
o r  parking a vehicle on campus is suspended, it is unalwful 
(1) f o r  t h a t  person t o  drive or park any motor v e h i c l e  on t he  
campus and ( 2 )  f o r  any person t o  drive o r  park a veh ic l e  
registered in t h e  name of  such person on the  campus. 

If a person whose privilege of dr iving o r  p a r k i n g  on 
campus has been suspended receives a Unive r s i t y  c i t a t i o n  by 
reason of having a v e h i c l e  on campus during the  per iod  o f  
h i s /her  su spens ion ,  t h e  period of suspens ion  shall be extended 
so tha t  i t  e x p i r e s  twelve months from t h e  date  the person 
received such additional citation. In addition, t h e  violation 
of  the suspension sha l l  be reported to  t h e  Dean of Students 
if the  person is a student,  or t u  the appropriate Dean, 
Director  or Administrative O f f i c i a l  Eor p o s s i b l e  disciplinary 
a c t i o n  if the person is a f a c u l c y  or s t a f f  member. 

A person r e c e i v i n g  n o ~ i c e  that h i s  p r iv i l ege  of driving 
o r  parking a veh ic l e  on campus h a s  been suspended may appeal 
the suspension within twelve calendar days on t h e  grounds 
t h a t  the impos i t ion  of such suspension is improper or w i l l  
create serious and subs tan t ia l  h a r d s h i p .  Such appeal  sha l l  
be governed by the p r o v i s i o n s  of Part D above. No appeal 
s h a l l  be considered if t h e r e  are any unpaid citations outstanding 
at the time such appeal is filed, unless special arrangements 
are made with the Parking and Traffic O f f i c e .  

H. DESTRUCTION OF P E W I T  WHEN SUSPENDED: Every person r ece iv ing  
no t ice  that his/her privilege of dr iv ing  or parking on t h e  
campus has been suspended shall remove the parking permit(s) 
from every veh ic l e  regis tered i n  hislher name and return the 
remnants thereof t o  t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  w i t h i n  
twelve days a f t e r  date  of such n o t i c e .  F a i 1 u r e . r ~  do so 
s h a l l  be reported t o  the Dean of Students if the person is a 
student ,  o r  to the appropriate Dean, Director or Administrative 
Off i c i a l ,  i f  the  person is a faculty o r  staff ~ z m b e r ,  

I. ELIGIBILITY TO OBTAIN NEW PERMIT DURING PERIOD OF SUSPENSION: 
A person whose privi lege  of  d r i v i n g  and parking on t h e  campus 
is suspended and not re ins ta ted ,  s h a l l  be i n e l i g i b l e  to 
receive a p a r k i n g  p e r m i t  of any type dur ing  t h e  pe r iod  of 
suspension. 

J. TWO VEHICLES ON CAMPUS: When an applicant who has regis tered 
two v e h i c l e s  is found t o  have both v e h i c l e s  parked on campus 
a t  the same t i m e  i n  violation of the Alternate Vehicle P o l i c y  
( S e c t i o n  VI, infra), t h e  following shall a p p l y :  

1 ,  F i r s t  offense - The Park ing  and Traffic Office shall 
n o t i f y  the p e r m i t  ho lder  that t h e y  have v i o l a t e d  these 
regulations and that any f u r t h e r  v i o l a t i o n  will r e su l t  
in the loss of the permit f o r  t h e  alrernate vehic le .  
Additionally any citation(s) which may have been issued 
are due and payable.  
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Second offense - The Parking and Traff ic  O f f i c e  s h a l l  
notify t h e  p e r m i t  h o l d e r  t h a t  they have aga in  v i o l a t e d  
these r egu la r ions .  Such written n o t i c e  w i l l  inform t h e  
p e r m i t  holder that they must surrender t h e  permit from 
their alternate vehicle in addition to making payment 
f o r  any citation(s) which may have been issued f o r  t h i s  
offense. Additionally t h e  permi t  holder  shall n o t  be 
able to r e g i s t e r  an alternate vehicle f o r  the remainder 
of rhe current permit year. 

K. IMPOUNDMENT: The term "impoundment" includes removal o r  
immobilization of the vehicle in ques t ion .  

In addition t o  any charge that may be levied by t h e  
University f o r  an offense r e s u l t i n g  in removal or immobilization, 
the owner'of an impounded vehicle must also pay a commercial 
wrecker service fee and storage charges after the first 24 
hours. When an IMPOUND VIOLATION occurs and the owner o r  
driver of the vehic le  appears on the scene b e f o r e  the arr iva l  
of the wrecker, the v e h i c l e  will n o t  be impounded. If the  
owner or dr iver  appears on the scene afrer the a r r iva l  of the 
wrecker and the wrecker d r i v e r  has made a hook-up, t h e  following 
w i l l  a p p l y :  

1. The vehicle will not be impounded; 
2. and the owner o r  d r iver  w i l l  b e  expected to pay the 

wrecker a f ee ,  i n  l i e u  of towing.

I. QUICK REFERENCE TO PARKING 
AND TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 

PERMITS REQUIRED FOR ACCESS AND PARKING. Only v e h i c l e s  
conspicuously displaying proper university registration 
permits (as specified in Section VI, infra) may park on 
t h e  main campus Monday through Thursday, 7 : 0 0  a.m. to 
10:30 p . m .  and Friday from 7:00 a . m .  to 5:00 p.m. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF PERMITS. Annual registration permits 
are valid f o r  twelve months, beginning September 1. 

REGISTRATION PERMITS. Permits must be affixed to t h e  
outside of t h e  vehicles as described in S e c t i o n  VI of 
these regulat ions.  Annual r e g i s t r a t i o n  permits which 
are taped or affixed by unauthorized materials or dis- 
played on a vehic le  other than t h e  vehic le  to which issued 
w i l l  subject the holder  to a University Police c i t a t i o n -  
Temporary permi ts  must be displayed in a manner which 
can be seen readily from the outside of vehicle. 

VISITORS' REGISTRATION PERMITS. Visitors are welcome 
to the campus, and s p e c i a l  park ing  areas are set aside 
fo r  them. When prac t ica l ,  visitor parking permi t s  should 
be obtained from the University Police Department f o r  
use between the hours of 7:00 a .m.  to 10:30 p.m. Monday 
through Friday.  V i s i t o r  parking permits identify v i s i t o r s  
and prevent  the possibility of a c i t a t i o n  being  i s s u e d .  
Certain areas of the campus have been reserved for visitor 
parking, and such areas are appropriately identified. 
Students and employees are n o t  authorized t o  park i n  
v i s i t o r  parking areas. Visitors who do n o t  have v i s i t o r  
parking permits displayed on t h e i r  vehicles may be issued 
parking citations if they are parked in areas n o t  desig- 
nated for visitors. 

SPEED LIMITS. The speed l i m i t  is 20  miles per hour on 
streets and roadways, unless otherwise designated, and 
10 miles per hour in parking lots. Notwithstanding t h e  
posted or designated speed limit, any speed in excess 
of t h a t  which is safe for prevailing conditions i s  pro- 
h i b i t e d .  

POSTED SIGNS. All posted signs take precedence over 
painted curbs and pavement markings.  

PROPER PARKING. Parallel parking is p r o h i b i t e d  on a 
street or l o t  where angle  parking is required. 

BICYCLES. Bicycles  must be operated in accordance w i t h  
the ord inances  of t h e  C i t y  of Tyler and according to 
specific provisions of these regulations shown in Section 
IV. Wherever a usable path or part of a street is s e t  
aside f o r  e x c l u s i v e  use of bicycles,  t h e  r iders  s h a l l  
use such path  and not use t h e  s t ree t .  

PEDESTRIANS. Pedestrians have the r ight-of-way at a l l  
times.

F a i l u r e  to pay 
charges on G n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  c i t a t i o n s  as shown an the 
bottom of the individual's c i t a t i o n  may subject t h e  in- 
div idual  to vehicle impoundment or termination of campus 
park ing  privi leges .

I I. INTRODUCT I O N  

Ehe U n i v e r ~ i t y  05 Texas at Tyler Police Department is organized 
znd des igned p r i m a r i l y  to serve t h e  u l ~ i v e r s i t y  community, It: 
f u n c t i o n s  w i t h i n  the  university in a manner similar to that 
3f a municipal pol ice  department. It performs all law enforce- 
nent services common to l o c a l  government agencies plus those 
f u n c t i o n s  which are assigned by The University of Texas S y s t e m  
Board of Regents. The primary objectives of the University 
Police Department are: t h e  protect ion of l i f e  and property, 
crime preven t ion  and detect ion,  the  p re se rva t ion  of peace and 
x d e r ,  the safeguarding of ind iv idual  r i g h t s  and due process, 
and service to t h e  university community. 

Pursuant to the provisions of S e c t i o n  4 6 . 0 4  of the Texas Penal 
Xde, a l l  persons except those specifically excluded by l a w  
s h a l l  be prohibi ted  from possessing firearms on the campus 
af The Universi ty  of Texas at Tyler.   his includes  r i f l e s  
2r shotguns d i s p l a y e d  on racks w i t h i n  pickups or other vehicles. 
An offense under t h i s  sec t ion  is a ( C l a s s  A )  misdemeanor punish- 
able by ( I )  a f i n e  not to e x c e e d  $2,000,  ( 2 )  confinement in 
j a i l  for  a term not to exceed one year, or ( 3 )  both fine and' 
imprisonment. 

A l l  accidents, t h e f t s ,  and o t h e r  offenses which occur on the 
:ampus should be reported to t h e  G n i v e r s i t y  Pol ice  Department 
immediately, Acciden t  repor ts  should be made p r i o r  to moving 
vehicles. One-vehicle a c c i d e n t s  must a l s o  be reported. When 
3lanning f u n c t i o n s  and a c t i v i t i e s  w h i c h  may require spec ia l  
t r a f f i c  or parking control  arrangements, the University Police 
Department should be n o t i f i e d  at l e a s t  three days in advance. 
The university is not responsible f o r  f i re ,  t h e f t ,  damage to, 
3r loss of vehicles parked or operated on t h e  u n i v e r s i t y  cam- 
pus.  No bailrnent  is created by t h e  g r a n t i n g  of parking or 
o p e r a t i n g  privi leges  regard ing  a vehicle on property owned, 
leased or otherwise con t ro l l ed  by t h e  university.

Under t he  provisions of S e c t i o n  51.201 et seq 5 4 . 0 0 5 ,  5 4 . 5 0 3 ,  
and 6 7 . 2 1  et seq  of Title 3 of t h e  Texas Education Code, the 
Board of Regents of T h e  University of Texas Sys t em h a s  promul- 
gated t h e  f ollowinq r e g u l a t i o n s  p e r t a i n i n g  to t h e  o p e r a t i o n  and 
parkinq of v e h i c l e s  on the grounds ,  s t reets ,  d r i v e s ,  a l l e y s ,  
and a i l  o t h e r  i n s t i t u t i o n a l  p r o p e r t y  of The U n i v e r s i t y  of T e x a s  
at Tyler. Authority is g i v e n  to prov ide  f o r  the i ssuance  of 
v e h i c l e  registration f o r  jurisdiction over  v i o l a t i o n s .  The 
con t ro l  of v e h i c l e s  on campus is a necessary p a r t  of the effi- 
c i e n t  opera t ion  of t h e  u n i v e r s i t y .  These  regulations a r e  in- 
tended t~ i n s u r e  the s a f e t y  and welfare of a l l  persons who u s e  
the campus a n d  to provide f o r  optimum use  of parking f a c i l i t i e s .  
P a r k i n g  and t r a f f i c  regulations are applicable to any person 
who operates or parks a motor vehic le  or b i c y c l e  on T h e  U n i v e r -  
sity of Texas at Tyler campus. These r e g u l a t i o n s  are supplemen- 
t a l  to a l l  laws and ord inances  of the S t a t e  of Texas and the 
C i t y  of Tyler which govern the use of veh ic les .  

As used herein, the terms "campus," "grounds" and "university 
property" refer to a11 areas under t h e  cont ro l  and jurisdiction 
of The University of Texas at Tyle r .  T h e  term "vehicle" or 
"motor vehiclet1 includes automobiles, trucks, m u b i l e  c a m p e r s ,  
motorcycles, motorbikes, motorscooters and a n y  other v e h i c l e  
which is self  -prope l led .  

The U n i v e r s i t y  Police Depar tment  is located in the P h y s i c a l  
Plant B u i l d i n g  at P a t r i o t  Avenue and Campus Drive.  O f f i c e r s  
are on duty 24 h o u r s  per day, seven days a week. The Univer- 
sity Pol ice  O f f i c e  can be contacted by c a l l i n g  t e l e p h o n e  
566-1271.  Regular of f i ce  hours  are 8 : 0 0  a.m. to 5:00  p . m .  
Monday through Friday. 

111. D E F I N I T I O N S  

bNIVERSITY CAMPUS. All proper ty  owned or controlled by   he 
U n i v e r s i t y  of Texas at Tyler. 

P A R K I N G  AREA. Any area w h i c h  has been designated and marked 
for park ing  w h e t h e r  on streets or in lots. 

NO P A R K I N G  ZONE. In addition to zones marked by posted s i g n s ,  
curbs marked "No P a r k i n g "  and yellow-painted zones  on pavements 
d e n o t e  no parking at any time. 

TOW-AtiAY-ZONE. An area designated by an o f f i c i a l l y  pas ted  
s i g n  constitutes p u b l i c  no t i c e  that a vehicle parked in viola- 
tion w i l l  be removed. 

LOADING ZONE. A zone marked by posted s i g n s  and yellow-painted 
curbs or z o n e s  reserved f o r  loading/unloading o n l y ,  ( see  sect ions  
v & VI) 
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IOTOR-ASSISTED BICYCLE. A motor-assisted bicycle is a bicycle 
rhich may be propelled by human power or by a motor; s a i d  motor 
,f a capacity of less than 6 0  cc piston displacement and capable 
~f a m a x i m u m  speed of n o t  more than 20 mph on a surface  with 
l o t  more than 1% grade in any d i r e c t i o n  when the motor is 
mgaged. 

IV. GENERAL 

L. It shall be u n l a w f u l  for any person to loiter or to trespass 
on The University of Texas at Tyler  campus or to damage or 
deface buildings, s t a t u e s ,  memorials, trees, shrubs, grass 
or flowers on the  grounds. 

3 These regulations cite areas where p a r k i n g  is authorized 
rather than where  park ing  is prohibi ted .  

. Pedestr ians  have the right-of-way at all times. The speed 
limit is 20 m i l e s  per hour on s t ree ts  and roadways, unless 
otherwise designated, and 10 miles per hour in parking l o t s .  
Notwithstanding t h e  posted or designated speed limit, any 
speed in excess of that which is safe for  prevailing con- 
ditions is proh ib i t ed .  

I. The provisions of t h e s e  regulations, t h e  Texas motor laws, 
and the C i t y  of T y l e r  ordinances must be complied w i t h  on 
all parts of t he  campus at all times unless otherwise spec- 
ified. 

In t h e  event  of conflict between traffic s i g n s  or markings 5 .  

and printed r egu la t ions ,  the signs or markings  s h a l l  take  
precedence. 

?. On special  occasions and during emergency periods, the chief 
of University Pol ice  m a y  p r o h i b i t ,  limit or relax t r a f f i c  
and parking regulations on any part of t h e  campus. In ad- 
d i t i o n ,  t h e  University Police has authority to direc t  and 
control the f l o w  of traffic on the campus at all times in 
accordance with existing c o n d i t i o n s .  

i No vehicle may be operated or parked on the campus u n l e s s  
it bears  a properly displayed c u r r e n t  registration permit  
except  vehicles operated by individuals w i t h  appropr ia te  
visitor status. 

. No vehicle shall be parked on the campus e x c e p t  where posted 
s i g n s  i n d i c a t e  tha t  parking is permissible. 

- Except f o r  maintenance or emergency vehicles, p a r k i n g  or 
d r i v i n g  is prohibited on t h e  lawn, grour-ds or areas of con- 
s t r u c t i o n .  

. No vehicle s h a l l  be parked in any campus area except in 
the area which the registration permi t  authorizes. 

:. Loading zones and service dr ives  s h a l l  be used only by 
main tenance  vebi .c les ,  emergency vehicles or by service 
t r u c k s ,  pickups,.and t r a i l e r s  during t h e  t i m e  of ac tua l  
loading or unloading. 
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L. No vehicles s h a l l  be parked in a manner which o b s t r u c t s  
vehiculak or pedestr ian  t r a f f i c ,  or the ingress  or egress 
to b u i l d i n g s .  

M. E v e r y  vehicle is required to s top  completely at each s t o p  
s i g n ,  pause b r i e f l y ,  and then proceed w i t h  caution. 

N .  The Dnive r s i ty  of Texas at Tyler reserves the r i g h t  to 
impound or remove a l l  vehic les  parked in v i o l a t i o n  of 
these regulations and vehicles abandoned f o r  a per iod  
of 4 8  h o u r s  or more, The owners of the vehicles s h a l l  
be responsible  f o r  payment of enforcement fees  for  t h e  
v io la t ion  ( s ) ,  any service  fee assessed (See Sec t ion  VII, 
A - 8 ) ,  and all costs i ncu r red  in the removal and s torage  
of the vehic les .  N e i t h e r  the university nor i t s  autkor- 
i z e d  personne l  s h a l l  be l i a b l e  f o r  any loss  or damage 
r e s u l t i n g  from removal or s torage .  When an impounding 
v i o l a t i o n  occurs and t h e  owner or driver of the vehicle 
is n o t  present ,  a commissioned of f i ce r  w i l l  supervise 
t h e  impoundment, inspect  any exter ior  or i n t e r i o r  d u a g e  
and list articles l e f t  in t h e  car. Abandoned motor 
vehicles and bicycles m a y  be disposed of as prescribed 
by l a w .  

O. Bicycles must be ridden in accordance w i t h  s t a t e  and l o c a l  
l a w s  which can be obtained from the University Police De- 
par tment .  The f o l l o w i n g  regulations are in effect on t he  
campus. 

1. Bicycles  may n o t  be ridden or pushed on pedestrian 
walkways and/or  sidewalks. 

2 .  Operators of bicycles on the university campus shall 
comply w i t h  all o t h e r  general t r a f f i c  r e g u l a t i o n s .  

3 .  The operator of a bicycle must give right-or-way to 
pedestr ians  at all times. 

4 .  Bicycles may be parked on ly  in bicycle racks placed 
on the campus or in areas des ignated  f o r  bicycle 
parking. 

5. B i c y c l e s  may only be secured to b icyc le  racks or other 
designated l o c k i n g  f a c i l i t i e s .  

6 .  B i c y c l e s  are prohib i ted  i n s i d e  b u i l d i n g s .  

7.  B i c y c l e s  may n o t  be parked or l e f t  unattended on any 
sidewalk, s treet ,  driveway,  loading zone, fire lane ,  
b u i l d i n g  porch or patio or p e d e s t r i a n  walkway. 

8 .  V i o l a t i o n s  of r e g u l a t i o n s  6 and 7 w i l l  r e s u l t  in bicy-  
cle removal to the Unive r s i ty  Police Department where 
the owner may reclaim it after showing proper i d e n t i f i -  
c a t i o n  and upon payment of the appropr ia t e  enforcement  
fees. 



9 .  All viola i o n s  of campus b i c y c l e  r e g u l a t i o n s  are consid- 
ered traf $ ic or parking v i o l a t i o n s ,  and enforcement fees 
will be assessed accordingly. 

I .  The university reserves the right to modify or change the  
parking and traffic regulations without  prior no t i ce .  

V. PARKING REGULATIONS 

:ontrolled parking areas include all parking l o t s  on campus. 
l igns  have been p laced  to designate these parking areas. Parking 
;paces for t h e  handicapped are reserved at a l l  times while other  
lesignated spaces are open for general parking a f t e r  5:00 p . m .  

i, MAIN CAMPUS PARKING AREAS 
1. Parking A r e a s  2 ,  3, 4, 6 ,  8 and 9 are open to general 

parking. Students and visitors may park in any space 
not reserved f o r  the handicapped, motorcycles, service 
vehicles, or faculty and staff. 

2. Parking Area 5 is reserved for executive officers and 
v i s i t o r s .  This area is n o t  open for general  parking. 

3 .  Passengers s h a l l  load and unload in the park ing  areas. 
Parking is p r o h i b i t e d  on a11 streets and roadways. 

3. MOTORCYCLES/BICYCLES. Motorcycles and bicycles shall be 
parked in the areas specifically prcvided f o r  them. 

. PARKING SPACE. Parked vehicles will be positioned so that 
t h e  entire vehicle is located within the boundaries of t h e  
parking space. The fact that other v e h i c l e s  are parked im- 
proper ly  s h a l l  n o t  constitute an excuse f o r  p a r k i n g  w i t h  any 
part of t h e  vehic le  over  the line. No v e h i c l e  shall be 
parked in double or o the r  forms of multiple park ing .  

1. SERVICE ROADS.  Service roads are to be used by authorized 
vehicles only .  Unauthorized personnel wishing to u s e  service 
roads must contac t  the University Police f o r  approval. 

. VISITOR PARKING. 

I. Visitors are w e l c o m e  to t h e  campus, and specia l  parking 
areas are reserved f o r  them. When pract ical ,  visitor 
permits should  be obtained from the University Police 
Department for use between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 
1 0 : 3 0  p . m . ,  Monday t h rough  Friday-  V i s i t o r  p a rk ing  
permits identify visitors and prevent  t h e  possibility 
of a citation beinq issued. 

2, Areas reserved for v i e i t o r  parking are appropr ia t e ly  
identified and are not to be used by students and 
employees. 

3. V i s i t o r s  who do n o t  have visitor pe rmi t s  d i s p l a y e d  on 
- their vehicles may be issued pa rk ing  c i t a t i o n s  unless 

they  are parked in areas  designated f o r  v i s i t o r s .  



VI . REGISTRATION PERMITS 

All f u l l - t i m e  and part-time f a c u l t y ,  staff and s t u d e n t s ,  who 
operate or expect to operate a motor veh ic le  on university 
prope r ty ,  regularly or occasionaLly, are required to register 
the vehicle w i t h  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  Police Department ana o b t a i n  
a registxation permit ass igning  a designated parking area. 

A .  Driver's l icense number and c u r r e n t  motor veh ic le  l icense  
number must be presented  at the t i m e  of registration. 

B. T h e  u n i v e r s i t y  reserves the  r i g h t  to require proof of owner- 
ship of the vehicle(s1 being registered. 

C. Registration permi ts  m u s t  be obta ined  on or before  the date 
a v e h i c l e  is to be operated or parked on campus. 

D. Registration permits are v a l i d  from date of issuance u n t i l  
the end of t h e  f i s c a l  year  (August 31). 

E. S t u d e n t s  may o b t a i n  vehic le  r e g i s t r a t i o n  permits d u r i n g  t h e  
regular process  of academic registration. A l l  other times, 
vehicles may be registered at the University Pol ice  Depart- 
ment.  O r d i n a r i l y ,  a s t u d e n t  may regis ter  a vehicle only if 
it is owned by the s t u d e n t ,  h i s / h e r  spouse o r  his/her parents .  
Vehicles owned by o t h e r  persons  may be registered, subject 
to approval by the chief of University Police.  

F. A11 disabled veterans whose vehicles display t h e  spec ia l ly  
designed l i c e n s e  p l a t e s  i s s u e d  by t h e  S t a t e  Department of 
~ i g h w a y s  and P u b l i c  Transports tion w i t h  t h e  words "disabled  
vet"  p r i n t e d  t he r eon  in accordance w i t h  the prov i s ions  of 
Texas Revised C i v i l  Statutes Annotated A r t i c l e  66 75a-53 and 
a l l  s p e c i a l l y  des igned symbols, tabs or other  d e v i c e s  issued 
by the State Department of Highways and Pub1 ic Transportat  i o n  
w i t h  t h e  word "disabled" printed  thereon are exempt from 
parking fees and t i m e  l i m i t s .  

G .  If it becomes necessary to operate a non-registered vehic le  
t e m p o r a r i l y  fo r  emergency or other  reasons, a temporary 
permit  must be obtained from the University Pol ice  Department 
and a££ ixed to the vehicle in t h e  proper manner. A temporary 
permit  may be issued f o r  a period not to exceed 14 calendar  
days. 

H. Current r e g i s t r a t i o n  permits must be proper ly  disp layed  on 
motor vehicles an t h e  f i r s t  class day of each semester. 

1. P e r m i t s  are invalid u n l e s s  thay are permanently affixed ( n o t  
taped) to the o u t s i d e ,  lower left corner (driver's s ide )  of 
t h e  rear window. on conver t ib l e s ,  station wagons, or o the r  
v e h i c l e s  which have a concealed rear w i n d o w ,  the p e r m i t  must 
be permanently affixed to the o u t s i d e ,  lower l e f t  corner 
(driverf s s i d e )  of the front w i n d s h i e l d .  Permits must be 
a f f i x e d  in a manner which allows clear v i s i b i l i t y .  P e r m i t s  
affixed in obscured loca t ions  or which are n o t  r e a d i l y  v i s i b l e  
are i n v a l i d .

J. P e r m i t s  f o r  motorcycles, motorbikes, and motorscooters 
w i t h o u t  windshie lds  must be permanently a£ f i x e d  (no t  taped) 
to the vehicle's gas tank, fender or o t h e r  l o c a t i o n  which 
provides easy viewing of the  permit number,  a n d  which has 
University Police approval.  

K. P e r m i t s  are non- t r ans fe rab l e  and m u s t  be affixed to the 
vehic le  for which they are i s s u e d .  

L.. A replacement p e r m i t  must be obta ined  when the veh ic le  is 
sold or transferred, when the r e a r  w i n d o w  or windshie ld  is 
replaced, or when a p e r m i t  becomes de fec t i ve  or mutilated. 

V I I  ENFORCEMENT 

Un ive r s i ty  Police are a u t h o r i z e d  to i s s u e  two types  of c i t a t i o n s  
for v i o l a t i o n s  of t r a f f i c  and parking regu la t ions .  

A. UNIVERSITY CITATIONS. These  c i t a t i o n s  are issued by The 
University of Texas at Tyler Pol ice  Department subject to 
enforcement fees and to appeal to t h e  appropriate t r a f f i c  
and parking appeals court. 

1. I j n i v e r s i t y  P o l i c e  c i t a t i o n s  are issued f o r  three  classes 
of v i o l a t i o n s :  Group A v io l a t i ons ,  Group B v io l a t i ons  and 
Group C v i o l a t i o n s ,  Enforcement fees must be p a i d  w i t h i n  
10 days. Fees may be paid in person or mailed to t h e  
University Cashier's O f f i c e  IADM 120). 

2 ,  If an i n d i v i d u a l  desires to appeal a u n i v e r s i t y  Police 
citation, he or she  may request, in writing, a hea r ing  
before the txaf f ic and parking appeals  cour t .   his re- 
quest  must be made w i t h i n  f i v e  days after receipt of the  
c i t a t i o n .  Appeal forms may be obtained from the U n i v e r s i t y  
Pol i ce  Department. 

a. The t r a f f i c  and parking appeals  c o u r t  is composed 
of s i x  judges appointed by t h e  Dean of Student Services. 
Two of the judges are designated as chief  j u s t i c e s .  

b. T h i s  cou r t  has r e g u l a r l y  scheduled meetings. 

c, In order  to hold c o u r t ,  there must be one chief 
j u s t i c e  and t w o  judges present to render a decision. 

d. If t h e  t r a f f i c  and parking  appeals  c o u r t  rules in 
favor of the i n d i v i d u a l ,  no f u r t h e r  action is warranted. 

e. If the t r a f f i c  and parking appeals c o u r t  r u l e s  against  
the ind iv idua l ,  he/she must pay the enforcement fee 
w i t h i n  5 working days of t h e  court's decision. 

f . The decision of the appeal s c o u r t  is f i n a l  . 
3. Enforcement fees assessed f o r  v i o l a t i o n s  of these regula-  

tions c o n s t i t u t e s  an indebtedness  to The University of 
Texas at Tyler. 



a .  When unpaid chaxges are recorded, the Unive r s i ty  
Po l ice  shall send a letter to the  last known address 
of the person in whose name t h e  charges are recorded. 
Such l e t t e r  sha l l  state that unless (I) payment of 
all accumulated charges is made w i t h i n  ten calendar 
d a y s  a f t e r  the  date of such letter or ( 2 )  a written 
request is made w i t h i n  ten  calendar days to appear 
before a' University hearing concerning impoundment 
of the  vehicle in case of f a c u l t y ,  staff, student 
or v i s i t o r  or for barr ing  or readmission and/or 
wi thho ld ing  of grades, t r a n s c r i p t s ,  or degree in the 
case of students in accordance w i t h  the Regents'  
Rules and Regulations, Part One, Chapter VI, Section 
9, t he  appropriate enforcement action w i l l  take place 
w i t h o u t  f u r t h e r  not ice .  

At such hearing (which  w i l l  be he ld  a f t e r  a '  reasona- 
ble period of time) the person request ing t h e  hearing 
w i l l  assume the burden of showing why the appropr ia te  
enforcement ac t ion  should not take place, The hear ing  
is no t  an appeal from t h e  parking and traffic c i t a t i o n  
but is a l i m i t e d  hea r ing  t o  allow t h e  i n d i v i d u a l  an 
opportuni ty to show the v e h i c l e  in ques t ion  w a s  not 
owned, registered to use by the i nd iv idua l  at the time 
of the c i t a t i o n  or to show that t h e  i n d i v i d u a l  re- 
ceiving not ice  of impending s a n c t i o n s  does not have 
unpaid parking and t r a f f i c  charges. 

c. I£ timely payment is n o t  received and e i t h e r  the  
registered owner or the person who has registered the 
vehicle w i t h  the University h a s  f a i l e d  to appear at 
the requested impoundment hearing,  the vehicle may 
be impounded pending payment of a l l  outstanding charges, 
without f u r t h e r  notice. If t imely  payment is not re- 
ceived from the student and t h e  s t u d e n t  has  f a i l e d  to 
appear at the requested hea r ing ,  the student may be 
barred from readmission and h i s / h e r  t r ansc r ip t s  and 
grades may be withheld,  w i t h o u t  f u r t h e r  n o t i c e .  In 
a d d i t i o n ,  the s$udentV s vehicle  may be subject to im- 
poundment. 

4 .  When, in t h e  judgment of the chief of the Unive r s i t y  Pol ice  
Department, d i s c i p l  i n a r y  ac t ion  is warranted in a d d i t i o n  
to the  c i t a t i o n ,  t h e  Un ive r s i t y  P o l i c e  s h a l l  refer t h e  
student's case to the  Dean of Student Services, and pro- 
ceedings w i l l  be i n i t i a t e d  under t h e  provisions of t h e  
s t u d e n t  due process document. Employee accumulation of 
unpaid parking and t r a f f i c  t i c k e t s  is in v i o l a t i o n  of the 
terms of employment w i t h  the Univers i ty .  If warranted, 
t h e  University P o l i c e  shall refer  t h e  case to the appro- 
priate Eean or Vice President.  

5.  When, in the judgment of t h e  c h i e f  of the University  Police 
Department,  an excessive number of c i t a t i o n s  has been issued 
to a s t u d e n t ,  t h e  case may be referred to the Dean of Student 
Services fo r  d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n .  
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6. In the event of a Group B or Group C v io l a t i on ,  t h e  
University police may request the Pres ident  of the  uni- 
versity to take  immediate d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n .  (See 
Student Handbook, Student Due Process ,  Section 111, A . 3 . )  

7, In the  event  of a Group B violation, a vehicle may be 
impounded or towed away. A l l  enforcement fees, impound- 
ing and storage charges,  and a service fee of $5.00 must 
be p a i d  to t h e  Univers i ty  Pol ice  Department before the 
vehicle is released, 

8 .  In the event the privi lege to drive and park on campus 
has been suspended, such privi lege  may be r e i n s t a t e d  at 
the end  of the penalty period by payment to t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  
P o l  ice Department of a l l  unpaid enforcement fees plus a 
reinstatement fee of $5.00,  

B, COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS. These c i t a t i o n s  may be issued 
by University Police if deemed necessary. 

1. CA c i t a t i o n s  shall c o n s t i t u t e  a summons to appear in jus-  
tice or municipal  c o u r t  in the  same manner as t r a f f i c  ci- 
t a t i o n s  issued by the Texas Department of Public  Safety. 

2. P e n a l t i e s ,  as provided by l a w ,  may be imposed by the jus- 
tice or municipal c o u r t  f o r  v io l a t i ons  of t h e  t r a f f i c  and 
parking regulations of The Cniversity of Texas at Tyler. 

3 .  F a i l u r e  to discharge CA c i t a t i o n s  may r e s u l t  in issuance 
of a warrant  for the arrest of persons ci ted.  

4 .  Upon issuance of a CA c i t a t i o n ,  the Unive r s i t y  P o l i c e  
citation fo r  t h a t  offense or  series of offenses w i l l  be 
cancelled. 

5 .  In addition to a CA c i t a t i o n ,  the Univers i ty  Police may 
refer student v i o l a t i o n s  to the Dean of Student L i f e  
f o r  u n i v e r s i t y  d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n .  FacultyjStaff vio- 
l a t i o n s  may be referred to the Pres ident  of T h e  Univer- 
s i t y  of Texas at T y l e r .  

Without l i m i t a t i o n  upon t h e  authority of t h e  University Pol ice  to 
issue c i t a t i o n s  f o r  v io l a t i ons  of any of the prov i s ions  of these 
regulations or t h e  t r a f f i c  ordinances and laws of the C i t y  of 
Tyler  a n d  the S t a t e  of Texas, t h e  University Police w i l l  issue 
c i t a t i o n s  for the following specific v i o l a t i o n s .  

. GROUP C VIOLATIONS. V i o l a t i o n s  which threaten the sa fe ty  of 
lives or property and other  se r ious  o f f enses .  

1 .  Exceeding the speed l i m i t s  an univers i ty  streets, roadways 
or park ing  lots. 

2 .  D r i v i n g  in a reckless or negligent manner. 

3 .  F a i l u r e  to y i e l d  right-of-way to pedestr ians .  

4 .  Failure to sgop at a STOP s i g n .  



5.  Fai lure  to y i e l d  r ight -of  -way at a YIELD sign or intersec- 
tion. 

6. Fai lure  to obey t ra f f i c  l i g h t s .  

7. Removing, tampering w i t h ,  or defacing any barricade or 
t r a f f i c  device (pedestrian or t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n ) .  

8 .  Ref using to show driver's l i c e n s e  and/or proper iden t i f  i- 
ca t ion  at the request of the E n i v e r s i t y  p o l i ~ e  (pedestrian 
or traffic v io l a t i on )  . 

9. F a i l u r e  to stop and heed i n s t r u c t i o n s  given by the  
University police (pedestrian or t r a f f i c  v i o l a t i o n ) .  

10. In t e r f e r ing  w i t h  the University P o l i c e  in the performance 
of duty. 

11. Improper pass ing ,  

12, Making an improper U-turn. 

13. Backing into an in te rsec t ion .  

14, Operating a bicycle in an unsafe manner or involvement 
in any moving v i o l a t i o n .  

15. Driving without  a v a l i d  driver's license. 

16. Failure to repor t  immediately any accident  to the Univer- 
s i t y  Police. 

D. GROUP B VIOLATIONS. V i o l a t i o n s  which interfere w i t h  a b i l i t y  of 
the Gniversity Police to exercise proper c o n t r o l  over parking or 
t r a f f i c ,  interfere w i t h  the orderly flow of vehicular or pedes- 
t r i a n  t r a f f i c ,  or abuse parking r e g u l a t i o n s :

9. Parking  in a no parking zone or adjacent  to a yellow curb 
(impounding v i o l a t i o n ) ,  
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10. Parking in reserved spaces, handicapped spaces,  visitor 
spaces, motorcycle spaces or bicycle spaces w i t h o u t  p roper  
authorization ( impound ing  v i o l a t i o n s ) .  

11. Parking in a l o a d i n g  zone or service drive (impounding 
v io l a t i on )  . 

12. P a r k i n g  on streets or roadways. 

13. Opera t ing  a bicyc le  i n  v i o l a t i o n  of the regu la t ions  s e t  
fo r th  herein. 

14. Double parking (impounding v i o l a t i o n ) .  

2 .  GROUP A VIOLATIONS 

1. F a i l u r e  to d i s p l a y  p e r m i t  properly (obscure or improper 
l o c a t i o n )  . 

VI 11. LAKE REGULATIONS 

The ~ i k e  Harvey Lake has been located on t h e  campus of The Univer- 
sity of Texas at T y l e r  p r i m a r i l y  to enhance the aes the t i c  beauty 
of the campus and f o r  the use and enjoyment of students, f a c u l t y ,  
s t a f f  and v i s i t o r s .  In addition, the lake w i l l  serve as an outdoor 
laboratory f o r  research. 

A .  In order to preserve the natural beauty of the lake and to i n s u r e  
personal safety,  it is necessary to establish r egu l a t i ons  con- 
c e r n i n g  t h e  use of t h i s  area and to l i m i t  or r e s t r i c t  cer ta in  
activities. 

The following a c t i v i t i e s  a re  p roh ib i t ed :  

1. Swimming, wading or f l oa t i ng .  

2. Boating or u s i n g  any device f o r  r i d i n g  on or in the water. 

3 .  F i s h i n g  of any type.  

4. L i t t e r i n g  on the grounds su r round ing  the l a k e  or throwing 
objects  into the l ake .  

5 .  Unsafe conduct which endangers or t h r e a t e n s  i n d i v i d u a l  
s a f e t y  or the safety  of others, 

B. T h e  r e g u l a t i o n s  con ta ined  herein w i l l  be s t r i c t l y  enforced by 
t h e  Univers i ty  P o l  ice. V i o l a t i o n s  by s t u d e n t s ,  f a c u l t y  or staff  
will be d i s p o s e d  of in the  same manner as t r a f f i c  and parking 
violations. A l l  v i o l a t i o n s  in t h i s  section are considered 
Group C v i o l a t i o n s  and enforcement fees are assessed according- 
ly. {See Section VII) 

C,  Visitors who violate r e g u l a t i o n s  in t h i s  s e c t i o n  may be issued 
a court appearance c i t a t i c n  to be disposed of as prescribed by 
law (See S e c t i o n  VII, B) or they may be asked to leave the 
university campus. Those who f a i l  to leave when requested or

return af te r  being asked to leave may be c i t ed  or arrested 
for t re spass ing .  

Under special circumstances, c e r t a i n  persons or groups of 
persons m a y  be a u t h o r i z e d  to use the l a k e  f o r  appropr ia te  
reasons.  P r i o r  approval must be obtained from the chief of 
the University Police Department. During these  specific 
times, one or a l l  R e g u l a t i o n s  1, 2 and 3 may be relaxed. 
Regula t ions  4 and 5 w i l l  be enforced  at a l l  times.
