Salary ranges are supported by compensation data for the area concerned. These 
adjustments have been initiated by the various component institutions, appropri- 
ately reviewed, and have received the approval of the System Personnel Director 
and the Vice President for Operations. 

1978-7 9 HOLIDAY SCHEDULE AND VACATION ALLOWANCE 

The Appropriation Bill provides for thirteen specified holidays. During fiscal 
year 1978-79, two of these specified holidays fall on Saturday and are not to be 
observed. In addition, the Appropriation Bill provides for one additional work- 
ing day at Christmas to be observed as a holiday by employees of State agencies 
during fiscal year 1978-79. The resulting number of holidays to be observed by 
State employees for fiscal year 1978-79 is therefore twelve. 

The Appropriation Bill further provides that State institutions of higher educa- 
tion may rearrange holidays and reallocate any portion thereof to vacation 
3llowance. Accordingly, in conformity with past practice and your approval of 
the holiday schedule submitted below, one and one-half days of the State holidays 
provided will not be observed by the University but will be reallocated to vaca- 
tion allowance in lieu thereof. 

rhe results of the foregoing action will provide in 1978-79 ten and one-half 
'iolidays and a total of twelve working days annual vacation leave for University 
employees with less than two years service. Vacation accrual will therefore 
continue to be one day per month of employment for this category of employees 
~hich constitutes a large portion of the work force. This is consistent with 
the practice observed for a number of years. Each of the other categories of 
service will be increased accordingly by one and one-half days. See following 
schedule.

The total 
amount of the contract shall not exceed $79,011 for the effective period of 
May 1, 1978 through April 30, 1979,

Penal ty  Procedings - $605 

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending approval  of 
t h e  small  g ran t  of $605.00 t o  t h e  UT-Austin Law School f o r  t h e  
per iod  May 1 - J u l y  31, 1978, t o  h e l p  de f r ay  t r a v e l  and l i v i n g  c o s t s  
of Professor  George E. Dix wh i l e  making t h i s  survey. Professor  Dix 
has  shown i n  s e v e r a l  previous Hogg Foundation-funded p r o j e c t s  a 
h igh  degree of p ro fe s s iona l  competence. H i s  work i s  uniformly of 
h igh  y i e l d ,  and we expect s i m i l a r  p r o d u c t i v i t y  i n  t h i s  p r o j e c t .  

Professor  Dix proposes a comparative s tudy of mental h e a l t h  t e s t i -  
mony i n  c a p i t a l  punishment proceedings as cus tomar i ly  and h i s t o r i c a l l y  
followed i n  t h e  S t a t e s  of Ohio and Texas. Under a J u l y  1976 r u l i n g ,  
t h e  Supreme Court he ld  t h a t  s t a t e s  may v a l i d l y  impose t h e  dea th  
pena l ty  upon c r imina l  defendants  convicted of murder. The Eight  
Amendment r e q u i r e s ,  however, t h a t  t h e  procedure used t o  choose which 
defendants  are s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  dea th  sen tence  c o n s t i t u t e  an e f f e c t i v e  
v e h i c l e  f o r  cons ider ing  a l l  p o s s i b l e  m i t i g a t i n g  and aggrava t ing  
c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s  of t h e  o f f e n s e  and t h e  defendant .  

Law o f f i c i a l s  seek a s s i s t a n c e  from mental h e a l t h  p r o f e s s i o n a l s  i n  
making a p p r o p r i a t e  dec i s ions .  Th i s  p r o j e c t  w i l l  i n v e s t i g a t e  t h e  
ex t en t  t o  which mental h e a l t h  p r o f e s s i o n a l s  a r e  a b l e  t o  provide 
u s e f u l  input  t o  t h e  s e v e r a l  d i f f e r e n t  s t a t u t o r y  procedures.  The 
product w i l l  be  a s c h o l a r l y  a r t i c l e  commenting on t h e  va lue  of 
mental h e a l t h  testimony i n  t h i s  d i f f i c u l t  a r e a  of g r e a t  concern. 
Information on Texas cases  i s  a l r eady  a v a i l a b l e  and w i l l  p rovide  
d a t a  f o r  comparison of sample dea th  pena l ty  ca ses  from Ohio. 

The I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Jou rna l  of Psychia t ry  and t h e  Law has  agreed t o  
pub1 i s h  t h e  r e s u l t i n g  manuscript  . The Hogg Foundation w i l l  probably 
seek r e p r i n t  copies  f o r  d i s t r i b u t i o n  t o  our  s p e c i a l  mai l ing  l i s t .
