Establishmernt of the corporation will make
it possible for our books to ke published under the imprint "University
of Texas Press, Austin and London, " which means that they will be
listed in all the ooklisting medta and library selling tools in Great
Britain, reviewed by British media, and introduced systematicaily into
British {and later Furopean) hookstores. There will be three directors
of the British company: the Director of the Press, the Business Manayer
of Main University, and the Chairman of the Faculty Advisory Board of
the Press=,

Other University presses committed io participation in the London office

are Wisconsin, Indiana, illinois, Washinagton, Pennsylvania State, and
Notre Dame. Three more may join shortly., If there are only seven presses
included, the cost will be $4,000 each per year for a three-vear trial period;

the General Faculty and/or Faculty Council., [recommend approvel. -

1. The Faculty Council on Mav 10, 1865, approvad by the circularization
procedure the proposal to revise the degree programs of the School of
Architecture {D&P 3453-3500).

This legislation rearranges some courses and makes some reguired
substitutions which change siightly the required semester hours for
the various degrees as follows:

A student in the Coliege of Arts and Sciences who ¢ompletes certain
prescribed courses in Arts and Scilences {{.=., English, foreign
languages, mathematics, history, government, physics, philosophy,
etc. ) as well as some prescrived architecture courses, under the new
legislation needs only 53 semester hows (instead of 55} in the pro-
fessional requirements in the School of Architecture, thereby lowering
from 128 to 126 the total hours 0 recelve the Bachelor of Science in
Architectural Studies from the College of Arts and Sciences .

In the six year professional course for the Bachelor of Architecture
Degree, the total semester hours arec changed from 64 to 63 in addition
to the 126 {changed from 128 as above} required for the Bachelor of
Science in Architectural Studies, thereby lowering from 19Z to 189 the
total semaster hours required for the degree. Thkis is a two year program
beyond the Arts and Sciences degree for the professional degree in
Architecture.

In the five year professiconal course for the Bachelor of Architecture
(where the student enters the School of Architectura as a freshman),
the total semester hours are chenged from a total of 160 to 161,

ROTC courses continue to be applied up to a towal of 9 hours {formerly
10 were allowed in the five year course) but only if the FOTC student has
completed 24 semester hours of required military or naval sciences
courses and receives his commission in one of the services.

The School zites the following reason for these changes:

"The foregoing revisions are recommended to update the curriculum as
reviewed and approved Ly the Architecture Faculty December 18, 1964,
and to meet some of the recommendations of the National Architectural
Accreditation Board. The revision will better correlate courses in the
Tive and Six Year Programs being offered concurrently by the School of
Architecture. The combining of several courses enables additinnal
hours than can ke assigned to liberal arts electives.

2. The Faculty Council at its mesting of May 17, 1965, approved the
changes in the Engineering Degree Plans (D&P 2501-3515) as follows:

In all the degree plans there are rearrangements and substitutions 1n
courses but with no change in any of the plans in the numhber of semester
hours of coursework in the humanities. In the following plans there are
some changes in the total semester hours of coursework for the plan as

a whole: Plan 2{Leading to the Degree of Bachelar of Science in
Architectural Engineering), from 137 to 120; Plan 3(Leading to the Degree
of Bachelor of Science in Chemical Engineering), from 135 to 128: Plan 6
(Leading to the Degree of Bachzlor of Engineering Science}, from 131 to
128; and Plan 8 (Leading to the Degree of Bachelor of Science in

ESTABLISHMENT OF AGENCY FUNDS: I recommend approval of the
establishrment of the following agency funds:

1. Approximately twenty universities with major commitments in the
field of Latin American research have agreed to support and produce
a review newsletter entitled Latin American Research: A Review of
Current Social and Cuitural Studies. On recommendation of the
Otfice of the Business Manager, the contributions from the universities,
totalling approximately $Z0,000 for the first year land a like amount
for a second year), are :o be held in an agency account for financing
the printing and attendant clerical costs of preparing and distributing
the journal. An allocation roughly similar ro the inter-university
contribution is expected from the Ford Foundation specifically to
cover the preparation of copy and editing of the journal over the first
two years, and this will be handled in the customary fashion as a
current restricted eccount. In presenting this matter, Dr. Harrison,
Director of Latin American Institurte, writes in part:

“It {5 understood that the constitution of the agency
fund in no way constitutes a commitment of The
University of Texas to underwrite in any fashion this
project. As a matter of {ac*, ths contribution of The
Iniversity of Texas in large part terminates with

the establishment of the special koard which it has
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been iasirumental in creating &nd which constitutes

a singular step in the advancament of inter-university
cooperation in the Latin American field. We trust
that vou and the Foard of Regenis will approve this
course of actien and will, like ourselves, take

pride in the fact that this signifizant new orgznza-
tion has been sswblished and will *aks its first
steps at The University of Texas.

"This major effort is an integra! part of the TLAS
program to make The University of Texas a preaminent
center of Latin American studies in the United States. v

2. Professor Orville Wyss 18 crairmen for Scientiic Planning and Evalua-
tion for Biological Scilences under the National Tnstiture of General Medical
Sciences for the next three years. He will administer $50, 000 per year

NATIONAL DEFENSE STUDENT LOAN PROGRAM POR 1965-66; The Department
of Health, Education, and Welfare has advised that the full request of the
University for a total of $256,500 has kbeen approved, subject to approval

Ly Congress of an appropriation of $179,300,000. The University will

need to match this grant up to one-ninth. From the present national
allotment, a firm commitment to the University of $49,363 has teen made.

This fund is administered at the University by the Student Financilal Alds
Office. During 1964-5, a total of $351,050 was lent to students, this
amount being made up of an approximate $250,000 from HEW, matching
University funds, and repayments in the neighkorhosd of $75, 000,

HOUSING AND FOQD SERVICE PROGRAM FOR ATHLETES IN MOORE-HILL
HALL: 1In 1955, with the opening of Moore Hall, the 3oard of Regents
approved a new program for the housing and feeding <f athletes, the
primary points of which are as follows:

1. Moore-Hill Hall housing program was to be operated as
one unit under the management of the Divislon of Housing
and Food Service - Men's Residence Halls, with the athletes
to be interspersed in the dormitory with other students.

%]

. The Athletics Department was to continue to operate the Hill
Hall food service program, the manager's apartment in Hili
Hall and the lecture room in the basement of Moore Hall,
all of which construction had heen paid for oy the Athlstics
Council.

!
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3. The Athlatics Department was 1o he allowed to rent &
maximurm of 180 man spaces {changed to 200 in (§57)
in Monre-Hiil Hall at a rental rate of $135. 00 per
person per semester, tne same rate paid oy individual
students.

4, Tae Division of Houging and Food Servize was to pav all
operating costs of Hill Hall just as for Moore Hall and,
in addition, was to pay to the Athletic Council a rental
fee of $7,500. 00 for Hill Hall for the & months' period.

The following changes are recommended effective Septemoer, 1963, which
have the approval of the Department of Athletics, the Housing and Food
Service Division, and the Business Manager. [ concur and recommend
approval,

1. Increase the maximum number of athletic spaces in Moore-
Hill Hall from 200 to 212 oy increasing the capacity of the
dormitory from 402 to 415 spaces. These 17 additional
spaces will ke provided Ly the Athletics Department in
releasing space previously used for other purposes. These
spaces are as follows:

a. Lecture room in hasement of Moore Hail - 3 doukle rooms
for six men.

b. Apartment in Hill Hall - 2 douonle raoms for four men.
c. Apartment adjoining Hill Hall dining area - Z single rooms
for two men.

2. The Athletics Deparrment will pay for the remodeling and
furnishing of these rooms. The Division of Housing and
Food Service will draw the specifications and purchase
the furniture as regquested by the Athietics Department,
with the bill to be paid by thar depariment.

3. The yearly rental paymernt o be made v the Division of
Housing and Food Service - Men's Residence Halis, for
the use of Hill Hall will be increassd from $7,500. 00 1o
$8,500. 00 for 9 morths' opsratlion.

4. By August 1 of each year the Athletics Depariment will
notify the Division of Housing and Tood Service of the
exact numker of the 212 spaces to e usad for athletes.
The Athietics Departmen® wilt pay for this number of
spaces for the Fall Semester a* the rate of 8135, 00 per
student per semester and will guarantee for the Spring
Semester the same number, less 20 man spaces.

9. The Division of Housing and Food Service assumes
responsikility for the operation of the Hr.ll Hall food
servize program for feeding of athletes. This prograr
will be operated under the management of the Manager of
Men's Residence Halls and will he supervised by the
Division of Hopusing and Food Service in the same manner
ag are &lt other departments in the Division.
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6. An account will se estaklished for the operation of the
Hill Hall food service program with *he money 1o e
furnished bty the Athletics Department, The Division of
Housing and Tood Service - Men's Residence Halls, will
ranage the unit to the best of lts ability, including
hiring of employeas, purchasing of focd and supulies,
payment of bills and apgroval of wouchers. A monthly
operating statement of income and expenditures will
be furrished to the Athletics Department by the Division
of Housing and Food Service. A pro rata cost of the
Division of Housing and Focd Service central office
and of the Men's Residence Halls office wiil he included
in the Hill Hall food service coperating costs.

BUSINESS CONTRACTS: 1 recommend approvel of tne following amendment
to the contract dated August 15, 1963, kLe*wesen the Neelley Vending Company
and Campus Services, Inc., effective July 1, 1965. Iter: 4 of the schedule
of commission rates as it appears in article 4 is changed so that the cost
of a pack of cigarettes will be 40 cents with the commission 5-1/2 cents
per pack through December 29, 1965, and 5-3/4 cents thereafter. Business
Manager James H. Colvin has signed this amendrent and éxplains that

on July 1, 1965, the state tax SHn cigaretics increasad 2 cents per pack

and since August 15, 1963, the wholesale price on clgarettes, as reported
by Campus Services, Inc., has increased 7/10 cents per pack. Under

the 1963 agreement cigarettes were sold through the vending machines

for 35 cents per pack, the commission keing 5 cents.

Set out below are the recommendarions of Business Manager James H.
Colvin in regard to contracts for the 1965-66 fiscal vear in the Housing
and Food Service area. T concur in his recommendations and recommend
that he be authorized to execuie contracts in accardance therewitn.
Tabulations of the bids on 1 - 4 are set.out on pages following hig
recommendations.

1. Award of Uniform and Linen Rental Contract: On June 15 hids were
opened in the Businegs Manager's Office for the uniform and linen rental
contract for the various units of the Division of Housing and Fooad Service.
I recommend that the Board of Regents approve the awarding of a contract
for this service for the 1965-66 fiscal vear *o Capitol Linen Supply, the
low bidder.

An examination of the bids shows that Capitol Linen Supply, our rresent
contractor, is agaln the low Lidder. Using October, 1964 as a Zase for
computing & monthly bifl, the Capitol Linen Supply *otal was approximately
840 less per month than the total for the next lowest “idder, Main Linen
Service, Inc.

Therefore, I recommend that the award ke made (n accordance with the
kids submitted.

2. Contract Award for Dairy Products: On june 15 hids wers opened in
the Business Manager's Office for the dairy products contracts for the
various units of the Division of Housing and Food Service. [ recommend
that the Board of Regen*s approve contract awards for dairy products for
1965~66 as follows:

Bid invitations together with specifications, estimated requirements, etc.
were furnished to the following local concerns and the bids allowing discounts
onthe total ronthly hills were as foliows:

A study of the individual unit prices has been made and where differences
in unit prices exist we have determined the consumption of the praoducts
based on the minimum quantities shown on the Estimate Sheet submitted
with the bid specifications. This study revealed that we should make
awards to the companies submitting the greater discount on the monthly
hill, except for ice cream and frozan dessert mix.

On ice cream, Lily Fresh Ice Cream Company bid the largest dizcount, 27%,
but they failed to be the low bidder because of high bids on two volume
items, namely, 5¢ and 10¢ novelties. Their bid of 60¢& per dozen and
$1. 20 per dozen was considerably higher than the 45¢ and 90Z per dozen
bid by tha other companies. In determining that Carnation was the low
bidder on ice cream, a total monthly biil was computed based on hioth
minimum and maximum quantities shown on the Estimate Sheet submitied
with the bid specifications. The Carnalion Company total was low by
about $20 per month based on minimums and $59 per month based on
maximums. These figures are availalle in the Division of llousing and
Food Scrvice office if any bidders should desire to examine them.

On frozen dessert mix, the Lily I'resh Company again had the highest
discount but was not the low bidder wecause their bid price of $1. 50
per gallen was so much higher than Carnation’s bid of 95¢ per galion.
(Carnation - 95¢ per gallon less 12%=.836 per galion: Lily Fresh -
$1. 50 per gallon less 27% = 1. 095 per gallon.)

3. _Award of Laundry Service Contracts for the University: On June 15
bids were opened in the Business Manager's Office for the laundry
service contracts for the several Division of Housing and Fond Service
units. I recommend that the Board of Regents approve the awarding of
contracts for this service for the 1965-66 fiscal vear as follows:

It should e pointed out that only two laundries have the capacity to do all
the University laundry work -- Austin Laundry and Driskill Laundry. In
order to try to get competition, we arrange for bids to be taken on individual
groups or on a total hasis.

I recommend that the awards be made as indicated. I think the price is
reasonable and fair ard substantially below the retail price for finished
flatwork,

4. Pest Caontrol Contract: On JTune 14 hids were opened for the Pest
Control contract for food service units in the Division of Housing and
Food Service. Bid invitations and specifications were sent to the
following:

5. Coniract for Laundry and Pry Cleaning for Qccupants_of Kinsolving
Dormitory; For several years Austin Laundry and Dry Cleaning Company,
Inc., and Burtons Laundry anc Cleaners have provided laundry and dry
cleaning services to the occupants of Kinsoclving Dormitory. The contrect
for these services provides that the University will he paid $25. 00 per
month. [ concur in the recommendation of Mr. F. C. McConnell,
Director of Housing and Food Service, that this contract be extended

for the 1965=66 year and request that the Business Manager be authorized
to sign such contract, sudject to the same conditions and requirements
as in the previcous year.

6. Air Force ROTC Uniforms Contract: QOn June 12, 1963, iids were
received to supply Air Force ROTC uniforms for the 1963-64 year. Bid
invitations were sent to nine firms, but only two Lids were received.

Sol Frank Compary of San Antonio was awarded the contract on a low bid
of $91.92 for the complete uniform.
