PROPOSED NEW DEGREE PROGRAM 

The following summarizes the proposed Master of Arts in Art 
Education degree program in t h e  College of Fine Arts. The proposal has 
been paeaed by the Graduate Assembly, approved by me, and approved by the 
Executive Vice  Chancellor for Academic Affairs. The proposal ha8 been 
forwarded by the Chancellor's Office t o  the Coordinating Board for staff 
review, in accordance with established procedures for review and approval 
of nonsubetantive requeets for new degree program. The complete text of 
the proposal can be found in the Documents and Proceedings of the 
Graduate Assembly, pagea 1817a-Z817b. 

MASTER OF ARTS IN ART EDUCATION 

When the  M.F.A.  degree was originally approved for e t u d i o  and art 
education, bath majors were thirty-hour programs. In order to be 
competitive with similar programs throughout the country, the M.F.A. in 
s tudio  art was increased t o  60 hours. The K,F.A. in a r t  education was 
also increased t o  60 hours at  the same time, although the intention was 
only t o  increase the houra required for studio art.  The art education 
program has its greatest appeal for the professional teacher and the 
prospect of taking one or  two courses a t  a time, semester-by-semester for 
60 houra is a genuine deterrent. A return t o  an M.A.. with a th ir ty-s ix  
hour requirement will make our program competitive and comparable w i t h  
other graduate programs in art education nationwide, 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 

The Master of A r t s  with a ma jo r  in art  education (plan A with a 
teaching certificate or Plan B without a certificate) program offered 
through the Graduate School and the Department of A r t  consiato of a 
minimum of 36 semester houra of course work, including a rhes ia .  The 
purpose of the program i a  t o  enhance art teaching s k i l l s  v ia  courses both 
in the discipline of  art  (studio arr and art hietory) and in related art 
reacher preparation. The course work outlined below is both theoretical 
and practical ,  and it culminates in a theais or project reflecting the 
student's original investigation. Courses already offered in the 
department w i l l  constitute the degree program; there wilt be no need for 
new course offexings. 

The Master of Arts curriculum (Plan A or B) include8 a t  least 15 
hours of studio a r t  and/or art history, 12 semester hours of art 
education courses, 3 aemester hours of elective credit i n  a supportive 
area,  and 6 semester houra of thesi~.

ENFORCEMENT AND IFf?OUNDMEW5 : Failure. t o  abide by these  regular j ons 
may be t h ~  basis f o r  d i s c i p l i n a r y  action against s tudent s ,  and 
f a c u l t y l s t a f f  ( S e c t i n n  V, iqfra). U p ~ n  notice, v io la tors  mzy he 
sub3 ec t to impoundment of their vehicle(s) pending payment of 
overdue charges (Sec t i on  V T T T ,  infrn), S t u d e n t s  mny a l s o  ke barred 
f ram readrnlssfon and have grades,  degree, refunds or of f ic ia l  
t r a n s c r i p t s  wl thhel  d pending payment n f  overdue charges ( sec t inn  
VLTI, infra).

15. PEDESTRIAN RTGHTS AND DUTIES: Pedestrians must obey all traf f ic  
c o n t r o l  devices. They have the right-of-way a t  marked crosswalks, 
in Intersections and on sidewalks extending across a s e r v i c e  dr ive ,  
b u i l d i n g  en t r ance  o r  driveway. PeAestrfans crnss3ng a street at any 
p o i n t  other than w i t h i n  a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked 
crosswalk at an i n t e r s e c t i o n  shall y i e l d  the right-of-way to a l l  
veh ic l en  on s a i d  street, Pedestrians shall n o t  leave t h e  curb or  
other place of safety and walk or Tun fnto the p a t h  of n vehicle. 
which is so c l o s e  t h a t  it Is impossible f o r  the driver to yield. 
Pedestrians may cross  an intersectf nn diagonally only  where 
p e r m i t t e d  by s p e c i a l  pavement mark ing .  

16. INOPERABLE. VEHICLES: I f  a vehicle becomes inoperable ,  a telephone 
c a l l  shall be placed to the Unlverslty Police Department a t  EXT. 
2 1 2 3 .  The polire w i l l  e ither render assistance or a u t h o r i z e  
temporary parking. Tempornry parkfng s h a l l  n o t  exceed 24 hours  and 
must not create.  an obstruction or hazard.

The  operat ion  of a motor vehicl~ or hj.cyclc on Tlte Unlversiry of Texas of 
the Permian Rasin campus fs a PKIVILFGE granted by t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  and i s  
n o t  an inherent right of any f s c u l t y l s t a f f  member or s t u d e n t ,  A l l  
faculty, staff  and students  who have motor vehicles i n  t h e i r  posse~sion 
or c o n t r o l  f o r  use, operation or parking  on the Unfv~rsity caniprls must 
register s a l d  vehicl P wi th t h e  Universf ty Pol  i c e  D e p a r t m e n t .  
Re~latrat?nn of a m o t o r  vehic le  dcles n o t  guarantep a p ~ r k i n g  place on 
campus.

PARKfVC ANn TRAFFTC cOMPIITTEE: The parking and r r a f f l c  committee shall 
consist of members of t h e  facu l ty  and s t a f f  as appointed hp the President 
of  the University. The members of t h i s  committee are appointed by the 
President p r i o r  t o  t h e  beginning of r h p  l ln ivers i ty 's  f iscal .  year w i t h  
their terms expir ing  at  the end of t h e  f i s c a l  y e a r .  

The Parkfng and Traffic Committee sha l l  he concerned with a l l  Universjtv 
matters pertaining t o  parking and t r a f f f c  and make recommendations to the 
Pre-s fdent  . 

The Park ing  and Traff ic  Conunittee s h a l l  be t h e  fjrst step jn the appeals 
from University c i t a t i o n ( s I  process. 

PARKING AND TRAFFTC APPEAT.,S PANEL: The Park ing  and Traff ic  Appeals P a n e l  
s h a l l  consist of one. f a c u l t y  member, one s t a f f  member and one student .  
Mavhers of this  panel  are appointed hy t h e  President  of t h e  University.  
The members of t h i s  committee s h a l l  be appointed after  che s t a r t  of every 
f a l l  semester. 

The Parking and T r a f f i c  A p p e a l s  Panel shall be the second and final step 
i n  t h e  appeals from University c l t a t  ion(s1 process.  A l l  decfsions made 
hy rhe parking and t r a f f i c  a p y e a l n  panel shall he f i n a l .  

ITNTVERSITY POLICE : The Universf ty Palice have the. resporsih 11 i t y  and t h e  
l e g a l  authorfty for the enforcement n f  t h e  Parking and T r a f f j c  
Regulations l isted I n  this booklet. University p o 1 l . c ~  off icers  may Issue 
University c i t a t f n n s  or Court Appearance cftations ENFORCEAB1,E TN COURT. 
( S e e  Section V T T I . )  On special ~ c r a s i o n s  and emergencies, such parking 
limitations may be imposed by the  ChSef of the University Pol ice  as are 
required bv the condl t i o n s  whicb p r e v a i l .

SECTTON IV 
GENERAL TRAFFlC REGULATION 

Pedestrians have the right-ot-way a t  all times. The d e s i g n a t e d  
s p e e d  limit is 30 rn.p.h. on paved roadways, 20 m. p .  h. on improved 
d i r t  roadways, and 10 m . p . h -  in parking lots, unless orherwive 
controlled by p o s t e d  s i g n .  Notwithstanding the posted speed l i m i t ,  
any speed in excess of t h a t  which is safe f o r  prevai l fng  c o n d i t j - o n s  
is p r o h i b i t e d .  

A 1 1  vehic-ular t r a f f i c  is restricted to improved rvadways and p a r k i n g  
areas. Restrictions upon use of such areas may be imposed by posted 
Y ign. 

A I L  p o s t e d  signs w i l l  be in f o r c e  at a l l  rimes. Failure t o  comply 
w i t h  possed  s i g n s  wi 11 result in cnforcemcrrl: action. 

Bicyc l e s  shall be operated in conformi ty  w i t h  t h e  applicable 
ordinances of the City of Odessa and t h e  following: 

A.  Pedestrians at a31 times shall have  he rtght-of-way over 
bicyclists. 

B. B i c y c l e s  may n o t  be r i d d e n  on p e d e s t r i a n  rampc, walkways, snd 
sidewalks.  

C. Operators uf  bicycles on the university streets  s h a l l  comply 
with all stop s i g n s ,  y i e l d  signs and 0the.r g e n e r a l  t r a f f i c  
regulations . 

D. Bicycles may be  parked only in univer~iry parking racks or i n  
areas designated f u r  b i cyc l e  parking. 

Persons operating a motor v e h i c l e  as def ined  by rhese r egu la t ions  on . 
university property must  be l i c ensed  to operate such v e h i c l e  as 
required by state l a w .  Such l icense ~ 1 1 6 t  b e  displayed upon request 
uf any peace o f f i c e r .  

No vehicles arc to be d r i v e n  in tc r  any barricaded area or parked in 
v i o l a t i o n  a £  any barricade r any other posted traffic sign. 
O p e r a t i o n  of any moror vehic le  upon pedestrian ramps, walkways, or 
otber inter-campus p e d e s t r i a n  ramps w l l l  result in ar res t  of thc 
offender. Vehicles parked upon such walkways will be impounded a t  
owner's expense. 

The Unlversicy of Texas of the Pe-rmian B a s i n  assumes no 
responsibility for f h e  care and/or p r o t e c t i o n  of any veh ic l e  or its 
contents  at any time it is operated or parked on the campus. 
Fnrthermore, the university reserves the r igh t  t o  impound any 
vehicle which is parked i m p r o p e r l y  o r  i n  a manner dangerous to 
vehicular or pedestrian traffic or which is l e f t  ~ a r k e d  and 
unatrended in excess  of 48 hours without  written approval of  the 
university pol i ce  department. The univers i ty  assumes no 
responsibility for cost of removing, impounding and s t o r i n g  such 
vehicle o r  any other cosrs involved in impoundment procedures. 

Abandoned v e h i c l e s  may be disposed of pursuant to stare l a w .  The 
Urliversity w i l l  not  be l i a b l e  for damages resulting from removal of 
v e h i c l e & .  

9 .  T r a f f i c  c o n t r o l  rtot specific~lly discusocd in the  rules may be 
lmposed by the c h i e f  when, i n  his or her opin ion ,  circumstances on 
t h e  campus require such control.

SECTION V 
PARKING REGULATIONS 

The varfous c lasses  of parking permits and t h e i r  e l i g i b i l i t y  
requirements, pr iv i l eges  and I Fmftations are described I n  d e t a i l  i n  
Section VI. 

On U n i v e r s i t y  ho l tdays ,  o n l y  those p a r k i n g  restrictions which regulate 
parking at all times s h a l l  remain i n  effect. 

Failure to abide by parking and traffic regulations may be the basis for 
disciplinary a c t i o n  against  srudenrs and employecs. Students may bc 
s u b j e c t e d  to penalties ranging from disciplina~y probation t o  expulsion 
from the lnsticutlon as outlined in Section 3.13 of t h e  Rules and 
Regulations of the Board of Regents of Tile University of Texar; System, 
Chapter VI, P a r t  One. Employees may be subjected t o  d i s c i p l i n a r y  
penalties including t e rmina t ion  of  employment .  When an employee has  
accumulated three or more unpaid parking or t r a f f i c  violation6 and/or  
charges of $25.00 or more, the employee's Dean, Director or  
Administrative Official shall be notlficd by the Chief of Po l i ce .  When 3 

student i s  placed on t h e  bar list f o r  unpaid  parking o r  t r a f f i c  
violations, the Dear1 of S t u d e n t s  s h a l l  be notified by the Chief  of 
Police. 

SECTION VI 
PARKING PERMITS 

A .  FACULTY AND STAFF: A parklng permit will be issued upon application 
to the  University P u l i c e  Department located in CR 101.  permit^ will 
be issucd to the v e h i c l e  for which t h c  f a c u l t y  o r  s t a f f  member, 
spouse or parent is the r eg i s t e red  owner. I f  rbc registered owner 
i s  other than above, (1) rhe owner o r  person i n  custody of the 
vehicle must h e  e i r h e r  related t o  or domiciled w i t h  the applicant, 
and (2) the  owner or person in custody of the  veh ic l e  must not be 
otherwise e l i g i b l e  f a r  a U n i v e r s i t y  Parking Permit. 

Holders af  Class A permits may reg is te r  an alternate v e h i c l e  a t  no 
additional cosr  provided that. both vehic les  are owned by the 
appl icant  or another person as s p e c i f i e d  above. 

B STUDENTS: A parking permit will be i s s u e d  f o r  a vehicle owtied by 
thc s tudent ,  spouse,  parent,  or  guardian. I f  t h e  registered owner 
is  other t han  above, (1)  he owner or persol1 i n  custody of the 
vehicle must be eirher  related t o  or d o m i c i l e d  w i t h  rhe appl icant ,  
and (2) the owner o r  person in custody of t h e  vehic le  must: n o t  b e  - 
otherwise eligible f o r  a University Park ing  P e r m i t .  Students  may 
register additional motor veh ic l e s ,  mntorcyclc, motor-assisted 
b i c y c l e ,  or motor scooter upon separate a p p l i c a t i o n  and payment of 
t h e  required f e e  to the University P o l i c c  Department. In addition, 
students must present a paid fee  rece ip t  for t h e  current semester. 

C .  DISPLAY OF PERMITS: P e r m F t  ( s )  m u s t  be displayed on the  vehic le  t o  
which it w a s  issucd. P e r m i t s  (decals )  s h a l l  be a££ ixed on the 
vehicle according to the  instructions fu rn i shed  on the  deca l .  
Taping or otherwise affixing the decal w i l l  result in citations 
being issued. 

D. REMOVAL OF PERMITS: P e r m i t s  ( d e c a l s )  s h a l l  be removed: 

1. whenever there is a change o f  vehicle ownership;  
2. when association with t h e  Univers i ty  is terminated; 
3 .  when a replaccmcnt p e r m i t  (deca l )  has been i s s u e d  t o  take the 

place of a previnusly issued permit ( d e c a l ) ;  or 
4 .  upon expiration o r  r e v o c a t i o n  of t h e  permit or d e c a l .  

E .  CLASSES OF PERMITS AND ANNUAL FEES:

C. Motorcycles,  motorscooters, mopeds, and motor-assisted bicycles 
$5.00 per year, $3,00 S p r i n g  semester through erid of Summer 
s e ~ s i o n ,  $1.00 Summer session (Juue through August). 

D. Replacemenr or  a d d i t i o n a l  v e h i c l e  f ee s  $3.00.  
E. Temporary (Monthly) permits may be i s s u e d  f o r  $1.00 per month o r  

any p o r t i o n  of a month in excess of 14 calendar days. 
P. A separate charge s h a l l  be made f o r  each class of p e r m i t  i s sued .  
G. Alumni - P e r m i t  i ssued upon p r c s e n t a t i o r ~  nf  p a i d  rece ip t  frum 

Alumni Association showing membership f o r  current s c h u o l  year. 

2. Parking permits w i l l  be i ssued as follows: 

Class A - BLUE - Members of  he facu l ty  and staff 
C l a s s  B - ORANGE - Students 
Class C - GREEN - Issued at discretion of C h i e f  of P o l i c e  to 

f a c u l t y ,  staff and students whose physic-a1 
c o n d i t i o n s  warrant and as specifically covered by  
Vernon's Texas Civil Sta tu tes ,  VCS 6675a.5e,  and 
VCS 6675a.5e.l. 

Class  D - YELLOW - Motorcycles, motorscooters, mopeds and 
motor-assisted b i c y c l e s .  

Class E - MAROON - Active A l u m n i  Assoc iat ion  

PERMITS (DECAL) : A Class II Parking P e r m i t  (decal)  w i l l .  b e  honored only 
after  it has been properly and completely a f f i x e d  011 the f r o n t  fender  of 
the vehicle so t h a t  it may be r e a d i l y  seen when viewed from t h e  f r o n t  of 
the v e h i c l e .  NOTE: 'If no front fender is available,  mounr permit  on 
r i g h t  front fork  so that it niay be readlly seen when viewed from the 
f r o n t  of t h e  vehicle. P e r m i t s  (decals)  may not be affixed by tape  o r  any 
other unauthorized method. The permit ( d e c a l )  is n o t  transferable and 
must be affixed to the vehicle fo r  which it was issued. (A  f e e  of $3.00 
AND the  remnants of the old permit arc t e q u i r e d  f o r  any permit ( d e c a l )  - 
replacement.) 

PARKING : 

A. Motorcycles and Motor Scooters s h a l l  park -- ONLY in des ignated  
C l a s s  D parking areas at a l l  times. 

B. Motor-Assisted Bicycles and Mopeds ( w i t h  a t o t a l  engine 
displacement of less t han  5Occ) may   ark i r ~  either designated . , 
 lai is D areas or i t ,  b i cyc le  racks/bl"ocks provided that a c u r r e n t  
Class D pr rn i t7 s  a£ f ixed. 

NOTE : Motorcycles,  Motor Scooters, Mopeds, a n d  Motor-Assisted Bicyc-les 
shall NOT be parked o r  otherwise secured in u n a u t h o r i z e d  places 
e . g .  sidewalks, p o s t s ,  r a i l i n g s ,  trees ,  e tc .  Neither may these 
vehicles use spaces marked f o r  passenger cars or trucks. 

OPERATION : 

Motorcycles, Motor Scooters ,  Mopeds and Motor-Assisted Bicyc l e s  
s h a l l  NOT be ridden o r  operated on pedestr ian  walkways o r  
s idewalks .  On Unfversiry streets, operators s h a l l  comply w i t h  
ALL t r a f f i c  control dev ices  e . g .  one-way signs, s t o p  s i g n s ,  e t c .  

A l l  disabled veterans whose vehicles d i s p l a y  t h e  specially designed 
l i c e n s e  p l a t e s  issued by the  Store Department of Higllwayr; and fublic 
Transpor t a t  i o n  with the words "DISABLED VET" p t i n t e d  thereon in 
accoxdance with  the provisiolls of  erno on's Annotated Texas C i v i l  Statutes 
Article 6675a-5e and a11 permanently d i s a b l e d  pcrsons  whose vehicles 
display the  s p e c i a l l y  designed symbols,  tabs  o r  orher  devices ( t o  include 
a vehicle i n  which a temporarily d i s a b l e d  person identification c a r d  is 
placed in t h e  1-awer l e f t - h a n d  s i d e  of t h e  f r o n t  windsh ie ld}  issued by the 
State Deparrment of Highways and Public T r a n s p o r t h t i o ~ ~  w i t h  t h e  word 
t l DISARJ-ED" p r i n t e d  thereon in accordance wf t b  t h e  provisiont: of Ver11on ' R 

Annotntcd Texas C i v i l  S t a t u t e s  Article 66758-5e.l are exempt f r o m  p a r k i n g  
pexndt fees and from parking mcter fres and t i m e  limits. Tkcse 
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exemptlons permit parking o n l y  in s p a c e s  where parking would otherwise be 
appropriate and d o  not permit the parking of a v e h i c l e  a t  a p l a c e  where 
parking is restricted or p r o h i b i t e d .  

P .  PAPHENT OF PEES: When an application is made for a permit, the fee  
charged w i l l  be f o r  a complete year or for the ent ire  unexpired 
port iun of the University's p e r m i t  year. Payment of the fee must be 
made before the permit w i l l  he issued. 

G . REPLACEMENT CEIAKGIIS : Any t i m e  replacernenr permits are issued there 
will b e  a $3.00 charge made. Remnants of o l d  permits  are to b e  
rerurned at that t i m e .  I.£ remnaritv are n o t  returned, replacement 
permit(s) will be at the  REGULAR RATE. 

H .  REFUNDS: A request  f o r  refund will not be honored un le s s  it is 
f i l e d  with t h e  Accounting Office during the University's f i s ca l  year 
i n  which payment for  the permit was made. A request for  refund must 
be accompanied by the remnants of the appropriate permit.  Refunds 
w i l l  be made t o  members of the facul ty  and s t a f f  upon request 
o n l y  in t h e  event service is terminated by a resignation or  leave of 
absence without pay.  The refund w i l l  be based on the number of f u l l  
months remainiflg in the University's p e r m i t  year. No refunds w i l l  
be made after the  end of t h e  spr ing  semester. Refunds w i l l  be made, 
upon request, to students who withdraw from the University at the  
end of the  f a l l  semester, bu r  refunds w i l l  not be made to students  
who withdraw from the University at the end of the  spring semester. 
A request f o r  a refund w i l l  not be honored when a person's privilege 
t o  park and dr ive  on campus has been suspended nor  if outstanding 
charges or other debts remain unpafd.  Requests f or  refunds of the 
e n t i r e  amount paid w i l l  be subject to a $2.00 administrative and 
handling charge.

Driving vehicle  upon or across any pedestrian ramp or sidewalk 
Failure t o  comply w i t h  directional signs or pavement markings 
Failure t o  comply w i t h  the lawful  order of a pol i ce  o f f i c e r  
Operation of any vehicle o f f  of paved or improved roadways 
Exceeding des ignated  or posted speed limit6 
Operating motor vehicle i n  p r o h i b i t e d  direction on one way 
street or parking alsle 
Failing to come to a complete s t o p  before passing a stop s i g n  

2. Parking cftations may be issued f o r :  

Parking an unregistered vehicle 
Parking In areas not designated for p e r m i t  issued 
Parking in crosswalk ,  s idewalk  or other restricted area 
(impounding v io la t  ion)  
Parking in driveway or aisleway (impounding v i o l a t i o n )  
Parking i n  any area not s p e c i f i c a l l y  designated by p o s t e d  sign 
as parking area (impounding violation) 
Parking of f  paved surface 
Failure to park w i t h i n  l i n e s  of individually marked space 
Over parking in t lme l i m i t e d  zone 
Parking in any manner t h a t  impedes the legal f l o w  of t r a f f i c  or 
creates a hazard (impounding violation) 
Parking in back-in p o s i t  i o n  
D f s p l n y  n f  parking permit i n  l o c a t i o n  or manner arhex than that 
prescribed by regulations

and has received notice that the v e l ~ i c l e  is subject  to impound. 

SECTION V I T T  
ENFORCEMENT 

A .  PARKING AND TRAFFIC CITATIONS: Univers i ty  Police a r e  authorized to 
issue two types  of citations f o r  v io la t ion  of U n i v e r s i t y  parking and 
t r a f f i c  regulations: 

1. UNIVERSITY ClTATIONS - Those handled by the  University, subject  
to University admin i s  trstive enforcement charges and a right to 
appeal w i t h i n  the Univers i ty  (Paragraph E below). 

2 .  COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS - Those issued by the U n i v e r s i t y  
Pol f  ce constituting a summons to appear i n  elther munic ipa l  
court or a j u v t i c e  court. 

B. POLICY WITH RESPECT TO COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS: The 
Universfry reserves the r ight  to issue a CA c i t a t i o n  £or any 
violat ion.  It is the genera l  p o l i c y  of the Universiky,  however, r o  
i s s u e  CA citations at the University's oprfon as follows: 

1,  for  moving v io lat ions;  
2 .  Ear any violat ion when t h e  individual's driving or parking 

privileges has been suspended (See Paragraph E below); or 
3 .  when an i n d i v i d u a l  receives a Univers i ty  c i t a t i o n  and a l l  

reasonable atrempts at co l l ec t ion  have f a i l e d .  

C. PROCEIIURE FOR UNIVERSITY CITATIONS: Univers i ty  c i t a t i o n s  are issued 
for uffenses descrlhed in Section VII. The administrative 
enforcement charges s h a l l  be $1.00 for the f i r s t  violation, $5.00 
for the ~econd v io la t ion ,  and $10.00 for t h e  th ird  v i o l a t i o n  
occurring within a one year period. A d d i t i o n a l  t i c -ke t s  may result 
in the loss of all parking pr iv i l eges .  If t h e  charge is n o t  p a i d  
w i t h i n  ten (10) calendar days after issuance of  the c i t a t i o n ,  a 
$2.UO late charge will be assessed. 

Every person receiving a University c i t a t i o n  shal l  remit the amount 
of the charge to the Accounting Off ice. Payment must  be received 
w i t h i n  tea (10) calendar d a y s  after  issuance of t h e  citation, t o  
avoid a late charge. 

If a person desires t o  appeal .  a University c i ta t ion ,  helshe shal l  
comply w i t h  Paragraph D below w i t h i n  ten 110) working days a f t e r  
issuance of the citation. 

Requests f o r  exceptions to the above referenced working d a y s ,  w i l l  
be considered on an indiv idual  basis, if mit iga t ing  or unusual 
circumstances exist. Such requests shall be submitted in wriring to 
the Chief of Police and s h a l l  d e t a i l  t h e  reason(s) such a request is 
being made. Requests based solely on alleged non-receipt of a copy 
of the c i ta t i on  will not be honored. 

Unpaid charges for parktng offenses are recorded either i n  t h e  name 
of the person i n  whose name the vehicle is registered with some 
o f f i c i a l  s t a t e  motor vehicle reg i s t ra t ion  department o r  agency, or 
in the name af the person who has registered the vehicle with the 
University Police Department. 

NOTE: If a student has  he Hame iamily name and/or home addresn as the 
registered owner, t h e ~ k  the unpai.d charges wil l a l s o  be recorded 
i n  the  student's name. Unpaid charge3 fo r  other of fenses  (such 
as moving v i o j n t i o n s )  may be recorded in the name of t h c  person 
d r i v i n g  s a i d  velllcle, fn the name of the person who has 



registered i t :  w i t h  t h e  Univervity Police Department or in rhe 
name of the registered owner. 

When C o u r t  Appearance c i t a t i o n s  are i ssued ,  the University c i t a t i o n s  
w i l l  b e  cancelled.  F a i l u r e  to discharge CA citations may resu l t  in 
t h c  i n s u a n e c  ul a warrant  f u r  t h e  arrest of such person. 

Persons  with unpaid charges recorded in their names shall be 
i n e l i g i - b l e  to receive parking permi~s while such charges remain 
unpa id .  To obtain a permit, a person s h a l l  either pay the  charge or 
timely request a University hearing. 

D. IMPOUNDMENT OF VEHICLES, RAHRlNG OF IIKADMISSIOH AND WITHHOLDING C)P 
GRADES, MEGREES , OFFTClAL TRANSCHlPTS AND REFUNDS : When unpaid 
charges a r e  recorded, the Universiry PnI i c e  Department s h a l l  send  a 
return receipt: l e t t e r  to the last known address  of the per6on in 
whose name the charges are recorded. 

Such l e r t e r  shall state t h a t  unless (1) payment of a11 accumulated 
cbargcv i a  made w i t h h ~  t e n  (10) calendar days a f t e r  the da te  of such 
letter or (2)  a wri t ren  request is made w i t h i n  ten (10) calendar 
days to appear before a University hearing committee concerning 
impoundment of the  v e h i c l e  id case of faculty, s t a f f ,  s tudent  or 
v i s i t o r ,  or f o r  barring of r e a d m i s s i o n  and/or withhold ing  of grades, 
degree, official transcripts and refunds in the case of students as 
auihorized i n  t h e  ~e~ents' R u l e s  and Regulations, Part One, Chapter 
VI, Section 9 and state l a w ,  the appropriate  enforcement action w i l l  
take place without  further notice. 

Such a heartng is not an appeal of the Parking and Traffic citations 
but is a limited hearing to allow the indiv idual  an o p p o r t u n i t y  to 
show that  t h e  vehicle  i n  question was net owned, registered or used 
by t h e  i n d i v i d u a l  or to show that t h e  i n d i v i d u a l  receiving notice of 
impending sanctions does n o t  have unpaid Park ing  and T r a f f i c  
charges. 

AL such hearing, which will be held  after a re~snnahle p e r t o d  of 
time, the person requesting the bearing will assume the burden of 
showing why the appropriate  enforcement a c t l o n  should not t a k e  
place, 

I f  timely payment is n o t  received and e f ther  the registered owner or 
the person  who has registered t h e  vehicle w i t h  the University has 
failed to appear at the requested University impoundment h e a r i n g  or 
has appeared and has f a i l e d  to meet h i s  or her burden of proof ,  the 
vehicle may be impounded pending payment o f  all outstanding charges, 
including towing and storage charges, without f u r t h e r  notice. 

If rimely payment is not  received f r o m  a s tudent  and t h e  student has 
fa i led t o  appear a t  the requested hearing or has appeared and has 
fa i l ed  to meet his o r  lier burden of proof, the studenc may be harred 
from readmission and grades, degrees, o f f f c i a l  transcriprv and 
refunds may be withheld,  w i thout  further not ice .  A d d i t i o n a l l y ,  the  
v e h i c l e  registered t o  t h e  student may be subject  t o  impoundment, 

2 .  APPEALS FKOM UNIVERSLTY CITATlON(S): Any person who has received a 
University citation m y  file a request t o  have the c i t a t i o n  
reviewed. This appeal must be filed w f t h  the University Po1ir.e 
Deyartrnent no later than ten  (10) working days after t h e  c i t a t i o n  
w a s  issued. If an appeal is no t  f i l e d  within t h i s  t i m e  the citetiun 
is deemed f i n a l .  

Appeals  s h a l l  he prepared in writing on the " C i t a t i o n  Appeal t t  form 
provided by the  University Police Department. Appeals may be based 
s o l e l y  on the  written statement o r  the appeal ing parLy may also 
requeat  a personal appearance. Failure to request a personal 
appearance or f a i l u r e  to appear at the hea r lng  (as requested) wtll 
result i n  the d e c i s i o n  being rendered on the b a s i s  of t h e  written 
statemenr ( i n c l u d i n g  any supporting material submitted) and the 
information as shown on the citation(s). 

Each "Citat ion  ~ p p e a l "  form will be reviewed by the Parking and 
T r a f f i c  Committee f v r  a d e c i s i o n  and the  appeal ing party w i l l  be 



notified, in w r i t i n g ,  of t h e  d e c i s i o n .  The committee may order the 
payment of t h e  administrative enforcement charge (s)  in whnle o r  in 
part or the cancellation of  such chatge(s). If the appeal is d e n i e d  
end the appealing party  fails to pay the charg~(s) or to request a 
review of the  appeal (See Paragraph F below) within ten (10) 
calendar days af t c r  da te  of n o t i f i c a t i o n ,  a $2.00 late charge w i l l  
be assessed on the citationCs). 

F. REVIEW OF APPEAL FROM UNIVERSITY CITATION(S)  : Any person who has 
appealed a U n i v e r s i t y  c i t a t i o n ( & )  and who is n o t  satisfied w i t h  the 
d e c i s i o n  by t h e  Parking and Traffic Committee, may have the  d e c i s i o n  
reviewed by t h e  Univers lcy  Parking and Traf f i c  Appeals P a n e l .  Such 
request s h a l l  be submitted in writing t o  the University Police 
Department w i t h i n  te-n 1 calendar days from t h e  date  of the 
o r i g i n a l  dec i s i on .  

T h i s  written request s h a l l  s e t  for th  the grounds  on which rhe 
appealing p a r t y  b e l i e v e s  the dec i s ion  was improper or i n e q u i t a b l e .  
Such writ ten  request shall  be submitted In an o r i g i n a l  p l u s  three 
(3 )  l e g i b l e  c o p i e s  (reproduced copies 3re acceptable)  and include 
the  following: 

1. c i . t a t i o n  number(s) ; 
2 .  license number of vehicle(s1; 
3 ,  d a t e  of n o t i f f c a r i o n  of original decis ion;  
4 .  date  review requested; and 
5. printed or typed  name, address, and s ignature  of  person 

requesting t h e  review. 

Each review w i l l  be considered by a (Univers i ty  Appeals P a n e l )  
cons i s t ing  of f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f  and s tudent  members. The Panel may 
uphold the decision of the (Parking and T r a f f i c  Administrator) n r  
they may reverse the decls ion in whole or in p a r t ,  as deemed 
appropriate, 

The decision of the (University Appeals Panel) shall be f i n a l .  

G. SUSPENSION OF PRIVILEGE TO DRIVE AN3 PARK ON CAMPUS: The loss of 
the pr iv i l ege  of driv ing  or a motor vehicle on campus s h a l l  
commence ten (10) days after the Chief of Police mails a letter to 
t h e  person, at the address of such person as shuwn in the records of 
that office, s t a t i n g  t ha t  such person's privi lege  of driving or 
parking a motor vehicle on campus h a s  been suspended. Such letter 
shal l  state the  term of the suspension and will give notification of 
p o s s f b l e  impoundment for parking offenses committed during the 
period of suspension and shall s t a t e  t h e  reason for such suspension. 

Any person who (a) forges or a l t e r s  a p e r m i t ;  (b) uses a forged or 
al tered permit; { c )  transfers a p e r m i t ,  affixes a permir to a 
vehicle other than for which it was issued, or f a i l s  to destroy a 
permit  when required to do SO by t h e s e  regu la t ions  w i t h  t h e  
i n t e n t i o n  of providing any person wi th  parking privileges helshe is 
not entitled to under these regulat ions;  (d)  provides false 
information to obtain a parking pernit w i t h  knowledge thereof; or 
(e) parks or drives a vehicle to which there has been affixed a 
permit which the registered owner, or regular driver, d i d  not 
purchase, shalt lose the p r i v i l e g e  uf driving or parking on the 
University campus f o r  s i x  (6) months. While n person's p r i v i l e g e  of 
dr iv ing  or parking a vehicle on campus is suspended,  it is unlawful  
(1) for  that person to drive or park any  motor vehicle on t h e  campus 
and ( 2 )  f o r  any person Lo d r i v e  or park a vehicle reeistered in the 
name of such person on t h e  campus. 

I f  a person whose privilege of d r i v i n g  or parking on campus has been 
suspended receives a University citation by reason of having a 
vehicle on campus during the period of h i s / h e r  suspension, the  
period of suspension shall be. extended so tha t  i t :  expires twelve 
months from the dare the person received such addf t i o n a l  c i t a t i o n .  
I n  a d d i t i o n ,  the violation of the suspension s h a l l  be reyurted to 
rhe Dean of Students if the person is a student, or to the 
appropriate Dean, Director o r  Administrative O f f i c i a l  fo r  poss ib l e  
d i s c i p l i r ~ a r y  a c t i o n  if the persun is a faculty or staff  member.

DESTRUCTTON OF PERMIT WHhN SUSPENDED: Every person receiving notice 
that h i s h e r  p r i v i l e g e  of d r i v i n g  or parking on the campus has been 
suspended s h a l l  remove t h e  parking perrnit(s) from every v e h i c l e  
registere.d in hi s /her  name alnd return the remnants thereof t u  the 
University Police Department within twelve (12)  days a f t e r  d a t e  of 
such not ice .  Failure to do so s h a l l  be repor ted  to t h e  Dean uf 
Students  if the person is a s t u d e n t ,  or to the  appropriate Dean, 
Directar or Administrative Of E i c i a l ,  if t h e  person is a faculty or 
s taf f member.

SECTION 1 
QUICK REFERENCE TO PARKING AND TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 

. PEEDIITS REQUIRED FOR ACCESS AND PARKING (v i s i tor s  excepted) 

Only vehicles  conspicuously di sp lay ing  proper University permits ( a s  spec i -  
f i e d  In S e c t i o n  V I ,  infra) may enter or park on t h e  campus (as shown by the  
boundaries on the map accompanying the regulations). Special parking areas 
are provided f o r  the handicapped and f o r  two-wheel vehicles, 

. DISPLAY OF PERMITS 

Parking permits must b e  properly affixed co the vehicle(s) as described in 
Sect ion  VI. Permits which are taped or af f ixed  by unauthorized materials or 
displayed  on a vehicle other  than the  vehic le  to which issued w i l l  subject 
the  holder to a citation, Additionally, the permit will be revoked and the 
holder may lose all parking privileges (Section VIII, infra), 

. REMOVAL OF PERMITS 

Parking permits sha l l  be removed when there is a change of vehicle ownership; 
when association with The University is terminated; when a replacement permit 
has been issued to take the place of a previously issued p e r m i t ;  or upon 
expiration or revocat ion  (Section VI, ltem 3.H.).

. PERMIT RESTRICTIONS 

A. Parking pennits are avai lable  f o r  GENERAL parking or MINI-CAR [vehicles 
f i f t e e n  (15 )  feet or less in l e n g t h ]  parking f o r  both students and 
employees. 



B . Disabled  students and/or employees who qualify fo r  handicapped parking 
privi leges  in accordance w i t h  Section V T  must ob ta in  a Handicapped 
parking p e r m i t  before parking in s p e c i a l l y  designated HANDICAPPED 
parking areas. 

C. A l l  two-wheel vehicles must be parked in those areas specially designat- 
ed for TWO-WHEEL vehicles except f o r  b i c y c l e s  which should be parked in 
any of the BICYCLE parking areas. 

D. RESERVED parking areas are restricted to facu l ty  members and authorized 
s taf f  members. All vehicles parked in t h e  RESERVED parking areas - must 
d i s p l a y  a Reserved parking permit. 

E. CARPOOL parking permits are a v a i l a b l e  f o r  two  or more students or 
employees. A l l  members of the  carpool must be present when requesting 
carpool parking privi leges  ( s e e  Section VI, Item 7 ,  for rules and 
regulations regarding carpool).  

F. Spaces marked f o r  VISITOR parking are restricted to individuals who are 
nor currently a f f i l i a t e d  w i t h  either The University of Texas at San 
Antonio (UTSA) or The University of Texas Health Science Center at San 
Antonio (UTHSCSA) and should not be u t i l i z e d  by students, employees, or 
persons who use the facilities on a regular b a s i s .  Individuals who need 
to park on the UTSA campus for purposes of using any of t h e  facilities 
should contact the University Police Traffic Off ice ,  MS 1.02.04 
(69 1-4246) , for parking instructions. 

. LOADING ZONE PARKING 

Permission to u t i l i z e  the  loading dock areas must be obta ined  from the  
University Police Dispatcher upon entering the service drive through any of 
t h e  controlled access gates. parking in any of the service drive areas n o t  
otherwise marked is restricted to a 30-minute time l i m i t .  Any v e h i c l e  parked 
in excess of the 30-minute time limit will be subject to receiving a parking 
violation c i t a t i o n .  

, BICYCLE REGISTRATION 

Bicycles operated or parked on the campus s h a l l  b e  registered with the 
University Police Department (see Section VI for registrat ion information). 

. BICYCLES, MOPEDS (MOTOR-ASSISTED BICYCLES) AND SKATES 

B icyc le s  and mopeds must be operated in accordance w i t h ,  and skaters m u s t  
conform to, the ordinances of t h e  City of San Antonio,  the spec i f ic  appl ica-  
b l e  provisions of these regulations,  a l l  provisions of these regulations 
concerning parking restrict ions and traffic control, and a p p l i c a b l e  s t a t e  
l a w .  

. PARKING LOTS 

On occasion dur ing  the year, cer ta in  parking lots may be closed upon recom- 
mendation by the Chief of Police and approval by the President of The 
University. 

. SPEED LIMIT 

Unless otherwise posted, the speed l i m i t  on roads and streets of the campus 
is 20 mph and the speed l i m i t  on all parking lots and service drives is 15 
mph (Sec t ion  IV) . 



. POSTED SIGNS 

Posted s i g n s ,  whether pennanenr or temporary, must b e  obeyed a t  all times and 
take precedence over painted curbs, pavement markings and designations shown 
on any University maps. 

. PARKING IMPROPERLY 

A vehic le  s h a l l  n o t  be parked on a street where angle ~ a r k i n g  is required, 
w i t h  t h e  back of the v e h i c l e  toward the  curb, nor  sha l l  a vehicle b e  parked 
opposite the flow of traffic in the traffic Lane where paral le l  parklng is 
required. Parking wholly w i t h i n  the marked boundaries of the parking space 
is requfred at all times, Vehicles s h a l l  not be parked in a manner that 
obstructs  walkways, driveways, ramps, loading docks, marked cross-walks or 
i n f l i c t s  damage t o  shrubbery, trees, grass, grounds or structures. Addition- 
ally, no vehicle may park on any unmarked o r  unimproved ground area which has 
not been marked or designated fo r  parking. Parking is not allowed where 
p r o h i b i t e d  by signs either permanently or temporarily posted, red or yellow 
curbs, or other markings on streets and parking lots. The fac t  that other 
vehicles are parked improperly shall not constitute an excuse f o r  parking 
with any parr of the vehicle extending beyond the  marked boundaries of the 
parking space. 

. REGISTRATION OF GDDITLONAL VEHICLES 

Persons who pay the required fee f o r  one vehicle may obtain an a d d i t i o n a l  
parking p e r m i t  for other vehicles which they own by presenting to the Univer- 
sity P o l i c e  Traff ic  O f f  ice the PROOF OF- OWNERSHIP ( l i c e n s e  plate  receipt or 
copy of the t i t l e )  and a copy of the receipt which shows that  the i n i t i a l  
parking fee has been p a i d .  The fee f o r  each a d d i t i o n a l  vehfcle registered is 
$2.00  per vehicle provided that  the  f i rs t  vehicle registered is a four-wheel 
v e h i c l e ,  NO MORE THAN ONE VEHICLE REGISTERED TO AN INDIVIDUAL MAY BE PARKED 
ON CAMPUS AT ANY ONE TIME. (Section VL, infra) 

. ENFORCEMEIT AND IMPOUNDMENT 

Failure to abide by these regulat ions  may be the bas i s  f o r  d i s c i p l i n a r y  
action against  students ,  faculty and staff (Section V, i n f r a ) .  

Upon n o t i c e ,  violators may be subject to impoundment of t h e i r  vehicle(s1 
pending payment of overdue charges (Section VIII, i n f r a ) .  Students may also 
be barred from readmission and have grades,  degree, refunds or o f f i c i a l  
transcripts w i t h h e l d  pending payment of overdue charges ( s e c t i o n  VIII, 
inf ra) , Vehicles may also be impounded f o r  spec i f ic  impound v i o l a t i o n s .  

, APPEAL OF CITATION 

University parking and traffic citations may be appealed, w i t h i n  f i v e  ( 5 )  
working days from date of c i t a t i o n ,  by f i l i n g  a " c i t a t i o n  AppealM f o m  wfth 
the University Police Traf f ic  Office ( s e e  Section VIII for detailed proce- 
dures). Court Appearance c i t a t i o n s  are handled by the appropriate s t a t e  or 
municipal court. 

. VISITORS 

Official v i s i tors  are those who conduct business wfth or who tender a service 
r o  The University and who are n o t  otherwise e , l i g i b l e  f o r  parking pr iv i l eges  
(section VI, in fra) .  

Persons who w i l l  be on campus f o r  the purpose of us ing  UTSA f a c i l i t i e s  should 
contact  the  University PoLLce Traffic Office f o r  parking information. Stu- 
dents and employees are NOT allowed to park in areas designated f o r  VISITOR 
parking a t  any time.

PEDESTRIAN RIGHTS AND DUTIES 

Pedestrians must obey a l l  traffic c o n t r o l  devices and s i g n s .  They have the 
right-of-way a t  marked crosswalks, in intersections and on sidewalks extend- 
i n g  across a service drive, building entrance or driveway. Pedestrians 
crossfng a street at  any point other than  wi th in  a marked crosswalk o r  w i t h i n  
an unmarked crosswalk a t  an i n t e r s ec t i on  shall yield t h e  right-of-way t o  a l l  
vehicles on said street. Pedescrians s h a l l  not leave the curb or o t h e r  p lace  
of safe ty  and walk or run i n t o  the p a t h  of a vehicle  which is so close t h a t  
it is impossible  f o r  the driver t o  yield. Pedest r ians  may cross an  fntersec-  
tion d i a g o n a l l y  o n l y  where permitted by special pavement marking. No person 
s h a l l  stand in the roadway f o r  the purpose of s o l i c i t i n g  a ride. 

INOPERABLE VEHICLES 

If a vehicle becomes inoperable while on the  UTSA campus, the driver of said 
vehicle sha l l  n o r i f y  the University P o l i c e  Dispatcher by using one of the 
parking l o t  emergency telephones. The pol ice  will either render assistance 
or authorize temporary parking. Temporary ~s trk ing  shall n o t  exceed twenty- 
four ( 2 4 )  hours  and the vehic le  must be parked so as not to create an ob- 
struction or hazard. 

BORROWED VEHICLES 

Whenever an unregistered vehicle is used due t o  an emergency, the driver 
s h a l l  n o r i f y  the  University P o l i c e  Dispatcher by calling 691-4242,  or by 
using one of the parking l o t  emergency telephones ( s e e  attached map). 
Persons t h a t  have not p a i d  f o r  the p r i v i l e g e  of parking a vehicle on campus 
MAY NOT utilize t h i s  unregistered vehicle procedure.

5 0 3 ,  
5.3 1, and 71.01 et seq .- of T f  t l e  3 of  the Texas Education bode, t h e  Board of 
lgenrs of The University of Texas System has promulgated parking and t r a f f i c  
zgulations to regulate and c o n t r o l  parking and t r a f f i c  and the  use of parking 
s c i l i t i e s ,  to provide f o r  the issuance of motor vehicle  identification and 
nsignia (parking permi t ) ,  and to provide f o r  j u r i s d i c t i o n  over offenses,  

nis booklet  contains rhose regulations and procedures a p p l i c a b l e  to any person 
ho walks or drives and parks a vehicle on the campus of The University of Texas 
t San Antonio. These rules and regulations are supplementary t a  the ordinances 
E the Cf ty of San Antonio and the s ta tu tes  of the State  of Texas which govern 
zdestrians and the use of motor vehicles and bicycles .  

.le operation of a motor vehicle  or b icyc le  on The University of Texas at San 
~ t o n i u  campus is a PRIVILEGE granted by The Univers i ty  and i s  not an inherent 
ight  of any facultylstaff member ar student. A l l  faculty, staff  and studenrs who 
ave vehicles in t h e i r  possession or c o n t r o l  for use, operation or parking on The 
~ i v e r s i t y  campus must regi srer said vehic le  with the University Police Traffic 
f f i ce .  Registration of a vehicle does n o t  guarantee a parking place on  campus. 

7e cornisstoned University Pol ice  Officers are vested with all the powers, 
rivileges and immunities of peace officers while on the property and are empow- 
red to enforce a l l  of these laws and the UTSA Parking and Traffic Regulations. 

he University is not responsible f o r  f i r e ,  theft, damage to, or loss of any 
z h i c l e  parked or operated on The University campus. No bailment i s  created by 
ranting any parking or operating privi leges  regarding a vehicle on any property 
med, leased or otherwise controlled by The University. 

he administration and enforcement of  the regulations contained f n  this booklet  
re as follows: 

FIE UNIVERSITY STANDING COMMITTEE ON PARKING AND TRAFFIC is composed of eight 
embers consisting of t w o  facu l ty ,  two staff members, and two students (one 
raduate an3 one undergraduate), the Physical Plant  Director (ex o f f i c i o  with 
a te ) ,  and the Universfty Police Chief (ex officio without vote). Faculty and 
taff  shal l  serve two-year terms. Students serve a one-year term. The charge is 
o review t h e  Parking and T r a f f i c  Regulations for The University of Texas a t  San 
ntonfo  and to develop recommendations for revisions in these regulations as are 
ecessary to an e f f i c i e n t  parking and traffic system as it re la tes -  to differential 
arking zones ,  parking fees, penalties f o r  violations of regulations, arrangements 
or bicycle and motorcycle t r a f f i c ,  and arrangements f o r  pedestrian paths,  The 
a j o r  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  of t h e  Committee is to meet monthly, or mare often as needed, 
n order to hear t h e  appeals f o r  parking and t r a f f i c  violat ions  a t  The University, 
he Comirree s h a l l  a l s o  meet p r i o r  t o  early r e g i s t r a t i o n  and regular registration 
or each semester. 

HE CHIEF OF POLICE, University P o l i c e  Department, s h a l l  review all appeals before 
orwarding the appeals to the  chairperson of the Parking and T r a f f i c  Committee. 

BE TRAFFIC OFFICE, University Police Department, receives and processes a11 
ppeals  received w i t h i n  f ive 15) working days of the date of  the  t icket  and 
ubmits  a l l  v a l i d  appea l s  to the Chief of P o l i c e  f o r  review. The T r a f f i c  O f f i c e  
a i n t a i n s  f i les  of a l l  registered vehicles and all campus traffic tickets. 

RE UNIVERSITY POLICE DEPARTMENT has the  responsibility and the l ega l  authority 
or  the enforcement of t h e  parking and traffic regulations l i s t e d  in t h i s  booklet. 
niversf ty  pol ice  o f f icers  may issue University citations or court appearance 
itatfons ENFORCEABLE IN COURT (See Sec t ion  VIII). For spec ia l  occasions and 
mergencies, such parking l i m i t a t i o n s  may be imposed  by t h e  Chief of t h e  Universi- 



7 P o l i c e  Deportment as are required by the  conditions which preva i l .  When 
> n d i t i o n s  warrant such action, the  Chief may waive parking l i m i t a t i o n s .  

~e University reserves the r i g h t  to enforce  parking and traffic regulat ions:  

, through t h e  issuance of University citations and the  collection of adminis- 
trarive enforcement charges f o r  offenses;  

, through t h e  impoundment of vehicles inter£ ering w i t h   he movement of vehicu- 
l a r  or pedestrian t r a f f i c  o r  blocking a sidewalk, ramp, loading dock, cross-  
walk, entrance, exit, f i r e  lane or a i s l e  and through the impoundment of 
vehicles f o r  unpaid charges after p r o p e r  n o t i c e  as provided by rhese 
regulations; 

, by t h e  suspension or revocation of permits; 

, by requiring e i t h e r  the vehicle owner or the person who has registered the  
v e h i c l e  wi th  the  University Police Traff ic  Off ice to appear in court or at a 
University hearing for nonpayment of outstanding charges; 

, by barring the readmission and wi thhold ing  the grades, degrees, refunds and 
official transcripts of any s tudent  f o r  nonpayment of outstanding charges ;  

, by d i s c i p l i n a r y  action against  employees or students who f a i l  t o  abide  by 
these regulations; 

. by denying parking permits  to those w i t h  unpaid charges; 

. by the issuance of court appearance c i t a t i o n s  requiring an appearance in the 
appropriate s t a t e  or municipal court ;  and 

. by such other methods as a r e  commonly employed by c i t y  governments or sta te  
agencies in control of t r a f f i c  regulation enforcement. 

roof of the fact that any parking o r  traffic c o n t r o l  device ,  s ign ,  parking meter, 
ignal  or marking was actual ly  in place  at  any location on campus of The Universi- 
v of Texas a t  San Antonio, s h a l l  constitute prima facie  evidence that t h e  same is 
Effcial  and w a s  installed under the authority of appl icable  law and these 
?gulations. 

nen any person is charged w i t h  having stopped, parked and l e f t  standing a vehic le  
n campus, in violation of any provision of the UTSA Parking and T r a f f i c  Regula- 
ions ,  - p r o o f  that  said v e h i c l e ,  at the date of the  of fense ,  was bearing a v a l i d  
TSA parking permit shall cons t i tu te  prima facie evidence that said vehicle was 
hen and there stopped, parked and left standing by the  holder of the parking 
emit.  However, f f  the vehicle does not bear a valid UTSA parking permit, proof 
hat said vehic le ,  a t  the date of t h e  offense alleged, was owned by an i n d i v i d u a l  
s prima fac ie  proof t h a t  said vehicle was then and there stopped,  parked and left 
randing by s a i d  individual.  

he University assumes no responsibility or duty to protect any vehicle  ow its 
ontenrs anytime the vehicle is operated or parked on the  campus. 

he Unfversity may deem a vehicle parked on The University campus for more than 48 
ours without prior authorization t o  be  abandoned and may d i s p o s e  of  such vehic le  
s provided in Article  6687-9 of the Texas Revised C i v i l  Statures.

t San An ton io  to be displayed on all vehicles a u t h o r i z e d  t o  park on campus. 



SECTION IV 
GENERAL T M F F I C  REGULATIONS 

The purpose of these  regulations is to provide f o r  the safety and welfare of 
students, employees and visitors and to provide f o r  the c o n t r o l  of t r a f f i c  
and parking. 

Lf any part of these parking and traffic regulations is held to b e  invalid, 
such invalidity shall not affect other provisions which can be given effect 
without the i n v a l i d  prov i s ton ,  and t o  this end the  provisions of these 
regulations are declared t o  be severable. 

The provisions of these  regulations s h a l l  b e  cumulative of a l l  o t h e r  laws. 

The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle, when responding to an 
emergency call or when in pursuit of an actual or suspected violator of the  
law, or when responding to a fire alarm, may exercise the p r i v i l e g e s ,  s e t  
f o r t h  in this sect ion,  but subject to cond i t ions  stated. 

A. The dr iver  of an emergency vehicle may: 

( 1 )  park or stand, irrespective of t h e  provisions of these regulations 
and Texas Motor Vehicle Laws; 

(2 )  proceed past a red or stop s i g n a l  or s t o p  s ign ,  but only after 
slowing down as may be necessary f o r  safe operation; 

( 3 )  exceed the maximum speed limits so long as l i f e  or property is not 
endangered ; or 

( 4 )  disregard regulations governing d i r e c t i o n  of movement of traffic o r  
turning in speci f ied direct  i o n s .  

B. The exemptions herein granted to an authorized emergency veh ic l e  s h a l l  
apply  only when such vehic le  i s  making use of audible and visual 
s igna ls ,  except that an authorized emergency vehicle operated as a 
p o l i c e  vehicle need n o t  be equipped w i t h  o r  display a red l i g h t  v i s i b l e  
from in f r o n t  of the vehicle. 

On special  occasions and in emergencies, the  Chief of Police may impose 
rernporary parking and t r a f f i c  control restrictions. These temporary re- 
s t r i c t i o n s  s h a l l  have all the  force of other written and approved regulations 
and s h a l l  be subject to the same p e n a l t i e s .  

It shall be a violation to commit any a c t  p r o h i b i t e d  by these regulations or 
to fail to do any a c t  required by these regula t ions .  

The operation of a vehicle s h a l l  be restricted to the campus d r i v e s ,  streets 
and parking l o t s .  

Vehicles operated or parked on the campus must comply w i t h  a l l  State  Laws, 
City  ordinances and the Parking and ~ r a f f i c  ~ e ~ u l a t & n s  of The University of 
Texas at San Antonio. 

The speed limit on roads and streets of the  campus is 20 miles p e r  hour. The 
speed limit on all parkfng lots and service drives is 15 m i l e s  per hour, 
unless otherwise specified. 

The driver of any vehicle invo lved  in a collision shall immediately stop at 
the scene of such accident or collision, and by the quickest means of commun- 
ication report such acc iden t  or collision to the Unfversity P o l i c e  
Department. 



No person s h a l l  fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order or d i r e c t i o n  
of any University p o l i c e  o f f i c e r  invested by law with t h e  authority to 
direct, control and regulate t r a f f i c .  

Any person who willfully or through negLigence causes damage to The Univer- 
sity of Texas at  San Antonio property sha l l  be l i ab l e  f o r  any damage done 
to said property, 

All vehicles operated or parked upon the campus s h a l l  properly display a 
current parking p e r m i t  (Visitors refer  to I t e m  No, 2 3 ,  th i s  section). 

A l l  vehicles are required to s top  completely at each STOP s ign ,  and then 
proceed cautiously without c r e a t i n g  a hazard to vehicles  not required to 
stop. 

Bicycles shall not be operated on pedestrian walkways or sidewalks. Opera- 
tion of bicycles  is regulated by Texas Motor Vehicle Laws. 

The operator of a vehicle shal l  y i e l d  right-of-way to pedestrians in 
crosswalks. 

Pedestrians s h a l l  cross streets at designated marked pedestr ian  crosswalks. 

A .  Every pedestrian crossing a roadway a t  any point o t h e r  than within a 
marked crosswalk or wi th in  an unmarked crosswalk a t  an intersection 
s h a l l  y i e l d  the right-of-way to a l l  vehicles upon the roadway (VCS 
6701d, A r t .  fX, Sec. 78a). 

B, Pedestrians s h a l l  n o t  leave the curb or other place of safety and walk 
or run i n t o  the path of a vehicle which is so close  that it is im- 
p a s s i b l e  f o r  the  driver to y i e l d .  

C. Pedestrians may cross an intersection diagonally only where permitted by 
special  pavement marking. 

D. No person shal l  stand in the  roadway f o r  the  purpose of s o l i c i t i n g  a 
ride. 

No operaror of a vehicle s h a l l  drive beyond a barricaded area, or where 
prohibi ted  by temporary or permanent signs and no operator or person s h a l l  
remove such barricades or s i g n s .  University employees whose job  is to 
deliver, install or p i c k  up such barricades or temporary s igns  upon request 
by t h e  Chief of P o l i c e  are excepted. 

No d r ive r  or operator of any vehic le  shall back any vehicle i n t o  an in te r -  
section or back upon any shoulder or any traffic lane. 

No person driving a v e h i c l e  s h a l l  cross, drive in or on a sidewalk, parking 
l o t ,  driveway or ent rances  a t  an intersection f o r  the  purpose of makfng a 
r i g h t  or left turn from one street or roadway to another street or roadway as 
a shortcut or to avoid any traffic controL device. 

No person in control o r  possession of a motor vehicle s h a l l  bring the same t o  
a sudden start o r  s t o p  in a parking l o t  o r  street, o r  accelerate or race the 
motor so as to cause a loud n o i s e  i n  a manner calculated to d i s t u r b  the 
person or persons present. 

No person may throw or d e p o s i t  any t rash ,  l i t t e r  or other waste on any 
parking area, street or sidewalk. 

V i s i t o r s  are those individuals who conduct business with or who render a 
service t~ The Unive r s i ty  and who are nor otherwise e l i g i b l e  f o r  parking 
p r i v i l e g e s .  Persons who w i l l  be on campus f o r  the purpose of using UTSA 
f a c i l i t i e s  should con tac t  the  University Police Traffic Office f o r  parking 
information ( S e c t i o n  VI , inf ra) . 
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SECTION 7 
PARKING REGULATIONS 

The various classes of parking permits and their e l i g i b i l i L y  requirements, 
pr iv i l eges  and limitations are described in detail in Section VI. 

. Parking and t r a f f i c  r e g u l a t i o n s  on campus are in effect a t  a l l  times with the 
exception that Lot  3 and Lot  9 ,  CARPOOL and RESERVED only, are open to vehi- 
cles di sp lay ing  GENERAL parking permits AFTER 4 : 3 0  p .m.  weekdays and on week- 
ends. 

. Failure to abide  by parking and t r a f f i c  regulations may be t h e  basis f o r  d i s -  
ciplinary ac t ion  against students and employees. 

A .  STUDENTS 

Students may b e  subjected r o  penalt ies  rangfng from disciplinary proba- 
tion to expulsion from t h e  institution as outlined in Sect ion  3.13  
of the Rules and Regulations of the Board of Regents  of The University 
of Texas System, Part One, Chapter VI, and t h e  UTSA Inetirutional Rules 
on Student  Services and Activit ies .  When a student has accumulated 
four  ( 4 )  or more unpaid parking or traffic citations and/or charges of 
$25.00 or more, the Dean of Students shal l  be notified by the UTSA 
Parking and Traffic Committee. See Section V I I I  ( in f ra )  f o r  rules 
regarding d i s c i p l i n a r y  action. 

B. EMPLOYEES 

Employees may be subjected t o  disciplinary penalties i n c l u d i n g  termina- 
tion of employment as outlined in the  Bandbook of Operating Procedures. 
When an employee has accumulated f o u r  ( 4 )  or more unpaid parking or 
t r a f f i c  citations andfor charges of $25.00 or more, the employee's Dean, 
Director or Administrative Of f i c i a f  s h a l l  be n o t i f i e d  by the  UTSA 
Parking and Traff ic  Committee. 

. GENERAL PARKING REGULATIONS 

A .  Only vehicles which have a valid parking permit issued by The Universi ty 
may park on campus. 

B.  Parking is restricted to l i n e d  parking spaces. Vehicles s h a l l  be parked 
within the boundaries of the designated lined spaces. The fact t h a t  
other vehicles  are parked improperly shall n o t  constitute an excuse f o r  
parking with any part of the  vehicle over the l i ne .  

C. BFcycles sha l l  not be parked anywhere except in t h e  b i c y c l e  parking 
areas. 

D, Parking i s  not allowed where p r o h i b i t e d  by signs either permanently or 
temporarily posted, red or yellow curbs, or o t h e r  markings on streets 
and parking lots. 

E. Parking is p r o h i b i t e d  on any lawn, curb, sidewalk, or any area not 
designated as a parking space o r  lot, or in any restricted or unau- 
t h o r i z e d  area. 
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It is prohibited to park a vehic le  i n  any place where it may create a 
t ra f f i c  hazard or where it b l o c k s  or impedes pedestrian or vehicular 
rraf f ic. 

Parking a vehic le  on campus for more than twenty-four (24) continuous 
hours requires approval of the University Police Department, Vehicles 
which are t h e  property of The University are excepted. 

VISITOR parking areas may NOT be u t i l i z e d  by UTSA faculty ,  s t a f f  mem- 
bers, or students at any time. See Section VI f o r  p e r m i t  information. 

When four-wheel v e h i c l e s  are parked diagonally or perpendicular to a 
curb t h e  front wheels must be w i t h i n  twelve ( 1 2 )  inches of the face of 
t h e  curb. 

Parking spaces designated f o r  the  handicapped may be used only by 
persons who have a parking permit  f o r  that space. 

Every vehicle parked upon a two-way roadway shal l  be so parked with the  
right-hand wheels parallel to and within eighteen (18) inches of the  
right-hand curb. 

Every vehicle parked upon a one-way roadway shall b e  so parked parallel 
to the  curb in the direction of authorized traffic movement, with its 
right-hand wheels within eighteen ( 1 8 )  inches of the right-hand curb. or 
i t s  Left-hand wheels w i t h i n  eighteen (18) inches of t h e  left-hand curb. 

Vehicles found parked in violation of any State  Law, Ci ty  Ordinance or 
in violation of these regulations or parked in such a manner as  to 
create a traffic hazard may be impounded, relocated or immobilized at 
the expense of rhe v io l a to r .  The University s h a l l  not, nor s h a l l  any of 
its authorized personnel, be l i a b l e  or assume any r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  for any 
loss or damage suffered because of such impoundment, immobilization or 
relocation. 

Passenger vehicles or trucks s h a l l  not be parked in spaces reserved for 
motorcycles or bicyc les .  

Motorcycles, motor scooters, motorbikes or bicyc les  sha l l  not be parked 
in spaces des ignated  f o r  passenger vehicles or trucks. 

Vehicles shall n o t  be parked so as to obstruct the entrance or ex i t  of a 
bui ld ing .  

Vehicles shall not  be parked in any area other than that designated by 
the permit on rhe vehic le ,  

On special occasions and during emergency periods, the Chief of Police 
may p r o h i b i t  or extend parking and t r a f f i c  regulations o r  any p o r t i o n  
thereof. 

No person s h a l l  stop, park or leave standing any vehicle w i t h i n  an 
intersection, on a crosswalk, or on a sfdewalk. 

Temporary parking in the Student  Heal th  Service parking lot is restrict- 
ed only t o  students  requiring emergency o r  scheduled medical  assistance 
at the Student Health Service facilities. 

Parking in loading zones and service drives is restricted to a maximum 
time limit of thirty (30)  minutes and w i l l  be allowed only f o r  the 
actual  process  of loading and unloading equipment, s u p p l i e s ,  and mer- 
chandise .  



SECTION V I  
PARKING PERMIT REGULATIONS 

. FACULTY AND STAFF 

A .  A parking p e r m i t  will be issued upon application t o  the University 
Police Traffic Office  located in MS 1.02 .04 .  Permits will be issued to 
the vehicle f o r  which the faculty or s taf f  member, spouse or parent is 
the registered owner. Lf the registered owner is other than above, (1) 
the owner or person in custody of the  vehicle must be either related t o  
or domiciled w i t h  t h e  appl icant ,  and ( 2 )  the owner or person in custody 
of  the vehicle must n o t  be otherwise e l i g i b l e  for a University parkfng 
permit .  

B, New faculty and staff members must r e g i s t e r  their vehicle on their f i r s t  
day of employment. Parking permit fees are due and payable at the  time 
of vehic le  registration. 

C. Any faculty or staff  member who is unable to pay f o r  the parking penni t  
at the time of veh ic l e  regititration must obtain a temporary parking 
permit f rom the University Police Traff ic  Office on their f i r s t  day of 
work. This temporary p e r m i t  s h a l l  expire on the f i f t h  day following the  
f i r s t  pay p e r i o d  of said faculty or staff member. A l l  parking permit 
fees must be paid and t h e  v e h i c l e  properly registered upon expiration of 
the  temporary parking permit .  

D. When both spouses are employed by The University, or if one spouse is a 
student at The University, and they need to park rwo v e h i c l e s  on campus 
on or about the same time, each spouse shall register each vehicle 
separately and pay the appropriate parking fees. Addirional decals of 
the same class may be purchased f o r  t h e  other spouse's v e h i c l e  and both 
decals shall be displayed on each vehicle. When one of the t w o  decals 
is f o r  a spec i a l l y  designated park ing  area, then only  that vehicle which 
is operated by the person e l i g i b l e  f o r  said permit sha l l  be parked in 
the specially designated parking area. 

E. Employees on s t a f f  at the  beg inn ing  of the  f i s c a l  year will b e  required 
t o  pay t h e  annual rate f o r  a parking p e r m i t  regardless of when they 
apply f o r  the  permit during that f i s c a l  year. Employees hired a f t e r  the 
beginning of the f i s c a l  year will be charged f o r  the entire month in 
which their  employment begins and f o r  each full month remaining in t h e  
f i s c a l  year. 

F. Faculty and staff members may register  additional vehic les  provided that 
the vehic les  are owned by the applicant or another person as s p e c i f i e d  
above, wi th  the understanding thar two vehicles s h a l l  not b e  operated or 
parked on campus a t  the  same time. Proof of ownership (license p l a t e  
rece ip t  or copy of title) must be presented at the time of r e g i s t r a t i o n  
f o r  any additional vehic le .  A charge of $2.00 w i l l  be assessed f o r  each 
additional vehicle registered providing that the f irst  vehicle regis-  
tered is a four-wheel vehicle .  

. STUDENTS 

A .  A parking p e r m i t  w i l l  be i s sued upon a p p l i c a t i o n  f o r  a vehic le  owned by 
the student, spouse, parent ,  or guardian. If t h e  registered owner is 
other t h an  above, (1) the owner or person in custody of the veh ic le  must 
be either related to or d o m i c i l e d  wi th  the app l i cant ,  and (2) the owner 
or person in custody of the  veh ic l e  must n o t  be otherwise e l i g i b l e  far a 
University parking permit. 

3. Students may r e g i s t e r  ONE a d d i t i o n a l  vehicle upon separate application 
and payment of the requfred f e e  ro the  University P o l i c e  Traff ic  O f f i c e  



provided that t h e  vehicle is owned by the applicant o r  another person as 
specified above w i t h  the understanding that boch veh ic les  may n o t  be 
operated or parked upon t h e  campus a t  the same time. In a d d i t i o n ,  
students must present  a p a i d  fee receipt for the current semester and 
proof of ownership ( l i cense  p l a t e  r e c e i p t  or copy of r i r l e ) .  

A charge of $2.00 w i l l  be assessed f o r  the additional v e h i c l e  providing 
rhar the  first vehfcle registered is a four-wheel vehfcle. 

C.  Students must present  a current student i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  card when making 
application for a parking permlt. 

D. Students may pay their parking fees at the time of academic registra- 
t f o n ;  however, parking fees MUST be paid  a t  t h e  time of vehic le  regis- 
tration and may be purchased any rime during the semester, Student 
parking fees are not prorated and are assessed at t h e  time of purchase 
according ro the semester fee in ef fect  a t  rhe t i m e  of vehicle 
registrat ion. 

E .  Special students, part-time students and auditing students s h a l l  be 
treated as  regular students and must pay t h e  appropriate fee for the 
type of permit issued. 

. GENERAL INFORMATION AND REQUIREMENTS FOR FACULTY, STAFF AND STUDENTS 

A .  DISPLAY OF PERMITS 

(1) The parking permit must be displayed on the  vehicle f o r  which it 
was issued. 

(2 )  Permits shall be af f ixed  on the vehicle according to the instruc- 
tions furnished w i t h  rhe permit .  

13) Taping or affixing the permir in any other manner w i l l  result in 
cicarions being i s sued .  

B,  Proof  of ownership may be required of any vehicle registered, but is 
required f o r  r eg i s t r a t i on  of any additional vehicle. Pe r sons  who w a z  
t o  register more t h an  one additional vehic le  must obtain approval from 
the Chief of P o l i c e .  

C .  Persons who need to register a company or leased vehicle f o r  parking 
p r i v i l e g e s  must contact the University P o l i c e  Traffic Office.  Fees will 
be assessed f o r  the  classification of parking permi t  issued.  

D. The license plate  number of the v e h f c l e  is required a t  the time of 
vehfcle registration. 

E. A v a l i d  driver's license must be presented by the person r eg i s t e r i ng  the 
vehfcle before authorization to drive or park t h e  v e h i c l e  on campus can 
be given. 

F. Any change affecting the r e g i s t r a t i o n  or ownership of a v e h i c l e  sha l l  be 
reported promptly ro the University Police Traffic Off ice .  Permits 
should be removed from a vehicle whenever said v e h i c l e  is sold. 

G. Any person who registers a vehicle when said v e h i c l e  is not e l i g i b l e  f o r  
registration in accordance wirh these regulations s h a l l  be subject t o  
appropriate d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n  andlor c a n c e l l a t i o n  of parking 
pr iv i l eges .  



H. REMOVAL OF PEWTTS 

(I) P e r m i t s  shall be removed: 

(a) whenever there is a change of vehicle  ownership; 

(b) when association with  The Untversity is terminated; or 

(c)  upon expiration or revocation of permit .

A .  The permit is not transferable and must be affixed to t h e  vehicle for 
which it was issued. A fee of $2.00 AND t h e  remnants of  the  o l d  p e r m i t  
are required f o r  any permit replacement. 

B. One parking p e r m i t  w i l l  be issued f o r  each vehicle registered.  

C. A parking p e r m i t  will be issued a f t e r  the vehic le  h a s  been p r o p e r l y  
registered,  as  required by t h i s  section, and the parking p e r m i t  fees 
p a i d .  

D. Parking permits  are effective from the date of purchase through August 
31 of the  current f i s c a l  year unless otherwise s p e c i f i e d  an the permit. 

E The parking permit m u s t  be properly d i sp layed  on the registered v e h i c l e  
no later t h a n  Census Date in any given semester. 

(I) The self-adhering decal  f o r  four-wheel vehicles is to be completely 
and p r o p e r l y  a£ f ixed to t h e  inside of the glass on the lower r i g h t  
corner (passenger s i d e )  of the front w i n d s h i e l d .  

(2)  The temporary card-style permit is to be hung from the rear-view 
m i r r o r  in t h e  manner described on the  permit. A temporary parking 
permit must be displayed only on t h e  vehicle f o r  which the permit 
was issued. 

( 3 )  Permits for: mororcycles, motor s c o o t e r s ,  motorbikes, mopeds, and 
bicycles are to be a f f i x e d  to the rear fender,  o r  on a cab, or in a 
case spec ia l ly  designed for use on such vehicles .  



MOTOR-ASSISTED TWO-WHEEL VEHICLES 

A .  Park ing  

(1) Motorcycles, mopeds and motor scooters s h a l l  park ONLY in designat-  
e d  motorcycle parking areas at a l l  times. 

( 2 )  Motorcycles, motor scooters, mopeds and motor-assisted b i c y c l e s  
s h a l l  - NOT be parked or o the rwi se  secured in unauthorized places ,  
e.g.  sidewalks, posts, ra i l ings ,  trees, e t c .  These vehicles may 
not use spaces marked for passenger cars or trucks. 

B. Operation 

Motorcycles, motor scooters, mopeds and motor-assisted b i c y c l e s  s h a l l  
NOT be ridden or o p e ~ a t e d  on pedestrian walkways or sidewalks. On - 
Universfty streets, operators tihall  comply w i t h  ALL traffic c o n t r o l  
devices, e.g. one-way signs, stop signs, etc. 

CARPOOL RULES AND PERMITS 

A .  Carpools shall consist  of at least  t w o  vehicles ,  each owned by persons 
n o t  having the  same domicile. 

B .  Each vehicle must be registered and will be issued a carpool parking 
permit .  Permit  sha l l  be affixed accord ing  t o  instructions issued w i t h  
the permit, 

C. Persons forming a carpool  are  authorized to bring t h e  carpool vehic le  on 
campus only during the times speci f ied on t h e  permit ,  

D. A l l  members of each carpool must be together in the vehicle when parking 
in the  carpool area. If, f o r  any reason, a member of the carpool  is 
absent, the driver of said vehicle s h a l l  n o t i f y  the Universitv P o l i c e  
Dispatcher by c a l l i n g  691-4242.  

E. Only one vehicle in each carpool shall be parked on the campus. 

(1) Should t w o  cars of t h e  same carpool  need t o  b e  on campus a t  t h e  
same t ime,  the second vehicle must park in GENERAL parking and both  
drivers a r e  required to n o t i f y  the University Police Dispatcher 
immediately upon arrival. 

(2 )  Two cars of the same carpool  w i l l  be allowed to park on campus a t  
the same time only  twice during each semester; any abuse w i l l  
result  in cancellation of the  carpool. 

( 3 )  The reason f o r  parking t w o  carpool  vehicles on campus at t h e  same 
time is subject  to verification by the University P o l i c e  
Department. 

( 4 )  If either driver f a i l s  t o  norify the  University Police Dispatcher 
of two  carpool  vehicles on campus a t  one t i m e ,  that  driver will b e  
Lssued a ca rpoo l  v i o l a t i o n  citation. Two v i o l a t i o n s  issued to any 
one member of a carpool f o r  t w o  cars on campus without authoriza- 
t i o n  will result i n  cancellatfon of that carpool, and a l l  members 
must return t h e i r  carpool  permits and obtain new parking permits 
from the University Police Traff ic  Office. 

F. Whenever an unregistered vehic le  is used due to an emergency, the driver 
sha l l  notify the University Pol ice  Dispatcher by c a l l i n g  691-4242.  



G. If, f o r  any reason,  a person withdraws from a carpool, the e n t i r e  
carpool  s h a l l  be cons idered  cancelled and a l l  persons in that carpool 
must return their pa rk ing  permits to the  University Police Traffic 
Office and make o t h e r  parking arrangemenrs. 

H. When there are any changes in vehicles, such as adding or removing any 
vehic le ,  a new carpool card must be secured from the  University Police 
T r a f f i c  O f f i c e ,  

I. No student carpool will be authorized af ter  the Census Date in any given 
semester. 

(1) Student carpool permits are v a l i d  f o r  one semester. 

( 2 )  Student  carpool permits will NOT be available during the summer 
sess ion.  

J. Faculty and s taf f  carpool permits  are val id  for one academic year. 

K. Cancel lat ion of any carpool requires each ca rpoo l  member t o  r e t u r n  their 
carpool permits to the University Police Traffic Office and obta in  new 
parking priv i l eges .  The full amount of  the regular parking fee in 
ef fect  a t  the time of cancellation w i l l  be charged in a d d i t i o n  to any 
enforcement fees .  

Vendors, salespersons, technical representatives and servicing personnel who 
regularly conduct business  on t h i s  campus must regis ter  t h e i r  vehicle at the  
University Police Traffic Office.  Upon completing the registration, a fee  of 
$2.00 must be p a i d  for a special parking p e r m i t .  The special parking p e r m i t  
must be properly d i s p l a y e d  on the vehic le .  

E l i g i b i l i t y  for  mini-car parking permits will be based on the  size of t h e  
vehicle. Any vehic le  which measures f i f t e e n  (15) feet or less from front t o  
rear and has been measured and/or approved by au thor i zed  representatives of 
the University P o l i c e  Department w i l l  qualify fox the mini-car  parking 
p e r m i t .  Any vehicle authorized for mini-car parking will b e  issued a min i -  
car parking permit. Mini-car parking areas are located in Lot 1 (nor th  end 
near Margaret Tobin Drive) and Lot  6 (entire lot) f o r  convenience to e i t h e r  
s i d e  of  he campus. 

The mini-car measurement site is located  in L o t  6 .  Special arrangements may 
be made for obtaining mini -car  a u t h o r i z a t i o n  by contact ing the University 
P o l i c e  Traffic Off ice .  

TENPORARY PARKING PERMITS 

A .  Temporary park ing  permits f o r  unregistered vehicles  may be obtained a t  
no cost  from the University Pol i ce  Traffic O f f i c e  provided that the 
person requesting t h e  temporary parking p r i v i l e g e  has  duly  registered a 
first v e h i c l e  and p a i d  t h e  appropriate fee  f o r  campus parking 
privi leges .  

B .  Temporary parking permits sha l l  nor exceed f o u r t e e n  ( 1 4 )  days.  Exten- 
sions may be ob ta ined  with the approval of the Chief of Po l i ce .  

C. Any alteration to a temporary parking permit s h a l l  be cause for the 
issuance of a t r a f f i c  citation. 

D. If the  temporary parking permit is for a vehicle that is e l i g i b l e  f o r  
registration as  an additional vehicle ,  an additional parking permit must 
be purchased in Lieu of a temporary permit .  



E. Temporary parking permits f o r  parking in restricted areas may be ob- 
tained f r o m  rhe University P o l i c e  Traffic Office upon presentation of 
deta i l s  explaining need f o r  such parking privileges.  

F. Whenever an unregisrered vehicle is used due  to an emergency, the driver 
s h a l l  notify the University P o l i c e  Dispatcher by c a l i i n g  691-4242,  or by 
using one of the parking Lot emergency telephones (see attached map). 

Note: Persons t h a t  have n o t  paid  for the privilege of parking a ve 
hicle on campus MAY NOT u t i l i z e  this ucregistered vehicle  
procedure. 

G. Any department o r  organization requiring parking privi leges  for groups 
of visitors should c o n t a c t  t h e  Chief of Police fo r  s p e c i f i c  parking 
instructions. On occasion, the Chfef of Police may deem it necessaxy 
fo r  the v i s i tors  to obtain temporary parking p e r m i t s .  

HANDICAPPED QUALIFICATIONS 

A .  Acceptable medical proof that the operator or regularly transported 
person (faculty ,  s t a f f ,  or student) is currently d i s a b l e d  must accompany 
the a p p l i c a t i o n  f o r  a handicapped permit. 

8 .  A l l  d i sab led  veterans whose vehicles d i s p l a y  the specially designed 
l icense p l a t e s  issued by t h e  State Department of Highways and P u b l i c  
Transportation with the words "DISABLED VET" p r i n t e d  thereon in accor- 
dance with the provisions of Vernon's Annotated Texas C i v i l  Statutes 
Article 667Sa-5e and all permanently d i s a b l e d  persons whose vehicles  
d isplay  the  specially designed symbols, tabs  or o t h e r  devices (to 
include a vehicle in which a temporarily d i s a b l e d  person identification 
card is placed in the lower left-hand s i d e  of the front windshield) 
issued by the S t a t e  Department of Highways and Public Transpor t a t ion  
w i t 1 1  the  word 'tDISABLED" p r i n t e d  thereon in accordance w i t h  t h e  provi -  
s i o n s  of Vernon's Annotated Texas C i v i l  Statutes  Article 6675a-5e.l are 
exempt from parking p e r m i t  fees. These exemptions a l l o w  parking on ly  in 
spaces where parking would otherwise be appropriate and do not  a l low  the  
parking of a vehicle at a place where parking is r e s t r i c t ed  or 
proh ib i t ed .  

C. Temporary handicapped permits may be obtained from the Univers i ty  Police 
Traffic O f f i c e  by present ing a letter from t h e  attending physician 
i n d i c a t i n g  the nature of the short-term d i s a b i l i t y .  

PAYMENT OF FEES 

When an a p p l i c a t i o n  is made for a pe rmi t ,  the fee charged w i l l  be For a 
complete year or the e n t i r e  unexpired p o r t i o n  of The University's permit 
year. Payment of the fee  must be made before the permit w i l l  be issued. 

REPLACEMENT CHARGES 

Any time replacement permits are issued there w i l l  be a $2.00 charge made. 
Remnants o f  old permits are to b e  returned a t  t h a t  time. If remnants are not 
returned, replacement p e r m i t ( s )  w F l l  be a r  the REGULAR RATE. 

REFUNDS 

A .  Students ,  faculty  and staff members may apply f o r  a refund of parking 
fees bv completing the "REFUND REQUEST FORM" available in t h e  University 
Police Traffic Office ,  PIS 1.02.04.  



B. A request f o r  refund w i l l  n o t  be honored unless it i s  f i l e d  w i t h  the 
University Pol ice  Traffic Office during The university's f i sca l  year in 
which payment f o r  the permit was made. A request for refund must be 
accompanied by the remnants of a l l  p e r m i t s  issued to t h e  person request- 
fng the refund. 

( I )  Refunds will be made to members of the facu l ty  and s t a f f  upon 
request - and only in the event service is terminated by a resigna- 
t i o n  or leave of absence wlthout pay.   he refund w i l l  be based on 
the number of f u l l  months remaining in The University's p e r m i t  year 
from t h e  dare the request form and decal remnants are received in 
the University P o l i c e  Traffic Off i ce .  

Refunds will be made, upon request, t o  s t u d e n t s  who withdraw or 
graduate from The University a t  the end of the  fall semester, 
provided the request is received in the University Police Traffic 
Office before Census Date of the following Spring Semester; but 
refunds will not be made to students who withdraw or graduate from 
The Universi ty at the end of the  Spring Semester. A student who 
registers and wi thdraws  during the same semester will be refunded 
In accordance wi th  current academic c a t a l o g  refund pol ic ies .  

C. A request f o r  a refund will not be honored when a person's p r i v i l e g e  to 
park and drive on campus has been suspended nor  if outstanding charges 
or orher d e b t s  remain unpaid.

SECTION VIII 
ENFORCJ3MENT 

PARKING AND TRAFFIC CITATIONS 

University P o l i c e  are a u t h o r i z e d  to issue two types of c i ~ a t i o n s  f o r  viol-a- 
tion of UTSA Parking and Traffic Regulations. 

A .  UNIVERSITY CITATIONS - Those handled by The University, subject t o  
University administrative enforcement charges and a r i g h t  to appeal 
w i t h i n  The Univers i ty  (Paragraph 5 below). 

B, COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS - Those issued by the University P o l i c e  
constituting a summons to appear in e i t h e r  municipal court  o r  a justice 
court. 

POLICY WITH RESPECT TO COURT APPEARANCE (CA) CITATIONS 

The University reserves the r i g h t  to issue a CA c i t a t i o n  f o r  any violat ion.  
lt is the general p o l i c y  of The University, however, to issue CA c i t a t i o n s  a t  
The University's op t ion :  

A. f o r  moving violations; 

B. f o r  any v io la t ion  when the  individual's d r i v i n g  o r  parking privileges 
have been suspended (See Paragraph 6 below); or 

C ,  when an individual receives a University citation and all reasonable 
attempts at collection have f a i l e d .  

PROCEDURE FOR UNIVERSITY CITATIONS 

University citations are  issued f o r  offenses described in Section VII. The 
administrative en£ orcement charges are as  shown. If the charge is not p a i d  
within f ive  ( 5 )  working days after Issuance of the  cftation, a $5.00 late 
charge wtll be assessed. 

A .  A l l  outstanding campus t r a f f i c  citations are retained as part of the 
permanent records .  Multiple violations wi th in  one academic year w i l l  
result in increased f i n e s  and/or disciplinary a c t i o n .  

3 .  Every person receiving a University c i r a r i on  s h a l l  remit t h e  amount of 
t h e  charge to the University Police T r a f f i c  Off ice .  Payment must be 
received w i t h i n  five ( 5 )  working days a f t e r  issuance of  the c i t a t i o n  to 
avoid a l a te  charge, 

If a person desires t o  appeal a University c i t a t i o n ,  helshe shal l  comply 
with Paragraph 5 below w i t h i n  f i v e  (5) working days a f t e r  Issuance of 
t h e  c i t a t i o n .  

Requests f o r  exceptions to the  above referenced worklng days will be 
considered on an i n d i v i d u a l  b a s i s  if mftigating ow unusual circumstances 
exist. Such requests shall be submitted in writing to the Chief of 
Police and s h a l l  d e t a i l  the reason(s) such a request is being made. 
Requests based s o l e l y  on a l leged nonreceipt of a copy of the citation 
will n o t  be honored. 

Unpaid charges f o r  parking of fenses  are recorded e i t h e r  in t h e  name of 
t h e  person in whose name the vehicle  is regfsrered with some official 
state motor vehicle registration department or agency, or in t h e  name of 
the person who has registered the vehicle with the University P o l i c e  
Traf f i c  O f f  ice. 



NOTE : I f  a student, s t a f f  o r  f a c u l t y  has the same fami ly  name and/or 
home address as the registered owner, then the unpaid charges 
will also be recorded in the name of the s t u d e n t ,  s taff  or 
faculty. Unpaid charges for ocher offenses (such as moving 
v i o l a t i o n s )  may be recorded i n  the name of the  person d r i v i n g  
said vehic le ,  i n  the  name of the person who has registered it 
w i t h  the University Police Traffic Office ,  or  i n  the name of 
the registered owner. 

C. When Court Appearance c i t a t i o n s  are issued, the  Univers i ty  c i t a t i o n s  
w i l l  be cancelled. Fai lure  t o  discharge CA c i t a t i o n s  may r e s u l t  in the 
issuance of a warrant f o r  the arrest of such person. 

Before a Court Appearance ticker is issued, a w r i t t e n  notice shall be 
sen t  v i a  c er t i f i ed  mail adv i s ing  t h e  person of t h e  number of campus 
tickets issued, the v i o l a t i o n s ,  enforcement fees due, and chat Court 
Appearance tickets f o r  each campus ticket s h a l l  be issued if the campus 
ticker enforcement fees are n o t  p a i d  wi th in  ten (101 working days of the 
da te  of the notice, 

D. Persons w i t h  unpaid charges recorded in their names shall be i n e l i g i b l e  
t o  receive parking permfrs while such charges remain unpaid.  

E, The enforcement fees assessed f o r  v i o l a t i o n  of these regulations consti- 
tute  an indebtedness t o  The University of Texas at Sam Antonio, In the 
event that a person f a i l s  to pay such fees,  The University will: 

(1) suspend the pr iv i l ege  of driving or parking on the  campus f o r  up 
to one year from the date of suspension; 

(2) withhold any remuneration, refund o r  monetary payment t o  which the 
person may otherwise have been e n t i t l e d ;  

(3)  deny readmission t o  The University of Texas at San Antonio; 

( 4 )  withhold the individual's grades and/or  o f f i c i a l  transcr ipt;  

( 9 )  withhold any degree to which the person may be entitled; and/or 

(6) take appropriate disciplinary acrion . 
See Section V fox a d d i t i o n a l  information concerning d i s c i p l i n a r y  action. 

TMPOUNDMENT OF VEHICLES, BARRING OF READMISSION AND WITHHOLDING OF GRADES, 
DEGREES, OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS A N D  REFUNDS 

When unpaid charges are recorded, the University P o l i c e  Traffic Office shall 
send a return receipt letter to the  last known address of t h e  person i n  whose 
name the charges are recorded. 

Such letter shall s t a t e  that unless (1) payment of a l l  accumulated charges 
is made w i t h i n  ten (10) calendar days after the  date of such l e t t e r  or ( 2 )  a 
writ ten  request f a  made w i t h i n  ten (10) calendar days to appear before  a 
University hearfng committee concerntrig impoundment of the vehic le  in case of 
faculty,  s t a f f ,  student or v i s i t o r ,  or for bar r ing  of readmission andlar 
withholding of grades ,  degrees, o f f i c i a l  transcripts and refunds in the case 
of students, as authorized in the  ~ e g e n r s '  Rules and R e ~ u l a t i o n s ,  Part One, 
Chapter VI, Section 9 and s ta te  law, the a p p r o p r i a t e  enforcement action will 
cake place without further n o t i c e .  

Such a hearing is n o t  an appeal of the parking and traffic c i t a t i o n s  but i s  
a l i m i t e d  hearing to allow t h e  ind iv idua l  an npportunity to show that the 
vehicle in question was not owned, registered o r  used by the ind iv idua l  o r  
to show that the ind iv idua l  receiving notice of impending sanc t ions  does not 
have unpaid  parking and traffic charges. 



At such hear ing ,  which w i l l  be held a f t e r  a r ea sonab l e  period of time, the 
person requesting the hearing will assume the burden of showing why the 
appropriate enforcement act ion should not take place. 

I f  timely paymenr is not received and either the  registered owner ox the 
person who has  registered the vehic le  with The University has f a i l e d  to 
appear a t  the requested University impoundment hea r ing  o r  has appeared and 
has failed to meet h i s  or h e r  burden of proo f ,  the vehic le  may b e  impounded 
pending payment of a l l  outstanding charges, i nc lud ing  towing and storage 
charges, without further notice. 

If timely payment is n o t  received from a student and the student has f a i l e d  
t o  appear at the requested h e a r i n g  or has appeared and h a s  f a i l e d  t o  meet 
h i s  or her burden of proof,  the student may be barred from readmission and 
grades, degrees, o f f i c i a l  transcripts and refunds may be withheld, without 
further notice, Additionally, rhe vehicle reg i s t ered  to the student: may b e  
subject to impoundment. 

APPEALS FROM UNIVERSITY CITATTDW(S) 

Any person who has received a Univers3ty c i t a t i o n  may f i l e  a request to have 
the  c i t a t i o n  reviewed by submitting an appeal  ro the  Universi ty Police 
Traffic Office no later than five (5) working days after the c i t a t i o n  was 
issued, If an appeal  is not f i l e d  w i t h i n  t h i s  time, the c i t a t i o n  is deemed 
f ina l .  

A .  Appeals shall be prepared in writing on the "Ciretion Appeal" form 
provided by the  University Police T r a f f i c  Office. Appeals may be 
reviewed Sased solely on the written statement or the appea l ing  party 
may also request a personal  appearance. Failure to request a personal 
appearance or fai lure to appear at the hear ing  (as requested) will 
result in the  dec i s ion  be ing  rendered on the b a s i s  of t h e  written 
staremen t ( inc luding  any supporting material submitted) and the inf or- 
mation as  shown on the citarion(s). 

B. The appeal  must include t h e  fo l l owing:  

( 1 )  C i t a t i o n  number(s) 
( 2 )  License number of vehicle (s) 
(3)  Faculty, s taf f  , or student i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  number 

C. The Chief shall review a l l  appeals  before forwarding the appeals  to the 
chairperson of the Parking and Traffic Committee. 

D, The Parking and- Traffic Committee may order the paymenr of the adminis- 
trative enforcement eharge(s) in whole or in part o r  t h e  cancellation of 
such charge (s) . If t h e  appeal is denied and the appeal ing party f a i l s  
to pay the charge($) within ten (10) working days af ter  date of n o t f f i -  
cation, a $5.00 late charge will be assessed on the c i t a t i o n ( s ) .  

E. If the Parking and Traffic Committee rules in favor of the appellant, 
s a i d  appellant shall b e  entitled t o  any enforcement fee that: has been 
pa id  as a result of such alleged v i o l a t i o n .  

F ,  The d e c i s i o n  of the Parking and Traffic Committee shall be f i n a l .  

SUSPENSION OF PRIVILEGE TO D R I V E  AND PARK ON CAMPUS 

The loss of the privilege of dr iv ing  or parking a motor vehicle on campus 
s h a l l  commence ten (10) days after the  University P o l i c e  Traffic Office mails 
a letter t o  the person, a t  the  address of such person as shown in the records 
of t h a t  o f f i c e ,  s t a t i n g  t ha t  such person's privi lege  of driv ing  or parking a 
motor vehicle on campus has been suspended. Such letter shall s t a t e  t h e  term 
of the suspension and will g i v e  notification of p o s s i b l e  vehicle impoundment 



f o r  parking o f f e n s e s  committed during the period of suspension and shall 
state the reason for such suspension. Persons who have had t h e i r  parking 
p r i v i l e g e s  cancelled s h a l l  l o s e  t h e  p r i ~ r i l e g e  of driving or parking on The 
University campus for six (6) months. While a person's privilege of driving 
or parking a vehicle on campus is suspended, i r  i s  unlawful ( I )  for t h a t  
person to drive or park any motor vehic le  on the campus and ( 2 )  f o r  any 
person  to drive  or park a v e h i c l e  registered in the name of such person on 
the campus. 

A .  The Parking and Traffic Committee may p r o h i b i t  a person from operating 
or parking a vehicle  on campus if that person has received four ( 4 )  or 
more tickets in an academlc year or has been g u i l t y  of a Class B or 
Class C violation. 

Such suspension of the privilege of dr iv ing  or parking on the campus 
may be imposed for a period nor  to exceed s i x  ( 6 )  months from t h e  date  
of suspension. 

B. Any person who has had his or her operating and parking privi leges  on 
campus cancelled or suspended and who continues t o  operate or park a 
vehicle on campus .is subject  to having the vehicle rowed o f f  campus at 
the expense of the operator. 

If a person whose privilege of driving ur parking on campus has been 
suspended receives a University c i t a t i o n  by reason of having a vehicle 
on campus during t h e  period of hislher suspension, the per iod  of suspen- 
sion s h a l l  be extended so that  it expires twelve ( 1 2 )  months from the 
date the  person received such additional citation. In addition, the 
v i o l a t i o n  of the suspension shall be reported to the Dean of Students if 
the person fs a student, or t o  the appropriate Dean, Director or Admin- 
istrative Official for possible disciplinary a c t i o n  if t he  person is a 
faculty or staff member. 

D, A person receiving notice zhat h i s l h e r  privilege of driving or parking 
a vehicle on campus has been suspended may appeal t h e  suspension w i t h i n  
ten  (10) working days on the grounds t h a t  the impos i t i on  of such sus- 
pension is improper or will create ser ious  and substantial hardship. A 
reinstatement fee of Sf0.00 must accompany t h e  request for reinstate- 
ment. This w i l l  be in addition to any o the r  fees due for t r a f f i c  
violations. 

Such appeal shal l  be governed by the provis ions  of Item 4 of t h i s  
sect ion .  No appeal shall b e  cons idered  I f  there are eny unpaid cf ta-  
t i o n s  on record a t  rhe t i m e  such appeal  is filed. 

DESTRUCTION OF PERMIT WHEN SUSPENDED 

Eveq person receiving not lce  that hislher p r i v i l e g e  of d r i v i n g  or parking on 
the  campus has  been suspended sha l l  remove the parking permit (3) from every 
vehicle registered in his lher  name and return the remnants thereof to the 
University P o l i c e  Traffic Office w i t h i n  ten (10) working days after date of 
such n o t i c e .  Failure to do so shal l  be reported t o  the Dean of Students if 
t h e  person is a student,  or to the appropr i a t e  Dean, D i r e c t o r  or Administra- 
tive O f f i c i a l  if the person is a faculty  or s t a f f  member. 

ELLGIBILITY TO OBTAIN NEW PERMIT DURING PERIOD OF SUSPENSION 

A person whose privilege of d r i v i n g  and parking on the campus is suspended, 
and n o t  reinstated, shall be i n e l i g i b l e  to rece ive  a parking p e r m i t  of any 
type during the period of suspension. 

TWO VEHICLES ON CAMPUS 

When an a p p l i c a n t  who has registered two vehic le s  is found t o  have both  
vehicles ~ a r k e d  on campus at the same rime in v i o l a t i o n  of the  additional 
vehicle pol icy  (Section VI), the following shall apply. 



A .  First offense  - The University P o l i c e  Traffic Office  shall n o t i f y  the 
permit holder tha t  helshe has violated these regulations and that any 
further v i o l a t i o n  will result in the loss of the permit f o r  a l l  addi -  
tional vehicles. Furthermore, any citation(s) which may have been 
issued are due and payable, 

B. Second offense  - The University Police Tra f f i c  Of f i ce  shall notify t h e  
permit holder that helshe has again v i o l a t e d  these  regulations. Such 
written n o t i c e  will inform the p e r m i t  holder that helshe must surrender 
the permit(s) from a l l  addittonal vehicles and make payment f o r  any 
ciration(s) whf ch may have been issued for t h i s  offense. Furthermore, 
the permit holder shal.1 n o t  be a b l e  to r eg i s t e r  an addi t iona l  vehic le  
f o r  the remainder of the  current permit year. Fai lure  to abide by t h i s  
aecond notice w i l l  subject che permit ho lde r  ro a l l  enforcement sanc- 
t i o n s  including those described in S e c t i o n  V. 

IMPOUNDMENT 

The term "impoundment" includes i m o b i l i z a t  ion, towing, removal and storage 
of the vehicle in question. 

A .  Any vehicle which has been issued two ( 2 )  or more campus t i c k e t s  and 
which does not d i s p l a y  a v a l i d  parking permit while parked on campus 
shall be immobilized until t h e  operator of said vehicle is properly 
identif ied . 

B. The idenr i f  ied  operator of an immobilized vehicle s h a l l  be held l iab le  
for a l l  unpaid t ickets  which have been issued t o  the immobilized vehicle 
unless the operator shows proof of someone else  d r i v i n g  said vehicle .  

C. When a vehicle has been immobilized f o r  being parked on campus without 
a valid parking permit, the operator of said vehicle shall be required 
to register t h e  veh ic l e  in accordance w i t h  the UTSA Parking and T r a f f i c  
Regulations. 

D. The University of Texas at San Antonio reserves the right to remove and 
impound all vehicles parked so as t o  (1) obstruct ingress or egress to 
buildings, or (2)  obstruct vehicular or pedestrian traffic. Tbe Univer- 
sity also reserves the right to impound vehicles registered to ind iv id-  
ua l s  with unpaid t r a f f i c  fees after not ice  has been given as outlined in 
t h i s  section,  

E .  Neither The University nor  i t s  authorized personnel s h a l l  be l i a b l e  f o r  
any loss or damage resulting from such impoundment. 

F. I n  addition to any charge that may be levied by The University f o r  an 
offense resulting in impoundment, the owner of a vehicle t ha t  has been 
rowed, removed and stored must a l s o  pay a commercial wrecker service fee 
and storage charges after t h e  f i r s t  twenty-four (241 hours. When an 
T M P O W  VIOLATION occurs and t h e  owner or driver of the  v e h i c l e  appears 
on the scene before  the arrival of the wrecker, t h e  vehicle w i l l  not be 
impounded. If t h e  owner or driver appears on the scene after  the  
arrival of the  wrecker and the wrecker d r i v e r  has made a hookup: 

(1) the  veh ic le  w i l l  not b e  impounded; and 
( 2 )  t h e  owner or driver may be required ro pay the  wrecker a fee in 

l i e u  of towing. 

If the vehicle is impounded, the registered owner or pernit holder w i l l  
be  sent  a notice at t h e  address on file with the University Police 
Traffic Off i ce .  



SECTION IX 
RECIPROCAL PARKING RULES 

THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS AT SAM ANTONIO 
Am 

THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS HEALTH SCIENCE CENTER AT SAN ANTONIO 

PURPOSE 

A .  The purpose of t h i s  agreement is to provide l i m i t e d .  temporary parking 
f o r  UTSA f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f  and students at The University of Texas Health 
Science Center at San Antonio (UTIISCSA) . Employees at either ins t f tu -  
tion must register t h e i r  vehicles  a t  t h e i r  primary place of employment. 

B. Any individual  having questions concerning parking at UTHSCSA should 
con tac t  t h e  University P o l i c e  Department. 

ENFORCEMENT 

A .  Vehicles bearing UTSA permits are required to a b i d e  by the UTHSCSA 
Parking and Traffic Regul-ations while on the UTHSCSA campus. 

B. Student's academic records will be placed  on hold at  UTHSCSA and UTSA

PARKING AND TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 

The Parking and Traffic Regulations recomrnended for approval by t h e  U ,T. Board 
of Regents have been approved by an at torney  in t h e  Office of General Counsel 
and are based on model regulations approved by that office. These regulations 
supersede all prior Parking and Traffic Regulations. 

SECTION I 
QUICK REFERENCE TO PARKING AND TRAFFlC REGULATIONS 

1. PERMITS REQUIRED FOR ACCESS & PARKING: Faculty,  staff and students 
may purchase a parking permit to park on campus. Vehicles without a parking 
permit will pay t h e  daiI y parking fee charged visitors. 

2. DISPLAY OF PERMITS: Parking permi ts  must be properly af f ixed to the 
vehicle(s). Decals which are taped or affixed by unauthorized materials 
or displayed on a vehicle other than the vehicle to which issued will subject 
the holder to a citation. 

3. REMOVAL OF PERMITS: Permits (decals) shall be removed when t h e r e  
is a change of vehicle ownership; when association with the University is 
terminated; when a replacement permit has been issued to take the place 
of a previously issued permit; or upon expiration or revocation. 

4. PARKING INFORMATION (Subject to  change with sufficient notice) 

AACC BUILDING - restricted to UTHSCD patients only 

PARKING LOT {I1 - restricted to authorized persons who have been issued 
Lot 8 1 gate cards and t o  UTHSCD patients. Students, employees, faculty 
and visitors are not permitted t o  park on this lot, with or without a regular 
parking permit. 

PARKING LOT {#4 - all students with parking permits are required to park 
on this lot unless special privileges have been approved to park in the other 
parking areas. Employees, students, faculty and visitors may park on this 
lot. Vehicles without parking permits will be required to pay the daily parking 
fee. 

PARKING LOT /I5 - closed due to construction 

PARKING LOT 87 - employees, faculty, visitors and authorized students.  
Vehicles without parking permits will be required to pay the daily parking 
fee. 

GARAGE #/1 - restricted to facul ty ,  carpvolers with three (3) or more persons, 
visitors and persons with reserve spaces. Students and employees are not 
permitted to park in this garage until  after 6:00 p.m. on weekdays. Students 
and employees may park in this garage on Saturday, Sunday and holidays. 
Vehicles without parking permits will be required to pay t h e  daily parking 
fee. 

GARAGE /I2 - restricted to employees, faculty and authorized students. 
A l l  vehicles without a parking permit will be required to pay the d a i l y  parking 
fee. 
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LOCKE MEDICAL BLDG. (601 1 Harry nines ~ l v d . )  - employees, faculty, 
authorized students, tenants and visitors. All vehicles without a parking 
permit will be required to pay the  daily parking fee. The same Rules and 
Regulations for the U.T. campus applies to this parking area. 

SEKVICE BUILDING (NAPA ~ l d g . )  4600 Harry Hjnes Blvd. - parking permits 
required for UTHSCD personnel's vehicles. The  sarne Rules and Regulations 
for the UTHSCD campus appIies to this area. 

BlCYCLES - to  be parked only i n  areas designated for bicycle parking. Bicycles 
are not t o  be taken into any buildings. 

MOTORCYCLES - unless a parking permit has been purchased, all mutorcycles 
will be required to park in Lot 1'14 in the designated motorcycle area. 

PARKING WITHOUT A PERMIT - visitors, job applicants and faculty without  
a parking permit may park in Garage fl I ,  t a t  114 or Lot # 7  and pay the daily 
parking fee. 

5. Regular parking permits do not permit parking on Lor /I1 or the AACC parking 
lot. 

6 .  LOADINGZONE AREAS: Tobeusedonlyforloadingandunloading.  Rules 
enforced at all times. 

7. BICYCLE REGISTRATION: Bicycles operated or parked on the campus 
should be registered with  the Dallas Police Department. 

8. BICYCLES, MOPEDS (MOTOR-ASSISTED BJCY CLES): Bicycles and mopeds 
must be operated i n  accordance with the s p ~ i f i c  applicable provisions of 
these regulations, all provisions of these regulations concerning par king 
restrictions and traffic control and applicable state law. 

9. PARKING LOTS: On wcasion during the year, certain parking lots  may 
be dosed upon recommendation by the  University Police Department and 
approval by the President of t he  University. 

10. SPEED LIMIT: The speed l imit  on all parts of the campus, whether  on streets 
or in parking areas, is 20 mph unless otherwise pasted. 

11. POSTEDSIGNS: Postedsigns,whetherpermanentartcmporary,must be 
obeyed at all times and take precedence over painted curbs, pavement markings 
and designations shown wl any University maps. 

PARKiNG IMPROPERLY: A vehicle shall not park where angle parking 
is required, with the back of the  vehicle toward the curb. If  street parking 
is permitted, a vehicle shall not be parked opposite the f low of traffic in 
the traff ic  lane where parallel parking is required. Parking whoily within 
the marked boundaries of the parking space is required at all times. Vehicles 
shall not park in a manner that obstructs walkways, driveways, ramps, loading 
docks, marked crosswalks or inflicts damage to shrubbery, trees, grass, grounds 
or structures. Additionally, no vehic le  may park on any unmarked or unimproved 
ground area which has not been marked or designated for par king. 

13, REGISTRATION OF TWO VEHICLES: Alternate vehicles may be registered 
by faculty, staff or students at an extra cost of $ 1  each. No more than 
one vehicle with the same decal number shall be parked on campus at the . 
same time. 
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L 4. ENFORCEMENT AND IMPOUNDMENTS: Fallure to abide by these regulations 
may be the basis for disciplinary action against students, faculty and staff. 
Violators mdy be subject to impoundment of their vehicle(s) pending paymel-lt 
of overdue charges. Students may also be barred f rom readmission and have 
grades, degree, refunds or officiai transcripts withheld pending payment 
of overdue charges. Vehicles may also b e  impounded for specific impound 
violations. 

15. APPEAL OF CITATION: University parking and traff ic  citations may be 
appealed with in  10 working days f rorn date of citation by filing a Citation 
Appeal Form with the  University Pol ice  off ice. Court Appearance citations 
are handled by the appropriate state or municipal court. 

16. VISITORS: All visjtors will park in Garage /I 1 unless directed otherwise 
by an officer. Visitors will pay the  daily parking charge. 

PEDESTRIAN RIGHTS AND DUTIES: Pedestrians must  obey all traffic 
control devices. They have the right-of-way at marked crosswalks, in inter- 
sections and on sidewalks extending across a service drive, building entrance 
or driveway. Pedestrians crossing a street  at any point other than within 
a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection 
shall yield the right-of-way to dl vehicles on said street. Pedestrians shall 
not leave the curb or other place of sa fe ty  and walk or run into the path 
of a vehicle which is so dose that i t  is impossible for the driver to yield. 
Pedestrians may cross an intersection diagonaIly only where permitted by 
s p ~ i a l  pavement marking. 

18. INOPERATIVE VEHICLES: If a vehicle becomes inoperable, a telephone 
call shall be placed to the University Police Department at Extension 2081. 
The police wii t e i ther  render assistance or authorize temporary parking. 
Temporary parking shall not exceed 24 hours and must not create an obstruction 
or hazard. 

SECTION I1 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Pursuant to the authority granted by Sections 51.201 et seq.; 54.003, 54.503, 
65.31 and Sections 65.02 and 74.10 1 of Tltle  3 of the G x a s  Education Code, 
the Board of Regents of The University of Texas System has promulgated Parking 
and Traffic Regulations to regulate and control parking and traffic  and the use 
of parking facilities, to provide for the issuance of vehicle identification insignia 
(parking permit), and to provide jurisdiction over offenses. This booklet contains 
those regulations and procedures applicable to any person who walks w drives 
and parks a motor vehicle or bicycle m t he  campus of The University of Texas 
Health Science Center at Dallas. These rules and regulations are supplementary 
to the ordinances of t h e  City of Dallas and the statutes of the State of Texas 
whch govern pedestrians and t he  use of motor vehicles and bicycles. 

Approved by t h e  President of The University of Texas Health Science Center 
at Dallas and the Board of Regents. 

The operation of a motor vehicle or bicycle on The  University of Texas Health 
Science Center at Dallas campus is a privilege granted by the University and 
is not an inherent right of any faculty/staff member or student. All faculty, 
staff and students who have a motor vehicle in their  possession or control for 
use, operation or parking on the University campus must abide by these rules 
and regulations. 
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Registration of il rnotor  vehicle does not g u a r a n t e e  a parking place on campus. 

The University is not responsible for fire, theft,  damage to, or loss of vehic le  
parked or operated on the Univers i ty  campus. No bailment is created by granting 
of a n y  parking or opera t ing  privileges regarding a vehicle on any property owned ,  
leased or otherwise controlled by t h e  Univers i ty .  

I .  The purpose of these regulations is to provide for the safety and welfare 
of student and employees, control of traffic and parking, and protec t ion  
of institutional property. 

2, If any part of these traffic,parkingandsecurity regulations is held to be 
invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions which can be given 
ef f E C ~  without t h e  invalid provisions, and to th i s  end the provisions of these 
regulations are declared to be severable. 

3. The provisions of these regulations shall be cumulative of all other laws. 

4. On special xcasions and in emergencies, Police Officers may impose tern-  , 

porary par king and traffic control restrictions. These temporary restrictions 
shall h a v e  all of the force of other written and approved regulations and 
shall be subject to the same penalries. On special occasions and in emergencies 
they may also waive parking restrictions. 

5. I t  shall be a violation to  commit any act prohibited by these regulations, 
or to fail to do my act required by these regulations. 

6 .  The words "motor vehicle or vehicle" as used in these regulations shall include 
automobiles, buses, trucks, trailers, mopeds, motorcycles, motorscooters 
and m oturbikes. 

7. The operation of a motor vehicle shall be restricted to the  campus drives,  
s t r e e t s ,  and parking lots. 

8. Employees, faculty and students are prohibited f rom parking in t he  reserved 
visitor parking spaces at any time. 

9. Motor vehicles operated or parked on the campus must comply wi th  all  State 
Laws, City Ordinances of Dallas, Texas, dealing with t raff ic  and s e c u r i t y ,  
and the Parking, Traffic and Security Regulations of The University of Texas 
Health Science Center at Dallas. 

10. "Parking Permit" includes gate cards and decals issued by The Universj ty 
of Texas Health Science Center at Dallas. 

UNIVERSITY POLICE: The Universi ty Police have t he  responsibility and the 
legal authority for the enforcement of the Parking and Traffic Regulations listed 
in this booklet. University police officers may issue Universi ty citations or Court 
Appearance citations enforceable in court. On special occasions and emergencies, 
such parking limitations may be imposed by the Chief of the Univers i ty  PoIice 
as are required by the conditions which prevail. When conditions war ran t  such 
action, the Chief may waive parking limitations. 

The University reserves t h e  right to enforce prking and traffic regulations: 

1. through the issuance of Univers i ty  citations and the collection of admin- 
istrarive enforcement charges for offenses; 

2.  through the impoundment of vehicles interfering with  the movement 
of vehicular or pedestrian traffic or blocking a sidewalk, ramp, loading 
dock, crosswalk, entrance, exit,  fire lane or aisle and through the im- 
poundment of vehicles for unpaid charges after proper notice as provided 
by these regulations; 
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3. by the suspension or revocation of permits; 

4. by requiring either the vehicle owner or the pcrson who has registered 
the vehicte with the University Police Office to appear in  court or at 
a University hearing for non-paym ent of outstanding charges; 

5. by barring t h e  readmission and withholding the grades, degrees, refunds 
and official transcripts of any student for non-payment of outstanding 
charges; 

6.  by d i s c i p t i ~ r y  action against employees or students who fail to abide 
by these regulations; 

7. by denying parking permits to those with overdue charges; 

8. by the issuance of Court Appearance Citations requiring an appearance 
in the appropriate stare or municipal court; and 

9. by such other methods as are commonly employed by city governments 
or state agencies i n  control of traffic regulation enforcement. 

Proof of the fact that any parking or traffic control device, sign, parking meter, 
signal or marking was actually in place at any location on campus of The Uni- 
versity of Texas Health Science Center at Dallas, shall constitute prima facie 
evidence that the same is official and was installed under the authority of appli- 
cable l aw and these regulations. 

When any person is charged with having stopped, parkcd and left standing a motor 
vehicle on the campus of The Univers i ty  of Texas Health Science Center at Dallas, 
in violation of any provision of the Parking and Traffic Regulations of The University 
of Texas Health Science Center at Dallas, proof that said vehicle was, at the 
date of the offense, bearirig a valid University of Texas Health Science Center 
at Dallas parking permit shall constitute prima facie evidence that  said vehicle 
was then and there stopped, parkcd and left standing by the holder of the parking 
permit. However, if the vehlcle docs not bear a vdlid University of Texas Health 
Science Center at Dallas parking permit,  proof that said vehicte at the date 
of t h e  offense alleged, was owned by an individual is prirna facie proof that said 
vehicle was then and there stopped, parked and left standing by said individual. 

The University assumes no responsibility for any vehicle or any duty t o  protect 
any vehicle or its contents at any time t h e  vehicle is operated or parked on the 
campus, 

The University may deem a motor vehicle including a moturcycle, or motorscooter, 
or  moped, or bicycle parked on the University campus for more than 48 hours 
to be abandoned and may dispose of such vehicle as provided i n  Article 6687- 
9 of the Texas Revised Civil Statutes. 

SECTION 111 
DEFINITIONS 

"Campus", as w e d  herein, shall include all the pro pert y under the control of 
t h e  University of Texas Health Science Center at Dallas. 

I1Motor Vehicle" or flVehicle'l, as used in these regulations, shall include automobiles, 
buses, trucks, trailers, motorcyc~es, motorscooters, motorbikes, bicycles with  
motor, and mopeds. 

"Parking Permitsu include gate card and decals issued by t h e  University of Texas 
Health Science Center at Dallas. 
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SECTION IV 
PARKING REGULATIONS 

On LJniversity holidays, only those parking restr ict ions which regulate parking 
at all tirnes shall remain in effect. 

Fallure to abide by parking and traffic  regulations may be the basis for disciplinary 
action against students and employees. Students may be subject to penalties 
ranging from disciplinary probation to expulsion from the Institution, as outlined 
in Section 3.13 of the  Rules and Regulations of the  Board of Regents  of The 
University of Texas ~Gtern, Chapter VI, Part One. Emplayees may be subjected 
to disciplinary penalties including termination of employment. 

SECTION V 
PARKlNG PERMITS 

A. REGISTRATION OF VEHICLES 

I. Students, employees and faculty may purchase a University of Texas 
Health Science Center parking permit for any vehicle they own, lease 
OF have Legal possession of. The UTHSCD decd issued must be properly 
displayed on the vehicle registered for a parking permit .  i t  is not per- 
missible far a parking permit to be purchased fo r  the same vehicle  by 
more than one person. It will be a violation for any vehicle to display 
more than one current UTHSCD parking decal. 

2. Onlyone vth ic teperpermi t  holder shall beparkedon thecampusat  
one t ime.  

3. The motor vehicles must be registered during t h e  period designated 
f o r  ail students, and on the  first day of work for new employees and 
f act11 ty. 

4, Falsification of information on registration of a motor vehicle will 
result in cancellation of parking privileges. 

5. Faculty and employees must register motor vehicles at the place and , 

period designated. 

6 ,  Registration of a motor vehicle does not entitle a person to park that 
vehicle on campus unless a valid parking decal is proper1 y displayed 
on the vehicle. 

7. Any change affecting the registration or ownership of a vehicle shall 
be reported promptly to the University Police Off ice so the change 
may be recorded. Failure t o  do so may resul t  in the cancellation of 
par king privileges. 

8. If areplacement decalis required,it will be necessary to destroy the 
oid decal and give written notice to that effect to  t h e  University Police 
Off ice. 

9. Only a f t e r  a motor vehicle has been properly registered and the par king 
f e paid may a parking permit decal be issued. 

10. The parking fees are paid through the  Cashier's Off ice f o r  the fiscal 
year or balance of the fiscal year. The fiscal period is from September 
1 through the following August 31. 

11. Parklng fees for students, employees and facu l ty  must be paid during 
the designated period at t h e  beginning of the school term, New employees  
and facuIty must obtain parking permits on  their  first day of employment.

2, Parking permits that include the garages do not guarantee that a space 
will be available in the garages. All permits are sold on a first-come, 
f irst-serve hasis, 

3. Motorc cles and Motorscooters shall park ONLY in Lot #)4 in the spaces & i7irs type vehicle unless a parking permit is purchased for 
the vehicle, 

Motor-Assisted Bicycles - and Mopeds may park in the area designated 
fw bicycles. They cannot be taken i n t o  any building. 

NOTE: Motorcycles, Motorscooters, mopeds and motor-assisted bic ycIes 
and bicycles shall NOT be parked or otherwise secured in unauthorized 
places, e.g. sidewalks, posts, railings, trees, etc. Neither  may 
these vehicles use spaces marked for passenger cars or trucks. 

Operation: Motorcycles, motorscoaters, mopeds and motor-assisted 
bicycles and bicycles shall NOT be ridden or operated on pedestrian 
walkways or sidewalks. O n  University streets, operators shall cornply 
with dl traffic control devices, e.g. one-way signs, stop signs, etc. 
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4. Disabled Veterans - Disabled Persons 
All disabled veterans whose vehicIes display t h e  specially designed license 
plates issued by the State Department of Highways and Public Transport- 
ation with the words "DISABLED VET" printed thereon in acc0rdanc.e wi th  
the provisions of Vernon's Annotated Texas Civil Statutes, Article 6675e, 
and all permanently disabled persons whose vehicles display the special! y 
designed symbols, tabs or other devices (to include a vehicle Ln which a 
temporarily disabled person identification card is placed in the lower  left 
hand side of the front windshield) issued by t h e  State Department of High- 
ways and Public Transportation wi th  the word "DISABLED" printed thereon 
in accordance with the provisions of Verr~un's Annotated Texas Civil Statutes, 
Article 6675-5e.1, are exempt from parking perrni t  fees and from parking 
meter fees and time limits. These exemptions permit parking only in  spaces 
where parking would otherwise be appropriate and do not permit the parking 
of a vehicle at a place where parking is restricted or prohibited. 

E. PAYMENT OF FEES: When an application is made for a permit ,  the fee 
charges will be f o r  a completc year or for the entire unexpired portion ut 
the University's permit year. Payment of the fee must be made before the 
permit will be issued. 

F. REFUNDS: Areguest for  a r e f u n d  willnot behonoredunlessitisfiled with  
the University Police Office during the University's fiscal year in which 
payment for the  permit  was made .  A request for refund must be accompanied 
by the  remnants of the appropriate permit ,  Refunds will be made upon request 
and only in the event service is terminated by a resignation or teave oi 
absence wlthout pay. The refund will be based on the number of full  months 
remaining in the University's permit year. A request for a refund wi l l  not 
be honored when a person's privilege to park and drive on campus has been 
suspended nor if outstanding charges or other debts remain unpaid. 

SECTION V I  
DRIVlNG AND PARKING OFFENSES 

NOTE: I i  a vehicle is found parked in violation of any State Law or City Ordinance 
of Dallas, Texas, dealing with traffic and security or in violation of these regulations, 
or is parked in such a manner as to  create a traffic hazard, such vehicle may 
be impounded, relocated or immobilized at the expense of the violator. The 
University shall nnt, nor shall any of its authorized persuniiel, be liable w assume 
any responsibility for any loss or dam age suffered because of such irn poundrnent , 
immobilization or relocation. 

I t  shall be a violation of these regulations for any person to: 

1 .  Drive and operate a motor vehicle or bicycle on any street, drive, alley 
or sidewalk i n  excess of 20 miles  per hour, which is t h e  speed I m l t  
on all parts of the campus. 

2. Parkamotorvehiclesothat i t i sno t  wholly w i t h i n t h e l i n e s o r  boundaries 
of a lined parking space. 

3. Park a motor vehicle in a space marked for  visitor parking when the 
operator of t h e  vehicle, or parking permit holder, is either a student, 
employee or faculty member of t h e  Universi ty.  

4. Drive or park a motor vehicle i n  an area prohibited by a "KO Parking" 
sign or signs, or by a barricade or barricades. 

5. Park a motor vehicle, or any part thereof, next to a red curb which 
shall designate a "No Parking" zone. 

6 .  Parkamotor  vehicle,orany part thereof,onalawn,curb,sidewalk, 
or any area not designated as a parking space, or in any restricted 
or unauthorized area. 
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7. Park a motor v e h i d e  in a loading zone or service drive. Parking in 
a loading zone or service drive by a truck or trailer is allowed only  
during the t ime  the truck or trailer is being loaded or unloaded. Parking 
in a loading zone or service drive by a passenger vehicle is allowed 
only if in the actual process of loading or unloading, and t hen  only if 
a written parking permit to do so is displayed on the windshield. 

8. Park a motor vehicle on the campus for more  than 24 hours,  without 
being moved, or at any t ime  for t h e  purpose of storing, washing, greasing, 
or repairing s u c h  vehic le  (except emergency repairs). Vehicles which 
are t h e  property of The Univerrity of Texas, parked in  their proper 
spaces, are excepted. 

9. Park a motor vehicle at an angle or perpendicular to a curb in such  
a manner that the f ront  wheel or wheels are more than 12 inches from 
t h e  curb or park a motor vehic le  parallel to a curb in a manner whereby 
either of the curbside wheels is more than 18 inches from t h e  curb. 

10. Drive and operate a motor vehicle or bicycle and fail to  stop said motor 
vehicle or bicycle at  a stop sign facing the vehicle or bicycle when 
said stop sign is officially placed in its location by the Univers i ty  Police 
Chief or his delegate. Authority is herein granted to the University 
Police Chief or his delegate to erect and place stop signs as well as 
other traffic control signs and markings at any loca t ion  on campus he 
shall deem appropriate. 

11. Parkamotor v e h i c l e i n a r e s e r v e d  parkingareawhen the vehicledoes 
not display a proper parking permit for the area. Temporary exception 
may be granted by the University Police Chief.  

12. Park a motor vehicle in a space reserved f w disabled or handicapped, 
unless the vehide properly displays a current parking permit decal 
permitting such parking. 

13. Park a passenger vehicle or truck in the space or spaces reserved for 
motorcycles, motorscooters and motorbikes. 

14. Park a motorcycle, motorscooter, or motorbike in a space designated 
for passenger vehicles unless a parking pertnit has been purchased for 
the motorcycle, motorscooter or motorbike. 

IS. Park a motor vehicle so as to obstruct  the entrance to any building. 

16. Drive,operateor parkamotor vehicle to  whichisaffixedaforged 
or altered parking permit or decal. 

17. Drive, operate or park a motor vehicle to which is affixed a parking 
permit or decal that was not officiaily issued for the vehicle. 

18. Drive a motor vehicle into o r  exit out of a parking lot other than through 
the designated entrance or exit, 

19. Transi er a parking permit without the permission of the University 
Police Chief. 

20. Permit another person to use a parking gate card to gain entrance or 
to exit a parking area. 

21. Drive, operate or park a motor vehicle which displays a parking perrnit 
in an unauthorized area of the vehicle. 

, 22. Park a motor vehicle in  a time-limited zone for longer than the prescribed 
time l imit  without moving the vehicle. 

23. Drive and operate a motor vehicle the wrong way on a one-way street, 
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24. Park a motor vehicle with in  t e n  feet of a fireplug. 

25. Park a bicycle or rnotorcycie in an ared or space not officially designated 
for bicycle or motorcycle par king. 

26, Park a motor veliide in any place where it may create a traffic hazard 
or where it blocks of impedes pedestrian or vehicular traffic. 

27. Driveandopcrateamotor vehicle a n d f a i l  to  yield the right-of-way 
to a pedestrian. Pedestrians have the right-of -way over motor vehicIes 
and bicycles a t  all times. 

28. Operate a motor vehicle that is involved in a collision on campus and 
fail to immediately report said collision to the nearest University Pol~cc 
Officer or to the police dispatcher. 

B Drive and operate a motor vehicle and fail to have a valid operator's, 
commercial operator's, or chauf f eur's license in one's immediate posession. 
I t  shall be a defense to any charge f i led under this section that the 
person so charged produce in court an operator's, commercial operator's, 
or chauffeur's license theretofore issued to  such person and valid a1 
the t ime of arrest. 

30. Drive and operate a motor vehicle and iail or refuse to display a valid 
opertor's, commercial operator's or chauffeur's ticense to a University 
Police Officer when requested to do so. It shall be a defense to any 
charge f i l e d  under this section that the person so charged producr in 
cour t  an operator's, commercial operator's or chauffeur's license there- 
tofore issued to such person and valid at the t ime of arrest. 

32. Moveorremoveatrafficsignor barricadewithoutpermissionof a 
University Police Officer. 

33. Fail to follow the orders, directions or signals of a University Police 
Officer in  the direction of traffic. 

34. Parkaregularsizevehicleinaspaceorareadesignatedfor asubcornpact 
or compact vehicle. 

SECTION V I l  
ENFORCEMENT 

A. PARKING AND TRAFFIC CITATIONS: University Police are authorized 
to issue three types of citations for violation of University parking and 
traffic regulations: 

1. UNIVERSITY (CAMPUS) CITATIONS - Those handled by the University, 
subject to University administrative enforcement charges and a right 
to appeal within the Universiry (Paragraph E below).  

Campus traffic citations may be issued by the University Police Officers 
for a violation of State Law, City Ordinances of Dallas, Texas, dealing 
with traffic and security or these rules and regulations. 

a. The enforcement charge for such violation shall be as follows: 

1. First violation - $3 

2. Second violation within f iscal  year - $5  

3. Third violation or more wi th in  fiscal year - $10 each 
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Ul hen Cour t  Appearance citatiorls are issued, t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  c ~ t a t i o r l s  will  
be rancelled. Failure to discharge CA ci  tdtions may r e su l t  i l l  the issuance 
of a warrant for- t h e  arrest of such person. 

Persnns with  unpald c h a r g e s  r eco rded  in t h e i r  names shall be irleligible to 
r ece ive  park~ng perrnjts while such charges rernaln unpaid. To obtain a 
permit, a person m u s t  pay t h e  charge. 

D. IMPOUNDhIENT OF VEHICLES, BARRING 01: KEADMISSION AND WITH- 
HOLDING OF GRADES, DEGREES, OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS AND REFUNDS: 
When unpaid charges are recorded, the University Police O f f i c e  shall send 
a letter t o  t h e  person i n  whose name the  charges are recorded. 

Such letter shall state that unless payment of all accumulated charges is 
rrlade within 5 working days after thy date of such l e t t e r  further action 
will be taken. In the case of s t u d e n t s ,  barring of readmission and/or wi!tl- 
holding of grades, degree, official transcripts and refunds as authorized 
in the  Regents1 Rules  and Regulations, P a r t  One, Chapter VI, Section 9 and 
s ta te  taw, t h e  appropriate enforcement action will take place without f u r t h e r  
notice. 

If t h e  person receiving t he  letter believes an crror has been made, does 
not own the  vehicle, the person has 5 working days f rorn t h e  date of the 
letter to show that t he  vehicle in ques t i on  was not owned,  r eg i s t e r ed  or 
used by the individual or t o  show that the individual receiving notice of 
impending  sanctions does not have unpaid parking and t raff ic charges. 

If payment is not received and either the registered owner or the person 
who has registered t h e  vehicle with the Univers i ty  has failed to pay the 
charges or has failed to meet his or her burden of proof, t h e  vehicle may 
be impounded pending payment of all outstanding charges, including towing 
and storage charges, wi thout  f urthcr notice. 

I f  payment is no t  recejvcd from a student and t h e  student has failed to meet 
his or her burden of proof, the s tudent  (nay be barred f rom readrnissron and 
grades, degrees, official t r ansc r ip t s  and refunds rnay be withheld, withuur  
f u r t h e r  notice. Additionally, t h e  vehicle registered to t h c  student may be 
subject to impoundment .  

E, APPEALS FROM UNIVERSITY CITATION(S): Any person who has received 
a University citation may file a request to  have the citation reviewed.  This 
appeal I-nust be filed w i t h  the University Police Offlce no later than 10 working 
days a f t e r  t he  citation was issued. If an appeal is not f i l ed  wi th in  th is  t i rne ,  
the  cltation is deemed final .  

Appeals shall hc prepared in wri t ing or] the "Citation Appeal" form provided 
by the University Police Off ice. Appeals may be based soIcl y or1 t h e  wr i t t en  
statement or the appealing party may also request a personal appearance. 
Fai lure to  request a personal appearance or failure to appear at t h e  hedr ing  
{as requested) will result i n  the decision being rendered on the basis of the 
wr l t ten  s t a t e m e n t  (including any supporting material submit ted)  and the 
informat ion as shown on t h e  citation(s), 

Each "CIitation Appeal" formi will be reviewed by t h e  T ra f f i c  Rules & Keg111a lions 
Commit tee  for a decision and the appealing p a r t y  will  be notif ied,  in w r ~ t ~ n g ,  
of the decision. The Committee rnay order the p a y m e n t  of the a d r n i n i s t r a t i v ~  
enforcement chargeCs), t h e  cancellation of such charges or change t h e  citat iori 
t o  a warning. 



PARKING AND TRAFFIC REGULATIONS - cnntinued 

F. SUSPENSION OF PRIVlLEGE TO DRIVE AND PARK ON CAMPUS: The 
Loss of the privilege of driving or parking a rnotor vehicle on campus shall 
commence 12 days after the University Police Office mails a letter to the 
person, at the address of such person as shown in t h e  records of that office, 
stating that such person's privilege of driving or parking a motor vehicle 
on campus has been suspended. Such letter shall s t a t e  the term of the sus- 
pension and will give notification of possible impoundment for par king offenses 
committed during the period of suspension and shall state the  reason for 
such suspension. 

Any person who (a) forges or alters a permi t ;  (h) uses a forged or altered 
permit; ( c )  transfers a permit, affixes a permit to a vehicle other than for 
which it was issued, or fails to destroy a permit when required t o  do so by 
these regulations with the intention of providing any person with parking 
privileges helshe is not entitled to under these regulations; (d) provides false 
information to obtain a parking permit with knowledge thereof; or (e )  parks 
or drives a vehicle to  which there has been affixed a permit which t h e  regist- 
ered owner or regular driver did not purchase, shall lose the privilege of 
driving or parking on the University campus for s ix  months. W hiie  a person's 
privilege of driving or parking a vehicle an campus is suspended, i t  is un- 
lawful (1) for that person to drive or park any motor vehicle on t he  campus 
and (2) f w my person t o  drive or park a vehicle registered in the name of 
such person on t he  campus. 

If a person whose privilege of driving or parking on campus has been suspended 
receives a University citation by reason of having a vehicle on campus during 
the period of hislher suspension, the period of suspension shall be extended 
so that it expires twelve months from the date the person received such 
additional citation. In  addition, the violation of the suspension shall be 
reported to the Dean of Students if t h e  person is a student, or reported to 
the Dean, Director,  or Administrative off icid for possible disciplinary action 
i f  the person is a faculty or staff member. 

A person receiving notice that hislher privilege of driving or parking a vehicie 
on campus has been suspended may appeal the suspension within twelve 
calendar days on the grounds that the imposition of such suspension is improper 
or will create serious and substantial hardship. N o  appeal shall be considered 
i f  there are any unpaid citations outstanding at the time such appeal is 
filed, unless special arrangements are made with the University Pdice 
Off ice. 

H, DESTRUCTION OF PERMIT WHEN SUSPENDED: Every person receiving 
notice that hislher privilege of driving or parking on t h e  campus has k e n  
suspended shall remove the parking perrnit(s1 f torn every vehicle registered 
in hislher name and return the remnants thereof, along with the parking 
gate card, t o  the University Police Off ice within twelve days after date 
of such notice, Failure to do so shall be reported to the Dean of Students 
if the person is a student, or to the appropriate Dean, Director, or Admin- 
istrative official, if the person is a facul ty  or staff member. 

I. ELIGIBILITY TO OBTAIN NEW PERMIT DURING PERIOD OF SUSPENSION: 
A person whose privilege of driving and parking on the campus is suspended 
and not reinstated shall be ineligible to receive a parking permit at any 
time during the period of suspension. 

3. TWO VEHICLES ON CAMPUS: When an applicant who has registered two 
vehicles is found to have both vehicles parked on campus at the  same tirne 
in violation of the Alternate Vehicle Policy, the following shall apply: 

1, First Offense - The University Police Officer shall notify the permit 
holder that helshe has violated these regulations by issuing a citation 
to each vehicle. 



PARKING A NU TRAFFIC KEGULATIONS - continued 

2. Second Offense - The University Police Office  shall no t i fy  the permit 
holder that helshe has again violated rhese regulations. Such written 
notice will i n fo rm the  pe rmi t  holder that helshe must surrender t h e  
permit f rom the alternate vehic le  in addition to making payment for 
any citations which (nay have been issued for this offinse. Additionally, 
the permi t  holder shall not be able to register an alternate vehicle for 
t he  remainder of the current permit year. 

K. IMPOUNDMENT: The t e r m  "impoundmer~t" includes towing, removal ,  ~ m m o b i l -  
ization, and storage of t h e  vehicle in question. 

In addi t ion  to a n y  charge that may be levied by the University for an offense 
resulting in removal or ~rnmobif ization, t h e  owner of an impounded vehicle 
must also pay a commerc ia l  wrecker service fee and storage charges. When 
an IMPOUND VIOLATION occurs and the  owner or driver of t h e  vehic le  
appears on t he  scene before the arrival of t h e  wrecker, the vehicle will 
not be impounded, If the  owner or driver appears on t h e  scene after the 
arrival of the wrecker and the wrecker driver has made a hookup, the following 
will apply: 

I .  The vehicle will not be impounded; and 

2. the owner or driver will be expected t o  pay the wrecker a fee, in l ieu 
of towing. 

If the vehlcle is impounded, the registered owner or permit holder should 
contact the University Police Dispatch Off i ce ,  extension 208 1, for location 
and telephone number of impounded vehicle. 

SECTION VIII 
AMENDMENTS TO REGULATIONS 

As conditions and necessity dictate, t h e  parking, traffic and security regulations 
may be revised or amended by the  President of The University of Texas Health 
Science Center at Dallas, subject to  t he  approval of The University of Texas 
System Board of Regents.
